DfHAIRY

We clip from a paper by Mr. R. A. gmythe, President of the Mich-
igan Horticultural Society, written for tue Rural New Yorker, the
well known high class periodical

:

My first experience with It was on a high sandy hill, where the
sand blew badly, and where I found It difficult to get other crops to
grow. I planted it about the middle of August; it did not make a
large growth that fall, still, enough to hold the sand. It lived through
the winter and came out in fine condition in the spring; by the time
we were ready to turn it under there was a covering on the ground
that was really something to see. After it was plowed under, the soil
spoke for itself, the color being several shades darker. We had set
this piece of land with Peach Trees that spring before we plowed the
Vetch under. The trees made a splendid growth and were in fine
condition until we had a very heavy frost in October, which killed
many of the young trees; this was the fall of 1906.

I believe that Vetch is like all other leguminous crops; it grows
better after the land has become inoculated. Every spring it makes
an enormous growth, many of the vines being from seven to 10 feet in
length; it is a sight. I wish I could give you some idea of the
amount of green manure Vetch will make, and am safe in saying,
many tons. My entire farm is covered with it this winter and it
never looked better.

The United States Department of Agriculture Bulletin No. 147
recommends planting Vetch with Winter Wheat or Rye, if it is to be
used for a forage crop. It also says that Vetch can be cut up and
used for hay, afterward plowing under the stubble.

Mr. J. H. Haynes, in another issue of the Rural New Yorker, gives
the following experience:

The most successful soil restorer ever tested in this section is
Sand Vetch. In 1005 a worn-out farm of 100 acres was purchased by
the president of our canning company for the purpose of growing
early products, such as peas, sweet corn and tomatoes for the cannery.

..^ The soil is mainly sand, some portions having clay mixed and others,
some black soils, but all so badly reduced in productive powers as to

merit the name "Starvation Farm." His idea was to plant such crops as would come off before hot, dry weather came on. The crop of
1906 proved a failure so far as the saudy land was concerned. The owner, hearing of Sand Vetch and its renewing power, and having
a "sandy farm," took courage and invested in two bushels of the Vetch Seed, which was sown in August on two acres of his very poorest
sand land. In June, 1907, this was cut for hay, and so well impressed was he that he sowed in August, 1907, 25 acres designing 21 acres
for corn and four for pasture. The mass of Vetch on the ground in the spring of 1908 was so thick that the plowing under was very slow,
and the corn was not planted till in June. The season following was very dry six weeks without rain, but this 21 acres averaged 72 bus.
per acre, whereas for 20 years previous the average yield had not been 20 bus. per acre.

SAND VETCH HAS BEEN FOUND ADAPTED TO NEARLY ALL PARTS OF THE U. S.

In drought resistance it is perhaps the best of the Vetches. It will also stand severe cold, so that it is rarely frozen out in the north-
ernmost states. This makes it particularly valuable as a winter cover and green manure crop.

SAND VETCH FOR FEEDING PURPOSES.
May be cured as hay or used green as a soiling crop. For soiling purposes a succession of crops can be maintained by sowing at

various dates. Where the winters are mild it is possible to use the Vetch as green feed all through the autumn and early winter and up
to June or later in the summer.

CULTIVATION OF SAND VETCH.
Sand Vetch gives the best results when planted on well-tilled and well drained land. Seed should be drilled or broadcasted at the rate

of 35 to 60 pounds per acre.

WHEN TO SOW ALFALFA?

The
best time to plant rice is in November, when
the seed is gathered, though spring seeding is
used by many.

General Culture Directions—Most Flower Seeds germinate
well in a rather light, sandy loam, exposed to the sun, while

a few are benefited by partial shade, and some do best with
an element of clay finely mixed with the soil. Nearly all

the hardy seeds germinate better when planted in early

spring, as soon as the soil can be worked fairly easy.

A general rule for the seed bed is to have the soil rich,

level and worked very finely. Sow the seed evenly in the
rows, cover with the finest of soil, about three times the
diameter of the seed, and press the soil firmly over the
seed. The soil should never become dry after the seeds

have swelled, for if it does they will be pretty sure to fail.

For this reason it is best to sow most small seeds in shallow
boxes, two to three inches deep, and of any convenient size,

that the surface of the soil may be kept properly moistened.
After the seeds are up, care must be taken to give them
plenty of air and moisture, and yet not too much water, or

they will "damp off" (rot at the top of the ground). As
soon as the second leaves are well out, they should be trans-

planted into pots or new boxes. When finally transplanted
to the bed or border, they should be watered frequently
until well established.
