FRESH FORCES AIDING
ALLIES ON THE RIGHT

British Army is Near Soissons 
With French on Left 

and Right'

London. Sept. 22.—The correspondent 
f»f the Times in Paris, discussing the 
big battle, says: ‘‘The battle of the 
Aisne continues, having lasted a week 
with the allies making slow progress 
against extraordinary difficulties.

Tile Times1 military expert says that 
the line of the allies now extends on 
the east of the point near St. Die 
through Lunevil.le, Point Amossin.

“The news of the day,*’ this expert 
says, “is the appearance of fresh forces 
around Peronne. seventeen miles north­
west of St. Quentin, attacking the Ger­
man extreme right at St. Quentin.

“The British army is near Soissons.' 
On tiie British left are French troops 
whom probably reach through to Las- 
si guy toward Hum, 12 miles southeast 
i»f S(. Quentin and are endeavoring to 
close in upon LaFere, 14 miles north­
west of Laon.''-

1 Ir is no longer, properly speaking a 
batjhe; but a siege, the Germans having 
obstructed along their hundred-mile 
frthu a series of small fortresses from 
thé Oise to the Meuse, made of old forts 
and disused quarries.

“Bomb-proof shelters, formed of bags 
of cement and subterranean passages 
connect, the casements on the heights 
of Pommiers with the open country by 
means of which the enemy secures 
victuals and is supplied with ammuni­
tion These elaborate workings were 
prepared by the Germans before the 
inarch on Paris, thus indicating that 
they had some doubts of success.

‘The plains of Champagne are admir­
ably suited for the French offensive. 
They bristle with trenches and re­
doubts, hut if these hamper French 
action they also stop German attacks.

SERVIANS. ADMINISTER
OVERWHELMING DEFEAT

Austrian Army Meets Complete Disaster 
After Battle Lasting Several Days Near 
Krupini and Joint Servian and Monte­
negrin Forces Crush Them at Sarajevo

Nish, Servia, Sept. 22, via London—The battle which has been 
progressing for several days near Krupini, on the Drina river, has, 
according to official announcement, ended in complete disaster for 
the Austrian army.

The announcement declared that 160,000 Austrians were en­
gaged in this encounter, while the Servian forces included various 
bodies of men who had been concentrated along the Drina, rein­
forced by troops hastily recalled from Semlin and Slavonia. The 
fighting was very sanguinary.

London, Sept. 22.—The Rome correspondent of the Star says 
Servian and Montenegrin forces have occupied Sarajevo, which was 
abandoned by the Austrians after an overwhelming defeat.

Paris, Sept. 22.—In a dispatch from Nish, Servia, dated Septem 
her 20, the correspondent of the Havas News Agency says the Aus­
trians had been forced to retreat along the entire front between Leo- 
bovia, Svernik and Losnitza, and that they were being pursued by* 
the Servians near Kouriatcitza. The Servians destroyed the bridges 
over the river Drina, but after suffering heavy losses the Austrians 
gained the opposite bank.

The Austrian attempt, the correspondent continued, to cross river 
Save and Mitrovitza and Shabatz, failed. In Bosnia yesterday the 
Servians occupied the heights west of Rogatnitza.

CIRST GERMAN SHOT
HIT HOSPITAL ROOF

Incident at Etain Described by Head 
of French Women’s Al­

Bordeaux, Sept. 22.—Madame Paul, 
head of the French Women’s Alliance 
corps, has reported to the government 
from Etain. in the department of 
Meuse, describing the boinhardme.pt of 
a hospital at that place by the Ger­
mans, August 24.

The first shot from the German ar 
tillery, the report says, brought down 
tiie Red Cross' flag on the roof and 
fragment of this shell shattered a basin 
boaide a table on which the proust of 
Paris was operating on a serious case. 
The doctor then moved into another 
wing of the building in which there 
were five wounded German soldiers. 
The shells began to fall faster and 
finally this section of the hospital had 
to be abandoned. The wounded were

NCHNQUIRY MADE YET 
OF CARDEN INTERVIEW

London, Sept. 22.—The British foreign 
office, it was learned to-day, has not 

-* made Inquiries concerning the Inter­
view attributed to Sir Lionel Carden, 
former British minister to Mexico be­
fore he left New York last week. The 
interview was reported as objectionable 
to the American government. The 
steamer on which Sir Lionel is return­
ing should dock at 8 next Thursday. 
He will come to London Immediately 
and the foreign office is unwilling to 
conclude he has said anything offensive 
to the Wilson administration until his 
version of his statement is heard.

BULGARIAN GENERAL WOUNDED.

Rome Sept. 22.—A dispatch from 
Vienna says that General Radko Diml- 
trieff. Bulgarian minister at Peg-ograd, 
who resigned from the diplomatic 
corps of his country to Join the Rus- 

V^fffan'Tleld forces, was fatally wounded 
fa the fighting at Tomaszow.

London, Sept. 2? —The destruction of 
tlie wireless station on the island of 
Nauru, removing the last German sta­
tionary wireless apparatus in the Pa­
cific, is reported to-day from Sydney, 
N. S. W. The British flag now files over 
the island, though the German govi 
nor and his staff have been allowed to 
remain.

Scattered fighting has taken place at 
Rabaul, on Neupomnioin. an island In 
the Bismarck archipelago. The natives 
under German leaders proved trouble­
some. but the Australian landing partv 
took to cover cleverly and suffered no 
losses. At the end of a skirmish. Rabaul 
practically surrendered.

CALDERON PROBABLY WILL 
BE MEXICAN PRESIDENT

WANT SEARCH MADE 
FOR COAST WIRELESS

FORTY THOUSAND MEN OF 
CANADA TO SEE SERVICE

Ottawa, Sept. 22.—It is understood 
that by January Canada will have 
abroad, either on the fighting line or 
in Great Britain, upw’ards of 40,000 
men. The 30,000 to be sent from Val- 
cartier probably will go to a depot in 
England, from which they will be sent 
to the front when thoroughly efficient. 
Recruits to fill gaps in the ranks caus­
ed by” casualties and sickness will be 
sent from Canada to this depot from 
time to time, bringing the total to 
about 41,000 by January 1.

POPE" BENEDICT PROTESTS.

London, Sept. 22.—A Rome dispatch 
to 4he-Central News says that the pope 
has telegraphed to the German emperor 
protesting against the destruction of 
the cathedral of Rheims.

British Embassy at Washing­
ton Complains of Hidden 

Plant Operating

Washington. Sept. 22.—On complaint 
of the British embassy the department 
of agriculture hag begun a search for 
a mysterious wireless plant supposed to 
be operating in the mountains on the 
F'acifle coast. Information furnished 
to the department is vague, but appar­
ently the plant is busily engaged 
sending messages uncensored by the 
federal government. Forest rangera 
who patrol the mountains are under­
stood to have received orders to look 
for the wireless outfit.

Seattle, Sept. 22.—The report that f 
wireless plant was in operation some­
where in the Puget Sound country and 
was communicating with the German 
cruiser Leipzig originated In British 
Columbia a month ago. when a rum »r 
was also current that the cruiser plan­
ned a descent upon Prince Rupert. B 
C It was reported further that steam­
ers leaving Seattle with coal were 
planning a delivery to the Leipzig at 
sea. Investigation by naval officers of 
the United States proved that the coal 
was for a legitimate destination, and 
that there was no wirejeàs plant con­
veying unlawful messages. Afterward 
It was learned by the British authori­
ties that the Leipzig, after coming 
north as far as Cape Mendocino, had 
altered her course and had not entered 
the North Pacific.

Portland. Ore., Sept. 22.—At the re­
quest of Thomas Erskine, British con­
sul In Portland, a search was started 
in Oregon by the department of agrl 
culture to locate an alleged German 
w’ireless station hidden In the coast 
mountains, according to E. A. Johnson, 
assistant United States district-attor­
ney here. The British consul recently 
received an anonymous letter saying 
that wireless antennae was rigged on 
pine poles at an unlocated spot near 
the coast and that the station was in 
communication with German warships.

Mr. Erskine took the létter to the 
United States district-attorney and 
asked for an investigation, although he 
said he did not believe the rumor ha1 
much foundation.

BRITISH FOREIGN OFFICE 
DENIES GERMAN REPORT

Washington. Sept. 22.—The British 
embassy to-day received the following 
dispatch from Its foreign office: “Ger­
mans are spreading reports that the 
British commander In Egypt has seized 
reserve funds of Egyptian Dette Pub­
lique and cash funds of national banks, 
and minister of finance, and lias sent 
them to London. Issuing equivalent 
amount, of notes. The atory is a pure 
Invention."

London. Sept 22 —The dearth of of­
ficial news this morning from the long 
battlefront In the western arena of the 
war has raised the usual crop of ru­
mors. These attract interest and In 
the minds of some people are important 
from the fact that, originating simul­
taneously at wldely-dlstant points, 
they seem more or less to confirm each 
other *

The unsubstantiated report from 
Antwerp that General von Kluck. com­
mander of the German right wing, has 
removed his quarters hack to Mons 
completes these rumors.

The latest official communication 
from Paris, even more laconic than 
usual, said the allies are making pro­
gress between Rheims and the Ar- 
gonne, although the fighting yesterday 
was less violent. A wounded British 
officer, who has returned to Paris from 
the front, has supplemented the official
mnvs with tli4- dlChUtttoB that th.- al­
lies on their left have advanced seven 
miles.

Berlin, however, reports that the 
German counter attacks about Rheims 
have resulted In their capture of the 
strong hill positions at Craonne, eigh­
teen miles northwest .of Rheims. and 
the occupation of the village of Bel- 
heny, three miles north of the French 
city.

Berlin claims also a successful at­
tack on the line of forts south of Ver- 
dun. defended by eight French army 
corps, as a result df which German 
troops have crossed the east border in 
the direction of Lorraine. Berlin re­
ports further the defeat of a sortie 
from the northeast of Verdun, but de­
clares there has been no important en­
gagement elsewhere on the western 
battlefront. The city of Rheims may 
be razed to the ground. It Is felt in 
London, not because It has any strate­
gic importance, but because It happens 
to be in the way of the operations dl 
rected against the plateau above the 
city, where the allies undoubtedly will 
endeavor again to disprove, as did Na­
poleon, the theory of Blucher, that 
these heights are Impregnable, even if 
defended by only 25,000 men.

The walls and the tower of the 
Rheims cathedral, according to latest 
reports, are still standing, hut it is 
not believed they are strong enougli to 
endure much more bombardment.

Nowhere else along the battle line Is, 
any great effort being made to carry a 
frontal attack, and unless .one side or 
the other executes' an outflanking 
movement Rheims may witness the 
most decisive battle of the war.

Belgian sorties continue from the 
Shelter of Antwerp, but neither the 
Belgians nor the Germans have brought 
about any real change In their relative 
positions in this district.

From Petrograd come stories of the 
continued flight pf the broken Austrian 
armies In Galicia, while at the same 
time Vienna declares that these armies 
are reorganizing for offensive action. 
It would seem clear, however, that only 
Przemysl is to-day standing out 
against the total occupation of Galicia 
by Russians.

Petrograd reports further that the 
populace already Is fleeing from Ura- 
cow, from which city a portion of the 
unique library has been removed for 
safety.

Reports in the Russian capital are 
that Austrian Polish volunteers are 
declining to serve against the Rus­
sians. The Russians hope that Cracow 
may be delivered to them without a 
struggle.

The Russians claim a still further 
victory against the Austrian forces at­
tempting to reach Cracow, and they 
predict that there is no chance of the 
Austrians resuming the offensive before 
next spring.

ATTACK ON HEIGHTS OF 
MEUSE NOT SDCCESSFDL

French Official Statement Says That Gains 
Were Made AgainstxEnemy and Much 
Field Apparatus Captured—Prisoners of 
Several German Regiments Taken.

Paris, Sept. 22.—The following official announcement was made 
in Paris to-day: “Along the entire front from the Oise to the 
Woevre the Germans manifested yesterday, September 21, a certain 
activity, without, however, obtaining appreciable results,

“First, on our left wing on the right bank of the river Oise, the 
Germans were obliged to fall back before the French attacks. Be­
tween the Oise and the Aisne the situation remains unchanged. The 
enemy has not delivered a serious attack, contenting himself Monday 
evening with a continued cannonading,

“Second, on the centre, between Rheims and Souain, the enemy 
attempted an offensive movement, which was repulsed, while between 
Souain and the Argonne we have made some progress.

“Between the Argonne and the river Meuse there has been no 
change.

“In the Woevre district the enemy made a violent effort; he at­
tacked the heights of the Meuse along the front between Tresauvaux, 
Vigneuilles and Handicourt, without, however, succeeding in gaining 
position on these heights.

“On our right wing, in Lorraine, the enemy has again passed the 
frontier, using in this operation a number of small columns. Donestre, 
to the south of Blamont, has been reoccupied by the enemy.

“During the days of September 20 
and September 21, we captured twenty

FOUGHT HAND-TO-HAND 
ALL DAY AT CRAONNE

Germans Feverishly Active in 
Building Fortifications and 

Lack Confidence

Paris, Sept. 22.—The battle of Charle­
roi lasted three days and the battle of 
the Marne covered six days, though 
the retirement of the Germans com­
menced on the third day. To-day Is 
the seventh day of the battle of the 
Aisne, the most violent of the three, 
but the limit of human endurance 
seems to lmve been reached, as the in-, 
tensity of the struggle has diminished 
in front of Rheims.

At Craonne, after a brief lull, the 
fighting ly^'Wcome fierce again and 
the losses of the Germans were in­
creased. Here alohe of the whole line 
hand-to-hand fighting occurred all day 
yesterday. Everywhere else the In­
vaders left the attack to the Brum- 
mors, as they call the immense mor­
tars which did so much damage to the 
cathedral at Rheims. It may well be 
asked if the result of the lavish use of 
these Immense projectiles, between five 
and six feet long. Is a good investment, 
as the serious damage to Rheims ca­
thedral has had only the result of in 
creasing the determination of the 
French to win.

The significance of -yesterday's offi 
cial communications, to bo seen on 
consulting the maps. Is that the allies 
have advanced at points where the 
danger to the Invaders is greatest. The 
progress to the west of Noyon threat 
ens the German right and the advance 
between Rlielnis and the Argonne 
threatens their line of retreat and com­
munications through Stenay.

The dcdection of the military experts 
here is that the weariness shows more 
decidedly In the German camp. They 
are said to be feverishly active in their 
xvork on tho fortifications along the 
Sambre from Maubeuge to Namur and 
even on their lines of defence across the 
German frontier, and this is taken to 
indicate a lack of confidence In the 

.final Issue of the clash of the Aisne.

GERMANIA IS KNOWN AS 
BRITANNIA HENCEFORTH

New York. Sept. 22.—The name Ger­
mania was stricken to-day from the 
list of vessels owned by the Fabre 8.S. 
line, a French company. It was an­
nounced that the Germania would 
henceforth be known as the Britannia. 
She sails between this port and Mar­
seilles.

BOY AGED FIFTEEN IS 
HERO OF BATTLEFIELD

Took Distinguished Part in Battle of 
Marne Saving Several 

Wounded Troopers.

Bordeaux, Sept. 22—An under-sized 
boy of 15 years, Jacques Jesegel, ar­
rived to-day in Bordeaux witli a convoy 
of French wounded soldiers. He at­
tached himself to a French infantry 
regiment at Amiens and kept with it 
through many battles, making himself 
useful in helping the wounded and 
catching riderless horses amidst 
storm of shot and shell.

The youth particularly distinguished 
himself in the battle of the Marne, 
where he saved the lives of several 
wounded troopers and won the affec­
tions of all from colonel to drummers.

MURDER IS SUSPECTED 
IN TRAGEDY AT WEYBURN
Weyburn, Bask.. Sept. 22.—The 

charred remains of Mrs. Twist were 
found just Inside the doo.* In the ruins 
of her small dwelling this morning. In 
some quarters there Is a theory that 
murder was committed and the build­
ing fired to cover up evidences of the 
crime, as It was known that Mrs. Twist 
kept a sum of money on the premises.

BRANT’S DEATH BELIEVED 
TO BE SUICIDE’S PACT

Galesburg. Ill, Sept. 22.—Terms of 
what lq believed to have been a ro­
mantic suicide pact were complete 
here to-day when A. Ray Brant, of 
Gal va. took his own life In the precise 
manner of the suicide of his sweet 
heart, Eva Emberling. who drank 
poison six weeks ago.

Brant followed every detail of the 
example set by the young woman. He 
drank the poison in the same room, at 
the same hour and disposed himself 
for his last leap, exactly as Miss Em­
berling did.

FRENCH CANADIANS TO 
FORM QUEBEC REGIMENT

Montreal. Sept. 22.—French-Can- 
adians will visit Ottawa soon to ob­
tain the prime minister’s sanction for 
the incorporation of a regiment re­
cruited in Quebec for foreign service 
in the next contingent sent from Can­
ada.

The presence of a Fvench-Canadian 
regiment at the front, the delegation 
says, would do away once and for all 
with the suggestions that have been 
made that the war is not popular In 
Quebec.

BRAZIL STRUGGLING
WITH COFFEE CRISIS

Rio de Janeiro, Sept. 22.—The crisis 
in the local coffee situation is becom­
ing aggravated as a result of the clos­
ing of European markets. The govern­
ment is considering means of protec­
tion. It is reported that Germany is 
negotiating with the state of Sac Paulo 
for the purchase of its stock of 3,200,000 
sacks at prices quoted now In Ham­
burg.

London, Sept. 22, 4.30 p.m.— 
The British warships Ahoukir, 
Hogue and Cress y have been sunk 
in the North Sea by submarines, 
according to an announcement 
given out by the official bureau 
this afternoon.

Continuing, the announcement 
says that a considérable number 
of the crews of these vessels were 
saved by H. M. Lowestoft and by 
a division of torpedo boat de­
stroyers. Trawlers and their 
boats also aided in the work of 
rescue.

The Ahoukir was torpedoed 
first. The Hogue and the Creasy 
drew in close to her and were 
standing by to save her crew 
when they also were torpedoed.

The warships Aboukir. Hogue and 
Cressy are cruisers of the same type. 
Their tonnage, armament, etc., are 
identical. These vessels had a displace­
ment of 12,000 tons, were 440 feet long. 
69.3 feet wide and drew 26 feet of 
water. Each one had a complement of 
755 men, including officers and crew.

The Aboukir and the Cressy were 
built at Goban in 1897 and the Hogue 
was built at Barrow the same year.

The Ahoukir was a cruiser of 12.000 
tons, carrying two 9-inch, twelve fl­
inch, twelve 12-pounder and three 3- 
pounder guns. She was attached to the 
third fleet. Her captain was John B. 
Drummond and her commander Win 
F. Sells.

The Hogue was a slater ship to tlie 
Ahoukir, attached to the same fleet. 
Her captain was Wilmot S. Nicholson 
and her commander Reginald A. Nor-

The Cressy was a similar ship to the 
Hogue and the Aboukir, carrying the 
same armament. Her captain was 
Ernest S. Carèÿ, and her commander 
Bertram W, L. Nicholson.

The three ships lost were armored 
ciuisers of a comparatively obsolete 
type. •

London. Sept. 22.—A dispatch re­
ceived here from the Hook of Holland 
says the Dutch steamer Titon has ar­
rived there bringing 20 British wounded 
and some dead, picked up in the north, 
Sea after the sinking of the British 
Cruisers Abovikir, Hogue and C'ressy.

AEROPLANE BOMB IS 
DROPPED ON MAESTRICHT

Trees Broken and Windox/vs Shattered 
by Concussion; Automobile Sent 

After Aircraft.

Amsterdam, Sept. 22.—An aeroplane 
of unidentified nationality dropped a 
bomb in Maastricht to-day, near the 
Brussels gate, according to a dispatch 
received here. No lives were lost, but a 
big hole was torn in the ground, trees 
were broken, the doors of a nearby 
house were riddled and windows for a 
considerable distance shattered. Au­
tomobiles we’re sent In pursuit of the 
aircraft, but it disappeared, going 
south.

SOCIALISTS IN ITALY 
STRONG FOR NEUTRALITY

Rome, Sept. 22.—Tho extreme wing of 
the Socialist party has passed a resolu­
tion setting forth its opposition to war 
and urging the necessity of Italy’s 
maintaining neutrality.

LATE NIGHT WAR NEWS
COMMANDANTAT SOUTH 

AFRICA DISAPPROVES
Brigadier-General Beyers Re­

signs Because of Attack 
on Germans

London, Sept. 22—Brigadier-General 
Christian Frederick Beyers, command­
ant-general of the union of South 
Africa's defence forces, has resigned 
his post because of his disapproval of 
the action of Great Britain in sending 
troops to conquer German South 
Africa.

The official press bureau last night 
gave out the letter of resignatioti of 
General Beyers and the reply of Gen­
eral Jan Christian Smuts, minister of 
finance and defence .of the South’Afri- 
Cftn union.

points to the resignation of two British 
ministers as evidenc* "that a strong 
minority cannot be convinced of the 
righteousness of war with Germany."

As to- the protection .of smaller na­
tions, General Beyers says:

“1 have only to indicate how the In­
dependence of the South African re­
public and of the Orange Free State 
was violated, and of what weight the 
Sand River convention was.

“It is said that this war Is being 
waged against the barbarity of the 
Germans. I have forgiven, but not for­
gotten. all the barbarities perpetrated 
on our country during the South Afri­
can war. With very few exceptions, all 
the farms, not to mention many towns, 
were so many of the Lou va ins of which 
■wc now hear so much.”

General Beyers denies that the Ger­
mans invaded South African union ter­
ritory, and declares that “if they did. 
the Dutch and British would fight side 
by side in its defence,” and that he 
would gladly lead them.

General Smuts, in his reply tr the 
letter of resignation, says that all the 
plans for operations against German 
Southwestern Africa were made in con­
sultation with Genera 1 Beyers, and that 
his suggestions were largely’ earned

‘Your bitter attack* on Great Bri­
tain.” General Smuts continues, “is not 
only baseless, but most unjustified, 
coming as it does in the midst of a 
great war.

Your reference to barbarous acts 
during the South African war cannot 
justify the criminal devastation of 
Belgium, and can only Ik calculated 
to sow hatred and division among the 
people of South Africa.

General Smuts refers to the freedom 
given South Africa by Great Britain, 
“which allows you to write a letter for 
Which you would, without doubt, 
liable in the German empire- to the ex­
treme penalty.”

held up, and that her borders have 
been invaded by the Germans, and 
concludes by declaring

"I cannot conceive of anything more 
fatal and humiliating than a life f 
loyalty in fair weather and a policy-of 
neutrality and pro-German sentiment 
in days of storm and stress."

RULES GOVERNING TRADE 
WITH ENEMY DURING WAR

Treasury of Great Britain Tells Brit­
ish of Limitation in Dealing 

in Business.

London, Sept. ti2.—The following an­
nouncement has been issued by the 
treasury: "Some doubts havi,ng arisen 
as to the meaning and application of 
the proclamation against trading with 
the enemy, the government authorize 
the following explanation, to be pub-

"1. For the- purpose of deciding what 
mnsnrtlOTVfr wittr the traders of other 
•ountries arc permitted, the important 

thing is to consider where the trader 
resides and carries on business, and not 
the nationality of the trader.

"2. Consequently there is, as a rule, 
no objection to British firms trading 
with German or Austrian firms estab­
lished in neutral or British territory. 
What is prohibited is trade with any 
firms established in hostile territory.

“3. If a firm with headquarters In 
hostiie territory has a branc-h in neu­
tral or British territory, trade with the 
brafich is—apart from prohibitions in 
sjK-cial cases—permissible as long as 
the trade is Lqna fide with the branch, 
and no transaction with the head office 
is involved.

”4. Commercial contracts entered intr 
before th< war brok< out, with firms 
. slabllshed m hostile territory cannot 
be performed during the war. and pay 
menu under them ought not to be 
made to such firms during the w 
Where, however, nothing remains to be 
lone save to pay for goods already de­
livered, or for services already ren 
dered. there is no objection to making 
the payment. Whether contracts en­
tered into before the war arc suspend­
ed or terminated is a question of law 
which may depend on circumstances, 
and in cases of doubt British firms 
may consult ihclr own legal advisers.

"This explanation is issued in order 
to promote confidence and certainty in 
British commercial transactions, hut it 
must be understood that in case of need 
the government will still be free to Im­
pose stricter regulations or special 
prohibitions in the national interest."

Brussels to Be Destroyed 
There is Any Sign of 

an Invasion

Ghent, Sept. 22.—The Prussians de­
clare they are prepared . to destroy 
Brussels if necessary. Machine guns 
have been placed to sweep the prlnci 
pal boulevards and squares, while the 
chief public buildings, except the 
cathedral and the town hall, have been 
mined. Quantities of fire lighters and 
benzine are stored In the outskirts of 
the city. Life in Brussels under Prus 
slan rule is almost intolerable. The 
invaders profess to believe a rising 
of the populace is Imminent, and they 
threaten dreadful reprisals if a single 
civilian lifts his hand against the 
German army lying northeast of Brus-

The Germans have practically com 
pleted the fortifications of a strong po­
sition enabling the army to hold the 
railway to Termonde.

For a week howitzers and other 
heavy artillery, with an enormous 
quantity of ammunition, have been ar 
riving from Eastern Belgium. Long 
trains containing German wounded and 
British and French prisoners are fre­
quently held up order to afford an 
unddayed passage westward of muni­
tions of war from the great base at 
Alx-la-Chapellc.

New concrete implacements show 
that the Germans have no intention of 

hurried retreat on their frontier 
forts. An American has said that he 
saw a steady flow of road and rail 
transports laden with coarse bread, 
shells and rifle ammunition being hur­
ried to the field armies In France in 
response to the urgent appeals from 
the German commanders.

Antwerp, Sept. 22.—Desperate hut un­
successful attacks took place yester-^ 
day and on Saturday on the part of the1 
Germans to. take Fort Waelhelm, one 
f the strongest of the forts which pro­

tect Brussels. The fort lies between 
Malines and Antwerp, and is in reality 
the key of the situation in Belgium 
Shortly after dark the Germans, who 
brought up considerable forces, opened 
fire with heavy artillery, and at the 
same time the en< my fired on. the Bel­
gians who were confina led in the 
trenches before the forts. It was in­
tended as a surprise attack, but failed. 
The forts at Waelhelm >,replied with 
telling effect, and" the front line of the 
Germans was devastated. Still they 
brought up men, who continued to fall 
before the guns of the forts, and then 
the German firing "ceased a# suddenly 
as it began. Just before (lawn on Sun­
day the sudden attack was repeated, 
but on this occasion the Belgians were 
more fully prepared, and again it 
failed. Later In the day there came a 
third attack, but the enemy’s shells, 
which fell wide, afforded Utile covering 
and protection to the first line of in­
vaders. Finally the Germans withdrew 
with the loss of a thousand men.

RHEIMS REFUGEES ARE

Towers and Walls of Cathe­
dral Were Standing Sunday 

but Beauty is Gone

London, Sept. 22.—The Daily Mail’s 
correspondent at "Rheims. under date of 
Sunday, sends this description of _ the 
scenes there:

■'Following five days of bombard­
ment. constantly increasing in intens­
ity. there Is streaming along the we*., 
muddy roads to Epernay, a sad pro­
cession of refugees of all classes from 
Rheims. They are In every sort of 
vehicle except the motor car. and have 
been driven by the destruction of-the 
city to seek shelter elsewhere.

‘‘Regarding the damage, there is not 
much to see on the outside of the - ca­
thedral, a.s might have been expected, 
for the towers and walls still stand 
and the scars of the Gothic decorations, 
caused by the German shells, are not 
easily distinguishable by the stranger’s 
eye from those worn by the weather 
of 600 years, but the great doors yawn 
nakedly, for the old oak portals have 
been entirely consumed.

“A cursory view gives the impression 
that it could be possible to restore the 
cathedral in time at a great cost, but 
some of the damage can never he 
atoned, for example, the great rose 
window. Not all of this,, however, is 
gone, but there are holes In it, sad to

London, Sept. 22.—The admiralty has 
Issued an official list of the casualties 
on the Curmania, which sank an armed 
German merchant steamer off the 
South American coast. It shows that 
nine men were killed and five serious­
ly wounded. No officer's name ap­
pears among the dead or seriously 
wounded.

The report of the sinking of the Ger­
man armed merchant cruiser Cape 
Trafalgar, September 14. off the east 
coast of South America, by the Cunard 
liner Carmania, converted into a Bri­
tish auxiliary cruiser, has been con­
firmed In an official statement given 
out here to-day. This communication 
adds that the crew of the Cape Trafal­
gar was saved by the German steamer 
Eleanors Woerman.

Cape Town, Sept. 22.—Further de­
tails have been obtained here of the 
naval action In the harbor of Zanzibar 
last Sunday morning, when the British 
cruiser Pegasus, under command of 
Captain John A. English, was attacked 
and put out of action by the German 
cruiser Konigsberg.

It seems that the Konigsberg ap­
proached Zanzibar harbor at full 
speed. She disabled a patrol boat with 
three shots and then opened fire on 
the Pegasus. Her shooting was ac- , 
curate. She commenced firing at -9.000 
yards, closing in to 7.000.

The Pegasus replied with all r her guns, 
but her artillery was disabled In fifteen I 
minutes. When lier fire ceased there 
came a lull of five minutes, after which 
the Konigsberg again opened ' fire for 
another quarter of an hour.

The Pegasus was unable to reply. 
Nearly all the casualties on board the j 
British boat occurred around her guns j 
and on her upper dock. She was had- j 
ly damaged on the waterline and list- j 
ed hçavily. Her flag was shot away i 
twice, but each time it was raised 
again and held up by lier marines. j

Apparently little or no damage was j 
sustained by the Konigsberg.

Rumor Among Sailors That Sir John 
Jellicoe Was Aboard Attack­

ing Submarine.

New York, Sept. 22. -Two hundred 
British warships lie In battle line off 
the German naval base of Heligoland, 
so~tiostf that at times they appear to 
touch each other, according to Capt. 
Skelley, of the British oil tanker San 
Lorenzo, which reached New York to­
day from London.

For six weeks the San Lorenzo was 
with this British fl«*et. her officers said, 
fig supply ship for oil-burning war­
ships. She took about fifteen thousand 
tons of fuel oil. The San Lorenzo was 
with the fleet during the engagement 
with the German cruisers behind Heli­
goland, but was not permitted to steam 
close enough to see the fighting.

Capt. Skelley said a story was cur­
rent among the sailors of the fleet that 
Sir John R. Jellicoe was ^oard the 
submarine which sank t'BX German 
cruiser Hela recently. As to this, how­
ever,, he had no knowledge further than 
the tale of the bluejackets.

Outside the Ambrose -channel light­
ship. at the entrance to NVw York har­
bor, Capt. Skelley said th«‘re were two 
British cruisers and a Çunard liner 
converted into an auxiliary cruiser.

THE WAR.

Operations in France are now becom­

ing definitely outlined, even in the la­

conic bulletins issued by the publicity 
agencies of London and Paris. The 

turning movement on the German right 
has reached a stage from which results 
may be expected in a very short time. 
The allies’ left wing has reached Noyon, 
on the west of the Oise, and is moving 
towards La Fere, twenty miles on the 
northeast. This is a point of consider­
able importance to the Germans, com­
manding one of the lines of communi­
cation into Belgium by way of St. 
Quentin, Cambrai and .Mqns. If La 
Fere is captured the outlook of von 
Kluck's army would he very unprom­
ising. to say the least. It would be 
desperate if the British, who are slow­
ly advancing in the neighborhood of 
Craonne, north of the Aisne, towards 
Lann. a point fifteen miles southeast of 
La Fere, took that place. Laon com­
mands the lines of c 
serving the German arm!'

The French official bureau last night 
announced that appreciable gains had 
been made in the region between 
Rheims and the Argonne. This 'is a 
wedge driven into the opening between 
the German front, composed of the ar­
mies of von Kluck, von Buelow and 
von Hausen and the army commanded 
by the Crown Prince. If it succeeds it 
will cut the lines of communication in­
to Belgium and Luxemburg by way of 
Sedan and Stenay. Thus the direction 
of French strategy is becoming definite.
It aims at the division of the invading 
front into several isolated unit 
the cutting off of the routes of retreat.

A vigniAvant feature ofr the situation 
is the presence of a fresh allied army 
at Peronne, a few miles northwest of 
Rti Quentin and about forty miles 
from the Belgian frontier, This force 
is attacking the northern extremity of 
the German right division at St. Quen­
tin. and is also moving in a north­
easterly direction, obviously to strike 
at the lines of communication in the 
German rear. If it is in considerable 
force and continues to make progress 
it will have succeeded in bringing the 
German right wing into a condition 
by which it Is attacked on three sides— 
north, south and west. The only 
avenue of escape in that case would 
be to the east, but there this right 
wing would run up against the wedge 
driven towards Laon by the British 
troops who crodPd the Aisne. Where 

did the new army how at Peronne 
come from? It is n*>t improbable that 
it includes another expeditionary force 
landed at Ost< nd or Boulogne. That 
the Germans regard the situation as 
serious is indicated by the furious at­
tack made by the army of Lorraine 
on the French right, southeast of Ver­
dun. The object of this attack Is either 
to relieve the pressure upon the Ger­
man right or to open the way for a 
retirement to Metz. In the meantime 
the Germans are fortifying the Sambre 
and the Meuse with the intention of 
making another desperate stand. It is 
questionable, however, if their armies 
will reach those lines intact.

The news from the Admiralty bureau 
during the last few days has not been 
satisfactory. A small cruiser, the 
Emden, has ’sunk some British mer­
chant ships in the Bay of Bengal; the 
Pegasus, an old cruiser, has been pul 
out of business in the harbor of Zan­
zibar, where she was caught with her 
boilers cold and thus was not in 
8it ion to manoeuvre.

The mind fails to grasp ewn in out 
line the magnitude of the operations in 
the western and eastern theatres of 
conflict. Along tjie battle front from 
the Vistula to the southeast of Lem­
berg more than two million men were 
locked in what history will describe as 
a single engagement, although, as 
judged by former standards, a number- 
of battles were in (frogress at.one time. 
This front extended over two hundred 
miles and seventeen days passed be­
fore one side obtained a victory. Along 
the Marne jn Fra^e the line covered 
between one hundred and fifty and two 
hundred miles and an equal number of 
men were engaged. The battle raged 
almost a week. The present grapple in 
France has lasted eight days, and it 
may be several days yet before any-’ 
tiling definite arises out of it. Some 
military historians no doubt will hold 
the battles of the Marne and Aisne to 
be a single operation.

We obtain a glimmering of these col­
ossal struggles when we reflect that in 
each there were a dozen Austerlitzes or 
Water loos anil half a dozen Mukdens, 
hitherto unprecedented in the annals 
of war. Any one of these terrific com­
bats, consuming from a week to three 
weeks, in their magnitude, scale and 
results are equal to a whole campaign 
in the Napoleonic wars. A v-uturv ago 
there were no railroads to facilitate the 
transport of troops, no well-constructed 
highways such as those for which 
France to-day is famous, no aerial 
scouts familiarizing commanding offi­
cers with the most minute operations 
of the enemy, while the various 
agencies of destruction were not de­
veloped to a point which permitted the 
issue of a whole campaign to he deter­
mined in one or two titanic battles.

Yet in proportion to the numl*ers en­
gaged We doubt if there are more 
casualties in one battle than there were 
before thewe facilities were devised 
Were the ratio of killed in the battles 
of the Marne or the Vistula the same 
as at Austerlitz or Leipsic the casualty 
list would reach at least three-quarters 
of a million, the equivalent of eighteen 
army corps. Although to-day we have 
heavy ordinance in its most terrible 
perfection, capable of demolishing the 
strongest fortified positions at a dis­
tance of several miles, the counteract­
ing element lies in the fact that oppos­
ing armies must keep wider apart or 
they will be annihilated. It is true t>e 
Germans still cling to the Napoleonic 
tactics of rushing infantry against the 
trenches in solid formation under cover 
of their artillery, but except at points 
the possession of which is vital to them 
they are gradually abandoning this 
costly operation. They realize that 
they canrn.t prolong offensive tactics of 
this character without the destruction 
of their effective fighting strength.

The magnitude of the battles in this 
war confirms our belief that the strug­
gle will be short in a comparative 
sense. Nothing collapses more quickly 
than military power when vaunts of 
its invincibility have been shown to be 
a myth. Its own units suffer In morale. 
The people who support it lose confi­
dence in It. If it is their all. as in the 
case of Germany, its defeat means a 
blow from which there is no recovery,

seven million people, with an army 
limited in numbers and equipment but 
not In valor and skill;. Belgium, whiçh 
had no national interest In the , war, 
with everything to lose and nothing to 
gain; Belgium, so situated that she 
perforce must bear the brunt of an 
attack by an army of two million men.

When the war is over 
it probably will realize that they 
brought tin- might of the German « 
pire to its ruin. The little nation that 
was to be swallowed in one gulp stuck 
in the ogre's throat and choked him.

The head and front of this heroic re­
sistance to the Prussian bully was the 
Belgian king. He would listen to 
overtures designed to lure him away 
from the path of honor. He would pay 
the price if it meant the supreme sac­
rifice of his country and everybody m 
it, but he would keep his country 
fame untarnished. And behind him his 
people lined up to the last mein, woman 
and child. We wonder if history ex­
hibits a nobler spectacle. The king 
took the field at the head of his splen­
did little army He h il the charges of 
his cavalry in all the principal engage­
ments in which his soldiers participat­
ed. He showed the way at Louvain 
and Aerschot, and where their king led 
his. valorous soldiers followed.

King Albert' has emeiged from the 
most crural test by which tutn can lie 
tried one of the greatest rulers of this 
age. Alongside him in all that makes 
for true greatness the German Kaiser, 
who considered hints* If the dominant 
leader of the world, is a pigmy. One 
unsheathed his sword for the- honor of 
his country: the other drew his brand 
in the interest of tyranny and black 
treachery. One dauntlessly i>laced him­
self at the head of his troops and 
dashed forward to meet an enemy of 
overwhelming strength. The other 
skulks In the shelter of Metz < r the 
fortified positions of Luxemburg, sur­
rounded-by thousands of guards and a 
corps of air craft. Why dens the Ger­
man Raise r not attempt to illuminate 
at least one page of this dark chapter 
t his career by e mulating the bravery, 

of the Belgian king, even though, it be 
in a losing game? Why does not the 
“war lord” lead his legions to battle?

The French official announcement is­
sued at Paris this afternoon says that 
incessant German attacks delivered 
yesterday, September 21. have been un 
successful and that the Germans have 
been compelled to retire at more than 
one point.

AMERICAN SOCIETY 
TO COLLECT FUNDS

In Interests of Humanity 
Wishes to Alleviate Dis­
tress Arising From War

Following in the steps of the Amer­
ican Aid society of Toronto, a large 
number of American citizens resident 
in Victoria decided last night to col­
lect and raise money to be contributed 
to the various funds b**ing raised in 
this city for the alleviation of distress 
occasioned by the war. The American 
Aid society tyged that the local or­
ganization join it in the work it was 
doing, hui last night s meeting 11
was decided to act independently anil 
contribute, to the funds in the city.

Last night’s meeting in the Dominion 
hotel was the organization meeting and 
officers were elected as follows: Presi­
dent. Judge A. A. Freeman; vice-presi­
dent. Mrs. E. Umbrecht;. secretary. W, 
\V. Steinmetz; treasurer, John H. 
Moore; corresponding secretary, J. O. 
Cameron. Assistant secretaries will he 
elected at the next meeting.

The constitution provides that per­
sons of the white race born In the 
United States are eligible, but all must 
be residents of British Columbia. Any 
Canadian on making personal applica­
tion may become an honorary member 
entitled to attend all meetings, but not 
to vote.

The object of the society, which is to be 
called the American society uf Victoria, 
is to promote fellowship among Amer­
icans resident in British Columbia and 
Victoria in particular. It is also de­
signed to welcome newcomers who may 
take up residence in the city

Judge Freeman spoke briefly in 
thanking the members for his election, 
and dealt principally with the objects 
of the society in raising the fund to 
elleviate distress during the war. The 
doing of this was not a breach of neu­
trality. he said, hut was in the inter­
ests of humanity.

It was decided to pass a resolution 
expressing the sympathy of Americans 
resident in Canada with the cause of 
the allies in the European war. and 
with this In view' a committee was ap­
pointed to draft the memorial in suit­
able terms.

Nome. Alaska. Sept 5?.- The fifteen- 
ton wooden gasoline schooner Teddy 
Bear. Captain Joe Bernard, which left 
Nome on a hunting, trapping and trad­
ing expedition in 1909. which skirted the 
Arctic coast of Canada farther east­
ward than any other ship had ever 
gone, and which might have accom­
plished the Northwest Passage and 
reached Hudson's Bay but for a short­
age of gasoljne, arrived here yesterday. 
The little boat had sailed 1.800 miles 
since August 4. unable to use her en­
gines because there was no gasoline

Bernard, with John Sandstrom and 
an Eskimo crew, left Nome well sup­
plied with goods for trading among the 
Eskimos and refused to return until We 
had exhausted these goods. .In the 
winter of 1910 Sandstrom was frozen to 
death in a blizzard on Barter Island, 
while he was on his way to an Eskimo 
village. The Teddy Bear explored Cor­
onation Gulf, on whose shores live 
blue-eyed Eskimos supposed to be de­
ne i udod from the Scandinavian settlers 
in Greenland.

CONTRACTS FOR JAIL 
LET TO VICTORIANS

Now that the early closing by-law 
Is on the city statute-books the re­
tail merchants want It to be enforced 
thoroughly and Impartially. It was 
to have come Into effect on Monday, 
Bept. 14, but a temporary stay of en- 
forcement was made at the sugges­
tion of the mayor for the reason that 
In some stores, where the owners are 
themselves the salesmen, it would not 
he fair to deprive them of any chance 
to make money in the present strln-

Ttie by-law* is to go into force on 
Monday next, September 28, and from 
that date every store except those 
which are allowed to remain open by 
statute must close at six o’clock 
every - week-day evening except on 

Saturdays, tlv* days before holidays 
and the period between December 15 
and December 31, when the closing 
hour will be» half past nine o’clock. 
This step follows the action of the re­
tail merchants, who made representa­
tions to the mayor yesterday for^ 
noon, and communications which were 
read to council last evening from the 
Retail Merchants' association, the Re­
tail Grocers’ exchange and the Retail 
Hardware Dealers’ association.

Aid. McUandless, who has been 
connected with the campaign for an 
early closing by-law for many months 
past, moved that the by-law be en­
forced from Monday next. He cor­
roborated the statement of the retail 
merchants that the hulk of them are 
observing the agreement to close 
early, but he found that some of 
those vs ho objected to the closing 
hour -being made six o’clock on the 
ground that from five to eight in the 
evening was their chief busy time 
kept open until ten or eleven, and 
not content with that they kept open 
on Sunday as well. If any latitude 
was to be given to them It would be 
found that stores which claimed ex­
emption on the ground that they were 
candy or fruit stores were grocers 
in the main.

Aid. McNeill seconded the motion, 
and In doing so said he thought It 
would be well to classify the stores. 
He pointed out that a main complaint 
of the dealers was that small stores 
on the borders of the city kept open 
after hours and thus came into com­
petition with them.

Aid Todd expressed the opinion 
that time should be given before 
the by-law was put into effect, and 
he mentioned one or two stores where 
the owner did his own shop-tending 
and would be seriously affected by 
the loss of business.

The motion ®to enforce the by-law 
was carried on a division, as follows:

For—Aldermen McNeill, Dll worth, 
McUandless, Porter, Sargent, Okell.

Against—Aldermen To0d and Mc- 
Mlcking.

Full Plan Will Be Carried Out, 
Building to Be Ready for 

Use by August Next

Another step towards the realization 
of the dreams of the police department 
of .a headquarters building and city jail 
that would be in keeping with the 
dignity of the city and that would not 
disgrace them when visitors from other 
cities called here, was taken by the 
city council last evening, when ten­
ders were accepted for the jwo’rk. and 
the mayor was instructed to sign con-

The full scheme is to be preceded 
with, which includes accommodation 
for the plains-clothes forces as well as 
the uniformed force, and will be as 
pictured in the Times a few* days ago. 
The cost, not including the installation 
of the Jail fittings, will be $69,805, >r 
about $71.700 with the architect’s com­
mission. The city has in hand, from 
the sale of the debentures for this 
work, about $74.000, so that there , is 
$2,300 of a margin.

The committee which had been con­
sidering the tenders opened at the last 
meeting reported that the amount 
would allow the full scheme to be pro­
ceeded with, and recommended that 
this be done, except as to the prison 
iron work. The tenders for this latter 
ranged from $5.340 to $11,680, and tho 
contract should not be let at this time 
but laid over for further consideration 
by the council as to how much of the 
installation should be gone on with.

The tenders which the committee 
recommended the acceptance of were 
those of Charles W. Carkeek for the 
building itself, at $55,908; Hayward & 
Dods for the sanitary work, at $6.239; 
Carter & McKenzie for the electric 
wiring and installation, at $1.990; R. J. 
Nott & Co. for the heating at $5,568. The 
committee was of opinion that the 
building should he complete on or 
before August 1. 1915, and that It should 
be so stipulated.

Aid. McNeill, as chairman of the 
finance committee, told the council how 
much money there was for this pur­
pose. and said that for some $78,000 the 
city would now get a building which 
would have cost it $90.000 or $95,000 a 
year ago.

There was some suggestion that the 
contracts should call for the employ­
ment of Victorians, although the mayor 
thought that Victoria firms could 
depended upon to employ only Vic­
torians. It was decided that none but 
Victoria residents and British citizens 
at that should be employed, and the 
mayor will not sign a contract If the 
contractor does not like to have that 
proviso in.

In regard to day labor the mayor re­
marked that this would be out of the 
question where there were so many 
different trades concerned.

REDUCTION FAVORED 
IN CIVIC SALARIES

Special Committee Reports on 
Ways of Saving; Continu­

ance of City Work Asked

The committee which has been con­
sidering the possibility of a reduction 
in the staff at the city hall, and a 
saving in salaries, reported to council, 
last evening, recommending changes 
which will bring about a saving of 
$2,217.50 a month. As a matter of fact 
some of these savings are already ef­
fective in the present month and others 
would have been made in any case 
now* that the heavy part of the year's 
work is practically over.

The recommendations of the commit­
tee are as follow:

‘T. That the permanent services of 
the land purchasing agent be dis­
pensed with at the end of October.

“2. That In the city clerk’s office the 
temporary office assistant be dispensed 
with at the end of the present month.

"3. That in the building inspector’s 
office one of the assistant building in­
spectors be dispensed with, or, if con­
sidered belter, that both be placed on 
half time.

"4. That in the plumbing inspector’s 
office one of the assistant plumbing In­
spectors be dispensed or both he placed 
on half time. That one of the draughts­
men employed In the department be 
dispensed with or both placed on half

“5. That in the office of the purchas­
ing agent one clerk be dispensed with.

“6. That In the city engineer’s de­
partment there be dispensed with (some 
of them have already left the city’s 
service) the services of one divisional 
engineer, three draughtsmen, one time­
keeper, tw*o clerks, fovlr rod man, one 
asphalt expert, two Inspectors and one 
stenographer.

"7. The saving to be effected by the 
above reductions amounts to $2,217.50 
per month, but as already pointed out 
the majority of the reductions would 
have been made In any event, or have 
already been effected.

“8. We would also recommend a 
further reduction In the engineering 
staff, both-in construction and survey 
departments, as soon as the present 
local Improvement works, now under 
way, are completed.

"9. We recommend that the vote for 
the industrial commissioner and pub 
licity work for the coming year be 
considerably reduced.

“10. We strongly recommend that no 
automatic Increases be made in the 
salaries of police, school and fire de­
partment employees.

“11. We recommend that the city

council take into consideration tho 
matter of temporary reduction of sal­
aries where deemed advisable."

This report was signed by Aldermen 
Dt ! worth. Porter and McCandless. 
Copies of it will be supplied to the 
members of council and It will be dis­
cussed at the next meeting.

At the opening of the council meeting 
representations were made to council 
by Leonard Tait and other speakers on 
behalf of the unemployed of the city, 
asking that the city go on with all the 
work It could and -so- prevent as much 
suffering as was possible. Mr. Talt 
said Victoria was going to be up 
against the hardest possible kind of a 
time this winter, and it was going to 
be a very serious matter with many 
people to provide food for their famiies. 
What was asked for by the unemploy­
ed was work, not charity. Another fea­
ture was the employment of aliens, not 
only by private firms and individuals, 
but. he was told, by the city. In these 
critical times no aliens should tie con­
sidered In preference to British citi­
zens.

A suggestion was made that the city 
should find its half of the cost of the 
new hospital, and so enable the direc­
tors to go on with thé work, and that 
this could be done by citizens taking 
up the bonds.

Mayor Stewart pointed out in reply 
that the whole thing was a matter of 
finances. The city could not sell its de­
bentures at present, nor could any 
other city. Nevertheless it had 870 men 
at work, far more than it had last year, 
and anything that could be done by it 
to help its citizens along would be 
done.

Wei 1er Brothers, Limited, wrote ask- 
Ing for a stay of execution of the or­
der for the demolition of old buildings 
cn its property at the corner of Doug­
las and Blanshard streets. The firm 
stated that It had tenants in the build­
ings who were several months in ar­
rears with rent, and that If these were 
forced out by the tearing of the build­
ings dow-n they would have no place 
to go to.

This letter was referred to the 
health committee.
