Most annual flowers, due to their short season of growth and profuse bloom, are heavy feeders and 
require an abundance of a quick-acting fertilizer. Nitrate of Soda and Sheep Manure are particularly 
adapted for this class of plants. The Sheep Manure should be applied at the time of planting; the Nitrate 
of Soda several times during the season. The perennial plants are slower growers and for that reason the 
less-active fertilizers, such as Bone-Meal and our Special Garden Fertilizer, meet their requirements. Either 
should be applied at time of planting and supplementary applications should be made during the life of 
the plant.

Hints for Sowing Aster Seed 
Just exactly as fine flowers are obtainable from outdoor-grown plants as from those started inside, except 

in the case of the earliest varieties which must be sown inside ver>’ early. All our own Aster seed is rais^ 
on outdoor-growm plants. 

The easiest way to grow Aster plants is to sow the seed in rows in the v^etable-garden or flower-bed in some 
position that is well protected from cold wands, yet fully exposed to the sunlight. If this is done in April or 
early May, as soon as the ground can be worked, the plants will come along in time for a full crop of flow'ers. 

As soon as up they should be thinned to inch apart in the row, in order to make good, hardy, stocky 
plants. These will be ready to transplant into the field, i feet apart each way, by the first to the middle of J une.

Asters are grown. The plants are large and vigorous, 
the stems long and strong, and the great fluffy 
flowers, as we now grow them, are double to the 
center.

Fertilizers, Manures, Plant-Foods 
The Part Fertilizers Play in the Development of Plants 

Fertilizers are the bread, meat, and milk in the diet of plants. There is nothing mysterious alx)ut fertil¬ 
izers. Plants must be fed. If the soil in which they are grown is deficient in plant-food, it must be supplic*d, 
and in such quantities as the plant can assimilate it. 

Commercial fertilizers are sold upon the analysis of plant-food they contain, the condition, mixing, and 
age of the material entering their composition. 

The three principal plant-food elements contained in fertilizers are nitrogen, phosphoric acid, and potash. 
Nitrogen (ammonia; induces a quick, luxuriant gro^^■th of stem and leaf. All leafy quick-growing plants 
require it in an abundant available form. 

Phosphoric Acid induces extensive root development, a profusion of stems and blossoms, hastens ma¬ 
turity, fills out grains and seeds, and causes the plant to have a strong, sturdy, healthy appearance. 

Potash strengthens the structure of the plants, colors the fruit and flowers, helps the plant to ward off 
diseases, and improves the flavor and quality. 

Stable and dried manures are unevenly balanced in plant-foods. They have an excess of ammonia over 
phosphoric acid and potash, but they do have a beneficial action upon the soil. Manure favors the develop¬ 
ment of friendly bacteria and improves the structure and texture of the soil by pro\nding humus, a material 
whose absence or abundance determines to a large degree the development of plants.
