The United States of America is now fighting, day and night, with
the Soviet Union-led North Korean Reds., Hostilities are becoming intensified

and a crisis of turning inte a great war i8 nearing.

I am praying that every one of the barbarous communist arny might be
annihilated.

I wrote three times to SCAP to use now demovlilized Japanese soldlers
to annihilate the red forces and for this purpose te revise the Japanese
Const itution.

Japan was a miserable nation when the war ended. But in these five
years we became able to make a living. We must not be ungrateful for this fact.

In case a third world war breaks out, a role to be taken by Japan
must be sald very important.

Japan is so poor that she can not be an independent country.
It is impossible for her to feed her own army. Therefare I entreat you to L
place Japanese soldiers under your command and to guarantee us Lo support
us to build Japan of old days if democracies win a victory.

is in violation of Article 21 of the Constitution, OCAPLN 16 takes away f{reedom of
speech which is guaranteed the vapanese people in the Lonstitution.

He also analysed the clauses in the leafrlet for which they were being arraigned,
for example, the clause calling for the early evacuation ol the vccupation. lHe
showed that this was no violation because the fotsdam Declaration called for an early
evacuation of the vccupation; the clause calling for no military bases 1s consistent
with basic post surrender directive which provides in paragraph 3, part 1, thatl
militarism shall be abolished etc; and the clause having to do with no internal or
external imperialism makes no mention ot the Uccupation, being pruely a v apanese
