genera l ly  been in the  field events .

C alifo rn ia  has competed  six 
t im es  in the  las t  ten  yea rs  and 
has scored a to ta l  of 13 6 % points. 
Of th is  th e  tr a ck  events  have 
ne t ted  38 points w h ereas  th e  field 
events  have n e tted  a lm ost th ree  
times th is  am o u n t  o r 98 % points. 
Only in the  meets  of 1920 when 
California  placed fi f th  an d  1921, 
when the team  won have th e  track  
men ou tscored  field event men, 
the  1920 t r a c k  m en n e t t in g  11 
points  to  7 % and  la s t  y ea r  th e  
t rack  men n e t ted  17 to 10%  by 
th e  field men.
