It seems that on June 29, 1946, my long and uncomplimentary record
in the school shall be finally terminated by wmy gradustion, provided, however,
it is not again interrupted by war, change of regulations or force majenre.
The record has been long, because it is well over six and a balf years; un-
complimentary, because it is much below my contemplated standard. When
I bad filfilled the usual requirements, i.e., eight terms in four years, I thought
1 was safely dancing on the threshold of graduation. But as fate wonld have
it, something which could uot bave been forescen bappened. .The school,
having to adopt a componnd complex set of new regulations by order of the
Ministry of Education, ruled out my graduation on a delicate process of
procedure. The fact that T was serving in the armvy could not help me cither,
because I did not envoll in exactly the same manner as prescribed by ibe
Minuistry of Education, 1 was told, being 1ot in the Intellectual Youth Army.
However, the war having been won 1 decided to vefurn to school and finish
my studies at awy cost. Happy awe I, indeed, now that the end is in sight.
Aud I dare say few before me could have appreciated graduation as much as 1
shall this swmmer. -

It would be the inference of any ordinary and ressonable man, judging
from my lengthy stay, that ey scholarship is low. This inference I shall
ceriainly not endeavor to overthrow. But I feel obliged to atiribute the delay
primarily to the war (for is is how one could have finished bis studies during
such o war undistirbed that is to be wondered at), and secondly, to the
following two reasons, fo wit:—

First, the equitable principle of clean bands appears to operate potentially
ever in my case. To wmake that understandable, I belicve 1 have fo begin
with a confession. To be sure, what I have to coufess is furtive, yet, I hape,
not entirely unpardonable. The fact is, or was, as the case may be, it was
purely by accident that T had chosen to enter this renowned lew institute.
My only explanation was mathmetics being my most dreaded subject, 1 bad
counted on entering a law school aud thereby escape it. This, fortunately,
1 managed rather successfully. Yet who was to know that in law the depth
of learning is such that often T wonder whether, after all, 1 should have
compromised with mathematics and took an easier course other than law.
Anyway, it was with this impure and unethical motive, ab initio, that 1 first
took up law. Technically, I had entered the school with animus lucrandi.
It is small wonder that my punishment in the way of delay is beavy. This
more than anything deepens my faith in Anglo-American equitable justice—
uobody can get away with enything through manipulation of the law.



Secondly, considering the many posts 1 bad beld and the many iravels
that followed, it is almost amazing that the delay was only two and a balf
years. For in the four yesrs and a balf since I left Shanghai, by turn I had
been interpreter, demolition instructor, police officer, radio monitor, news-
paperman, Chinese Arnvy colonel and, including the present one, apprentice
in a lew firm. Besides sticking fo the Alua Mater, 1 had tfravelled through
na less than fonrteen proviuces and thirty big cities and making tenporary
living at a good number of small villages. Since dll this was done during
the war, mostly in uniform, and at a relatively bigh tempo, I think the experience
is well worth the two years and a balf which have been charged on my account.

After making all this self-explanatory advertisement, 1 think a word
deserves to be said about the school. Comparing with what the school bad
gone through, my petty persondl grievances certainly ought to be left forgotten
in a rat bole. It is plain that removing « large university with its full faculty
from Shanghai to Chungking was a tremendous fask, not to speak. of the war
time transportation conditions in China. But patiently and silently, day by day,
man by man, piece by piece, Soochow University Law Schoolwith only a bandful
of faculty and students, slowly but proudly stood 1p by Dr. Robert Sheng amidst
the ruins of Chunghing, shabby but undaunted. With remarkable fortitude
and persistance, Dr. Sheng put up a one-man show running around making
contacts and pulling rabbits out of a magic bat. The Institutional Church
wwas increased by an entire new building within a month or so. Chairs, desks,
Blackboards and other necessities were laboriously scrapped np and put together.
Even a power meter, undoubtedly a priceless things, and involving the gallant
assistence of my friend and classmate Teddy Chen, was af length secured too.
Soon Dr. Hugh Chen also arrived and joined in the great task. Tbhus a school
bard-pressed by material wants and interrupted by constant alarms grimly
carried on, nowwithout electricity, now withoui textbooks—but ahways with
a bigh spirit. By all means the school bad all the defects of a war time institute
and was far from being satisfactory. But it is not how the school was, rather
the fact that it was there af oll that counts. For our school was symbolic of
part of the great siruggle thai China was undergoing. 1t was a symbol of the
indefatigable spivit of persistance and endurance characteristic of our race and
our nation.

At a dinner given by the Chungking-returned prospective graduates,
Dr. Chen rose to speak. His speech was short and sincere, almost with a
fone of pleading in it. “Beginning the Commencement Day,” be said, “you
will bave no more professors to belp you. You have to be your own pro-
fessors.”  Then, with great earnesty, be expressed the hope that the relation
of student and professor hitherto existed in the school would upon graduation
turn info one that exists between friends. Finally, fearing lest there be some
enmity between hins and the students with 1wbom he bad bad fo dedl time and
again under the most frying conditions, be explained bis difficulties by way
of a brilliant joke. *If ever China should enter into war with America” be
said, “there can be only one American enemy to me. And be is my former



Dean” The dean’s position, be added, is a particulasly delicate one. His
Dbosition naturally leads students o think of bim as a heartless, feelingless and
inbuman being. Being now a dean bimself, therefore, he strongly suspected
that the old enmity entertained by bim against bis former dean was now
being entertained by the students against bim. We all laughed and assured
bim of the otherwise. But he merely smiled and, with spparent cynicisns,
remarked, *Well, 1 don’t know?’

I am sure the whole graduating class will agree with me that Dr. Chen,
among all others, bas meted out fair and equitable justice to all. He has
done an excellent job; there is no enmity between wus, instead we ol like and
respect him—despite his position. His bumorous loud voice and Cantonese
passion render him incapable of being disliked. We came as students and
shall leave, as be had hoped, as friends. Those of us who have shared the
difficulties with the school will surely remember and be grateful fo the school
which bad stood against overwhelming odds. Those of us who shall choose
law as their life long carcer will certsinly cherish the war time education,
however scanty if might have been, in association with the men who made
‘that possible. And whatever future success we may achieve, we owe it to
these men. Without them, there could have been no Soochow University
Law School i Chungking, nor graduation for us this summer. Great indeed
is our indebtedness.

So on the eve of my graduation, what 1 want to say is simple; and it is,
“Thank you, Sir or Doctor, as the case may be”

A FEW REMARKS ON COLLEGE

" EDUCATION IN CHINA
Alfred 3. T, Wang

Chinese college graduates today are much mortified to find that, contrary
to their expectations, they are not welcome by society at large. While in college,
they are flattered and envied as among the fortunate few who can receive a
high education. China, people say, is backward. But this means that there
remains a broad, broad field to be explored. Chances are that those who
are with the benefits of 2 college education can take the lead in the great
work yet to be done for China’s rehabilitation. The college student, in his
moments of reverie, cannot help displaying a faint smile on his lips while
he is building castles in the air. Great indeed then must be his disappointment
when be discovers, upon graduation, that what he has been believing is merely
a rosy dream incapable of realization. Unless he starts everythmg anew,
there is not much likelihood of any success in the future,

The truth s that the college graduate finds himself out of place wherever
he goes, except possibly in cinemas, ballrooms, or other places of amusement.
That which is required of him he does not possess; and that which he possesses
is, alas, not required. Society is then disappointed and pities him.

What then is wrong with this college education of ours? Before attempting
to answer this question, it is necessary to see first what are the aims of college
education and how colleges and universities ought to be conducted.

One is apt to associate the university with an institution in which the
student obtains highly specialized and technical knowledge in 2 certain branch
of learning. Such an institution aims at training the student into practical
and technical experts. Bur this is not the only purpose. The college should
also be for the training of the mind, the propagarion of noble ideal, and
the making of the scholar. A person may possess pratical and expert skills,
but his knowledge would be a dead thing and of no avail if he does not
possess 2 mind which knows how to make use of the knowledge. On the
other hand, where a person knows how to approach a subject matter, he
will soon learn to be practical and skilful even though he was green at
first. For no one can succeed, either as a pure scholar or as a person taking
at first.  For no ope can succeed, either as a pure scholar or as a person taking
active part in the goings of the world, but such as possesses an alert, keen,
and logical mind that knows exactly the right method of approach to the
thing which he undertakes to do. Nor can a person be 2 true leader who is
himself without ideals or principles, because he who does not know where to
go can lead others nowhere. As to the aim Jast listed; viz, the making of the
scholar, it may be advocated that the scholar being the most learned and



farsighted, it is they that are really the leaders of the world. While they do not
take any .active part in the management of the affairs of the world, theic
opinions are respected and followed and cven regarded as indispensable.

That the mind might be well trained to meet necessities, it is necessary
to exercise it continually in analytical and logical thinking. To achieve this,
the student should be first referred to sousces from which information in regard
to a certain subject may be obtained. In the meantime, the student should
also be given the problem which the professor proposes to solve or discuss in
class. Now I must vehemently emphasize that, before the student has fully
prepared his assignment by not only reading the source materials assigned,
but also giving thoughr to the problem presented, it is utterly useless to hold
any class, no matter whether the class is conducted in the form of discussion
by the teacher and the students or in the form of lectures by the professor
alone. Class periods should be essential chances for training logical thinking.
The obtaining of information upon which such thinking is ro be based should
be done out of the class by the students themselves except in cases where this
work cannot be successfully performed by the student alone. It would be
wasting valuable time for the teacher ro tell the student, during class hours,
information which the student may well obtain himself out of the class.

It is therefore objectionable to have courses conducted in such 2 way
that the student is required to do nothing else than to tike down notes of
what the professor dictates, and, in the time of examination, reproduce what
he has taken down in the class. In such a way, the student acts like a machine;
but unlike 2 true machine, he can never take down accurate notes of the lecture
delivered to him.

Of course I must not be taken to mean that such a method of conducting
classes is to be condemned at all times. Where there is a lack of adequate
text books, the dictation method would seem to be the only way under the
circumstances. But even when this method is found a necessity, it is not
altogether unwarranted to assign the student some reading, however inadequate
the material may be, so that when the student comes to the class, he may have
some idea of the nature of -the topic they are going to take up. In short,
class periods should be essentially for discussion and criticism, and the freest
play must be given them whenever possible.

The other two aims proposed above; viz, the propagation of ideals and
the making of the scholar, can be easily achieved after the mind has been trained
in the way described above. For a mind that can see things in their true
light and is alerc in skilful and logical thinking is always in a surer position
to formulate noble ideals and sound philosophy than any other mind, which,
possessing only superficial knowledge, is full of fallacies. Such 2 mind, more-
over, is in a better position to make the scholar. It is to be noted, however,
that sufficient opportun’ties for contact between the professor and the student
after classes should be. afforded so that the development of the student’s



character, a thing closely related with these two aims, may be placed under
the professors direction and influence.

Undoubtedly, this method of conducting the school as described above
presupposes the existence of a good library, able professors, and serfous students.
It also means a tremendous amount of work for both the faculty and the
students. Several objections might therefore be raised, among which may
be mentioned (1) that such a method tends to turn students into bookworms,
and (2) that this method is good only for the brilliant and earnest students,
because the mental as well as the physical ability of the average student cannot
stand the heavy work necessitated by this method.

It appears that ‘while too much reading may cause one to be 2 bookworm,
sich a result is by no means entirely unavoidable. It all depends upon the
attitude of the reading person. Indeed, the very fact that, under such a
miethod, the stndent studies 2 book not because he knows nothing else to do
but because he is urged to study it for the sake of obtaining from it sufficient
material upon which to base his logical thinking in his attempt to solve a
certaint problem, suggests an attitude inconsistent with that of the bookworm.
This objection then may well be disposed of with safety.

The second objection, however, needs serious consideration. It is indeed
to be acknowledged that the average student cannot stand the heavy work
required, and therefore he cannot be benefited by this method of conducting
classes. ‘There is, moreover, a large number of students to be taken into
consideration who come to college not for serious scholastic persuits but
becanse they have been commanded by their parents to come to college or
because they are motivated by the sole desire to obtain a degree. These students,
untalented or poorly motivated though they be, have, it may be argued, an
equal right to receive attention as the brilliant and earnest students.

It is to be noted, however, that no person can serve two masters at the
same time. In trying to serve both, one can only succeed in serving neither.
Let people establish schools ‘with the standard lowered to suit the general
average. Let them form ipstitutions in which the absent-minded students
are forced to study by means of frequent tests and examinations. Let them
even set up establishments where degrees may be sold and purchased. But the
true university, the university in the strictest sense of the word, should hold
fast to its own standard. It must not stoop to conquer. It is the student who
must attempt to measure up to the standard.

Most of our colleges and universities at present are giving only superficial
instruction to the student.  The lecture consists mainly of a summary of certain
book or books on a certain subject. This summary the student is required to

jot down in his note book. In the time of examination, a summary of
the student’s note book, a summary far from being faithful to the original
contents of the book, is reported on the test paper. And afterwards? The
good student is stuffed with some half-knowledge, and the poor student is no



wiser than when he had not taken the course. Sometimes, the more thought-
ful professor attempts at some discussion by asking questions. Then, by reason
of the lack of adequate preparation, most of the replies and answers are not
the fruit of deep and careful thinking, but exhibit merely a mixture of ignorance
and prejudice. Sometimes the lecture delivered actually consists of a logical
discussion and observation by the professor regarding a certain subject after
a deep and comprehensive study into the problem on his part. However, such
lecture usually fails to incite the expected effect on the student because the
latter, not having studied the problem beforehand, can not appreciate the true
value of the lecture. The student merely listens. He is not in a fit position
to follow or participate in the discussion for want of previous and adequate
preparation.

And then the Chinese college invariably loses sight of another important
phase in education; namely, the importance of an intimate relation between
the facnlty and the students. For it is to be emphatically pointed out that,
aside from the lectures that are delivered during classes and the intellectual
activities on the part of the students outside the class, an intimate relation
between the professor and the student would be the best method whereby
the student may obtain from the professor wise guidance and inspiration. This
is true both alone the lines of the student’s scholastic activities and in the
field of his private life. I-wish to point out especially the element of inspiration
from the professor. No greater influence can be made upon a student in
shaping his character and individuality than the inspiration from an able
and thoughtful professor. Inspiration is the very essence of education. It
is the incemtive of every great career and achievement. A school might
be lined up with a colorable or even a large group of learned scholars and still
be a poor educational institution where is wanting that esseatial quality which
pushes and shapes the young men and women, inspiration. The average man
as a rule lacks originality. Each is modelling upon those whom he deems his
superiors. If a school possesses teachers who are distinguished, a close friendship
between the teacher and the student would most certainly inspire the student
to attempt to equal or even to excel his teacher along the line of his distinction.
In this way, the student’s character and personality will be shaped, and his
noble ideals propagated. I feel sorry to remark, therefore, that so far, there
dre few Chinese colleges that have given much attention to building up this
desirable and intimate relation between the faculty and the student.

If Chinese universities are not to be deemed merely as a decoration of
society, but should rather be intended either as an institution for the promotion
of civilization and culture, or as a place where one may satisfy his intellectual
desire, the method of instruction as is now being adopted by most of the
universities in China must be speedily abandoned. It is earnestly hoped
that this article may elicit close examination by the educational world into
the present college system, an examination that will lead finally to necessary
improvements and changes.

When courts are confronted with cases posing particularly difficule
problems, they often must make their decisions without the aid of the usual
precedent. Here chosen by Hungtington Cairns, general counsel for the
National Gallery of Art in Washington, and Dean Young B. Smith of the
Columbia University School of Law, are several such cases. The decisions
could reasonably have gone either way; do you agree with the courts?

1. When the “William Brown” struck an iceberg and went down, the
first mate, cight crew members, and 32 passengers escaped in the longboat.
Their position was precarious. With its gunwale only a few inches above
water, the boat might swamp at any moment. Hours of bailing did no good;
only lightning the load could- keep the boat afloat, so the mate order the
crew to “go to work” but “not to part man and wife or threw over any
woman”. Holmes, a crew member who heretofore had exhibited the greatest
bravery and self-sacrifice, put 12 men over-board. Shortly after this the mate
went completely to pieces; Holems took charge of the boat and through his
efforts the remaining occupants were saved.

Holmes was indicted for manslaughter. Would you vote for conviction
or acquittal?

2. Day-old chicks were selling in Seattle for four cents when the president
of the local poultrymen’s association learned that the Japanese had developed
a methed to determine the sex of chicks. Day-old males would sell for three
cents each, but day-old females would sell for cight cents. The poultryman
arranged for two Japanese experts to come to Seattle.

When the Japanese were barred from entry under the exclusion Act, he
installed them in Canada, sent the chicks up by express and had them returned,
separated by sex. -

The collectors of Customs assessed duty on the returned chicks on the
ground that they had been “increased in value or improved in condition™.
The poultryman claimed that nothing had been added to the chicks; they
had merely been inspected. It was similar to purchasing a picture in a junk
shop for $15, sending it to an expert in London for appraisal and finding out
that it was a2 Rembrandt worth $50,000. Who was right?

3. As Helen Palsgraf was standing on a Long Island Railroad station
platform waiting for her train, 2 man carrying a package ran to catch another
train, which was already moving. He jumped abroad the car but swayed
as if about to fall. A guard on the car reached forward to help him and a



guard on the platform negligently pushed him from bzhind, In this act his
package wis dislodged and fell to the rails, The innocent-locking package
contained fire works, and when it hit the rails the fireworks exploded, causing
some scales at the other end of the platform, 25 or 30 feet away, to fall on Helen
Palsgraf. She was injured and brought suit for damages against the railroad
company.

Should she be permitted to recover damages?

4. An expectant mother entered a hospital which contracted to take
care of her and of her child after its birth. The mother was seated in a chair
and placed in an elevator to be carried to a higher floor for examination.
Through the negligence of the elevator operator the mother was hurled from
the chair to the floor of the car and her foot was caught between the elevator
floor and the wall of the shaft. Injuries resulted to her left foot, hip and side.
The unborn child was badly bruised and was born paralyzed.

Assuming the hospital to be liable to thie mother for her injury, is the
hospital also lable to the child for injury inflicted before it was born?

5. A prostitute was tried for murder and acquitted. Abandoning her
previous mode of living, she assumed a place in respectable society and made
many friends who were unaware of her earlier career. Without her permission
or knowledge, a motion picture based on the true story of her past life, and
using her maiden name, was made and exhibitéd. Friends learned of her
unsavory past and treated her with obloguy and ridicule.

Should she have redress?

6. John Doe, the husband of Mary Doe, deserted her. John’s brother
led Mary to believe that he had been lost in a shipwreck. Six years after
John’s disappearance, when he still had not been heard from, Mary ‘married
to Richard Roe, honestly and reasonably believing herself to be a widow.
Thereafter it was discovered that John was alive. Mary was tried for bigmay
under a statute which declared that whoever being married, shall marry another
person during the life of former husband of wife is guilty of bigmay unless
at the time of the second marriage the first spouse shall have been continuously
absent for seven years and shall not have been known by the other to

. be living within that time. At the trial the judge instruct the jury that
Mary’s belief, in good faith and on reasonable grounds, that her husband was
dead was no defense to a charge of bigmay under the statute since she had
remarried before the lapse of seven years after his disappearance. The jury
convicted Mary and she appealed.

Was Marry guilty of bigmay?



ANSWERS

1. Holmes was convicted by the jury but with a recommendation of
mercy. The trial judge, in his charge to the jury, stated that in the disaster
that confronted Holmes selection by lot was the only proper method. “When
the selection has been made by lot, the victim yields, of course, to his fate, or
if he resists, force may be employed to coerce submission”.

2. The bureau of Customs ruled that the chicks should be admitted
free of duty because there had been no change in the intrinsic character of the
imported article.

3. In a four-to-three decision the court decided against Helen Palsgraf,
holding that the railroad guard had no reason to assume that the package
contained explosives. If the man negligently pushed had been injured as a
result, he would have had 2 cause of action. But the guard was not negligent
toward Helen Palsgraf.

4: ‘'The Surpreme Court of Illinois held that the hospital was not Iiable
to the child for parental injuries, since a child prior to birth has no existence
as a person apart from its mother.

Similar conclusions have been reached by the courts in eight other states.
Most writers ‘who have discussed the question have disagreed with these
decisions.

5. The Court supported her, the decision being against her name, not
against the use of the facts. The Court held that the right to privacy was
guaranteed by the California State- Constitution, which provides that all man
have certain inalienable rights, among which are those of defending life and
liberty, pursuing and obtaining safety and happiness.

6. 'The Court held that she is not guilty of bigmay since there was no
criminal intent. In some states the period of continuous absence required to
excuse the spouse who in good faith, but mistakenly, remarries is five years.
Although a spouse who remarries before the prescribed period may not be guilty
of bigmay, according to some decisions, the second marriage is nevertheless void.
After the lapse of the prescribed period, some states permit an action to be
brought to dissolve the marriage legally, thus making possible a second marriage
that legally valid although the first spouse may be still alive.



The Importance of Legal Knowledge
’ C. C. Chen

It is an uncontroverted truth that ever since the creation of the world,
every thing has been governed by a set of principles or rules from which nothing
can be depart and without which everything will cease to be. We see the
sun rise from the east and set in the west. We see the moon wax and wane,
wax at the end of the month and wane after the middle of the month. If
we further advance from mere celestial matter to vegetable and animal life,
we shall find them still governed by some rules, more numerous indeed, but
equally fixed and invariable. The whole progress of plants life from seed
to root and from thence to the seed again, the process of animal nutrition,
digestion, and excretion, are not left to chance but are guided and governed
by unalterable rules. These rules were laid down at the very moment when
the nature itself was created; therefore we consider them the laws of nature
and call them natural laws. I am sure that everyone agrees that, as a part
of nature, we human beings have to obey these natural laws. :

However, these are not the only laws we have to obey. We must also
obey human-made-laws, While it is true that Robinson Crusoe was living
alone on an uninhabited island, he ‘was 2 law unto himself and need not obey
any human-made laws, but we are not all Robinson Crusos, nor can we all live
the life of a Robinson Crusce. The undenible fact is that man is a social
animal; every one must live dependantly wpon the other. The welfare of
society can only be achieved through the cooperation of every member and
obedience to the rules of conduct between the members. Thus we human
beings have a new set of laws which are not present in the field of other beings
both animate and inanimate, namely, human-made laws.

All these show that diffirent systems of law from different parts of our
lives. Without law our daily activities will be much jeopadized and to some
extent come to a standstill. It is therefore necessary that in order to enjoy
life to its utmost, we must have a good knowledge of the law.

In the eyes of the law, there are some presumptions which are quite
different from actual facts of real life. Among them is the legal presumption
that everybody knows the law, though in reality there may be only a few
persons who actually know it. In the 16th articl of the criminal code of our
country, it is provided that no one shall be relieved from criminal liability
under the pretext that he has no legal knowledge.



Suppose in a dead Jane you meet a perfect stranger who offers to sell you
1 fountain pen at $20,000. Much to your surprise, it proves to be a Parker
51. ‘The price is cheap and brand genuine ; you think it’s a good bargain and
you buy it in a hurry. Unfortunately, it turns out to be stolen property.
Since you buy it in a place other than in open market, the law states that you
we guilty of receiving stolen property. I am sure that if you had prior
knowledge of such a legal prohibition, you wonldn’t have bought the same
aven at 2 much lower price. This shows how dangerous a position the lack
of knowledge will put you in ; and how helpful to you is your possession of
legal knowledge.

Here is another #llustration of the importance of legal knowledge. In China
today there is much talk about the adoption of a constitution. Our people
wre looking intensely toward the immediate realization of what Dr. Sun Yat Sen
zalled a constitutional period. All of us have the same belief thata government
organized under a duly adopted constitution is the best form of government.
Now what does a constitution mean? Is it a branch of law? Certainly
it is ; but the constitution is more than a mere branch of law, it is the supreme
law of the Jand. That is to say, every other branch of law can only derive
its validity through the constitution ; and no law prejudicial or contrary o
the constitution can be enforced or have a valid existence. Is it possible then,
for the cititens of a state governed by a constitution that they should have
no idea of their governor — the constitution ? The lack of legal knowledge
nowadays is just as ridiculous as a young girl who is anxious to masry 2 man
whom she has never met, seen, talked to or corresponded with.

People are craving for a Constitution, they are craving for it mainly

because of the fundamental rights conferred therein, among them being the
right to elect and to be elected, the right to recall, the right of initiative and
tefrendum. But all these rights can only be exercised in accordance with
due process of law. ‘Take for instance, the constitution will give every qualified
citizen an equal right to be elected. So you may offer youself as a candidate
to be a Senator or Congressman. But you are not supposed to bribe the
voters in order that they may cast votes in your favour. If you do offer
bribery, you will be divested of your qualification to be such. Therefore,
legal knowledge is essential to an understanding of constitutional government
to the promotion of a reign of law in this country.
. Examples are ample, so numerous indeed that they are beyond the power
of enumeraion. They all lead to one conclution and that is legal knowledge
is essential both to the benifit of individual member and to society as a whole.
All the cursent problems can be solved, if all of us would adhere to what
the law says. But before that can be done, it is necessary to prepare ourselves
by acquiring sufficient legal knowledge. -

At present, no legal scholer can assert to have made a precise definition
of law ; but we do know that law is fundmentally a set of rules for the
regulation of human conduct. In civilized society, human instincts, such
as selfishness and jealousy, cannot be allowed to express without bounds.
Therefore, for the purpose of maintaining peace and order, it is the task of law
to restrict their free expression. FEach society, due to its unique historical
background, has its own law which may, however, have certain features
similar to the laws of the other societies. By studying law, one learns, there-
fore, not only the rules regulating human relationship and the rights and oblig-
ations of individuales towards each other and society, but also the make-up of
each society. My conviction has always been that a thorough understanding
of the law of one’s own society and that of others will lead ultimarely to the
solution of all disputes among individuals and conflicts among nations, no
matter how complicated they may be.
