In the I Corps area of opecrations fightcrs hammered supply dumps, troop
positions, tanks and vchicles, Two tanks, onc two miles south of Pakchon =~nd
the other four miles southwest of that town, werc destroved,s Twenty-two supply
buildings in thc vicinity suffecred damage in air attacks,

Armed reconnaissance jets hit a small convoy near Puckchin, destroying six
trucks, Fightcr sweeps from Myongmun-dong to Huichon to Kusong to Chongju cost
the enemy 13 fortified buildings, 6 rail cars, 1 locomotive and 43 vchicles
destroycd or damaged, The largest single target hit was a 30 vehicle convoy
at Myongmun-dong., Twenty-nine fucl trucks and ammunitions trucks were destroyed

in thc attack.,

Communist jct 2nd propcller driven aircraft remained active, with five
scparatc air to air fights taking place, Two cnemy jets made passes 2t a B=2Z9
in the Sinuiju areca, and onc was promptly shot down. Four F-80 jcts attackced
a formation of 6 to 10 cnemy jets, The Communists brokc off the cngagement
and fled to the west, In a third 2ir battle four F-80s cngagcd threc Yak-type
aircraft, shooting down two of thcm, Two Red jets madc an aggressive attack

Bridges crogsing the river at Sinuiju, Chengsongjin, Kangguri and !‘anpojin
were hilw by prcocislion divebombing Skyraiders and bomb-laden Corsairs under pro-
tective ajr cover ol Panther jet fighters, 4 fifen bridge at Samsu, seven miles
south of thc bordcr, also was hit.

The Navy pilots flew through antiaircraft firc of varying intcnsity and
accuracy from both sides of the river.

Navy pilots from the USS Philippine Sea, flagship of Recar /lidm. 7.C. "wen,

! Commander Task Fotcc 77, swooped in over two bridges crossing the Yalu at
Sinuiju, scoring dircct hits with 1,000 and 2,00C pound bambs. Pilots from the
sape carriecr scored four hits on the railroad bridge crossing the river at Man-
pojin, damaging onc span and possibly knocking down a seconde In the 2ttock at
llanpo jin hcavy, intcnse and accuratc antiaircraft fire was cncountered from
both sides of the river,

Pilots from the Valley Forge scored four direct hits on 2 highway bridge
crossing the river at flangguri, leaving onc span supported at one point by a
single girdcr. REcturning pilots cstimated the bridge to be complctely unuscable
by vchicular traffic. |,

Three dircct hits by Valley Forge pilots on a bridgec crossing the river at
Chongsonjin left that bridgc complately unuseable.

Seven miles south of the Manchurian border Valley Forge pilots scored four
hits on a highway bridgec at Samsu, damaging onc span.

In the attacks by Philippinc Sca pilots at Sinuiju four Russian-typec MIG-15
Jet alrcraft werc engaged. One was shot down by a Navy Panther jet, The others
fled,

Task Force 77 pilots were under strict orders from Vice .dm. C. Turner Joy,
Commander United Nations Naval Forces, not to violate the Manchurian border and
to attack only the Yorcan side of the bridges,

Other aircraft of Task Force 77 ranged over the entire breadth of North
Lorea in day and night attacks against communications lines, supplies and troops.
The Naval air coffort was divided between closc and deep support of thc ground
forces,

licanwhile U,3, Navy ships of the cast coast support force provided round-the-
clock direct naval gunfirc support of ‘ground forces from Wonsan on to the north
of Songjin and illuminated battle arcas at night with star shells,

a U.S. Navy PBM Martin Mariner yesterday destroyed four mines by machine-gun
fire off Chinnampo, bringing to 2 total of 42 thc number of mines destroyecd by
the Mariners in recent weeks,

T'he U.S, destroyer S.N, loore destroyed a floating minc off the cast coast
near the LOth parallel, Intcnsive minesweceping opcrations contiftued on both
coasts. Operations on the west coast were c¢arried out under protective cover
of British Commonwealth ships. '

UsS. Marine flyers operating from the escort carriers USS Badoeng Strait and
USS Sicily continued to provide closc air support of elem:nts of the Seventh
Infantry Division in the Pungsan 2rea and to the north.

Troop concentrations and military buildings at Soksan-ni s Tuha-ri, Sang-ni
and along the banks of the Ungi river were hit with bombs s rockets, napalm and B

20 mm cannon fire.
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An armored patrol from the U,S, 24th Division engaged an enemy force in
the area south of Yongbyon, forcing the enemy to withdraw to the north. All
elements of the division, together with the 27th British Commonwealth Brigade,
conducted aggressive patrols to the front, Little enemy resistance was encoun-

tered but many enemy dead were found and large quantities of arms and ammunition
were coverrun,

LElements of the U,S, lst Cavalry Division received artillery fire in front
line positions and patrolled aggressively throughout the sector,

The ROK 8th Division continued to attack northeast and northwest of Tokchon,

Units of the ROK 7th Division reported recaiving neavy mortar fire during
their advance in the Won-ni area.

A combat patrol from the U,S., 2d Division captured four T-3.4 tanks, six
self-propelled artillery pieces and 18 boxcars of ammunition in the vicinity of
Yongwon. Another patrol captured four tanks and several carloads of ammunition

and gasoline, ZHlements of the division registered slight gains against stubborn
enemy resistance south of Yongwon,

Patrols from the U,S, 25th Division, in conjunction with ROK Army units,

dispersed several groups of enemy, inflicting casualties and capturing 122 pri-
soners yesterday,

Elements of the ROK 3rd Division attacked several enemy groups north of
Sinpo and dispersed them,

Enemy attacks aghinst elements of the U.S, lst Marine Di¥ision in ¥a jon-ni

area were repulsed without loss of ground, Another Marine unit advanced up to
four miles in the vicinity of Tokhung-ni.

An attack by the ROK Capitol Division northwest of Kilchu reached the
vicinity of Pojon and Kwan-dong against light resistance,

Alrcraft of the U,S, Far Tast Air Forces struck at North Xorean communica-

Seventy-nine B-29s attacked the ey communications and supply center of
Sinuiju. Two double rail bridges were attacked, with hits being scored on cach.
Military targets in 3inuiju werc bombed with incendiary bombs., Damage cannot
be evaluated until poststrike reconnaissance is madc,

Combat Cargo Command aircraft delivered 1,286 tons of cargo into Korea ves-

terday. In addition 774 passengers and 359 medical evacuces were carried by the
transports in "ednesday's operations,
