A WORD ABOUT SOWING SEEDS

• Many seeds are small and the germination weak;
therefore, sow them very shallow, often not more
than one-eighth inch deep. This is because the
germ or sprout must have air and light. If this
is denied by too deep sowing, it dies before it

reaches the surface.

In order to assist small or weak seeds to grow,
it is advisable to plant plentifully, because the
many seeds will give strength to raise the soil

where one could not do so.

This advice applies particularly to beet and melon
seeds, but is applicable to all small seeds. It is

easy to thin out the surplus plants. A good general
rule is to plant seeds to a depth equal to from three
to five times their diameter.

Asparagus
Culture—The seed before sowing should be

soaked in tepid water for 24 hours. Sow in open
ground in the early spring in drills 2 to 3 feet
apart, scattering about 1 inch apart in the drills.

Cover with I inch of soil; cultivate freely. One
ounce will produce about 200 plants. The follow-
ing spring set out the roots to a permanent bed
in rows 2 to 5 feet apart, 18 inches apart in the
rows. Cover with 2 inches of soil.

It is best done dur-
ing February, cutting away all the weak or dead
wood, and leaving all the well matured, strong
branches with five or six eyes.
