Islands of Ivory, ridden among the 
Arctic lee lying north of Siberia were 
described in^ a paper read by Dr. Gath 
Whitley at the Victoria Institute in 

| London the other day. 
i These islands were discovered, by 
j Russian explorers at the end of the 
; «ightet-nth century and have been ex­
ploited by trader hi in fossil Ivory ever 

: since. Ar' recently as 1888 some 80,000 
; pounds of fossil ivory was offered for 
;.aaie at the fair at- Yakutsk,

To the earlier explorers It seemed 
J that one Inlet known as Uakoffe Isl­
and was “actually composed of the 
bones and tusks of ylephants, cemented 
together by icy sapd. The horns of buf- 
taJoe*. jMVv rather .oX imtak oxen and 
rhinoceroses were also ’wonderfully 
abundant. The sandy shores and 
slopes, were full of mammoths’ tusks.”
_ In 1886 a Germ&n. Dr. Bunge, ex­
plored Uakoffe Island. “The sand and 
gravel.” said the lecturer, "were found 
to rest In blocks of Ice and the al­
luvial beds wen? full of the bonfe* of 
maiti moths, rhinoceroses and musk 
oxen”—this after hundreds of years 
of visits from ivory hunters. Trail­
ing showed that the bottom of the 
sea near the Island was strewn with
tusks and bones '—~—:--------

These extraordinary discoveries are 
explained by the following theory: In

I prehistoric times Siberia enjoyed a 
comparatively mild climate and a 
great tract of country now under Ice 
stood at a considerable level above the 
sea.

J Vast herds of mammoths, whlno- 
j cereei and huffafoes • roamed over 
fttiese plains. - A great catastrophe at 

last overtook them. The land sub­
sided, the sea rose and the animals 
congregated In great fmmbers on the 
mountain tops, Even .these were *ll 
Jast submerged and the destruction 
was complete After a time the wa­
ters subsided slowly end the Islands 
which hid formed mountains In the 
land rose above the sea. Why the 
climate .changed after these upheavals 
Is still a problem to be solved.
