at grefent it is reduced to Beggary by the
Fad ory’s Removal to Hughly and Calcutta,
the Merchants being all gone. It is nowin-
habited by Fifhers, as are alfo Imgellie, and
Kidgerie, two neighbouring Iflands on: the
Wett Side of the Mouth of G4nges. Thefe
Iflands abound alfo in tame Swine, where
they are fold very cheap, for I have bought
One and twenty good Hogs,betwecn soand 8o
Pound Weight each, for 17 Rupees, or 45
Shillings Sterling. 'Thofc Iflands fend forth
dangerous Sand Banks, that are both nume-
rous and large, and make the Navigation out
and in to Hughly River, both troublefom
and dangerous, and after we pafs thofe Hlands,
in going up the River, the Chanel for Shi
ing is on the Eaft-fide, and feveral Creeks
run from the Chanel among a grcat Number
of Iflands, formed by different Chanels of
Ganges, two_of which are more remarkable
than the reft, viz. Coxes and Sagoi Ilands,
where great Ships were obliged to anchor
to take in Part of their Cargoes,becaufe fe-
veral Places in the River are too fhallow for
great Ships to pafs over, when their whole
Cargoes are aboard.

HERE are no Inhabitants on thofe Iflands,.
for they are fo peflered with Tigers, that
there could be no Security for human Crea-
tures to dwell on them ; nay, itiscven dan-
gerousto land on them, or for Boats to an-
chor near them, for in the Night they have
fwimmed to Boats at Anchor, and carried
Men out of them, yet among the Tagdrﬁr,-

' the
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the Ifland Sagor is accounted holy,and great
Numbers of Fougies ga yearly thither in the
Months of November and December, to wor-
fhip and wath in Salt-water, tho’ many
of them fall Sacrifices to the hungry
Tigers.

uE firft fafe anchoring Place in the Ri-
ver, is off the Mouth of a River about twelve
Leagues above Sagor, commanly known by
the Name of Rogues River, which had that
Aﬁpellation from fome Banditti Portugueze,
who werc Followers of S#/tan Sujabh, when
Emirjemal, Aurengzeb’s General, drove that,
unfortunate Prince out of his Province of
Bengal, for thofe Tortuﬁ/tlteze having no Way
to - fubfift, after their Mafter’s Flight to the
Kingdom of Arackan, betaok themfelves to
Piracy among the Iflands,at the Mouth of Gaz-
ges, and that River having Communication
with all the Chanels from Xatigam to the
weftward, from this River they ufed to fally
out, and commit Depredations on thofe that
traded in the River of Hughly,

Asouyrt 5Leagues farther up, on the Weft
Side of the River of Hughly, is another
Branch of the Ganges, called Gaxga, it is broa-
der than that of Hughly, but much fhallower,
and more incumbred with Sand Banks; a
little below the Mouth of it the Danes have a
thatcht Houfe, but for what Reafons they
kept an Houfe there, Inever could learn,

AvrLoxg the River of Hughly there are
_man?i fmall Villages and Farms, interfperft
in thofe large Plains, but the firft of any

Note on the River’s Side, is Culenlla,a Mar-
ket Town for Corn, coarfe Cloth, Butter,and
Oyl, with other Produ&ions of the Country
above it is the Dusch Bankfball, a Place
where their Ships ride when they cannot get
farther up for the too fwift Currents of the
River. Culculla has a large deep River that
runs to the eaftward, and fo hasg‘aanpardaa,
and onthe Weft Side there is a2 River that
runs by the Back of Hughly lfland, which
leads up to Radragur, famous for manufaétu-
ring Cotton Cloth, and Silk Romaals, ar
Handkerchiefs. Bufundri and Trefindi, or
Goriat and Co#¢rong,are on that River,which
roduce the greatett Quantities of the beft
ugars in Bengal.

A little higher up on the Eaft Side of
Hughly River, is Ponjelly, a Village where
a Cgorn Mart is kept once or twice in a
Week, it exports more Rice than any Place
on this River; and five Leagues farther up
on the other Side, is Tanna Fort, built to
prote& the Trade of the River, at a Place
convenient enough, where it is not above
Half a Mile from Shore ta Shore, but it nc-
ver was of much Ufe; for in Anmo 1686.
when the Engli/b Company quarrelled with
the Mogx/, tlfe Company had feveral great
Ships at Hughly, and this Fort was manned
in order to iinder their Paffage down the
River. One 6o Gun Ship approaching pretty
near the Fort, faluted it with a Broad-fide,
which fo frightned the Gavernor and his

Myrmidons, thatthey all deferted their Po%'
an
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and left their Caftle to be plundred by the
Englifb Seamen. About a League farther
up on the other Side of the River, is Go-
vernapore, where there is a little Pyramid
built for a Land-mark, to confine the Com-
pany’s Colony of Calcutta, or Yort William.
On that Side, and about a League farther up,
ftands Fort William.
. TrE Engli/b fettled there about the Year
1690. after tﬁxe Mogul had pardoned all the
Rabberies and Murders committed on his
Subje&s. Mr. Fob Channock being then the
Company’s Agent in Bengal, he had Liberty
to fettle an Emporium in any Part on ‘the’
River’s Side below Hughly, and for the fake
of a large fhaddy Tree chofe that Place, tho’
he could not have chofen a more unhealthe
ful Place on all the River ; for three Miles
to the North-eaftward, is a Salt-water Lake
that overflows in September and Oétober,and
then prodigious Numbers of Fifh refort thi-
ther, but in November and December when
the Floods are diffipated, thofe Fifhes are
left dry, and with their Putrefaétion affe@
the Air with thick ftinking Vapours, which
the North-eaft Winds bring with them to
Fort. /7 illiam, that they caufe a Xearly Mor-
tality One YearI was there, and there were
reckoned in Augnff about 1200 Englifb,
fome Military, fome Servants tothe Compa-
ny, fome private Merchants refiding in the
Town, and fome Seamen belonging to Ship-
ping lying at the Town, and before the Be-
ginning of Fawwary ihere werc four hun-
A4 dred
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dred and fixty Burials regiftred in the Clerk’s
Book of Mortality.

MR. Channock choofing the Ground of
the Colony, where it now is, reigned more
abfolute than a Rajah, only he wanted much
of their Humanity, for when any poor
ignorant Native tranfgrefled his Laws, they
were fure to undergoa fevere Whipping for
a Penalty, and the Execution was generally
done when he was at Dinner, {o near hi$
Dining-room that the Grones and Cries of
:ih?c poar Delinquent ferved him for Mu-

ck.

T ue Country about being overfpread with
Paganifm, the Cuftom of Wives burning with
their deceafed Husbands, is alfo praftifed
here. Before the Mogu/ls 'W ar, Mr. Channoch
went one Time with his ordinary Guard of
Soldiers, to feea young Widow a& that tra-
gical Cataftrophe, but he was fo fmitten with
the Widow’s Beéauty, that he fent his Guards
to take her by Force from her Executioners,
and conduéted her to his awn Lodgings.
They lived lovingly many Years, and had
feveral Children, at length fhe died, after
he had fettled in Cakuzta, but inftead of con-
verting her ta Chriffianity, fhe made him a
Profelvte to Paganifin, and the only Part of
Chriftsanity that was remarkable in him, was
burying her decently, and he built 2 Tomb
over her, where all his Life after her Death,
he kept the anniverfary Day of her Death by
facrificing a Cock on her Tomb, after the
Pagan Manner ; this was and is the comnﬁon

(]
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Report, and I have been credibly informed,
hoth by Chriftians.and Pagans, who lived
at Calewtta under his Agency, that the Sto-
ry was really true Matter of Faé.

Fort William was built an irregular
Tetragon, of Brick and Morter, called Pac-
kab, which is a Compofition of Brick-duft,
Lime, Malaffes, and cut Hemp, and when
it comes to be dry, is as hard and tougher
than firm Stone or Brick, and the Town
was built without Order, as the Builders
thought moft convenient for their own Af-
fairs, every one taking in what Ground beft

leafed them for Gardening, fo that in moft

oufes youmuft pafs through a Gardeninto
the Houfe, the Engli/b building near the
River’s Side, and the Natives within Land.

Tue A§ency continued till the Year 1705.
that the old and new Companies united, and
then it became a fplit Government, the old
and new Companies Servants governin
Week about, which made it more anarchica
than regular., Sir Edward Littleton was
Agent and Conful for the new Company at

ughly, when this Union of the Companies
was made, and then he was ordered to re-
move his Fattory to Calestta, and being of
an indolent Difpofition, had let his Accounts
with the Comlpany run behind. Hewas fu-
fpended, but lived at Caleutza till 1707. that
he died there ; he wasthe only Prefident or
Precedent in the Company’s Service, that Joft
an Eftate of 700 Pounds per Annum in fo
profitable a Poft in their Service, T

HIS
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Tr1s double-hcaded Government conti-
nued in Culcutta, till Fanuary 1709. that
Mr. /¥ eldon arrived with the Company’s Come
miffion to fettle it at Bombay and Fort St.
George, which were under the Management
of a Governor and Council, which thofe-of
the Direction in England took to be a better
Way to promote their own Creatures, as well
as their own Intcreft. His Term of governing
was very fhort, and he took as fhort a Way
to be cnriched by it, by harafling the Peo-
{’le to fill his Coffers. There was one fingu-
ar Inftance of it. A poor Seaman had got a
pretty Muftice Wife, a little inclined to Lewd-
nefs in her Husband’s Abfence. She enter-
tained two Armenians, who were like to
quarrel about fharing her Favours, which co-
minﬁ to the Governor’s Ears, he reprimand-
ed them: However, by the ftrong Perfwa-
fion of 500 Rupees paid in hand by one of
them, he awarded him to have the fole Right
to her, and he carried her to Hughly, and
bragg’d openly what his Purchafe had coft
him, to the great Credit and Praife of the
Governor; and when the poor Husband re-
turned, he was forced to fubmit to lofe his
Mare, under the Pain of Flagellation: Yet
he was very fhy in taking Bribes, referring
thofe honeft Folks, who traffick’d that Way,
to the Difcretion of his Wife and Daughter,
to make the beft Bargain they could about
the Sum to be paid, and to pay the Money
into their Hands. I could give many Inftan-

ces of the Force of Bribery, both here %}t"gd
clic-
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elfewhere in India, but am loth to ruffle the
Skin of old Sores.

Apovur fifty Yards from Fort /W illiam,
ftands the Church built by the pious Charity
of Merchants refiding there, and thc Chrz-
flian Benevolence of Sea-faring Mcn, whofe
Affairs call them to trade therc; but Mini-
fters of the Gofpel being fubjeét to Mortali-
ty, very often young Merchants arc obliged
to officiate, and have a Salary of 50 L. per
Annum added to what the Company allows
them, for their Pains in reading Prayers and
Sermons on Sundays. .

Tue Governor's Houfe, in the Fort, is
the beft and moft regular Piece of Archite-
Qure that I ever faw in India. And there
are many convenient Lodgings for Factors
and Writers, within the Fort, and fome
Store-houfes for the Company’s Goods, and
the Magazines for their Ammunition.

T ue Company has a pretty good Hofpi-
tal at Calcwtta, where many go in to un-
dergo the Penance of Phyfick, but few come
out to give Account of its Operation. The
Company has alfo a pretty good Garden,
that furnithes the Governor’s Table with
Herbage and Fruits; and fome Fifh-ponds
to ferve his Kitchin with good Carp, Cal-
koK's1 and Mullet.

ost of the Inhabitants of Calutta that
make any tolerable Figure, have the fame
Advantages; and all Sorts of Provifions,
both wild and tame, being plentiful, good

and cheap, as well as Clothing, make the
Coun-
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Country very agreeable, notwithftanding the
above mentioned Inconvenicncies that attend
it.

On the other Side of the River are Docks
made for repairing and fitting their Ships
Bottoms, and a pretty good Garden belong-
ing to the Armenians, that had been a better
Place to have built their Fort and Town in,
for many Reafons. One is, that, where it
now ftands, the After-noon’s Sun is full in
the Fronts of the Houfes, and fhines hot on
the Streets, that are both above and below
the Fort, the Sun would have fent its hot
Rays on the Back of the Houfes, and the
Fronts had been a good Shade for the Streets.

Most Gentlemen and Ladies in Bengal
live both fplendidly and pleafantly, the Fore-
noons being dedicated to Bufinefs, and after
Dinner to Reft, and in the Evening to re-
create themfelves in Chaifes or Palankins in
the Fields, or to Gardens, or by Water in
their Budgeroes, which is a convenient Boat,
that goes {wiftly with the Force of Oars ;
and, on the River, fometimes there is the
Diverfion of Fifhing or Fowling, or both;
and, before Night, they make friendly Vi-
fits to one another, when Pride or Conten-
tion do not fpail Society, which too often
they do among the Ladies, as Difcord and
Faftion do among the Men. And altho’

 the confcript Fathers of the Colony difagree
in many Points umong themfelves, yet they
all agree in oppreffing Strangers, who are
configned to them, not fuffering them to buy
: or
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or felf their Goods at the moft advantageous
Markets, but of the Governor and his Coun-
cil, who fix their own Prices, highror low, as
feemeth beft to their Wifdom and Difcreti-
on: And it is a Crime hardly pardonable for
a private Merchant to go to Hughiy, to in-
form himfelf of the current Prices of Goods,
altho’ the Liberty of buying and felling is
intirely taken from him before.

Tue Garifon of Fort Hilliam generally
confifts of 2 or 300 Soldiers, more for to
convey their Fleet from Patana, with the
Company’s Saltpetre, and Piece Goods, raw .
Silk and fome Ophium belonging to other
Merchants, than for the Defence of the Fort,
for, as the Company holds their Colony in
fie Tail of the Mogul, they need not be a-
fraid of any Enemies coming to difpotlefs
them. And if they fhould, at any Time,
quarrel again with the Mogu/, his prohibiting
his Subjefts to trade with the Company,
would foon end the Quarrel. i

Tuere are fome impertinent troublefom
Rajabs, whofe Teryitories ly on the Banks
of the Ganges, betwen Pazana and Caffembu-
Zaar, who pretend a Tax on all Goods and
Merchandize, that pafs by, or through their
Dominions oun the River, and often raife For-
ces to compel Payment; but fome Forces
from Fort #illiam in Boats, generally clear
the Paffage, tho’'I have known fome of our
Men killed in the Skirmifhes. .

IN Calcutta all Religions are freely tolera-
ted, but the Presbyterian, and thatb they

row=
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brow-beat. The Pagans carry their Idols in
Proceflion thro’ the T'own. The Roman Cat bo-
Jicks have their Church to lodge their Idols
in, and the Mahometan is not difcountenanc-
ed; but there are no Polemicks, except what
are between our High-church Men and our
low, or between the Governor’s Party and o«
ther private Merchants on Points of Trade.
T ae Colony has very little ManufaGtory
of its own, for the Government being Ipret-
ty arbitrary, difcourages Ingenuity and Indu~
flry in the PoPulace; for, b¥ the Weight of
the Company’s Authority, if a Native chan«
ces to difoblige one of the Upper-houfe, he
is liable to arbitrary Punifhment, either by
Fine, Imprifonment or corporal Sufferings. 1
will give one Inftance, out of many, that I
knew of the Injuftice of a Governor of the
double-heaaed Government s Anno 1706,
Tuere was one Captain Perrin Mafter
of a Ship, who took up about 500 L. on re-
ondentia from Mr. Ralph Sheldow one of
the Governors, on a Voyage to Perfia, pay-
able at_his Return to Besgal. Perrin hav-
ing difpatched his Affairs in Perfia fooner
than he expefted, called at Gos in his Way
Home, and bought a Swraz-built Ship ver
cheap, and carried her to Calecut, and too
in a Quantity of Pepper for the Benga/ Mar-
ket; and havit; brought in his other Ship,
ood Store of Perfia Wines, called at Fort
t. George to difpofe of what he could there,
but finding no Encouragement from that

Market, carriedit to Bengel. On his Arri;
val
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val he complimented Mr. Sheldon with the
Offer of his Pepper and Winc, but he decli-
ned meddling with that Bargain, farther than
with-as much of the PeEPer, at the current
Price, as would balance his Account of Prin-
cipal and refpondentia. Accordingly Perrin
delivered fo much Pepper, and, on the De-
livery, required his Bond up, but the Go-
vernor told him, that he being a Fellow
troubled with the Spirit of interlopping in
buying Goods, and taking Freights where
he could beft get them, he would keep that
Bond as a Curb on him, that he fhould net
fpoil his Markets for the futurc. Poor Per-
“7in ufed all his Rhctorick to get his Bond
up, but to no Purpofe; and the Governor
moreover gave his Wine a bad Name, fo
that he could not difpofe of that either, and
all this Oppreflion was in order to ftraiten
him, that he might be obliged to fell his
new purchafed Ship, at a low Price, to him
and his Affociates, which, at laft, he was ob-
liged to do, holding a Quarter Part in his
own Hands, to fecyre the Command of her
to himfelf, which, after all, he could hardly
do. Perrin made his Complaint to me, but
I was in no Condition to affift him, becaufe
I, having three or four large Ships at Bengal,
was reckoned a Criminal guilty of that un-
pardonable Sin of Interlopping ; however, I
advifed Perrin to co:pl_yly with his inexor-
able Mafter, on any Terms of Agreement
whatfoever, which he endeavoured to do,
that he might, at leaft, keep the Commam%

o
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of his Ship, where he was fo much concern~
ed, and had hardly done it, but by Acci-
dent. One Day meeting me on the Green
near the Fort, he flcpt me to relate his
Grievances, and begged, that, if he was tur-
tied out of his own Ship, ke might have an
Employ in one of mine, which I promifed
he thould.

Sheldon efpied us, out of a Window, hol-
ding along Confabulation, and being impati-
ent to know about what, fent a Setvant to
call Perrin, and he, obeying the Summons,
was interrogated about what our Difcourfe
wis; and he told the Promife I had made
him. Sheldsm told him, that he was as cap-
able to employ him, as I could be.  Perrin
anfwered, that he knew that, but withed
that he would be as willing too ;s fo Sheldons

romifed that he fhould command his own

hip to Perfia.
ur the Wine flill lay unfold, tho’ it was
fcarce then in Bengal ; but the Name that it
got, firft at Fort St. Gesrge, and afterward
in Fort William, fhick fo ﬁg& to it, that none
of it would go off at any Price, fo I advifed
him to carry it off in the Night, in my Boats,
on board of one of my Ships, and I would
try if 1 could ferve him in felling it, which
accordingly he did, and iwo Gentlemen of
the Council, being that Seafon bound for.
England, coming one Day to dine with me,
I treated them, and the reft of my Coinpany,
with that Perfisa Wine, which they all praif-
cd, and askt me where I gotit. I told tl:ﬁ;n,
hat,
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that, knowing that good Wines would be.
[carce at Bengal that Year, I had provided a
good q;antity at Swrat, from whence I had
come that Seafon. Evelz one begged that I
would fpare them fome Chefts, which I con-
defceuded to do as a Favour, and next Day
fent them what they wanted, at double the
Price the Owner demanded for it, while he
had it, and fo %c’)t off above 120Chefls, which
enabled Mr. Perrin to fatisfy moft of his
Creditors. _

Sheldon provided a Stock and Freight for
Perrin to Perfia, and put on board,fome
rotten long Pepper, that he could difpofe of
no other Way, and fome damaged Gummiesy
which are much in Ufe in ?er;/:%: for embal-
ing Goods, when they are good in their
Kind ; but, nolens volens, Perrin muft take
them, and fign Bills of Loading for good
well conditioned Goods; and yet, after he
was ready to fail, he had been flopt, if he
could not raife the Sum of 2500 Rupees, to
difcharge a Bill, that, at that Time, became
due, and was indorfed to Sheldon. I alfo
helped him out of that Difficulty; and took
his Bond for the Sum, bearing Intereft from
the Date, at the current Intereft of r per
Cent. per Menfem, fo Perrin proceeded on his
V to Perfia; but called at Calecsit in
his ' Way Home again, and laid up his Shi
there, and took Protefion of a Nayer, wit
the full Hand of troco L. Sterl of Ben-

4/ Money, and wrote to Mr. Sheldon, that
might his formg Bond, and he wo;xll‘d
take

‘ME ASIATIC SNCIFTY, CALOUTYS
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take Care of his Part of the Stock in his
Hands. He alfo wrote to me, that he would
take particular Care to reimburfe me, but,
in 2 fhort Time after, he died, and his Ef-
fe€ts came into the Ewnglifb Chiet’s Hands,
who detained them feveral Years, denying
that ever he had.any, till Governor Boone
came to the Government of Bombayin171s.
and then he made a lame Account. I have
been fo prolix and particular in this Story,
that it may form an Idea of the Deformity
and difinal Image of Tyranny and Villany fup-
ﬁorted by a Power, that neither divine nor

uman Laws have Force enough to bridle
or reftrain.

T ue Company’s Colony is limited by a
Land-mark at Governapore, and another near
Barnagul, about fix Miles diftant ; and the
Salt-water Lake bounds it on the Land Side.
It may contain, in all, about 10 or 12000
Souls ; and the Company’s Revenues are
pretty » and well paid. They nfe from
Grounﬁ-rents and Confulage on all Goods
imported and exported by Briti/b Subje&s ;
but all Nations befides are free from Taxes.

ARNAGUL is the next Village on

the River’s Side, above Calcstta, where

tne Dutch have an Houfe and Garden; aﬁd
the
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the Town is famoufly infamous for a Semi-
nary of female Lewdnefs, where Numbers of
Girlsare trained up for the Deftruction of
unwary Youths, who ftudy more how to
il‘:tlfy their brutal Paffions, than how to
thun the evil Confequences that attend their
Folly, notwithftanding the daily Inftances of
Rottennefs and Mortality that happen to
thofe who moft frequent thofe Schools of
Debauchery. The Durch Shipping anchors
there fometimes, to take in their Cargoes for
Batavia. And thofe are all that are remark-
able at Barnagul or Barnagur. <
THERE are feveral other V illaies on the
River’s Sides, in the Way to Hughly, which
lies 20 Miles above Barnagu’, but none re-
markable, till we come to the Danes Falto-
1y, which ftands about four Miles below
Hughly, but the Poverty of the Danes
has made them defert it, after having
robbed the Moguls Subjeéts of fome of
their Shipping, to keep themfclves from ftar-

ving.

.gnuos-r oppofite to the Danes Fattory
is Banwkebankfal, a Place where the Offend
Company fettled a Fa&tory, but, in Anno
1723. they quarrelled with the Forxzdaar or

vernot of Hughly, and he forced the O-

enders to quit their Faftory, and feek
efion from the Fresch at Charnagur,
where their Fafory is, but, for Want of
Money, are not in a Capacity to trade. They
have a few private Families dwelling near

the Faltory, and a gretty little Churchhet::

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hear Maf in, which is the chicf Bufinefs of
the French in Bengal.

Asovurt half a{.eague farther up is the
Chinchura,where the Durch Emporsum ftands,
It is a large FaQory, walled high with Brick,
And the Fa&tors have a great many good
Houfes ftanding pleafantly on the River’s
Side ; and all of them have pretty Gardens
to their Houfes. The Chinchura is wholly vn-
der the Dutch Company’s Government. Itis
about a Mile long, and about the fame Breadth,
well inhabited by Armemians and the Na-
tives. It is contiguous to Hughiy, and affords
Sanuary for man{ poor Natives, when they
are in Danger of being oppreft by the Afo-
gul’s Governor, or his Harpies.

Hughly is a 'Town of a harge Extent, but
ill built.” It reaches about 2 Miles along the
River’s Side, from the Chinchurabefore men-
tioned to the Bandel, aColony formerly fet-
tled by the Porrugueze, but the %I’s
Fouzdaar governs both at prefent. is
Town of Hughly drives a great Trade, be-
caufe all foreign Goods are brought thither
for Import, and all Goods of the Produ& of
Benag are brought hither for Exportation.
And the Mogals Furza or Cuftom-houfe is
at this Place. It affords rich Cargoes for fift
or fixty Ships yearly, befides what is carri
to neighbourin§ Countries in fmall Veflels ;.
and there are Veflels that bring Salt-petre
from Patana, above so Yards long, and §
broad, and two and an half deep, and can carry
sbove 2co0 Tuns. They come down L1411 th;

ont
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Month of Oéfober, before the Stream of the
River, but are obliged to track them up a-
%in, with Strength of Hand, about 000 Miles.

o mention all the particular Species of Goods

that this rich Country produces, is far beyond

Skill ; but, in our Egff-india Company’s
Sales, all the Sorts, that are fent hence to Eu-
rope, may be found ; but Ophium, long Pep-
perand Ginger are Commodities that the tra-
ding Shipping in India deals in, befides To-
bacco, and many Sorts of Piece Goods, that
are not merchamable i Europe.

T HE Bandel, at prefent, deals in no Sort
of Commodities, but what are in Requet at
the Court of Penus, and they have a Church,
where the Owners of fuch Goods and Mer-
chandize are to be met with, and the Buyer
may be conduéted to proFer Shops, where
the Commodities may be feen andp felt, and
a Prieft to be Security for the Soundnefs of
the Goods.

Now this being my.fartheft Travels up
the famous Ganges, I muft advance farther
on the Report of others, and fo Ibegin with
Caffembazaar, about 100 Miles above Hugh-
by, where the Englifb and Dutch have their
refpective Fa®ories; and, by their Compa-
nies Orders, the Seconds of Council ought
to be Chiefs of thofe Fatorles. TheTown
is large, and much frequented by Merchants,
which never fails of making a Place rich.
‘The Country about it is very healthful and
fruitful, and produces induftrious People, who

cultivate many valuable Manufaories.
B3 Mux-
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Muxadaband is but 12 Miles from it, a
Place of much greater Antiquity, and the
Mogul has a Mint there; but the ancient
Name of Muxadabaud is changed for Rajab-
mal, for above a Centuri'; It was, in for-
mer Times, the greateft Place of Trade and
Commerce on the Ganges, but now its Trade
and Grandeur adorns Ceffembazaar.

Apour forty or fifty Miles to the Eaft-
ward of Rajabmal, on another Chanel of the
Ganges, is Maldo, a large Town, well inha-
bited and frequented by Merchants, and the
Englifo and ‘Durch had Faftories there, but
whether they are continued ftill, I know not.

Patana is the next Town frequented by
Europeans, where the Englifb and Daurch
have Fa&ories for Salt-petre and raw Silk. It
produces alfo fo much Opium, that it ferves
all the Countries in India with that Com-
modity. It is the Place of Refidence of the
Prince of Bengal, who is always of the Blood
Royal. The ‘%‘own is large, but the Houfes
built at fome Diftance from one another.
The Country is pleafant and fruitful ; and
the Town lies in 26 Degrees of Latitude to
the Northward of the A quator.

Bannaras lies about xoo Miles farther up
the River, celebrated for its Santity by all
Perfons over India, where Ta%anifm re-
vails. Here are Seminaries and Univerfities
for theé Education of Youth, and to initiate
them into the Myfteries of their Religion.
Aurengzeb reftrained the Priefts from fhew-
ing the Madnefs of their Zeal, for they found

out
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out fome weak Dotards, who, for Oftentati-
on, would go to the Top of an high Tower,
and leaf down where divers pointed W eapons
were placed in the Spot tth were to fall on,
-and among them they ended their filly Lives.
It is ftillin fo much Veneration, that I have
known young and old Banyans go from Sz-
rat thither over Land, out of Devotion, which
is computed to be 400 Miles. The Prieits fill
Brafs and Copper Pots, made in the Shape of
thort-nccked Bottles, with Ganges’s Water,
which they confecrate and feal up, and fend

<

thofe Bottles, which contain about 4 Exghi/b -

Gallons, all over Ind:a, to their Benefaétors,
who make them good Returns, for whoever
is wafht with that Water juft before they ex.
pire, are wafht as clean from their Sins as a
few-born Babe, )

I have ventured fo far into this Terra in-
cognita onthe Ganges, that I dare venture no
farther, but muft vifit Dacce, which lies un-
der the Tropick of Cancer, on the broadeft
and eaftermoft Branch of Ganges. The Ci-
ty is the largeft in Benga/, and it manufactures
Cotton and Silk the beft and cheapeft. The
Plenty and Cheapnefs of Provifions are in-
credible, and the Country is full of Inhabi-
tants, but it breeds none of tolerable Cou-
rage, for five or {ix armed Men will chafe a
Thoufand: Yet, about two Centuries ago,
Dacca had its own Kings, but when Febaz
Guire, the King of Mogul, over-ran bengal
with a vi€orious Army, a Detatchment of
2ococ Men was fent down to Daccz, on

B 4 whofs
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whofe Approach the poor King furrendred
his Kingdom, without once drawing his
Sword in its Defence, and fo it eafily be-
vame annext to the Mogul’s Dominions.
Tuar Branch of the Gaenges difembo;ues
into the Sea at Chittagounyg, or, as the Por-
m‘fwz’ call it, Xqrigam, about 5o Leagues
below Dacca; and this Place confines the
Mﬁqal’s Dominions to the Eaftward, The
Diftance between Sagor the weftermoft Cha-
nel of the Ganges, and Xatigam the eafter-
moft, is about roo Leagues, the maritim
Coaft.being divided into many fmall Hlands
made by the Currents of the Ganges, but ve-
ry few are inhabited, becaufe they #re {o pe-
ftred with Tigers, that there is little Safety
for other Inhabitants ; and there are alfo ma-
ny Rhinocerofes on thofe Iflands, but the
are not fo dangerous Neighbours as the Ti-
gers, yet, when provoked, they will affaule
any living Thing. Nature has endued him
with two particufar Rarities out of her Stores.
One is a large Horn placed on his Nofe. ‘The
fecond is a Coat of Mail to defend him from
the Teeth or Claws of other fierce Animals,
His Tongue is alfo fomewhat of a Rarity,
for, if he can but get any of his Antagonifts
down, he will lick them fo clean, that he
leaves neither Skin nor Flefh to cover their
Bones; but he is feldom known to bean Ag-
gretfor, except when he meets with an Ele-
phant, then he fharpens his Horn and affaults,
tho’ he is much inferior to the Elephant in

Bulk and Strength, being no bigger than a
very
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very large Ox, yet he often overcomes in
. fpite ofn%Iete Ele};;hant’s Teeth.

Jundiva is an Ifland four Leagues diffant
from the reft, and fo far it lies in the Sea,
it is about 20 Leagues in Circumference,and
has three Fathoms Water within a Mile of
the Shore, and it may ferve to fhelter fmall
Ships from the raging Seas,and Windsof the
South-weft Monfoons. I was credibly infor-
med by one that wintred there, that he
bought §80 Pound Weight of Rice for a\
Rupee, or Half a Crown, eight Geefe for
the fame Money, and fixty good tame Poul--
try for the fame, and Cloth is alfo incredibly
cheap, it is but thinlzr inhabited, but the Peo-
ple fimple and honett.

T ue Religion of Benfal by Law eftabli-
fhed, is Mabometan, yet for one Mabomctan
there are above an Hundred Pagans, and the
gublick Offices and Pofts of Truft are

lled promifcuoufly with-Men of both Peg-
fwafions.

TuE Gentiles are better contented to
live under the Mogu/’s Laws than under Pas-
gan Princes, for the Mogultaxes them gently,
and every one knows what he muft pay, but
the Pagar Kings or Princes tax at Difcre-
tion, making their own Avarice the Stan-
dard of Equity ; befides there were formers
ly many fmall Rajabs, that ufed, upon frivo-
lous Occafions, to pick Quarrels with one
another, and before they could be made
Friends again, their Subje&ts were forced to

open
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open both their Veins and Purfes to gratifie
Ambition or Folly.

A np now having curforily travelled over
the moft noted Countries and Towns in
Bengal, with the beft Remarks I could of
their Government, only making a voluntary
Omiflion of many Oppreflions and other In-
juftices that came within the Reach of my
own Knowledge and Experiments, I take
Leave of that earthly Paradife,and proceed.

Gives an Account of Xatigam, and the King-
dom of Arackan, fome biftorical Obferva-
tions on Sultan Sujah’s Misfortunes there,
andthe Miferies that Country fell under by
Civil Wars. ‘

ATIG AM'is a Town that borders

on Bengal and Arackan, and its Po-

verty makes ita Matter of Indifference whom
it belongs to. It was here that the Porzu-
weze firft fettled in Bengal, but the Dangers
fheir Ships run in coming thither in the

South-weft Monfoons, made them remove to

the Bandel at Hughly. 'The Mogul keeps a

Cadjee or Judge in it, to adminiiter r]ui ice

among the Pagan and Mabometan Inhabi-

tants, but the Offspring of thofe Portugueze
that followed the Fortune of Switan Sujab,
when he was forced to quit Bengal, are the

domineering Lords of it. I

T
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It is not {o fertil in Corn as Bengd, and
has but few Cotton Manufa&ories, but it af-
fords the beft Timber for building, of an
Place about it. The River has a deepenou
Entrance, but is peftered with Sand Banks,
and fome Rocks within. I have known fome
Englifb Ships forced from Point Palmeira
by 'gtrefs of Weather thither, and had fafe
riding til the North-eaft Monfoons came to
relieve them. The Government is fo anar-
chical, that every one goesarmed with Sword,
Piftol, and Blunderbuth, nay, even the
Prieftsare obliged to go armed, and often ufe -
their Arms to as bad Ends as the licentious
L.aity,and fome of the Priefts have died Mar-
tyrs to villainous Aétions.

*Arackan is the next maritim Country to
the Southward of Bemgal, and in former
Times made fome Figure inTrade. It was
into this Country that the unfortumate Sx/san
Sujab came a Su %licant for Prote@ion, when

mirjemal chafeg im out of Bengal. He car-
ried his Wives and Children with him, and
about T'wo hundred of his Retinue, who
were refolved to follow his Fortune, and he
carried fix or eight Camels Load of Gold
and Jewels which proved his Ruin, and in
the End, the Ryin of the Kingdom of A-
rackan,

W HEN Sultan Sujab firft vifited the King
of Arackan, he made him Prefents fuitable
to the Quality of the Donor and Receiver,
the Arackaner promifing him all the Civili-
ties due ta fo great a Prince, with a fafe

- -Afilum
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Afylum for himfelf and Family: When E-
mirfjemal knew where Swltan Sujab had tae
ken San&uary, he fent a Eetter to the King
of Arackan, wherein he demanded the poor
diftreft Prince to be delivered up to him, o
therwife he threatned to bring his Army in~
to his Country to take him by Force. The
threatning Letter wrought fo far on thebafe
Arackaner, that he contrived Ways and
Means to pick a Quarrel with his Guett, to
have a Pretext to oblige Emirjemal, at lafk
he founda very fair one.

Sultan Sujab having a very beautiful
Dallﬁhter, the King of Arackan defired her
in Marriage, but knew well enough that S/
tan Sujab would never confent to the Match,
he being a Pagan and the a Mabometan. Her
Father ufed all reafonable Argumentsto dif-
fwade the Arackaner from profecuting his
Suit, but in vain, for the Avackamer grew
daily more prefling, and Sw/tan Sujab at laft
ﬁe'him a flat Igenia!, on which the bafe

ing fent him Orders to go out of his Do-
minions in Three Days, and forbad the Mar-
kets to furnith him any more with Provifions
for his Money. Switan Sujab knowi% it
would be Death for him to go back to Ben-
&#J, refolved to over fome Mountains
overgrown with Woods, into the King of Pe-
,illtl's' minions, which were not above 100

iles off, and fo next Day after Summons,
with his Family, Treafure, and Attendants,
Sultaw Sujabbegan his March, but the bar-
barous Arackaner fent a firong Party :la]f:ter
1m,
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kim, who overtook him before he had-advag-
ced far into the Woods, and killed moft of
Sulten Sujab's Company, and feized the
T'reafure, and brought it back in an inglori-
ous Triumph. Whatbecame of Sul/tan Sujeb
and his fair Daughter, none could ever give
a certain Account ; whether they were killed
in the Skirmifh, or whether they were de-
firoyed by wild Elephants and Tigers in the
Woods, none ever knew, but the Arackaners
alledge they were deftroyed by the wild
Beafts of the Woods, and not by the more
favage Beafts in human Shaﬁ.d <

S o much Treafure never been feenia
Arackan before, but to whom it fhould be-
long caufed fome Difturbance. The King
thought that all belonged to him, thofe that
fought for it claimed a Share, and the Prin-
ces of the Blood wanted fomefine large Dia-
monds for their Ladies,but the T'ribe of Le-
wi founda Way to make up the Difference,
and perfwaded the King and the other Pre-
tenders, to dedicate it to the God Dagus,
who was the titular God of the Kingdom,
and to depofitate it in his Tem]z:e, which all
agreed to; now whether this be the fame

agon of Afbdod, mentioned in the firft
Book and fifth Chapter of Samse/l, 1do not
certainly know, but Dagws has alarge Tem-
ple in Arackan, that I have heard of,and a=
nother in Teﬁill that T have feen.

IN 1690. a King of Aracken dying withiout
Iffue, two Princes of the Blood quarrelled

about filling up of the Vacancy, they both
took
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took Arms, and both hadan Eye upon the
"T'reafure, which {0 frightned the Priefthood,
that they removed Switan Sujab’s Treafure
to another Place only known to themfelves ;
and thofe two hot Blades purfued their

uarrel fo warmly, that in one Year them-
felves and Families were intirely cut off; and
the Kingdom has continued in Anarchy e-
ver fince.

Arackan has the Conveniency of a noble
fpacious River, and its Mouth is both large
and deep enough to accommodate Ships of
the greateft Burden into a fpacious Har-
bour, large enough to hold all the Ships in

Ei{;',ape.

HEN the Enili/b left Bengal in Anmo
1686. Mr. Channock came thither with Half
a Dozen of great Ships, to Cpa.fs the South-
weft Monfoons away, the Country affifted
them plentifully with Provifions, but they had
no other Commerce ; they had ne lefs than
fix Fathoms Water goingin to the River, and
in fome Places within, above twenty. The
Country produces Timber for building, fome
Lead, Tin, Stick-lack, and ElephantsTeeth.

T'ur Sea Coaft of Arackan reaches from
Xatigam to Cape Negrais, about 400 Miles
in Length, but few Places inhabited, becaufe
there are fuch vaft Numbers of wild Ele-

hants and Buffaloes, that would deftroy the
oductions of the Ground, and Tigers to
deftroy the tame Animals, that they think it
impradticable to inhabit it, only fome Iflands
in the Sea are ‘peopled with fome po?r -rlx):lis-
erable
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ferable Fithers, whoget their Bread out of
the Water, to keep them from ftarving,
?i?)d they live out of the Way of Oppre%—

n.

T uere are fome of the Mogul’s Subjeéts
who trade to Arackaen for the Commodities
above mentioned, and fometimes they meet
with good Bargains of Diamonds, Rubies,
&c. precious Stones, and Gold Rupees, which
are to be fuppofed are fome of Swltan Su-
Jab's Treafure, pilfered by the avaricious
Priefts.

TuerEeare abundance of Iflands on the
Arackan Coaft, but they lie clofe to the
Shore, only the Bgﬂ"a[o Iflands lie about
four Leagues off, and there is a Rock that
thewsits Head above Water about the Middle
of the Chanel, berween thofe Iflands and the
Continent. The Chanels among the Bsf-
Jfalo Hlands feem to be clear of Danger,and
above 20 Fathoms Water in them,but about
8 Leagues off the North End of the great
Ifland of Negrais, is a dangerous Rock that
only appears above Water in thelow Ebbs of
fpring Tides, it lies in 15 Fathoms Water,
and twenty Yards off are 13 Fathoms. The
other Ifland of Negrais, which makes the
Point called the Cape, isa fmall, low, barren
rocky Ifland, itis often called D:amond Ifland,
becaufe its Shape is a Rhombus. About the
Year 1704. four French Ships went to careen
at, the great Negrais, and turning in between
the Iflands, one Ship of 70 Guns called L’ In-
dien, run aground on fome Rocks lying cl;n

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the Infide of Diamond Ifland; and was loft,
but the reft faved the Men,and all her por-
table Furniture. ,
Turee League$ to the Southward eof
Diamond Iland, lies a Reef of Rocks a
e but they do not appear above
Water, tho' they are confpicuous at all
Times by the Sea breaking -onthem. There
Ba goox Chanel between the Hland and
them, above a Leage broad, and 11 or 12
Fathoms deeg; the Rocks are called the Le-
garti, oryin Engli/b, the Lizard.

Gives an Account of the famous Kingdom of
Pegu, its Situation and Produtt, with its
Laws, Cufloms, and Religion, and fime bi-

Jlorical Accounts of their Temples and Gods,
of Occurrences and Revolutions in the

tate, and bow it became a Province of the
Kingdom of Barma.

HE Sea-coaft from Negrais to Syrian

Bar, is in the Dominions of Pegw,

there are fome of the Mouths of Pegs ﬁ-
ver open on that Coaft into the Sea. Dolls
is the firft, about fifty Miles to the Eaftward
of Negrais. China Backaar isanother about
forty Miles to the Eaftward of Dolls, and
between thefe Openings there is a dangerous
Bank of black Sand, that runs four or five

Leagues outinto the Sea, and fo far off there
are
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are but 14 Foot Water. About 6o Miles to
the Eaftward of China Backaar, is the Bar
of Syrian,the only Port now open for Trade
in all the Pegs Dominions.

Ir by Accident a Ship bound to Syrien,be
driven a League or two to the Faftward of
that River’s Mouth, a ftrong Tide carries
her on hard Sands till fhe fits faft on them,
for Anchors are of no Ufe to ftop them, be-
caufe of the Rapidity of the Current ; atlow
Water the Ships are dry when on thofe Sands,
and the Sealeaves them, and retires § or 6
Leagues, at which Time the fhipwrackt Men
walk on the Sandstoward the Shore for their
Safety, for the Seacomes back with fo much
Noife, that the roring of the Billows may
be heard ten Miles off, for a Body of Wa-
ters comes rolling in on the Sand, whofé
Front is above two Fathoms high, and what-
ever Body lies in its Way it overturns, and
no Ship can evade its Force, but in a Mo-
ment 1s overturned, this viplent Boer the Na-
tives call a Mackrea.

Asour fix Leagues from the Bar of Pe-
g# River, is the C%tl;' of Syriam, it is built
near the River’s Side ona rifing Ground, and
walled réund with a-Stone-wall without Mor-
ter. The Governor, who is generally of the
Blood-royal, has his Lodgings in it, but the
Suburbs are four Times' igger.than the Cj-
ty. It was many Years in Pofleflion. of the

ortugueze, till by their Infolence and Pride
they were obliged to quit it.

Novrll C Tuz
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Tue ancient Cit%i of Pegu ftands about
forty Miles to the Eaftward of Syrian, the
Ditches that furrounded the City, whichare
now dry, and bear %{l)od Corn, teftifie that
few Cities in the World exceeded it in
Magpnitude, for they are reckoned fix or fe-
ven Leagues round their outward Polygon.

It wasthe Seat of many great and puitlant
Kinf, who made as greata Figure as any in
the Eaft, but now its Glory is in the Duft,
for not one twentieth Part of it is inhabited,
and thofe are but the lower Clafs of People
who inhabit it. The Caufe of the Ruin of
the Kingdoms of Pegu, Martavan, and fome
others under the Dominions of Pegs, I had
from fome Peguers, in feveral Difcourfes
vl\;ith them about that Revolution, which was
thus.

Tuere was great Love and Friendfhip
between the Kings and Subjefts of Peg# and
§iam, being next Neighbours to one another,
and they had a good Intercourfe of Trade,
bothby Land and Sea, till in the fifteenth
Century, a Pegu Veflel being at Odia the
chief City of S:am, and when ready to de-
part for Pegu, anchored one Evening near
a little Temple a few Miles below the City,
and the Mafter of the Veflel, with fome of
his Crew, going to wortfhip in that Temple,
feeing a pretty well carv’d Image of the God
8amfay, about a Covet high, fell in Love
with it, and finding his Piiefts negligent in
watching, flole .him away, and carried him
on board Prifoner for Pegw. When the ne-

gligent
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gligent Priefts mift their lictl= God they were
in a deplorable Condition, lamenting their
Lofs to all their neighbouring Priefts, who
advifed them to’ complain to the King of §i-
am of the Theft, which accordinglz they
did, imploring his good Offices with the King
of Pegu, tohave their God fent back ; and it
happened that by the unfeafonable Floods in
the River that Year, there came to be a
great Scarcitz of Corn, which Calamity was
imputed by the Priefts to the Lofs of Sam-
Jay, upon which the plous Prince fent an Em-
baﬂ{'{l to his Brother of Pegu, defiring the
Reftitution of the Image, whofe Abfence had
caufed fo " great Lofs and Clamour in his
Country.

T ueKing of Pegu being as ireat a Bigot
as his Brother of S:am, would by no Means
deliver back a God who had fled from the
Impieties of his native Land to him for Pro-
tetion, and with that Anfwer fent back the
Siam Ambaflador, who was not a little mor-
tified with the Difappointment.

Since fair Means could not perfwade the
Peguer to fend back the little God, the §i-
amer was refolved to try what Force would
do, and accordingly raifed an Army of two
or three hundred thoufand Men to invade
the King of ?{fla’s Dominions, and the firft
Fury of ths War fell on the Province of
Martavan, being contiguous to the Terri-
tories of Siam, and with Fire and Sword de-
ftroyed the open Country almoft to the
Gates of the City gf Martavan, where ofte;n

2 the
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the King of Pegs kept his Court, and was
formerly the Metropolis of an independent
Kingdom, before Pegu reduced that Country
by &onqueﬁ to be a Province of theirs.

ArTER the Siamer had fatiated his Cru-
elty and Rage, by the Deftruétion of many
poor Innocents, he retired back to his own
Country very much elevated with Prideand
Vain-glory for his great Atchievements, but
next Year hc was pretty. well humbled, for
the Peguer raifed amuch greater Army,and
embarking them in {fm3ll Boats onthe River
Memnon, on which the City of Odia ftands
in one of its Iflands, his Army was brought
with fo much Celerity and Secrecy, that the
Peguer brought the firft News of his Invafi-
on, and pitching his Tents round the City,
foon brou}ght it into great Straits, by ftopping
the daily Provifions that fupported it; but un-
expeétedly the River bringing down ‘great
Floods of Waters, fooncr than their ordinary
Time, the Country about the City overflow-
ed, and fpoilt all the Peguer’s Provifions of
Corn, and drowned near the Half of his Ar-
my, which obliged him to raife the Siege,and
retire to his own Dominions.

NexTt Year, the Siamer, to be revenged,
levied another great Army, with which he
over-ran all the inland Countries of Pegs
that lay near him, and annext them to.
his own Dominions. The Pegwer finding
that he could not recover his Lands without
foreign Aid and Affiftance, invited the Por-
tugueze, whofe Name began to be dreadful

in



of the Eaft Indies. 37

in India, and by the great Encouragement he
ve them, got about 1000 Volunteers into
is Service. Neither the Siamers nor the Pe-
guer.r at that Time underftood the Ufe of
ire Arms, and their Noife and Execution at
fo great a Diftance terrified them. With
the Portugueze Afliftance, the Peguer went
with his Army, which was very numerous,
to find out the Siamer, and having found
him, gave him Battle, the Portugueze being
in the Front with their Fire Arms, foon put
the Szamerto Flight before they could come
to Handy-blows, on which he left the Pe-
guer's Country in greater Hafte than he
came into it.

T uE King of Pegu was fo fenfible of the
Portugueze, Service in gaining the Battle,
and driving the Siemers out of his conquered
Country, that he made one Senbor Thoma
Pereyra (who commanded the Porzugueze
in the War ) Generaliflimo of all his Forces,
which Preferment made the Portugueze fo
infolent, that in a few Years they became
intolerable to all Ranks and Degrees of Per-
fons in ?ﬁgu.

B orr Kings grew tired of War, but both
too proud to make Advances toward Peace,
fo that for many Years they had skirmithing
with fmall Parties, tho’ no. fet Battles, and
where - ever ,the Portugueze Arms went,
thg{‘ had ViQory to accompany them.

HE King of Pegn, to have his Forces
nearer the Borders of Siam, {ettled his Court
at Martavan, and kept the Porzuguneze near

C3s him,
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him, to be ready on all Occafions, either to
repel or affault the Siam Forces, as Oppor-
tunity ferved, and Thoma Pereyra was the
darling Favourite at Court, he had his Ele-
phants of State, and a Guard of his own
Countrymen to attend him. One Day as he
was coming from Court in State, on a large
Elephant, towards his own Palace, he chanced
to hear Mufick in aBurgher’s Houfe, whofe
Daughter being a very geautif'ul Virgin, had
becn married that Morning to a young Man
of the Ncighbourhood. The General went to
the Houfe and withed them Joy, and defired
to fee the Bride. The Parents took the Ge-
neral’s Vifit for a great Honour done them,
and brought their Daughter to his Elephant’s
Side ; he being {fmitten with her Beauty, or-
dered his Guard to feize her and carry her
to his Houfe. . .

H1s Orderswere but too readily obeyed,
and the poor Bridegroom not being able to
bear his Lofs, cut his own Throat, and the
difconfolate Parents of their injured Children,
rent their Clothes,and went crying and com-
plaining through the Streets towards the
King’s Palace, imploring their Gods and
Country-men to avenge them on the infolent
Portugueze,the common Oppreflors of their
Country. Crowds of People came from all
Parts of the City to hearand fee the'Trage-
dy, their Numbers grew fo great, that the
Streets were hardly big enough for them,
and their Noife fo loud that it reached the

King's Ears, whofent to know the Caufcl:l of
their
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their Uprore. The Meflenger returning, ac-
quainted the King what had been tranfaited,
and he, to appeafe the Tumult, fent them
Word that he would punith the Criminal,
and accordingly fent for his General, but he
being much taken up with the Enjoyment of
his new Purchafc, made an Excufe that he
was {o much out of Order, that he could
not then wait on his Majefty till he was bet-
ter, which Anfwer fo provoked the King,
that he ordered the whole City to take
Arms, and to make a géneral Maflacre onall
the Portugueze whercfoever they could: be-
found in City or Country. The Kigg’s Or-
ders were put in Execution fo fpeedily, that
in a few Hours all the Portugueze were
flaughtered, and the guilty Criminal was ta-
ken alive, and made faft by the Heels to an
Elephant’s Foot, who dragged him through
the Streets till there was no Skin nor Fleth
left to cover his Bones, which Spectacle ap-
peafed the enraged Populace. There were
only three Tortugueze faved, who were ac-
cidentally in the Suburbs next the River, who
hid themfelves till Night favoured their E-
fcape in a fmall Boat, in which they coafttd
along the Shore, feeding on what the Wéods
and %locks afforded them, and at length ar-
rived at Malacca, to give an Account of the
melancholy Scene. :

Boru Kingdoms being much weakned
with bloody %Vars, took Reft for many
Years, but never entred on Treaties of Peace
So about the Middle of the feventeenth Cen-

C s tury
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tury, the Siamer invaded the Dominions of
Pegn, and conquered all to the Southward
of AMartavan, taking in the Provinces of
Tanacerin and Ligore, who were Tributaries
‘t_o Pegu, and retains them flillin his Poffef~
ion.

T ne King of Pegu finding that the In-
croachments of Siam daily leflened his Do-
minions, and his own Forces were not able
to prote@ what he had left, fent an Embafi
tothe King of Barma,a potent Prince, whofe
Dominions lay about 500 Miles up the River
from Pegu, to beg his Affiftance to ftop the
Siamers, in their Courfe of Conquefts, and
he promifed to give good Encouragement
tothe Barmaes. The Embaﬂ'y was gracioufly
received, and an Army of an hundred thou-
fand was levied for that Service, and fent on
tranfport Veflels to ?%u, and joyned the
Pegu Army, who conjunétly marched. againft
the Siamer, and drove him quite out of his
new Conquefts; and when the Barmaes ob-
ferved the Feeblenefs and bad Difcipline of
the Pegu Army, they even killed the Kin
of Pegu, and broke the Pegs Army, an
fetzed the Kingdoms of Pegs and Marzavan
for their Mafter, and in that Family it con.
tinues to this Time, The Barmaes ruined
both the Cities of Pegs and Marzavas, and
funk Veflels in the Mouth of the River of
Martavan, to make it unnavigable, and fo
it continues. This Account I had at Pegs
in Anno 1709. both from ?I_eﬁﬁer.r and Por.
tugweze, whoagreed in the Hiftory as I have
related it, Tas

T ue Dominions of Barma are at prefent™
very large, reaching from Moravi near Ta-
nacerin, tothe Province of Yunan in China,
about 8co Miles from North to South, and
250 Miles broad from Welt to Eaft. It has
no Sea-port but Syrian, and that River is
capable to receive a Ship of 6co Tuns.
The Towndrives a good Trade with Ar-
menians, Portugueze, Moors and Gentows,
and fome Englifb; their Import is feveral
Sorts of Indian Goods, {uch as Beteellas, Mul-
muls, Coffas, Sannis, Orangfbays, Tangebs,
Eurgpean Hats coarfe and fine, and Silver.
The Cuftoms areeight and an half per Cenz.
which, with other Charggs, amount to about
,twelve in the Hundred. ! The Produét ofthe
Country is Timber for building, Elephants,
Elephants Teeth, Becs-wax, Stick-lack, Iron,
Tin, Oyl of Earth, Wood-oyl, Rubies the
beft in the World, Diamonds, but they are
{mall, and arc only found in the Craws of
Poultry and Phcafants, and one Family has
only the Indulgence to fell them, and none
dare open thc Ground to dig-for them. Salt-
Y)etre they have in Abundance, but it is

eath to export it, Plenty of Gan/é or Lead,
which pafleth allover the 2eg# Dominions
for Money. About twenty Sail of Ships find
their Account in' Trade for the limited Com-
modities, but the Armenians have got the Mo-
nopoly of the Rubies, whic:§l turns to a

ood Account in their Trade ;Jand I have feen
ome bluc Sapphires there, that I was told were
found on fome Mountains of this Countr}f‘ :
HE
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Tue Country is very fruitful in Corn,
Fruits, and Roots, and excellent Legumen
of feveral Species, Abundance,of wild Game
either quadrupeds or winged. Inthe Months
of September and Oétober, wild Deer are fo
plentiful that I have bought onefor three or
four Pence; they are very flefhy, but noFat
about them. They have many Sorts of

ood Fifh, and Swines Flefh and Poultry are
th plentiful and good.

T uE v wear none of our European Com-
modities but Hats and Ribbons, and the
Gentry will give extravagant Prices for fine
Beaver Hats, and rich Ribbons flower'd with
Silver and Gold, and if it be never fo broad
it is ftretcht up the Crownof the Hat as far
as it can go, and they ufe no Sort of Cock
to their Hats. Cotton Cloths from Bengal
and Chormondel, with fome ftripped Silks,
are beft for their Market, and Silver. of any
Sort is welcome to them. It Cpa{s the King
eight and an Half per Cent. Cuitom, but in
lieu of that high Duty, heindulges the Mer-
chantsto meltit down, and put what Alloy
they pleafe in it, and then to pafs it off in
Payments as highas they can.

Rupee Silver, which has no Alloy in ir,
will bear twenty eight per Cent. of Copper-
alloy, and keef the Pegu Touch,Wwhich they
call flower’d Silver, and if it flow€Ts, it pafles
current. : '

Tuerr Way to make flower'd Silver is,
when the Silver and Gopper are mixt and
melted together, and while the Metal is

liquid,
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licLuid, they put it into a fhallow Mould, of

what Figure or Magnitude they pleafe, and

before tﬁe Liquidity is gone, they blow on
it through a fmall wooden Pipe, which makes
the Face, or Part blown upon, aEpear with
the Figures of Flowers or Stars, but I never
faw any Ewuropean or other Foreigner at Pe-
g%, have the Art to make thofe Figures ap-
pear,and if there is too great a Mixture of
Alloy, no Figures will appear.

- Tue King generally adds ten per Cent. on
-all Silver that comes into his Treafury, be- .
fides what was put on at firft, and tho’ it be
not flower’d, it muft go off in all his Payments,
but from any Body elfe it may be refufed if

itis not flower’d.

Hi1s Government is arbitrary. All his
Commands are Laws, but the Reins of Go-
vernment are kest fteady and gently in the
King’s own Hand. He feverely punifhes his
Governors of Provinces or Towns, if Oppref-
fions or other illegal Praiices are proven up-
onthem; and to know how Affairs pafs in
the State, every Province or City hasa Man-
dereen or DeK.uty refiding at Court, which is
generally in the City of A4wa, the prefent Me-
tropolis. .

_Every Morning thefe Mandereens are
obliged to attend at Court, and after his Ma-
jefty has dreft and breakfafted, which is-ge-
nerally on a Difh of Rice boiled in fair Wa-
ter, and his Sauce is fome Shrimps dried
and powder’d, and fome Salt and Cod-pep-
per mixt with thofe two Ingredients, al;nl

that
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that Mixture makes a very pungent Sauce,
which they call Prock,and isin great Efteem
and Ufe among the Peguers.

W senN his Breakfaft is over, he retiresin-
to a Room {o contrived that he can fee all
the Attendants, but none can fee him,and a
Page ftands without to call whom the King
would have give Account of the current
News of his Province or City, which is per-
formed with profound Reverence toward
the Room where the King ftays, and with a
diftin® audible Voice ; and if any particular
Matters of Confequence is forgot or omit-
ted, and the King comes to hear of it by a-
nother Hand, {evere Punithments follow,
and fo he paffes his Mornings in hearingthe
neceflary Cafes of his own Affairs as well as
thofe of his Subjeéts.

Ir heis informed of Treafon, Murder,or
fuch like hainous Crimes, he orders the Mat-
ter to be judicially tried before a]u;\lg;s of his
own choofing, for that Timean ir, and
on Conviftion he figns the dead Warrant,
wherein he orders, that the Wretch convi-
&ed fhall trade no more on his Ground, and
Execution prefently follows, either by be-
heading, or orderin‘g] them to be Sport for
his Elephants, which is the cruelleft Death.
Sometimes he banifthes them for a certain
Time to the Woods, and if they are not de-
voured by Tigers, or killed by wild Ele-
phants, they may return when their Term
is expired, and pafs the Remainder of their
Days in ferving a tame Elephant; a?d ﬁor

maller
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fmaller Crimes they are only condemned to
clean his Elephants Stables for Life.

Hi1s Subjefs, if they may be fo called,
treat him with fulflom Adulation. When th
{peak or write to him they call him theit G
(or in their Language Kiack) and in hisLetters
to foreign Princes, he aflumes the Title of
King o KinFs,. to whom all other Kings
ought to be fubje&, as being near Kinfman
an§ Friend to all the Gods in Heaven and
on Earth, and by their Friendfhip to himall
Animals are fed and preferved, and the Sea-
fons of the Yearare regularly kept : The Sun
is his Brother, and the Moon and Stars are
his near Relations, Lord over the Floods
and Ebbing of the Sea ; and after all his lofty
Epithets and Hyperboles, he defcends to be
King of the white Elephant, and of the twen-
ElY'h four white Somereroces or Umbrellaes.

efe two laft he may indeed claim with
fome Shew of guﬁice, or I have feen Ele-
phants of a light yellow Colour both in Pe-
g% and Siam, but who ought to be called
their Lord is a Queftion not yet decided ;
and as King of the twenty four white Some-
reroes, | believe few Kings will much care
to difpute that glorious Title with him, for
thofe Somereroes are only common Chine Urs-
brellaes, covered over with thin Ghormon-
del Betecllaes, and their Canes lackt and gil-
ded, and becaufe his own Subje&s dare not
ufeany fuch Umbrellaes,he wifely lays hisim-
perial Commands on all other Kings to forbear
wearing of them when they go abroad.

Ar-
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ArTER his Majefty has dined, there is a
Trumpet blown, to fignifie to all his Slaves,
as he terms other Kings, that they may go
to Dinner, becaufe their Lord has already din-
ed. And when any foreign Shipsarrive at
Syrian, the Number of People on board, with
their Age and Sex, are fent to him, to let
him know that fo many of his Slaves are ar-
rived to partake of the Glory and Ha%pi-
nefs of his Reign and Favour, and the higheft
Title his own Subje&s aflume, is the King’s
firft Slave.

T ne King’s Palace at Ava is very large,
built of Stone, and has four Gates for its
Conveniencies. Ambafladors enter at the Eaft
Gate, which is called the golden Gate, be-
caufe all Ambaffadors make their Way to him
by Prefents. The South Gate is called the
Cayate of Juftice, where all People that bring
Petitions, Accufations, or Complaints, enter.
The Weft is the Gate of Grace, whereall that
have received Favours, or have been acquitted
of Crimcs,pafs out in State, and all condemned
Perfons carried out in Fetters; and the North
Gate fronting the River, is the Gate of State
where his Nﬁljeﬂgr affes through, when he
thinks fit to blefs his People with his Prefence,
and all his Provifions and Water are carried
in at thatGate.

Wuen Pots of Water, or Baskets of
Fruits are carried through the Streets for
the King’s Ufe, an Officer attends them,
and all the People that fortune to be
near, muit fall on their Knces, and let ift

pafs
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plalfs by, i:s a good Carholick does when he fees
the Hoft.

W unEeN an Ambaffador is admitted to Au-
dience in the Palace, he is attended with a
large Troop of Guards, with Trumpetsfoun-
ding, and Heralds proclaiming the Honour
the Ambaffador is about to receive, in going
to fee the Glory of the Earth, his Majefty’s
own fweet Face, and between the Gate and
the Head of the Stairs that lead to the Cham-
ber of Audience, the Ambafladoris attended
with the Mafter of the Ceremonies, who in-
ftru@tshim to kneel three Times in his Way
thither, and continue fo with his Hands wver
his Head, till a Proclamation is read before
he dare rife. Some of his Elephants are
inftruted to fall on their Belly when theKing
pafles by them.

T n1sRelation I had from one Mr. Reger
Alifon, who had been twice Ambaffador from
the Governor of Fort St. George, or his A-
gents at Syrian, to the Court of Ava; and
tho’ the Palace is very large, yet the Buil-
dings are but mean, and the City tho’ great
and populous, is only built of Bambow Canes,
thatcht with Straw or Reeds,and the Floors
of Teak Plank, or {plit Bambows, becaufe if
Treafon or other capital Crimes be dete@ed,
the Criminals may have no Place of Shelter,
for if they do not appear on the firft Sum-
mons, Fire will fetch them out of their com-
buftible Habitations.

H1s Sword-officers have no Salary, nor
‘his Soldiers for their Support, but there is
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a Province or aCity given ta fome Minion,
who isto give Suftenance to fuch a Number
of Soldiers, and find the Palace at Aps with
fuch a Quota of Provifions as the Providore
thinks fit to appoint.

W nen thereis a War, and Partiesare fent
on ditions, then the King allows them
Pay, Clothes, Arms, and provides Magazines
of %roviﬁons for them ; but affoon as the War
is at an End, then the Clothes and Arms are
returned, by which Means Difcipline is little
known among them, and a Man of a tolerable
Stock of Courage may pafs there for an
Hero.

T 1 e Quality of an Officer is known by his
Tobacco Pipe having0 an earthen or me-
tallick Head, with a Socket to let in 4 joynt-
ed Reed, that on its upper End hasa Mouth-
piece of Gold, joynted as the Reed or Cane
1s,and by the Number of Joynts in the golden
Mouth-piece, the Quality of the Ofhcer is
known, and Refpeét paid him accordingly.

ALy Cities and Towns under this King’s
Dominions, are like ariffocratical Common-
wealths. The Prince or Governor feldom
fits in Council, but appoints his D?uty, and
twelve Counfellers or Judges, and they fit
once in ten Days at leaft, but oftner when
Bufinefs calls them. They convene ina large
Hall, mounted about three Foot high, and
double Benches round the Floor for People
to fit or kneel on, and to hear the free De-
bates of Council. The Hall being built on Pil-
lars of Wood, is open on all Sides, and the

Judges
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Judges fet in the Middle on Matts, and fit-
ting in a Ring there is no Place of Prece-
dence; there are no Advocates to plead at
the Bar, but cvery one hasthe Privilege to
plead his owr. Caufe, or fend it in Writing
to be read Ku lickly, and it is desermined ju-
dicially within the Term of three Sittings of
Council, but if any one queftions his ownE-
loquence, or Knowledge of the Laws of E-

uity, he may impower a Friend to plead
or him, but there are no Fees but what the
Town contributes for the Maintenance of
that Court, which in their Language is cal-
led the Rounday, and thofe Contributions are
very {mall : Thereare Clerks fet at the Backs
of the Judges, ready to write down whatever
the Conéplainant and Defendant has tofay,
and the Cafe is determined by the Prince
and that Council, very equitably ; for if the
leaft Partiality is found awarded to either
Party, and the King is made acquainted with
it by the Deputies at Court, the whole Sen-
tence is revoked, and the whole Board are
corrected forit,fo that very few have Occafi-
on to appeal to Court, which they may do
if they are aggrieved, and if an Appeal is
made upon ill Grounds, the Appellant is
chaftifed, whith juft Rigour hinders many
tedious Suits that arife where there are no
Penalties annext to fuch Faults.

Tue Judges have a particular Garb of
their own. 'lgheir Hair being permitted to
grow long, is tied on the Top of their Heads
with Cotton Ribbon wrapt about it, and it
Vou. IL D ftands
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ftands upright in the Form of a fharp Pyra-
mid. Their Coat is of a thin Bezella, fo that
their Skin is eafily feen through it. About
their Loyns they have alarge Lungee or Scarf,
as all otﬁer Peguers have, that reaches to
their Ancles, and againft the Navel a round
Bundle made ‘of their Lungee, as big as a
Child’s Head, but Stockings and Shoes are
not ufed in Pegu.

T uEe Barmaes wear the fame Habit, and
imprint feveral Devicesin their Skins, prickt
with a Bodkim, and Powder of Charcoal rub-
bed over the little Wounds, while the Blood
continues wet in them, and the black Marks
remain ever after. The Peguers dare not

int their Skins, fo that the Natives of each

ation are eafily known by the diftingui-
thing Mark of Painting or Plainnefs. There
are few of their Men fat, but plump, well
fhap’d,of an Olive Colour, and well featur’'d.

‘Tue Women are much whiter than the
Men, and have generally pretty plump Faces,
but of fmall Stature, yet very well fhap’d,
their Hands and Feet fmall, and their Arms
and Legs svell proportioned. Their Head-
drefs is their own black Hair tied upbehind,
and when they go abroad, they wear a Shau’/
folded up,or a lgiece of white Cotton Cloth
lying loofe on the Top of their Heads.
Their bodily Garb is a Frock of Cotton Cloth
or Silk, made meet for their Bodies, and the
Arms of their Frock ftretcht clofe on the
Arm, the lower Part of the Frock reaching
Half-thigh down. Under the Frock they have
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2 Scarf or Lungee doubled fourfold, made
faft about their Middle, which reaches al-
meft to the Ancle, fo contrived, that at e
very Step they make,as they walk, it opens
before, and ithews the right Leg and Part of
the Thigh.

T'uxs Fafhion of Petticoats, they fay, is
yery ancient, and was firft contrived by a
certain Queen of that Country, who was

ieved to fee the Men fo much addi&ted to

odomy, that they negleéted the pretty Ladies.
She thought that by the Sight of a pretty Le
and plump Thigh, the Men might be all'ureﬁ
from that abominable Cuftom, and place their
Affe@ions on proper Objects, and according
to the ingeinous Queen’s Conjecture, that
Drefs of the Lungee had itsdefired End,and
now the Name of Sodomy is hardly known
in that Country.

T'ue Women are very courteous and kind
to Strangers, and are very fond of marrying
with Europeans, and moft Part of thie Stran-

ers who trade thither, marry a Wife for the
ﬁ"erm they ftay.\ The Ceremony is, (after
the Parties are agreed) for the Bride’s Pa~
rents or neareft Friends or Relations, to make
2 Feaft, and invite her Friends and the Bride«
room’s, and at the End of the Feaft, the
arent or Bride-man, asketh them both be-
fore the Company, if they are content to
cohabit together as Man and Wife,and both
declaring their Confent, they are declared
by the Parent or Friend to be lawfully mar-
ried, and if the Briii)egroom has an Houi;f,
2 €
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he carries her thither, but if not, they have a
Bed provided in the Houfe where they are
married, and are left to their own Difcreti-
on how to pafs away the Night.

T e v prove obedient and obliging Wives,
and take the Management of Affairs within
Doors wholly in their own Hands. She goes to
Market for Food, and a@s the Cook in dref-
fing his Vi&uals, takes Care of his Clothes,
in wathing and mending them ; if their Huf~
bands have any Goods to fell, they fet up a
Shop and fell them by Retail, to a much bet-
ter Account than they could be fold for by
Wholefale, and fome of them carry a Cargo
of Goods to the inland Towns, and barter
for Goods proper for the foreign Markets
that their Husbands are bound to, and ge-
nerally bring fair Accounts of their Negoti-
ations. If fhe proves falfe to her Husband’s
Bed, and on fair Proof convifted, her Huf-
band may carry her to the Rounday, and
have her Hair cut,and fold for a Slave, and
he may have the Money ; but if the Husband
%oes aftray, fhe’ll be apt to give him a gentle

ofe, to fend him into the other World a
Sacrifice to her Refentment.

Ir fhe proves prolifick, the Children can-
not be carried out of the Kingdom without
the King's Permiffion, but that may be pur-
chafed for 40 or 50 L. Sterl. and if an irre-
concilable 6uarrel happen where there are
Children, the Father is obliged to take Care
of the Boys, and the Mother of the Girls. If
a Husband is content to continue the Mar-

riage,
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riage, whilft he goes to foreign Countries a-
bout his Affairs, he muft leave fome Fund
to pay her about fix Shillings eight Pence
2er Month, otherwife at the Year’s End the
may marry again, butif that Sum is paid her
on his Account, fhe is obliged to ftay the
Term of three Years, and fhe is never the
worfe, but rather the betterlookt on, that fhe
ﬁ: dbeen married to feveral Eurgpesn Huf-
s
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CH A P. XXXVIL

Gives an Account of the Pegu Clergy their
Charity, &c. their Temples, and the Rea-
fon why they are [o numerous, and their
Trials 6y Ordeal, the Fertility of the Coun-
try, andthe Ceremony in burning the Corps
qf‘y an bigh Priefl.

HE Pegu Clergy are the beft Obfer-

vers of the Rules of Morality and Cha-

rity, that I have met within my T'ravels, and
the People are pious and hofpitable. There
are vaft Numbers of Temples built in this
Country, but moft of Wood, becaufe that
Material is plentifulleft and cheapeft, and
takes Varnifh and Gilding beft, being gawdi-
ly painted both within and without. Every
one has free Liberty to build a Baw or
Temple, and when it is finithed, purchafes
or beftows a few Acres of Ground to main-
tain a certain Number of Priefts and Novices,
D3 who
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who manure and cultivate the Ground for
their own Suftenance, and inthe Gardenthe
Priefts and Novices have a Convent built
for their Conveniency of Lodgings and Stu-
dy, and thofe are their féttled Benefices, for
they are no Charge to the Laity, but by
their induftrious Labour in managing their
Garden, they have enough for themfelves,
and fomething to{pare to the poorIndigent
of the Laity ; but if their Garden is too
fmall or fteril for the Subfiftence of their
Family, then they fend fome Novicesabroad
with a large Orange-coloured Mantle about
their Bodies, with a Basket hanging on their
left Arm, a little Drum in the left Hand,
and 4 little Stick in the right, and when they
come to the People’s Doors they beat three
Strokes with the Stick on the Drum, and if
none come to anfwer, they beat again, and
fo on to the third Time, and then if none
anfwer, they proceed to the next Houfe
without fpeakinga Word, but they are fel-
dom fent away without an Alms of Rice,
Pulfe, Fruits, or Roots, which is their only
Food, and what they receive more than they
have prefent Occafion for, they diftribute to
the Poor, for they never take Care for to
Morrow, living :ﬁ their Days in Celebacy,
they have none of the Anxiety of thinking
about Provifion for a Widow and Children.
Theirinnocent exemplary Lives procure them
mahy Free-will-offerings from the well dif
fed Laity, and what is faved after provid-
Ing their Convents, of Eatables and Clothing,
TC»
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returns to the Maintenance of the diftreft
Laity, who, through Age, Sicknefs, or other
Accidents, cannot maintain themfelves by
Labour, but none whoare able to work, par-
take of their Charity.

T ey preach or leGture frequently, and
have a numerous Auditory. Their Religion
is Paganifim, and their Syftem of Divinity
Polytbeifm. They have Images in all their
Temples or Baws, of inferior Gods, fuch as
Somma Cuddom, Sm_/gy, and Prawpont,but
they cannot form an Idea of the Image of the
great God, whofe Adoration is left to their .
Tallapoies or Priefls.

Tuo se Tallapoies or Priefts, teach, that
Charity is the moft fublime Virtue,and there-
fore ought to be extenfive enough to reach
not only to human Species, but even to Ani-
mals, wherefore they neither kill nor eat any,
and they are fo benevolent to Mankind, that
they cherifh all alike without Diftin&tion, for
the fake of Religion. They hold all Reli-
gions to be %c))o that teach Men to be good,
and that the Deities are pleafed with Variety
of Worthip, bug with none that is hurtful to
Men, becaufe Cruelty muft be difagreeable to
the Nature of a Deity : Sobeing allagreed in
that Fundamental, they have but few Pole-
micks, and no Perfecutions, for they fay that
our Mindsare free Agents, and ought neither
to be forc'd nor fetter'd.

T e Images in their Temples are placed
in Domes, in a fitting Pofture, with their
Leegs acrofs, their Toes all alike long, their

Dy Arms
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Arms and Hands very fmall in Proportion to
their Bodies, their Faces longer than human,
and their Ears large, and the Lappets very
thick. The Congregation bows to them
when they come in and go out, and thatisall
the Oblation they receive.

T'uey never repair an old Baw, nor is
there any Occafion for that Piety or Exrence:
for in every September there is an old Cu-
flom for Gentlemen of Fortune, to make
Sky Rockets, and fet them a_ flying in the
Air, and if any fly any great Height, that is
a certain Sign that the Owner is in favour
with the Gods, but if it comes to the Ground,
and fpends its Fire without rifing, the Owner
is much dejeéted, and believes that the Gods
are angry with him, but the happy Man, whofe
Rocket makes him in the GoIs lgavour, never
fails of building a new Bsw, and dedicates
it to the God he adores, and fome Priefts,
whofe Temples are gone to Decay, bring their
Images to agorn it, who have the Benefice for
their Pains.

I have feen fome of thofe Rockets folarge,
that one of them could contain above five
hundred Weight of Powder Duft and Coal,
which is their common Compofition. The
Carcafe is theTrunk of a great Tree made hol-
low, leaving about two Inches of folid Wood
without the Cylinder, to ftrengthen it, the
Hollow they ﬁ?i with the Compofition well
ramm’d in,and after that is done, they make
Thongs of green Buffaloes Hides, and hale
tight round the Carcafe tokeep it from fplit-

ting,
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ting, and thofe Thongs are put from one
End to the other, in the Place of Hoops,
and when they grow dry, they are as clofe
on the Carcafe as fo many Hoops. Then
they fecure the Ends, that the Compofition
may come gradually out, when fired. The
Carcafe they place’'on a Branch of a large
high Tree, which grows plentifully in their
Fields, and fix it in the Pofition they would
have it mount in when fired, and then they
take a large Bambow for a Tail to balance it.
Some I have feen above 120Foot long. When
the Tail is made faft according to Art, then
the Day of Solemnity is proclaimed, and great
Numbers of People of all Ranks, Degrees
and Ages, aflemble to fee the Rocker fly.
When all are convened, the Lathings that
faftned it to the Tree, are cut, except fo
many as can fupport it from falling, and
there are Men with Hatchets ready to cut
them, when the Fire is put to it, which is
done by the Owner, and then the Rocket
takes Flight, and fome fly a prodigious
Height, others come to the Ground, and
fly 5 or 600 Paces in an irregular Motion,
wounding or fcorching all that come in its
Way. The Confequences of the high Flier
and the low, I have defcribed at Length above.

Alittle While after the Rockets f. yinf they
have another Feaft, called the Collock, and
fome Women are chofen out of the People
affembled, to dance a Dance to the Gods of
the Earth. Hermophradites, .who are nu-
merous in this Country, are generally chofeq;‘

i
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if there are enow prefent to make a Set for
the Dance. I faw nine dance like mad Folks,
for above half an Hoeur, and then fome of
them fell in Fits, foming at the Mouth for
the Space of half an Hour ; and, when their
Senfes are reftored, they pretend to foretel
Plenty or Scarcity of Corn for that Year, if
the Year will prove fickly or falutary to the
People, and feveral other Things of Moment,
and all by that half Hour’s Converfation
that the furious Dancer had with the Gods
while fhe was in a Trance.

Tuev have various Sorts of Mufick, but
the Pipe and Tabor are efteemed the beft,
tho their ftringed Inftruments pleafed my
Ears beft. They have one Sort in Shape of
a Galley, with about twenty Bells of feveral
Sizes and Sounds, placed faft on the upper
Part, as it lies along. The Inftrument is a-
bout three Foot long, and eight or ten Inches
broad, and fix Inches deep. They beat
thofe Bells with a Stick made of heavy Wood,
and they make no bad Mufick.

Tuere are two large Temples near Sy-
rian, o like one another in Strucure, that
they feem to be built by one Model. One
ftands about fix Miles to the Southward, cal-
led Kiakiack, or, the God ‘gf Gods Tem‘ple. In
it is an Image of twen? ards lon%,‘ ying in
a fleeping Pofture, and, by their T'radition,
has lien in. that Poftire 60co Years. His
Doors and Windows are always open, and
every one has-the Liberty to fee him ; and,

when he awakes, this World is to be annihi-
lated.
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lated. 'The Temple ftands on an high cham-
pain Ground, and may eafily be feen, in a
clear Duy, eight Leagues off. The other
ftands in a low Plain, North of Syriens, a-
bout the fame Diftance, called Dagun. His
Doors and Windows are always fhut, and
none enters his Temple but his Priefts, and
they won't tell what Shape he is of, only he
is not of human Shape, Afloon as Kiskiack
diffolves the Being and Frame of the World,
Dagon or Dagun will gather up the Frag-
ments, and mai%e anew one. Thereareyearly
Fairs held near thofe Temples, and the Free-
will Offerings arifing at thofe Fairs, are for
the Ufe of the Temples.

For finding out {fecret Murder, Theft or
Perjury, the Trial of Ordeal is much in Cu-
ftom in Pegu. One Way is to make the Ac-
cufer and the Accufed tike fome raw Rice
in their Mouths, and chew, and fwallow it,
but he that is guilty of the Crime alledged,
or of falfe Accufation, cannot fwallow his
Morfel, but the innocent chews and fwal-
lows his eafily,

Anoruer Way they have by driving a
Stake of Wood into a River, and making the
Accufer and Accufed take hold of the Stake,
and keep their Heads and Bodies underWater,
and he who ftays longeft under Water, is the
Perfon to be credited, and whofbever is con-
victed by this Trial, either for the Crimeal-
ledged, or for malicious Slander, by Accu-
fation, muft ly on his Back three Days and
Nights, with his Neck in a Pair of Stocks,

without
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without Meat or Drink, and fined to boot
They have alfo the Cuftom of dipping the
naked Hand in boyling Oyl, or liquid Lead,
to clear them from atrocious Crimes, if ac-
cufed, and if the Accufer fcalds himfelf in
the Trial, he muft undergo the Punithment
due to the Crime, which makes People very
cautious how they calumniate one another.
And, if any one afperfe 2 Woman with the
Name of Whore, and cannot prove the A-

fperfion to be true, they are fined feverely.
T'ue Country is fruitful and healthful, and
the Air fo good, that when Strangers come
hither in a bad State of Health, they feldom
fail of a fpeedy Recovery ; but the {mall Pox
is dreaded as peftiferous, and in the Province
of Kirian that Diftemper is moft dangerous
and moft infetious, fo that if any one is feiz-
ed by that Difeafe, all the Neighbourhood
removes to two or three Miles Diftance, and
builds new Houfes, which are eafily done
with Bambows and Reeds, which they have
in great Plenty. They leave with the difeaf-
ed %erfon a Jar of Water, a Basket of raw
Rice, and fome earthen Pots to boyl it in,
then they bid him farewel for twenty one
Days. If the Patient has Strength enoughto
rife and boyl Rice, he may then recover,
if not, he muft even die alone. And it is
obfervable, that, while a Perfon has that
Diftemper, the Tiger, for all his Voraciouf-
nefs, will not touch him. If the Patient
dies within the Term of twenty one Days,

then the Smell certifies them on their a
proach-
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proaching the Houfe, and if he live, they
carry him to theirnew built City, and make
him a free Burgefs.

I faw the Ceremony of an high Prieft’s
Funeral, and was not a little pleafed with the
Solemnity. After the Corps had been kept
three or four Months by Spirits or Gums
from Putrefaltion, there was a great Maft
fixt in the Ground, fo faft, that it could be
moved no Way from its perpendicular Pofi-
tion. ‘Then, about fifty or fixty Yards on
each Side of that Maft, four fmaller Mafts
were placed, and fixed perpendicularly in the
Ground. Around the great Maft, in the
Middle, were ere@ed tﬁzee Scaffolds above
one another, the lowermoft bigger than the
fecond, and the third fmaller than that, fo
that it lookt like a Pyramid four Stories high.
The Scaffolds were railed in on each Side,
except an open Place of three or four Foot
wide on each Side. All the Scaffolds, and
the- Ground below them, were filled with
Combuttibles. From the Maft in the Middle
four Ropes were carried to the other four
Mafts, and hal’d tight, and a Fire-rocket
on each Rope was placed at the refpe&ive
fmall Mafts. Then the Corps was carried
to the upper Story of the Pyramid, and laid
flat on the Scaffold, and, after a great Shew
of Sorrow among the People there prefent,
a Trumpet was founded, which was a Sig-
nal to fet Fire to the Rockets, which, in an
Inflant, flew with a quick Motion along the
Ropes, and fet Fire to the Combu ible‘si.

an
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and in a Moment they were all in a Flame,
{o that in an Hour or two all was confumed.

THa1s high Prieft was held in fo great Ve-
neration, that he was reckoned a Saint a-
mong the People. He was in 1‘fl-eat Efteem
with the King, and when any Nobleman fell
into Difgrace, he ufed his Intereft with the
King to have him reftored again to Favour,
unlefs they were gnilty of atrocious Crimes,
and, in that Cafe, he ufed his Endeavours to
m the Rigour of the Punifhment extenuy-

ALL the Pegu Clergy are Mediators
in makiugaup Cafes of Debate and Contenti-
on that happen among Neighbours, . They
never leave mediating till there be 2 Recon-
ciliation, and, in Token of Friendfhip, ac-
cording to an ancient Cuftom there, th
eat Chempock from one another’s Hand, an
that feals the Friendthip. This Chempock is
Tea of a very uafav Tafte, it grows, as
other Tea does, on Buthes, and is in Ufe on
fuch Occafions all over fPeIga.

A np now, fince I muft leave Pegs, I muft
not omit giving the Clergy their due Praifes
in another particular Pratice of their Chari-

. If a Stranger has the Misfortune to be

ip-wrack’d on their Coaft, by the Laws of
the Country, the Men are the King’s Slaves,
but, by the Mediation of the Church, the
Governors overlook that Law; and when
the unfortunate Strangers come to their
Baws, they find a great Deal of Hofpitality,
both in Food and Raiment, and have Let-

ters
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ters of Recommendation from the Priefts of
one Convent to thofe of another on the
Road they defign to travel, where they may

Veflels to tranfport them to Syrien;
and if any be fick or maim'd, the Priefts,
who are the Peguers chief Phyficians, kee
them in their Convent, till they are cured,
and then furnifh them with Letters, as is a-
bove obferved, for they never enquire
which Way a Stranger worfhips God, but if
he is human, he is the Objeét of their Cha-

TNl

rity.

%uznz are fome Chriftians in Syrian of
the Portugueze Offspring, aud'fome Arme-
nians. Tlfe Portugueze havea Church, but
the fcandalous Lives of the Priefts and Peo-
ple make them contemptible to all People in
general.

T have only to add to my Obfervations of
Pegsn, that, in former Times, Martavan was
one of the moft flourithing Towns for Trade
in the Eaft, having the Benefit of a noble
River, which afforded a good Harbour for
-Ships of the greateft Burden; but, after the
Barmaes cox:ﬂuered it, they funk a Number

of Veflels full of Stones, in the Mouth of
the River, fo that now it is unnavigable, ex-
cept for fmall Veflels. They make earthen
e there fill, and glaze them with Lead-
oa:r) I have feen fome Jars made there, that
could contain two Hogfheads of Liquor.

They have alfo ftill a fmall Trade in Fifh.
Their Mullet dried is the beft dry Fifh I e-
ver tafled, either in India or Europe.

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Tue Hlands off the Coaft of Pegwn, are
the Cocoes, uninhabited, but full of Cocoa-
nut Trees. They ly about 20 Leagues Weft-
fouth-weft from Cape Negrais: And the I-
flands Perperies ly 36 Leagues South of the
faid Cape. They are high Iflands uninhabi-
ted, and fo environed with Rocks under Wa-
ter, that there is Danger in landing on them.
They feem to be overgrown with Woods,
and that is all that I could obferve of them.
There isanother fmall Ifland called Commods,
that lies about 1o Leagues off the Coatft of
Pegu, but is not inhabited.

CHAP XXXVIL

Treats of Merjee and Tanacerin, and of the
Sem% in the King of Siam’s Domsnions,
of the Maffacre there of the Englifh in An-
no 1687. alfo of Quedah, and the other ma-
L’itim Countries and Iflands as far as Ma-

cca.

HE next Place on the Continent, to

the Southward, is Merjee, a Town be-
longing to the King of S7am, fituated on the
Banks of the River of Tanacerin, lying within
a great Number of fmall uninhabited Iflands.
e Harbour is fafe,and theCount oduces:
Rice, Timber for bni]dit;i, Tin, hants,
Elephants Teeth and Agsls Wood. In for-
mer Times a good Number of Engli/p free
Merchants were fettled at Merjee, and drove
a
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a good Trade, living under a mild indulgent
Government ; but the old Esff-india Com-
pan envying their Happinefs, by an arbitra-
ry Command, ordered them to leave their
Induftry, and repair to Fort St. George, to
ferve them, and threatned the King of Sam
with a Sea War, if he did not deliver thofe
Engli/b up, or force them out of his Coun-
try, and, in Anno 1687. fent onc Captain
Weldon in a fmall Ship called the Curtany, to
iMerjee with that Meffage.)He behaved him-
felf very infolently to the’Government, and
killed fome Siamers, without any juft Caufe,
One Night when #eldon was athore, the Si-
amers thinking to do themfelves Juftice on
him, got a Company together, de’hlggfi'n to
feize or kill the Aggreflor, but #e av-
ing Notice of their Defign, made his Efcape
-on board his Ship, and the Siamers miffing
him, tho’ very narrowly, vented their Rage
and Revenge on all the Englifb they could
find. The poor Vi&ims being only guarded
by their Intocence, did not {o mach as arm
themfelves, to withftand the Fury of theen-
raged Mob, fo that feventy fix were maffa-
cred, and hardly twenty efcaped on bhodrd of
the Curzany; fo there was the tragical Con-
fequence of one Man’s Infolence.

eForE that fatal Time, the En{gli/b
were fo beloved and favoured at the Court
of Siam, that they had Places of Fruft con-
ferred upon them, bothin the civil and mi-
litary Branches of the Government. Mr. §4-
muel White was made Shawbandaar or Cu-
Vor. I E {tom-

ftom-mafter at Merjee and Tanacerin, and
Captain Williams was Admiral of the King’s
Navy ; but the troublefom Company, and
a great Revolution that happened in the State .
of Siam, made fome repair to Fort St. George,
others o Bengal,and fome to Atcheen.

T'ue Iflands oppofite to the Coaft of Ta-
nacerin, are the Andemans. 'They ly about
8o L.eagues off, and are furrounded with ma-
nydangerous Banks and Rocks ; theyare all
inhabited with Canibals, who are fo fearlefs,
that they will fwim off to a Boat if the ap-
proach near the Shore, and attack her with
their wooden Weapons, notwithftanding the
Su:lperiority of Numbers in the Boat, and the
Advantage of miffive and defenfive Arms of
Iron, Steel and Fire.

I knew one Fergu(fon, who commanded a
Ship from Fort St. George, bound from Me-
lacca to Bengal, in Company with™ another
Ship, going too near one of the Andeman 1-
flands, was driven, by the Force of a ftrong
Current, on fome Rocks, and the Ship was
loft. The other Ship was driven thro’ a
Chanel between two of the fame Iflands, and
was not able to affift the thip-wrack’d Men,
but neither Férguffon nor any of his People
were ever more‘ineard of, which gave Ground
to conjeéture that they were all devoured by
thote favage Cansbals.

1 faw one of the Natives of thofe Iflands
at Archeen in Anno 1694. He was then about
40 Years of Age. The Andemaners had a
yearly Cuftom to come to the Nicoiﬁlardl-

ands,
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flands, with a great Number of fmall Prasws,
and kill or take Prifoners as many of the
qghor Nicobareans as they could overcome.
e Nicobareans again joyned their Forces,
and gave the Canibals Battle, when they met
with them, and one Time defeated them, and
gave no Quarter to the Andemaners. This
Man above mentioned, when a Boy of 100r
12 Years of Age, accompanied His Father in
the Wars, and was taken Prifoner, and his

Youth recommending him to Mercy, the
faved his Life, and made him a Slave. Af-
ter he had continued fo three or four Years,
he was carried to Atcheen to be fold for
Cloth, Knives and Tobacco, which are the
Commodities moft wanting on the Nicobars.
The Atcheenersbeing Mabometans, this Boy’s
Patron bred him up in that Religion, and
fome Years after his Mafter dying, gave him
his Freeedom; he having a great Defire to
fee his native Country, took a Praty, and
the Months of December, Fannary and Fe-
bruarybeing fair W eather,and the Sea fmooth,
he ventured to the Sea, in order to go to his
own Country, from the l{lands of Gomus and
Pullo-wey, which ly near Atcheen. Here the
Southermoft of the Niobars may be feen,
and fo one Ifland may be feen from another,
from the Southermoft of thofe to Chirty-an-
deman, which is the Southermoft of the Ax-
demans, which are diftant from Archeen a-

bout an hundred Leagues. Arriving amon

his Relations he was made welcome, wit
great Demonftrations of Jcy to fee him alive,
E2 whom
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whom they expe&ed to have been long dead.

Havine retained his native Language,
he gave them an Account of his Adventures;
and, as the Andemaners have no Notions of
a Deity, he acquainted them with the Know-
ledge he had of a God, and would have per-
fwaded his Country-men to learn of him the
Way to adore God, and to obey his Laws,
but he could make no Converts. When he
had ftay’d a Month or two, he took leave to
be gone again, which they permitted, on Con-
dition that he would return. He brought
along with him four or five hundred Weight
of Quick-filver, and he faid, that fome of the
Andeman I{lands abound in that Commodity
He had made feveral Trips thither before I faw
him, and always brought fome Quick-filver
along with him. Some Mahometan Fakires
would fain have accompanied him in his Voy-
ages, but he would never fuffer them, be-
caufe he faid, he could not engage for their
Safety among his Country-men. When 1 faw
him, he was in Company with a Seid, whom
I carried a Paffenger to S%rat, and from him
I had this Account of his Adventures,

T e next Place of any Commerce on this
Coaft, is the Ifland of Fonkceyloan, it lies in
the Dominions of the King of Siam. Between
Merjee and Fomkceyloan there are feveral good
Harbours for Shipping, but the Sea-coaft is
very thin of Inhabitants, becaufe there are
great Numbcrs of Freebooters, called Sallei-
ters, who inhabit Iflands along the Sea-coaft,
and they both rob, and take People for Slaves,

and
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and tranfport them for Atcheen, and there
make Sale of them, and Fomkceyloan often
feels the Weight of their Depredations.

T u e North End of Fonkceyloan lies within
a Mile of the Continent, but the South Eand
is above three Leagues from it. Between
thelfland and the Continent is a good Har-
bour for Shipping in the South-weft Mon-
foons, and on the Weft Side of the Ifland Px-
ton Bay is a fafe Harbour in the North-eaft
Winds. The Iflands afford good Mafts for
Shipping, and abundance of Tin, but few
People todig for it, by reafon of the afore-
mentioned Outlaws, and the Governors be-
ing generally Chinefé, who buy their Places
at the Court of §iem, and, to reimburfe them-
felves, opprefs the People, in fo much thar
Riches would be but a Plague to them, and
their Poverty makes them live an eafie indo-
lent Life.

Y et the Villages on the Continent drive
a fmall Trade with Shipping that come from
the Chormondel Coaft, and Bengal,but both the
Buyer and Seller trade by Retail, fo that a
Ship’s Cargo is a long Timein felling, and the
Produ of the Country is aslong in purchafing.

T ue Hlands off this Part ot the Coaft are
the Nicobars, and are about 9o Leagues di-
ftant from the ‘Continent. The Northmoit
Clufter islow, and are called the Carmicu-
bars, and by their Vicinity to the Andemans,
are but thinly inhabited. The middle Clu-
fler is fine champain Ground, and all but

one, well inhabited. They are called the So-
' E s merera
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merers Hlands, becaufe on the South End of
the hrgeft Ilfland, is an Hill that refembles
the Top of an Umibrella or Somerera. About
fix Lea to the Southward of Somerera
Iftand, lies 7 allang-jang the uninhabited Ifland,
where one Captain Owen loft hisShipin Anso
1708. but the Men were all faved,and finding
no Inhabitants, they made Fires in the Night,
and next Day there came 5 or 6 Canoaes from
Ning and Gosry, two fine lflands that ly a-
bout four Leagues to the Weftward of the
defert Ifland, and very courteoufly carried
the fhipwrackt Men to their Iflands of Nin
and Gowry, with what little Things they ha
faved of their Apparel and other Neceflaries.
T ue Captain had faved a broken Knife a-
bout four Inches long in the Blade, and he
having laid it carelefly by, one of the Na-
tives made bold to takeit, but did not offer
to hide it. The Captain feeing his Knife in
the poor Native’s Hand, took it from him,
and beftowed fome Kicks and Blows on him
for his ill Manners, which was very ill taken,
for all in general fhewed they were diffatisfied
with the A¢tion; and the fhipwrackt Men
could obferve Contentions arifing between
thofe who were their Benefa@orsinbringing
them to their Ifland, and others who were
not concerned in it : However, next Day as
the Captain was fitting under a Tree 4t Lin-
ner, there came about a Dozen of Natives to-
wards him, and faluted him on every Side
with a Shower of Darts made of heavy hard

Wood, with their Points hardned in the Firfl’
an
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and fohe expir'd ina Moment. How far they
had a Mind to purfue their Refentment, I
know not, but their Benefa&tors kept Guard
abovt their Houfe till next Day, and then
prefented them with two Canoaes, and fitted
them with Out-leagers to keep them from
overturning, and put fome Water in Pots,
fome Cocoa-nuts and dry Fifh, and pointed to
them to be immediately gone, which they
did. Being fixteen in Company, they divided
equally, and fteered their Courfe for Fomé-
ceyloan, but inthe Way one of the Boats loft
her Out-leager, and drowned all her Crew,
the reft arrived fafe, and carried them after-
wards to Matchulipatam.

Ningand Gosry are two fine fmooth Iflands,
well inhabited, and plentifully furnifhed with
feveral Sorts of goodp Fifth, Hogs and Poultry,
but they have no Horfes, Cows, Sheep, nor
Goats, nor wild Beafts of any Sort,but Mon-
kies. They have no Rice nor Pulfe, fo that
the Kernel of Cocoa-nuts, ¥ams, and Potatoes
ferves them for Bread.

Avronc the NorthEnd of the eaftmoft of
the two Iflands, are good Soundings from ten
to eight Fathoms Sand, about two Miles
off the Shore. The People come thronging
on board in their Canoaes, and bring Hogs,
Fowl, Cocks, Fifh, freth, falted and dried
Tams, the beit 1 ever tafted, Potatoes, Parots
and Monkies, to barter for old Hatchets,
Sword-blades, and thick Pieces of Iron-hoops,
to make defenfive Weapons againit their com-
mon Difturbers and implacabale Enemies the

Lk 4 Ane
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Andemaners; and Tobacco they are very gree-
dy of, for a Leafof Tobacco, if pretty large,
they will givea Cock, for three Foot of an
Iron Hoop, alarge Hog, and for oneFoot in
Length, a Pig. "They all fpeak a little bro-
ken ‘Portugueze, byt what religious Worfhip
the% ufe, I'could not learn.

u e lfland Somerera lies about 8 Leagues
ta the Northward of Nizg and Goury, and is
well inhabited by the Number of Villages that
fhew themfelves as we fail along its Shores.
The People, like thofe of Ning and Gosry,
are very courteous, and bring the Produét
of their Ifland aboard of Ships to exchange
for the aforementioned Commodities. Silver
nor Gald they neither have nor care for, fo
the Root of all Evil can never fend out
Branches of Mifery, or bear Fruit to poifon
their Happinefs. The Mens Clothing is a
Bit of String round their Middle, and about
a Foot and an Half of Cloth fix Inchesbroad,
tuckt before and behind within that Line,
The Women have a Petticoat from the Na-
vel to the Knee, and their Hair clofe fhaved,
but the Men have the Hair left on the up-
Eer Part of the Head, and below the Crown,
E!:t cut fo fhort that it hardly comes ta their
£S. '

T ue Southward Cluiter of the Nicovars,
is mountainous, and the People partake of its
unpolithed Nature, being more uncivil and
furly than thofe to the Northward. Their
Hlands produce the fame Neceffaries as the

others do.,
Quedal
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wedab is the next Place of Note on the
Continent to the Southward, and is honoured
with the Title of a Kingdom, tho’ both fmall
and poor. The Town which bears the fame
Name, ftands on the Banks  of a fmall navi-

ble River, deep, but narrow, about 50 Miles

rom the Sea, and the King refides in it, but

fhews no Marks of Grandeur, befides arbitra-
ry o.verniri%.

H & 1R Religion is Mahometan, much mixt
with Paganifin.  The People are deceitful,
covetous, and cruel. It was many Years tri-
butary to Siam, but in their long " Pegz War,
it threw off the Yoke. Its Produét is Tin,
Pepper, Elephants, and Elephants Teeth,
Canes, and Damar, a Gum that is ufed for
making Pitch and Tar for the Ufc of Shipping,.
The King is poor, proud, and heg%larly, he
never fails of vifiting ftranger Merchants at
their coming to his. Port,and then, according
to Cuftom, he muft have a Prefent. Wheri the
Stranger returns the Vifit, or has any Bufi-
nefs with him, he muft make him aPrefent,
otherwife he thinks due Refpeétis not paid to
him, and in Rcturn of thefe Prefents his Ma-
jefty will honour the Stranger with a Seat
near his facred Perfon, and will chew alittle
Betel, and put it out of -his royal Mouth on
a little gold Sauccr, and fends it by his Page
to the Stranger, who muft take it with all
the Signs of Humility and Sarisfaction, and
chew it after him, and it is very dangerous
ta refufe the royal Morfel,

SoME
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Some Agesago, Ligore was a Kingdom
of it felf, and the Kings of Quedab and fi ore
fell at Variance. He of Qredab invaded the
“Territories of Ligore, and left his Queenand
hisSon, an hopeful Youth about twenty Years
of Age, to govern in his Abfence. The Mo-
ther and Son grew enamour’d of each other,
and fhe found her felf with Child by the re-
ciprocal Efteem they bore oné another. She
being juftly afraid of the King's Refentment
on his Return, laid the Danger before her
Son, that threatned them both, and advifed
the dutiful Child to prevent their Death by
killing his Father. hereupon he wrote to
the King for Leave to give him a Vifitinthe
Camp, which Favour he obtained, and pro-
ceeded accordingly to the Place where his
Father was with his Army. At his Arrival
he was received bf all with great Demonftra-
tions of Joy, particularly by his Father, who
made him K) gein his own Tent. The Vil-
hin let his Father fall afleep, and then ftab-
bed him to the Heart, and immediately left
the Army, and hafted to his loving Mo-
ther, to give her an Account of his noble
A&ion. Inthe Morning the Kingbeing found
dead, and the Son gone, the Regicide was
foon known ; and bécaufe the Queen fhould
not continue long a Widow, the obedient
Child married her himfelf, becaufe none in
the Country had royal Blood in their Veins
but himfelf, and fhe could not ftoop to match
below the Dignity of afovereign Prince. Such
libidinous Marriages are very frequent jn this
Country to this prefent Time, Perah
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Perah is the next Country to Qwedab. It
is properly a Part of the Kinfdom of Fohore,
but the People are untractable and rebellious,
and the Government anarchical. Their Re-
ligion is heterodox Mahometifin. The Coun-
try produces more Tin than any in J#dia, but
the Inhabitants are fo treacherous, faithlefs,
and bloody, that no Ewropean Nation can
keep Fa&tories there with Safety. The Duzch
tried it once, and the firft Year had their
Fafory cut off. They then fettled on Pullo-
dingding, an Hland at the Mouth of the River
Perab, but about the Year 16go. that Fadto-
ry was alfo cut off,and I never heard thata-
?y Body elfe ever attempted to fettle there

ince.

T uere are feveral other Placesalongthat
Coaft of Malaya, that produce great 5uan‘-
tities of Tin, but Salengore and Parfalore
are the moft noted, tho’ ﬁittle frequented by
Europeans, becaufe they have too many’ of
the Perab Qualities, to be trufted with ho-
neft Mens Lives and Money. Their Reli-
gion is alfo a Sort of fcoundrel Mabome-

tifm.

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CHAP. XXXIX.

Gives an Account of Malacca, bow the Por-
tugueze got Footing there, and fortified it,
and how the Dutch fupplanted the Portu-
gueze, and made it a Colony of theirs, with
Jome Occurrences btzvpening to the Scots
gafi:pgn_y'.r Affairs there, and other Places
in India.

A L ACC A isthe next Place in Courfe
along this Coaft of Malays. Before
the Portugueze cameto India, it had been the
Place of Refidence of the Kings of Fohure,
but they denying the Portugueze Commerce
in their Country, affociated themfelves with
the King of Aarsw (a potent Prince inthofe
‘Times) on the l{land of Swmatra, who was
engaged in a War with the King of Fobore,
and with their joynt Forces obliged him to
quit that Place, and retire to _'?obare-lam’,
which lies at the very Point of that Pro-
montory, within one Degree of the A quator.
There is a noble fpacious River that accom-
modates Fobore-lami. g
A s so o as the King of Fobore was gonc,
the Portugueze began to fortifie,and encom-
paffed a little Hill with a Stone Wall, about
a Mile round, in which they built a Gity,and
called it Malacca, and by the Conveniency
of its Situation, in afew Yecars it became the
reateft Mart in India ; however, the King of
_'g?obare was fain to make a Peace with the
Portugueze, allowing them their Fort, and
as
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as much Ground round it as their Cannon
could {ling a Shot, and fothey became Friends;
but the King of Fobore invaded the King of
Aarow’s Dominions, with a numerous lﬁeet
of Gallies, and in a fhort Time forced him
to crave Aid from the Portugueze, who ne-
ver us'd to deceive their Allies but when they
trufted to them, and fo the King of Aerow
loft his Country.

Malacca, a Place of fmall Accouut, in a
thort Time became famous all over Indizand
Enrepe, lying almoftin the Centre of Trade,
brought thither by Shipping from the rich:
Kingdoms of Fapon, China, Formofa, Luco-
nia, Tonquin, Couchin-china, Cambodia, and
Siam, befides what Fobore produced,and Sx-
matra, Java, Borneo, Macaffer, Banda, Am-
boina, and Ternate Hlands, that produce ma-
ny valuable Commodities.

As the Portugueze grew great and rich,
they grew alfo infolent, and fo continued a-
bufing and affronting their Neighbours till a-
bout the Year 1660. the Durch had a War
with Portugal, on account of fome Lofles the

Dutch fuftained in Brazil.

T u & Duzch fent many Ships and good For-
cesto India, tobe equal with the Porzugueze,
for their driving the Duzch out of Brazil ;
and how their Arms flourifht on the Coafts
of Malabar and Zeloan, 1 have obferved al-
ready in my firft Volume, and fol begin again
at Malacca.. '

T ue Dutch coming into the Streights of
Malacca from Batavia, with a firong Fleet

and
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and a Land-army on board of it, ftruck up
an Alliance with the King of Fobore, offenfive
and defenfive, aslong as the Sun arfid Moon
gve Light to this World; for I faw the
T'reaty, and heard it read, with thofe Ex-
preflions init: On which the King of Fobore
affifted the Durch with 20000 Men, and laid
Siege to the Fort by Land, while the Duzch
diftreffed it by Sea; and yet for all that the
Fleet and Army could do, they could not
have taken it by Force, but by reducing them
by Famine, which would have taken up a
great Deal of Time, fo what they could not
effe& by Force, they did by Fraud.

T u ey heard that the Porzugueze Gover-
nor was a fordid avaricious Fellow, and ill
beloved by the Garifon, fo the Duzch, by fe-
cret Conveyances, tampered with him by Let-
ters, promifing him Mountains of Gold if he
would contribute towards their gaining the
Fort. At length the Price was fet of 8cooc
Pieces of Eight, to be the Reward of his
Treachery, and to be fafely tranfported to
Batavia in their Fleet, and be made a free
Denizonthere. So he fent fecret Orders to
the Durch to make an Attack on the Eaft-fide
of the Fort, and he would aét his Part, which
was accordingly done.

HE thereupon called a Council, and told
them he had a Mind to circumvent the Duzch;
by letting them come clofe to the Fort
\zalls, and then to fire briskly or them from
all Quarters, and deftroy them at once, fo the
Dutch made their Approaches without M]o-

€=
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leftation, and placéd their Ladders. The
Garifon fent Meflage after Metfage, to ac-
uaint the Governor of the Danger they were
in, for want of Orders to fire and fally owt
on the Durch, as was agreed on in Council,
but he delayed fo long till the Durech got in-
to the Fort, and drove the Guard from the
Eaft-gate, which they foon opened toreceive
the reft of their Army, who, affoon as they
were entred, gave Quarters to none that
were in Arms, and marching towards the Go-
vernor’s Houfe, where he thought himfelf
fecure by the Treatg, they forthwith dif-
tﬁht him to fave the fourfcore thoufand
ars.

T ue Mafter Gunner being pofted on a
large Baftion, whofe Walls are wathed by the
Sea at high Water, with about 100 Porsu-
gweze along with him, would by no Means

ield till he had capitulated with the Duzch

or fair Quarter for himfelf and his Compa-
ny, which the Dwzch would not adhere to,
fo that for two Days he gallantly maintained
his Poft. At laft, by continual Fatigue, and
Lofs of his Men, he was obliged to yield to
Fate, and great Superiority of Numbers, and
died like an Hero, with his Sword in his
Hand; and there is a common Report at
Malacca ftill, that the Night after the ani-
verfary Day of his Death, his Gesius is {feen on
that Baftion : AndI wasinformed by a Dxzch
Governor at Malacca, that on that Night no
Sentinels are fet there, for that feverals have
found the Effe@s of his Fury, by hbeing
thrown
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thrown over the Wall, and have been either
killed or maimed by the Fall,

T ne Portugueze, to thew their Zeal to
Religion, while they were Mafters of Ma-
Jacca, had no lefs than three Churches and a-
Chapel within the Fort,and one without, but
now there is but one Church and a Chapel
within, and none without. That which the
Dutch now ufe for their W orthip, ftands con-
fpicuoufly on the Top of the Hill, and may
be feen up or down the Streights at a good
Diftance, and a2 Flag-ftaff is placed on the
Steeple, on which a Flag is hoifted on the
Sight of any Ship.

uE Fort isboth large and ftrong, the Sea
wathing the Walls of one third Part of'it,and
a deeprapid, but narrow River, thec Weft-
fide of it, and a broad deep Ditch the reft of
it. 'The Governor’s Houfe'is both beauti-
ful and convenient, and there are feveral o-
ther good Floufes in the Fort, and in the
Town without the Fort, but the Road for
Shipping isat too great a Diftance to be de-
fended by the Fort, the Shallownefs of the
Sea obliging them to ly above a League off,
which is a very great Inconveniency. For
in 1709. the French coming into the Streights
with a chuadron of three or four Sail, feeing
a large Ship in the Road, newlyarrived from
l7¢pon, ftood in to the Road, and had certain-
carried her out, if .the' Wind had not failed
them about Musket Shot from her.

At Malacca the Streights are not above 4
Leagues broad ; for tho’ the oppofite Shore

on
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on Sumatra is very low, Ket it may eafily be
feen in a clear Day, which is the Reafon that
the Sea is always as {mooth as a Mill-pond,
except whenit is ruffled with Squalls of Wind,
which feldom come withour Lightnings,
Thunder, and Rain; and tho' they come
with great Violence, yet they are foon- over,
not often exceeding an Hour.

T'ue Country produces nothing for a fo-
reign Market, but a little Tin and Elephants
‘Teeth, but feveral excellent Fruitsand Roots
for the Ufe of the Inhabitants,and Strangers
who call there for Refrefhments.) The Me-
Jacca Pine-apple is accounted the beft in the
World, for inother Parts, if they are eaten
to afmall Excefs, they are apt to give Sur-
feits, but thofe of Malacca never offend the
Stomach. The Mangofiane is a dclicious
Fruit, almoft in the Shape of an Apple, the
Skin is thick and red, being dried it is a good
Aftringent. The Kernels (if I may fo call
them) are like Cloves of Garlick, of a verya-
greeable Tafte, but very cald. The Ramébo-
Slan is a Fruit about tﬁe Bignefs of 2 Wal-
nut, with a tough Skin, befet with Capilla-
ments, within the Skinisa very favoury Pulp.
The Durean is another excellent Fruit, but
offenfive to fome Peoples Nofes, for it fmells
very like human Excrements, but when once
tafted, the Smell vanifhes. The Skin is thick
and yellow, and within is a Pulp like thick
Cream in Colour and Confiftence, but more
delicious in Tafte. The Pulp or Meat is very
hot and nourifhing, and inftead of furfeiting,
Vou.ll. F they
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they fortifie the Stomach, and are a greatIn-
centive to Wantonnefs. They have Cocoa-
nuts in Plenty, and fome grow in Marithes
that are overflown with the Seain Spring-
tides. Their Liquor and Kernel partake of
the Qualities of the Ground they grow in,
being exceeding Salt. Inever faw any Cocoa-
nuts grow in Salt Grounds but there; and
fome are {o large that the Shell will hold more
than an Engli/b Quart Pot. They havealfo
Plenty of Lemons, Oranges, Limes, Sugar-
canes, and Mengoes. They have a Species of
Mango, called by the Duzcha Stinker, which
is very offenfive both to the Smelland Thafte,
and confe%:ently of little Ufe. Thereis little
Corn or Pulfe grows in this Country but
what is nourifht in Gardens.

Sueer and Bullocks are fcarce and dear,
but Swines Fleth, Poultry, and Fith pretty
plentiful, and reafonably cheap, confidering
1t is a Durch Colony, whofe exceflive Taxes
make every Thing dear, and difcourage the
Poor from improving, fince Poverty fecures
them from farther Oppreflion. Therr Corn
comes 2all from Fava, Siam, or Cambodia,
but ‘the Freight makes it come out dear to
what it is in other Places, whofe native Ground
produces it.

I will pafs by their Court of Juftice, becaufe
it hardly deferves the Name, fince Strangers

/are excluded from the common Laws of
Humanity, whereinI am able togivemany In-
ftances, but I voluntarily pafsby Particularities
till another Time,

THERS
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Tuere is a very high Mountain to the
North-eaftward of Malacca, that fends forth
feveral Rivers, of which that of Maldzca is
one, and all of them have fmall Quaptities of
Gold Duit found in their Chanels..”The in-
land Inhabitants called Mowacaboeg, are a bar-
barous favage People, whofe greateft Pleafure
is in doing Mifchief to their Neighbours,
which is the greateft Reafon why the Peafants
about Malacca fow no Grain but what is in-
clofed in Gardens with thick fet prickly Hed-
ges, or deep Ditches ; for when their Grain
Is ripe inthe open Plains;the Monacaboes nes
ver fail of putting Fire to it, in order to con-
fume it. > They are much whiter than their
neighbouring Malayas who inhabit the low
Grounds, and the Kings of Fobore, whofe Sub-
je@s they are, or at leaft ought to be, could
never civilize them. _

T uerr Religion is a Complex of Mabs-
metifin and Paganifm,and they have the Cha-
rafter of great Sorcerers, who by their Spells
can tame wild Tigers, and make them catry
them whither they order them, on their Backs.
Once they had a- Mind to try their Art on
the Town of Malacca, but were unfuccefs-
ful in their Enterprize,according to common
Report there, For one of their chief Wiz-
ardl: affured them that neither Gun, Sword,
nor Lance fhould have Power to hurt them,
if they fhould attempt the Town, whofe De-
fence confifts only in a flight Gate, with a
little round Baftion, with five or fix great

Guns mounted on it. Soon the Opinion of
Fa their
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their Do&ors Art, a great Number drew to-

ether, and being armed with Lance and
%rofs, their common Weapons, marched
without Order or Fear towards the Gate,
When they came near enough, the Gunner
of the Baftion pointed fome Guns, and fet
Fire to the Priming, but that flathed, and
the Guns would not difcharge, which dif-
couraged the Guard of the Gatc, but a Me-
laya Soldier, who underftood fome of the
Monacaboes Art, called for a Piece of Pork,
with which he befmear’d the Mouths of the
Cannon, while the Gunner renewed the Pri-
ming, and Fire being put to them, the Can-
non went off, and did good Execution, which
fofrightned the Monacaboes,that they betook
themfelves to Flight,and never attempted to
difturb the Town fince.

I faw flrange Cures performed by a Me-
Jaya Do&or at Malacca. One of them was
on a_Gentleman of my Acquaintance, who
was fecond Supercargo of a Scozs Ship called
the Speed-well, which was loft near Malacca.
After the Ship was loft, the firft Supercargo
took an Houlc near the Town, by the Sea-
fide, to put their Cargo and Steres in, that
were faved, but eleven Chefts of Treafure
and fome fine Goods were lodged in one of
the Durch Company’s Ware-houfes in the
Fort, which bad three L.ocks on its Door.
The Governor had one Key, and cach of the
Slﬂaercargoes one. A common Strumpet cal-
led Mris. Kennedy, who at that Time was mar-
ried to an Iri/b Pirate of that Name,kand

ept
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kept an Ordinary in Malacca, gave the firft
Supercargo a Philtre that made him doteon
her almoit to Diftration. He was never
eafie out of her Company while awake, and
in his Sleep he called her by Name. When
the had got him fo far in the Noofe, fhe pre-
tended fhe had great Need of Money, and
would fain have borrowed a Cheft of one
thoufand Pounds Sterling of the Scots
Company’s Money. The bewitched Super-
cargo could deny her nothing fhe asked for,
and promifed, that if he could bring his Se-
cond to confent, fhe fhould have it, butthat
Confent could be got on no Terms, tho’ the
firft proferred to be accountable to their Ma-
fters for that Sum, and he acquainting her
with the Impoffibility of getting that Confent,
fhe contrived a Way to remove the Second
by Poifon, and going to a female Friend of
hers, who was well acquainted with the My-
ftery of Poifoning, procured a Dofe fo {mall
that the could drop it in his Broth or Drink
without his perceiving it; and accordingly
fhe took an Opportunity to dine with them
one Day when they had Broth at Tible, and
in ferving the Broth about, fhe dropt it a-
mong his, The fame Night it began to oge-
rate by Grippings and Sweating, and- he be-
ing bred a Surgeon, took fome Medicines to
corre@ the Grippings, which in fome Meafure
the Medicine did, but he loft his Appetite, and
his Excrements came from him as black as
Ink. In theInterim a Ship came from Surar,
bound to China, whelt'gin the chief Supercar-

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go was obliged to embarque with the Com
pany’s Stock, and left the Second at Malac-
ca, to take Care of what was left there. A
few Days after the Syraz Ship failed, I arriv-
edat Malacca, and found the fecond Super-
cargoin a deplorable Condition.
t finding all Medicines ineffeGual, be
to fear Poifon, and fent for the Dutch
ctor of Phyfick to confult him, who, on Sight
of his Excrements, told him plainly that he
was poifoned, and advifed him to fend fora
nated Malaya Do&or, who lived at a Place
called Barzantigas, about four Miles to the
North-weft of Malacca, which he forthwith
did, and whenthe Do&or came, he felt his
Pulfe, and immediately told that he was poi-
foned, and that if he could not tell what Poi-
fon he had taken, his Cure was very defpe-
rate and uncertain, [ advifed my Friend to
let old Beelzebub (for he wasa Man,or wal-
king Shadow, of a difmal Afge&. near an
hundred Years old ) take him into his Care,
My Friend took my Advice, and complimen-
ted the Doétor with five Fapon Cxpauq.r, or
fifty Durch Dollars, Old Efeulapsus laught
when he received the Prefent, but could not
fhew one Tooth, but promifed his utmoft En-
deavours to cure him. He asked my Friend
if he fufpedted any Body particularly, who
might ow him a Grudge, . He anfwered,
none but Mris. Kenwedy, or fome of her Com-
panions. ‘The Do&or called for a Tea Cu
and fome frefh Limes, which were brougEE
to him. He turned all out of the Room but
my
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my felfand his Patient, and cut fome Limes,
and fqueezed their Juice-into the Tea-cup
till it was full. He then rhutter’d fome un-
intelligible Words, keeping his right Hand
moving over the Cup for the Space of three
or four Minutes, and finding his Conjuration
was not fatisfa&ory, he fhak’d his old Head,
and lookt dejeted. He then mutter’d fome
other Words with an higher Voice, keeping
his Hand in Motion as before, and in two
Minutes the Juice in the Cup feemed to boit
as if Fire had becn under it. Then he began
to fmile. I had the Curiofity to putmy Fin-
ger into the Juice, but it retained its ordi-
nary Coldnefs. He then told his Patient that
his Cure was certain, on which he had a Pro-
mife of five Cupangs more when the Cure
was effe@ed. He ordered the Patient to fend
a Servant to Mris. Kennedy’s Door, and watch
between the Hours of Ten and Twelve, and
to obferve wellif there was any unufual Noife
in her Houfe betwcen thofe Hours, and fo
took his IL.eave with a contented Counte-
nance. At Ten my Friend fent a Servant ac-
cording to Direftion, and he and I fat dif-
courfing about what we had obferved in the
Do&tor’s A&tions towards effefting the Cure.
About Eleven the Spy came and told us that
Mris. Kennedy had run ftark mad, making an
hideous Noife, and faid, She had feen the
Devil in the little Houfe in the Garden, in a
monftrous Shape and terrible Afpe@. She
foon after grew furioufly mad, fcratching and
biting every BodyFﬂxe could come at, and

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fo the Family was forced to throw her on
a Bed, and tie her down to it.

In that Fit fhe continued till about eight
in the Morning, that the old Conjurer came
to Town, who, upon the Advice given him,
went diredly to vifit her. Upon Sight of him
fhe became calm and fenfible. He ordered
every Body out of the Room, and askt her
what Poifon fhe had given to his Patient:
She was very loth to tell, and proferred him
500 Dollars to forfake his Patient, and let the
Poifon operate; but he honeftly refufed, and
aflured her that the fame Devil that fhe faw
in the Garden, fhould be her continual Com-

nion all her Days, and would often make

er feel the Effes of his Power, if the did
not inftantly déclare what the Poifon was,
and from whom fhe had it. She feeing no
other Remedy, confeft where fhe had the
Poifon, but could not tell what it was. The
Doctor fent for the old Schoolmiftrifs of Wic-
kednefs, and when fhe came, he threatned
to torment her alfo, by his humble Servant
the Devil, if the did not forthwith declare
what Poifon had been given, which the did,
and he took away Mris. Kennedy’s Compani-
on the Devil, and the Patient was well enough
in eight or ten Days, to follow hjs Affairs,
but Mris. Kennedy ookt ever after difturb’d, as
if ‘continually frightned. ,

AxoTHER firange Cure I faw him per-
form on an Officer belongin%v]to my Ship.
He was going to fleep about idnii t, and
lying down on his Bed, was bit in the Caltf

o
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of the Leg by a Cenzipee, an Infe@ with ma-
ny Feet, and very venomous. The Pain that
the Bite caufed would allow him no Reft.
Next Day he expeéted that the Venom might
have been exhaufted, but in that he was ' mi-
ftaken, for it grew firft red by Inflamation,
and then blue and nummed. I fent for the
Doétor aforefaid,-who came on the firft Sum-
mons. I told him of the Accident that had
happened, and he faid there was no Danger.
He faw the inflamed Leg, and kept his Hand
moving over it, but did not touch it. He
muttered fome unintelligible Words, and fpit
on the Place affeéted, and in five Minutes
he could walk without Pain, tho’ before the
Cure, .he could not ftand without fomething
to fupport him.

Axp fince | have been mentioning the
Scots Eafl-india Ship and her Supercargoes,
I will give a fmall Account of the Manage-
ment of their Aftairs in Iudia. They arrived
at Batavia about the Beginning of 7y 1701.
but being taken up with the Pleafures of the
Place, loitred away near a Month of their
Time, which had been much better fpent in
profecuting their Voyage to China: Howe-
ver, by the Beginning of September, they
reacht the Coait of China, where meeting
with a Tuffoon, or a North-eaft Storm, that
aften blows violently about that Seafon, they
were forced to bear away for Fobore, where
they ftaid about two Months, and then came
to Malacca, where they had a Mind tocl;ap

their
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their Ship’s Bottom, and to proceed next 4-
pritor May for China.

Tue Durch received them civilly, and
gavé them Leeave to lay their Ship afhore on
an Ifland to the Weftward of the Town, a-
bout two or three Miles from the Fort, and
allowed them to land their Cargo and Stores
on the Ifland, till their Ship was made clean,
which they had perfefted in two Springs,
and bringing the Ship towards the Road a-
gain, the Captain being on board, ordered
to fteer the Sgu on fome Rocks that lay on
the Shore, ans were dry at Low-water.
The third Mate, who was the only com-
manding Officer on board, except the Cap-
tain, told him of the Danger he was running
into, and begged him to alter his Courfe,
but the Captain curfed him for his imperti-
nent Advice, and run the Ship on the Rocks,
but the People got a fmall Anchor and an
Halfer out, and brought her aflote again,
but, affoon as the Anchor was weighed, they
run her once more on the Rocks, and fhe ha-
ving a little Motion, 2 Rock work'd itfelf
through her Bottom, and there fhe was loft
without Hopes or Defign of being recover-
ed, and with her ended the Scots Eaff-india
Company’s Intereft in India. Whether the
Ship was loft by Ignorance or Defign, I will
not judge, but, in my Opinion, it was by
Defign, for, as I heard afterwards, the Cap-
tain and Supercargoes had taken up round
Sums on the Bottom of the Ship, and took
that Method to pay their Debts. I came to

Ma-
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Malacca dbout the Beginning of Axgufl, and
found the fecond Supercargo in the il{’State
I have already menrioned, with the Purfer and
the Supercargo’s Writer, and eleven Men
mbre, who could not get Paflfages to Coun-
tries where they might get Employment. I
had then a great Ship and a fmall one under
my Command, fol entred them all on board
my Ships in the fame Pofts they had on board
the Speedvel, and 1 entred on a Scheme with
the fecond Supercargo to carry the Scors
Company’s Effe@ts on board my great Ship
to JScotland, but the firft Supercargo, who
was, before my Arrival, gone to Chisse, and
had no Mind ever to fee his native Coun
again, broke our Meafures by rambling thro’
Igfd:'a with his Mafters Stock. What the
Seots Company’s Cargo was, I did not fee;
but the Supercargoes had a Cheft of Glafs-
ware in their own private Adventure, the
moft obfcenely fhameful that ever I faw or
heard of among Merchants. They were Pri<
apufes of a large Size, with a Scrorum bige.
nough to hold an Engli/b Pint of Liquor, ei~
ther to addrefs the God Beacchus, or the
Goddefs Venus, as feemed beft to their Vo
taries.

I profecuted my Voyage to Suret, and
left the Scots Supercargoes to purfue their
Mafters Intereft in getting their Affairs in a
Readinefs to get a argo for Europe, to be
carried on board my Ship according to an
Agreement made between the fecond Super-
cargo and me; but, inftead of putting fA_f-

airs
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fairs in a Readinefs, he embaraffed them, lent
fome of his Mafters Stock to fome infolvent
Merchants in 4moy in China, and let. otit
fome on the Bottom of the Ship he took hi¢
Paflage on board of, and tho’ that Ship was
ordered, by the Owners and Freighters, back
to Swrer dire@ly, a young Gentleman a
Supercargo went with her to Bemgal, and
from thence to Perfa, where the Ship was
_feized by the Owners Orders, and fent to
Surat, where I met with the firft Supercargo
half-dead with Vexation for his Folly, a
keeping fuch a Stock two Years and an half
without the leaft Improvement: And what
was left in China, was in Danger of ever be-
ing recovered, tho’ it was afterwards.

A 1 Surat the chief Supercargo grew very
weak, and finding he had not long to ftay in
this World, had a2 Mind .to fettle his Affairs
here, before he went to the other, {fo one
Day he fent for me, to advife him what he
thould do with his Mafters Effedts, if he
fhould die. Iasked him if his Accounts were

{ brought forward, and he told me they were,
and defired, that I would take all into m
. Poffeflion, and be accountable to the Scors

Company, and to remit it Home to them,
according to the Orders they would fend me
about it, but I excufed myfelf, and would
not meddle in their Affairs on fuch weak
Terms; but ladvifed him to lodge his Books
and Effe@s in the Hands of one Mr. Ber-
ward Weyche, whom I took to be an honeg
an
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and induftrious Gentleman, and fo he did,
and then he died.

HEe was a Gentleman of a very codrteous
Behaviour, and underftood a fmall Sword
excellently well, but not much verfed in
Merchandize or foreign Commerce. The
fecond was a very good Surgeon, and was
Mafter of the French Language, but under-
ftood nothing in Accounts. The Captain,
who ftaid on board of my Ship above twelve
Months, had been bred in his Youtha Driver
of Cattle from the Highlands of Scotlend in-
to England. He had very mean Education,
and could not tell what he meant either in
fpeaking or writing. He had a brutal Cou-
rage, and was the Husband of three Wives
all alive together. He knew nothing either
of the Theory or pra&ical Parts of Navigation,
and yet had been honoured with a Commif+
5‘:,‘} for Lieutenant in the royal Navy of Eng-

I muft now leave my long Digreffion, and
proceed from Malacca along the Coaft of
Malaya, tho’ there are no Places of Com-
merce between it and Fohore Lami, which
is fometimes the Place of that King’s Refi-
dence, and has the Benefit of a fine deep
large River, which admits of two Entrances
into it. The fmalleft is from the Weftward,
called by Ewropeans the Streights of Sinca-
2pure, but by the Natives Sallera de Brew. It
runs along the Side of Sincapure Ifland for 5
or 6 Leagues together, and ends at the great
River ofg Fobore.

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CHAP XL

Treats of the Dominions of Johore, its anci-
zt and prefent State occafioned by a Revo-
L20%8.

THE Territories of Foborereached from
Perab to Point Romano, which is the
fouthermoft Promontorﬁeon the Continent of
Afia, it lying but one Degree to the North-
ward of the Aquator, about three Leagues
from jokore River, in Length about 100
Leagues, and in the broadeft Place about 8o,

HE Inhabitants are lazy, indolent, perfi-
dious and cruel. ‘The Countryis very woody,
being daily refrefht with Showers and Bree-
zes of Wind. It abounds in T'in, Pepper, E-
lephants Teeth, Gold, Agae/s W ood and Canes,
but the Inhabitants are fuch Drones, . that
they fow very little Rice or other Grain.
And the inland Peolple fubfift moftly on Se-
Low, .the Pith of a {mall Twig li:'plit and dri-
ed in the Sun, and on their Fruits which
grow all Seafons of the Year, and Roots,
which they always have in great Plenty, and
Poultry, which they rear up.

ABouvurt the Sea-coaft they feed moftly on
Fifh and Rice brought to them from Fava,
Siam and Cembodia. The People of Induftry
are the Chineft who inhabit among them in
their Towns; and there may be about 1000
Families of them fettled in the Fobore Domi-

- nions, befides a much greater Number who

drive a foreign Trade among them. .
: N
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I~ Religion they are heretical Malometaxs,
and are fupplied with Priefts from Ssrar;
but the Seids are in moft Efteem among
them. They are great Lovers of Prayi
and Preaching, and frequent their Mofques
very often, and look very devont; but their
Praftices are the moft irreligious and immo-
ral of any People I know.

In Anno 169s. their King was a Youth_of
twenty Years of Age, and being vitioufly in«
clined, was fo corrupted by Adulation and
flagitious Company, that he became intole-
rable. I went to Fohore Lami at that Time,
to traffick with his Subje&s, and fome Ching
Men, with a Cargo proper for their Turn,
and, according to Cuftom, went to compli-
ment his Majefty with a Prefent, in which
was a Pair of fcrew-barrelled Piftols. He
defired me to prove them with a Shot, to
try how far it would penetrate a Poft that
was at the Gate, which I did, and he much
admired how fo little Powder fhould have
Strength to force a Ball fo far in the Wood,
and begged fome Powder and Ball, which 1

ve him, and the next Time he went a-

road, he tried, on a poor Fellow on the
Street, how far they could carry a Ball into
his Flefh, and fhot him through the Shoulder.

He was a great Sodomite, and had taken
many of his Orankays or Nobles Sons, by
Force into his Palace for that abominable
Service. A Moorifb Merchant, who was a
Freighter on board my Ship, had an hand-
fom Boy to his Son, whom the King Btaae

y
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Day faw, and would needs have him for a
Catamite. He threatned the Father, that if
he did not fend him with good Will, he
would have him by Force. The poor Man
had taken an Houfe clofe by our Shig, and
immediately came with his Son on board,
implorin%]my Prote&ion, which I promifed
him. He had not been half an Hour on board,
till 2 Guard came in a Boat to demand him.
I would fuffer none to enter but the Officer,
and an Interpreter for the Porzugueze Lan-
guage. The Officer told me his Errand, and,
in an huffing Manner, threatned me, if I pro-
teted him. I made him no Anfwer, but
taught him to leap into the River, and bid
the Interpreter tell the King, thar, if he offe-
red the leaft Violence to any that belonged
to me, I would fire down his Palace about
his Ears. He had never been contraditted
before, much lefs threatned, and he fent: for
his Orankays ta know if I was a King or no.
They told him that I was on~boar§ of my
Ship, and that I would prove a dangerous E-
nemy, if provoked, and begg’d, that his Ma-
jefty would remove to a Village about twen-
ty Miles up the River, and ftay till our Ship
was gone, which Favour he willingly grant-
ed us, and fo we traded with fome more Se-
curity, but were continually in Arms for fear
of a Surprize. _

HE continued his infupportable Tyranny
and Brutality for a Year or two after I was
Eone, and his Mother, to try if he could be

roke off that unnatural Cuftom of Convegiie
with
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with Males, perfwaded a beautiful youn
Woman to vifit him, when he was a Bed,
which fhe did, and allured him withher Em-
braces, but he was fo far from being pleafed
with her Converfation,. that he called his
black Guard, and made them break both
her Arms, for offering to embrace his royal
Perfon. She cried, and faid it was by his
Mother’s Order fhe came, but that was ne
Excufe.

NexT Morning he fent a Guard to bring
her Father’s Head, but he being an Orankay
did net care to part with it, fo the Tyranc
took a Lance in his Hand, and {ware he
would have it; but, as he was entring at
the Door, the Oranksy paft a long Lance
through his Heart,"and fo made an End of
the Beatft. :

T uE Kingdom was three Years without a
King, but inteftine Difcords daily arifing, i»
Anno 1700. they choofed another, a Coufin~
german to him that was killed. His Name
was Switan Abdulla Gialil, a Prince of great
Moderation and Juftice, and governed well
for eight or nine Years, that he held the
Reins of Government in his own Hands
Trade flourithed all over his Dominions, and
he was beloved ?y all his Subjeéts, but being
of a quiet Difpofition, and a great Bigot to
the Mahometan Religion, difpofed himfelf to
Prayer and hearing Sermons, and left the
Management of his Government to a young-
er Brother, called Rajab Mondab, a covetous
tyrannical Prince. T'ﬁe King never came out
Vou. IL G of
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of his Palace, but devoted himfelf wholly to
the Company of Priefts, who fed his Mind
with their Nonfenfe and Cant, and his Bro-
ther kee ing fair with the Priefls, came to -
opprefs the People, and keep the King igno-
rant. I had the Honour to be acquainted
with him before he was King, and had free
Accefs to him when he was King; but Ris
Brother never fuffered me to be alone with
him, left T fhould have difcovered fome of
his evil :Pra&tices, which I certainly had done,
if I could have found an Opportunity, and
to have forewarned him of the Danger he
was falling into. In Anno 1703. 1 called at
Joborein my Way to China, and he treated
me very Kindly, and made me a Prefent of
the Ifland of Sincapure, but 1 told him it
could be of no Ufe to a private Perfon, tho’
a proper Place for a Company to fettle a. Co-
lony on, lying in the Center of Trade, and
being accommodated with good Rivers and
fafe Harbours, fo conveniently fituated, that
all Winds ferved Shipping both to go out and
come into thofe Rivers. The Soil is black
and fat: And thc Woods abound in good
Mafts for Shipping, and Timber for build-
ing. I have feen large Beans growing wild
in the Woods, not inferior to the beft in Ex-
rope for Tafte and Beauty; and Sugar-cane
five or fix Inches round growing wild alfo.
IN 1708. the King’s Brother perfwaded him
to leave Fohore Lami, and refide at Rhio on
the Ifland of Binzang, about thrce Leagues
off the River of Fokore, becaufe he thougltlt
e
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he could a& his Tyranny with more Securi-
ty than on the main Continent, and fo at Rbio
he engroffed all Trade in his own Hands,
buying and felling at his own Prices, and
Euniihing thofe who dared to fpeak againft

is arbitrary Dealings. At laft, in 1712. a
Rebellion broke out, that nothing could ftop
but a Revolution, which diffolved the State
into Anarchy.

Ueron the Rifing of the People, the Ty
rant éot on board of a Galley, with his Wives
and Children, and carried with him above a
Tun Weight of Gold, and, without taking
Leave of his Brother, fled to Fobore Lams,
but finding a fmall Army of Monacaboes

whom the People had invited to their Affi-
ftance) had taken their Quarters there, he be-
took himfelf to the Woods with his Family,
and left his Galley and Gold a Prey to them.
Hec knew that there could be nolong Safety in
the Woods, and defpairing of Mercy from
the injured People, made Defperation fupg‘ly
the Place of ‘Courage. He firft killed his
Wives and Children, but began to hefitate
about killing himfelf, but a Page of twelve
Years of Age asked him if he was afraid to
die a Prince rather than be butcher’d like a
Slave by fome Villain or Slave’s Hand, and
that he, tho’ innocent, and who might ex~
peé&t Mercy, would thew him the Way to
die, and with that took a Crefs, and run
himfelf through the Body. The Tyrant pre-
fently followed the Youth’s Example, and
immediately expired; but the Monacaboes
G 2 com-
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coming foon after to the tragical Place, faw
what had been done, and found the Boy a-
live; and in hisSenfes. They ftopt his blood-
ing Wound, and carried him to Fobore La-
m; till his Strength returned.

. Waen theKing heard of the People’s Mu-
tiny, and his Brother’s Flight, he came ont
ofhis Palace, and proferred to fettle the State
in its former Tranquillity, and if that could
not a geafe them,qhe thought nothing_ elfe
could bring them to Reafon, but his Life,
which he would willingly facrifice to atone
for his Mal-adminiftration.

. T'HE People told him, that he was too re-
ligious to make a good King, and that he
might retire. to Pahaung or Trangano, and
fpend his Time, but as for Fobore and the I-

ands between Swmatra and it, they would
confider what to do with them, and fo gave
him fome Vetlels to carry.him and his Fami-
ly, with others who would follow his For-
tune, to Trangano.

On his Way thither, he called at Pulo-
aure, Tingi, Piffang and Timoou, and the In-
habitants of thofe {ﬂands received him with
Demonftrations of Love, and promifed to
continue in their Duty as his Subjects. He
E;Jt his eldeft Son, a Youth about twenty

ears of Age, athore at Pabaung, to keep
thaj: Country from revolting, and went him-

{elf to Trangano, where I a?terwards had the
Honour to fec him, and there I leave him
at prefent, and return to thofe Iflands that ly

round ‘%is Dominions.

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CHAP. XLL

Gives an Account of the Ifland of Sumatra its
Places of Note in Trade.

‘UM AT R A fronts all the Coaft of Ma-
) Jaya, from Quedab to the Promontory of
Fohore, and reaches above 150 Leagues far-
ther. It is one of the greateft Iflands in the
World. _Atcheen being the moft confpicuous
Place for Trade, I will begin with it, and
coaft along the Weft Side of it, till I come
round again to Audraguiry, to the North-
weftward of which River there is little or no
Commerce.

Archeen, for many Ages, has been a noted
Port for Tradc from Surat, Malabar, Chor-
mondel, Bengal, Pegu and China.> It lies at
the North-weft End of the famous Sumatra,
and, for many Yecars, was bleft with a Wo-
man’s Government. Queen Elizabeth of
England fent the Queen of Archeen a Com-
pliment of fome Englifb Rarities, among
which were fome Brafs Guns, with the Arms
of Eungland on them, and the Friendfhip cul-
tivated by the two Qucens, procured great
Indulgences from the Qucen of A¢cheen, tothe
Engliy/b who traded to her Country. About
the Year 1675. the Daurch made War on her,
becaufc fhe would not permit them to fettle
a Fa&ory at Atcheen, or rather, to make her
their Vaflal. They fhut up thc Port of A¢-
cheen by thcir Shipping, and ftraitned the
Town for Want of Provifions and other Nc-

G 3 ccffarics,
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ceffaries, that came yearly from Bengal, but
an Engli/b Ship came from thence with Rice
and Cloth proper for the Market; but the
Dutch, after their ufual Manner, forbad the
Englifb Traffick, whilethey had a War. The
Mafter of the Englifb Ship being afraid of
Ruin by the Lofs of his Voyage, fent Ad-
vices to the Atcheeners to be ready near the
Shore on a Night that he appointed, and he
would run his Ship afhore in the Bay, loaded
as fhe was, and they might have both the
Corn and Cloth, ‘whether the D#zch would
or no, which Projeét was put in Prafice,
and had the defired Effet, with the Lofs of
the Ship only. This Piece of Service fo
pleafed the Queen, that fhe called a Coun-
cil of her Orankays, and magnifying the
Englifb Friendfhip, in a full Council declar-
ed all Englifb free of Atcheen, to pay for a
Ship with three Mafts, 100 Zayels, or about
8o L. Sterl. as a Prefent to the %ue’en, in
Lieu of all Cuftoms, let the Cargo be never
fo rich, and for a Brigantine or Sloop 40 Tay-
els, and that no Engli/b Goods fhould be
earried to the Cuftom-houfe, or furveyed in
their own Houfes, and that all Engli/b Mer-
chants Houfes were to be reckoned as San-
€tuaries to fuch as could not g‘ay their Debts,
or had committed any flight Fault.

T'u1s Harmony continued till the Year
1700. that the Queen died, and a Seid or
Preacher getting a ftrong Party, was made
King, promifing to do Wonders ; but, in all
my Travels, I never found a civil Govern-

ment
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ment, with a Prieft at the Head of it, pro-
fper long, and fo it fell out here. The firft
'le'hin of Moment he contrived, wasto make
the Engli/b pay 10 per Cent. Cuftoms onthe
Goods they imported, which they would not
come into, nor would they unlade their
Goods, but on the old Footing.

IN May 1702.1 arrived there with a great
Ship, and good Force, for it was dangerous
to traflick by Sea, becaufe of the Impedi-
ment that the French and the Pirates gave to
Trade in India. -1 had on board a rich Car-
go from Suraz, and, on my Atrival I took the

hap at the great River’s Mouth, according
to Cuftom. This Chap is a Piece of Silver
about 8 Ounces Weight, made in Form of a
Crofs, but the crofs Part is very fhort, that
weg take with both Hands, and put to our
Fore-head, and declare to the Officer that
brings the Chap, that we come on an honeft
Defign to trade, and after that Ceremony is
over, we go in our Boats freely to the Town,
which ftands about four Miles up the River;
but, before we take the Chap, no Boat muft
go on Penalty of a Fine.

WHEN I came to Town, I went to pay
my Vifit to the Shawbundaar, who is Cuftom-
mafter, and common Arbitrator of Differen-
ces arifing among Merchants. Somc Gentle-
men that refided there, and fome Mafters of
Ships belonging to the Englifb, accompani-
ed me. I carried my Boat’s Crew, armed
with Fuzee and Bayonet, for my Guard. Af-
ter fome Compliments had paft between the

G 4 Shaw-
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Shawbundaar and me, he told me, that if I
had a Mind to trade there, I muft carry ny
Goods to the Cuftom-houfe, and there to be
opened, and 1o per Cent. laid by for the King,
whether we fold the reft therc or no. I told
him that was a new Method that I did not
underftand, and could not come into, but
withal advifed him to take Care how their
King quarrelled with the Englifh, who were
as capable to reduce them to Straits as the
Dutchwere, when the Englifb relieved them.
He anfwered me, that they were not afraid
of what the Engli/b could do, for their Pow-
¢r being divided, they could do nothing but
threaten.

I took my Leave of him abruptly, and told
him, that we knew how to fight in Defence
of our Rights and Privileges better than how
to threaten. There were three Englifb Vef-
fels lying in the River, which had paid their
Cuftoms and fold thcir Cargoes at under
Rates, and two Merchants that refided at
Atcheen. We all dined together, and, after
Dinner, hcld a Confultation how to behave
in this Affair, that affe@ed our Merchantsin
general, who traded thither. At laft it was
agrecd, that I fhould affift the Merchants in
getting their Efleéts off on board of my Ship,
and to get their Veflels out of the River, by
the Afliftance of my Boats and Men, and
then to fhut up the Port, all which wasdone
in one Day and a Night. I then fent a Lin-
guift to tell the Shawbundaar, that fince the
Englifb were denied Trade at their Pont,fwe

' ar-
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forbad Trade to any other Nation, and de-
fired that no Boats might ‘Eafs out of their
Rivers, either totrade or fifh, on their Peril.
They continued quiet two Days, and on the
Third they fent fome Boats off, from a fandy
Bay about three Miles from our Ship. Ifent
two Boats well mann'd to feize their Nets,
but affoon as they perceived my Boats, they
ran theirs afhore, and took out what was in
them; and as my Boats were rowing near
the Shore within a Mile of my Ship, about
or §c Muskets were fired on them out of
ome Bufhes that grow thick, a little Way
from the Strand. My Boats fired in their
Turnat the Place where they faw the Smoke,
and Imade a Signal to bring them aboard a-
ain, and found only two of my Men flight-
y wounded.

Tue fame Evening we had Adyvice, that
they were about mounting three Culverins
that lay in a little Fort on the River’s Side,
as we go to Town. I immediately ordered
my Armourer to get about 100 fhort Spikes
of feveral Sizes, and harden them well, and
carried them in my Boat, which I double
manned, and coming into the River, we e-
fpied a great Number of Men inthe Fort. I
rowed direétly towards it, and they within ex-

efing to have a Meflage to carry to the

Eing, ftood gazing till we camc clofe to the
Wall, and then we faluted them witha Show-
er of twenty or thirty Granadocs, that {q
frightned them, that happy was he who got
firftaway. We then cntred the Fort, and
found
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found fome wounded Men in it. We pre-
fently fpik’d up the Vents of the Guns, and
left them, and came at our Leifure aboard
again,

A Day or two after,as my Boat was rowing
along the Shore,towards aPrasw that was com-
ing in towards the fmall River, they again fired
out of their Bufhes. I had forty two Guns
mounted on my Ship, and bringing my Broad-
fide to bear, I got five and twenty on that Side,
and pointing them well among the Trees and
Bufhes where we obferved the Smoke to a-
rife, we gave them a Volley of great Shot in
return of their Volley of fmall. By Report
our great Shot did fome Execution, but par-
ticularly on the poor Fithers, who had a
Village a little within the Woods, that we
did not fee.

T u1s Stoppage of Trade and Fithing, and
killing and wounding the People, made a
great%‘loife among the goorer Sort, having
i nine Days Time found more of the Effe&s
of Hoftility, than ever they did in their Lives
before, and fo gathering together in great
Numbers, went in a Body to the Palace,
threatning Vengeance on the Caufers of their
Calamity, and if the Engli/b were not reftored
to their ancient Privileges, they would have
a Woman to reign again.

A Nephew of the deceafed Queen lived
then privately at Pedier,a Town about feven
Leagues off. Some Orankayas who were
difcontented with the new King’s Govern-

ment, firft becaufe he was a Foreigner, aﬁld
: that
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that the Affairs of State were ill managed
and that a War with the Emnglifb was im-
pending, wrote to that Gentleman, that
if he would come to them with a fmall
Force, they would raife a Party to dethrone
him that reigned, and he might have a fair
Chance to fucceed him.

HowevEer, the reigning King not ex-
¥e&in that his new Cuftoms would meet with
uch Oppofition, fent an Orankaya aboard of
my Sh‘ig, with the Linguift, to know why we
made War on him. We replied that he was
the Aggreflor, by robbing us of our juft Rights
and Privileges, acquired by our Services, and
in firing at our Boats, fo we wondred that
+the King could ask a Reafon of us. The O-
rankaya told us, that he had brought a Pow-
er to make up all Differences onthe King’s
Part, but that we muft confent to fome new
Things, as that we fhould pay no Cuftoms,
but a Prefent as before, but that our Goods
muft go to the Cuftom-houfe, and there to
be opened, and was going on, but I inter-
rupted him, and told him he had demanded
more than could be granted already, fo he
might fave himfelf the Trouble of making far-
ther Demands.® When hefound that nothing
new could be obtained, he faid he would car-
ry our Anfwer to the King, which he did;
and the fame Evening Proclamation was cried
through the Streets, that the Engli/b might a-
gain repair to their refpeétive fioufes, and

trade onthe old Foundation. N
EXT
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NEexr Day [ went to wait on the Shaw-
bundaar, but carried a Guard of twenty Ex-
ropeans. Heaskt me why Icarried fo man
arm’d Men in my Company. I told him that
I underftood there were like to be Commo-
tions in the Country, and I wasrefolved to be
neuter, and would not be infulted by either
Party. He begg’d that I would land fome
Bales of Goods, to fhew that we were recon-
ciled, which I did, to the no {mall Joy of
the Town’s People, who were quite tired with
their new King’s Experiments.

Bur the Clamours of the People did not
ceafe. For whenthey had News of their de-
ceafed Queen’s Nephews raifing Forces to
come to Atcheen, the Diforders of the State
increafed, but I left them, and purfued my
Voyage to Malacca and Fobore, whereI met
with the Scots fecond Supercargo, as is.before
mentioned.

Atcheen affords nothing of itsown Product
fit for Export, but Gold Duft, which they
have pretty plentiful, and of the fineft Touch
of any in thofc Parts, it being two éar Cent.
better than Andra-ghiry or Pabaung Gold, and
is equal in Touch to our Gu#inea. They do
not dig for it, but catch it in Gullies, or little
Rivulets, as it wafthes offthe Mountains, and
onc particularly, a very high Mountain in Form
of a Pyramid, called Gold Mount, which by
Report furnifhes them yearly with above 1000
Pound Weight.

EvLEeruanTs arevery plentiful at Azcheesn,
and confequently their Teeth, which the S»-

rat
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rat Merchants buy up for their Markets. In
x702. I faw one who had been kept there a-
bove 100 Years, but by Report wasthen 300
Years old, he was about 11 Foot high,and had
a vaft Deal of Sagacity.

W HEN any young male Elephant grows
unruly, which they ufually doin rutting Time,
and break their Fetters and go aftay,
this old Elephant is immediately fent out,
and following the Track of his Foot, will
find him out, and bring him back to his
Stable, either by fair or foul Means.

At Atcheen they have a fmall Coin of
Leaden Money called Cafh, from twelve to
fixteen Hundred of them goes to one Mare,
or Maffcie. The Mafcie is a {mall Gold Coin
of fourteen Pence current, but in Value a-
bout twelve Pence Englifb. 1 have taken a
Gold Maffcie, and put it with a Mafeie of
Cafh, and thrown them into a Puddle of Wa-
ter, and the Elcphant would find out the
Gold among the Lead, by the nice Feeling of
his Probofcis.

T uerE isa very comical Piece of Revenge
he took on a Taylor in A#no 1692. A Ship
called the Dorothy, commanded by Captain
Thwaits, called at Atcheen for Refrefhments
in her Way from England to Bengal, and
two Engli/b Gentlemen refiding then at A~
cheen, went aboard to furnifh themfelves with
what Ewxropean Neceflarics they had Occafion
for; and, amongft other Things, they bought
fome Norwich Stuffs for Clothes, and there

being no Engli/b Taylor to be had, they em-
ployed

ployed a Suraz Taylor, who kept a Shop on
the Bazaar, or great Market-place, and had
generally half a Dozen, or halfa Score Work-
men to ¥ew in his Shop. It was the old E-
lephant’s Cuftom to reach in his Trunk at
Doors or Windows as he dpaﬂ'ed along the
Sideof a Street, begging decayed Fruitsor
ﬁoots, which the Inhabitants generally gave
im,

A s he was one Morning going to the Ri-
ver to be wathed, with his Cgamack, or Rider
on his Back, he chanced to put his Trunkin
at the Taylor’s Window, and the Taylor
prickt him with his Needle, inftead of giving
an Alms. TheElephant feem’d to take no
Notice of the Affront,but went calmly onto
the River, and was wathed, and being done
with wathing, troubled the Water with one
of his fore Feet, and then fucked up a good
Quantity of that dirty Water into his Trunk,
and pafling unconcernedlK along the fame
Side of the Street where the 'I»‘:;lor’s Sh
was, he putin his Trunk at the Window, an
blew his Nofe on the Taylor with fuch a
Forceand Quantity of Water, that the poor
Taﬁlor and his Life-guard, were blown off'the
Table thegewrou ht on, almoft frightned out
of their Senfes, but the Engli/b Gentlemen
had their Clothes fpoiled by the Elephant’s
comical, but innocent Revenge. :

No Place in the World punithes Theft
with greater Severity than Atcheen, and yet
Robberies and Murders are more frequent
there thanin any other Place, For thfr i:rlﬁ

ault,
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Fault, if the Theft do not amount to a Tayel
Value, it is but the Lofs of an Hand, or a
Foot, and the Criminal may choofe which
he'll part with ; and if caught a fecond Time,
the fame Punifhment and Lofs is ufed, but
the third Time, or if they fteal five Tayel in
Value, that Crime entitles them to Sowling,
or imgaling alive. 'When their Hand or Foot
is to be cut off, they have a Block with a
broad Hatchet fixt in it with the Edge u
wards, on which the Limb islaid, and ftruck
on with a wooden Mallet, till the Amputa-
tion is made, and they have an hollow Bam-
bow, or Indian Cane, ready to put the Stump
in, and ftopt about with Rags or Mofs, to
keep the Blood from coming out, and are fet
in a confpicuous Place, for Trravellers to gaze
on, who generally beftow a little Spittle in a
Pot, being what1s Y‘roduced by the Matfticati-
on of Beetle, and that ferves them inftead of
Salve to cure their Wounds. -

T uoszs who fuffer the Penalty of the Law,
who have no Families in the Town, are ba-
nithed to Pullo-wey, an I{land about four
Leagues to the North-eaftward of Archeen,
and there theicultivate the Ground, and breed
Poultry for the Ufe of the Town ; andIhave
heard that there are above five hundred of
thofe Banditti Inhabitants on it. There is
another Ifland that lies about three Leagues
to the Northward of Pullo-wey, called Pulfo-
rondp. It is uninhabited, and fends forth a Reef
of Rocks towards Pwulls-wey, above one
third Part of the Chanel. Between them

and
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and Pullo-gomus is Clufter of high moun-
tainous and rocky Iflands, to the North-weft-
ward of Atcheen, and their End runs to feven
Leagues Diftance from the Road. There is
no Danger lying above a Mile off them ; and
between Atcheen Head an high fteep Promon-
tory, and the South End of Gomus Hlands,
there are two Chanels to come from the
Weftward intothe Road. The fmalleft, which
isnot a Quarter of a Mile broad, has no Dan-
ger in it, but the broadeft, which is above
two Miles broady is peftered with Rocks
half Way over from Gomus Iflands.

True Vallies about Atcheen produce ex-
cellent Fruits, and the beft Mangoftanes in the
World grow there. The Air is very falu-
tary, and the River Waters are excellent for
bathing. Wathing in it before Sun-rifing,
and after fetting, has cured inveterate Fluxes ;.
and I have been told, that frequent Bathing
has cur'd the Pox.

CHAP. XLIL

Gives an Account of the Iflands and trading
Ports on the Weft Coaft of Sumatra.

ND now I leave Ascheen, and purfue

my Travels along the Weft Coaft of
umatra. Labon is the firft Place noted for
Gold Duftand Camphire, but has no Com-
merce with Strangers. Hog Ifland lies oppo-
fite to it, about ten Leagues off. Thisl al?d
takes
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takes it Name from the great Numbers of
wild Hogs on it, whoarc the only Inhabitants,
as Cocoalfland, clofe toir, takesits-Name from
the great Numbers of Cocoa-nut Trees
growing on it.

Baros is the next Place that abounds in
Gold, .Camphire, and Benzoin, but admits
of no forcign Commerce. It lies within the
South End of Hog’s Hland, about the fame
Diftance from it that Labon is. This Placc
fets a Boundary to theKingdom of A¢cheen.

Ayerbangie is the next Place of Notice. It

roduces Gold and Pepper, it lies about onc
Degree to the Northward of the Aquator,
and has the Advantage of a good fafe Har-
bour, but it is little frequented, becaufe of
the Treachery of the Natives, who muke
fmall Account of murdering Strangers, if they
can but get the leaft Advantage by it. The
Harbour lies in a fmall but deep Bay, and three
{mall I{lands lying before ir, make it a moft
excellent Harbour ; and the Chanels betwecn
the Iflands, and between the Shore and the
Iflands, are clear of Danger. TheNorth End
of Pullo-nayas lies about twenty L.eagues
without it. The Inhabitants of that Ifland
prove the beft Slaves in India,and aref{old at
an higher Price in the A¢cheen Market than
any others. _

Padang is about twenty Leagues to the
Southward of the Aquator, where the Dusch
have a Colony, and a ftrong Fort to defend
it from the Infults of the Natives. It
coft the Dusch many Men, and much Trea-
Vor. IL H fure

fure before they could force a Settlement

there, tho’ at laft they gained their Point,
y but being a Country that produces only Gold

and Pepper, the Profits can hardly bear the

Charge. The Ifland of Good Fortune lies a-
- bout 20 Leagues without it.

Indrapura is the next, and lies abount fifty
Leagues to the Southward of the Aquator.
It was formerly an Englifb Fa&tory, but the
Dutch infulted it in King William's War

) with France, and it has made but aforry Fi-
re in Trade fince. Its Commodity is only
epper; but it affords §reat Plenty of it, and
».very cheap.; The Ifland of Na/faw lies about
x5 Leagues withoutit.

Bencolon is an Englifb Colony, but the Ex-
ropean Inhabitants not very numerous. A-
bout the Year 1690. the Eaft-india Compa-
ny built a Fort there, and called it 2or£ Fort,
but Brick or Stone Wallsin that Country can-

ot long continue firm, becaufe Concuflions
“of theEarth are fo frequent by Earthquakes,
«that folid Walls are rent by the fhaking of
their Foundations. I has the Conveniency
of a River to bring their Pepper out of the
inland Countries, but great Inconveniencies in
fhipping it off on board the Ships, for there
is a dangerous Bar at thc River’s Mouth,
which has proved fatal to many poor Englifb
Men. The Road for Shipping is al{o incon-
venient ; for in the South-weft Monfoons,
there being nothing to keep the great Swell
of rolling Seas off them, but a {mall Ifland

called Rat Ifland, the Ships are ever in a
vio-
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violent Motion while that Monfoon lafts.)

T ueE inland Princes are often at Variance
among themfelves, and fometimesare trouble-
fomto the Trade of our Colony, but as their

_Wars are fhort; the Englifbare in little Dan-
ger by them. In the Year 1693. there was
a great Mortality in the Colony, the Gover-
nor and his Council all died in a fhort Time
after one another, and one Mr. Sowdor being
the eldeft FaQor, had his Refidenccat Pray-
man, or Priaman, a fubordinate Fa&ory to
Bencolon, being called to the Government of
the Colony, but not very fit for that Charge,
becaufe of his intemperate drinking, it for-
tuned in his thort Reign, that four Princes
differed, and rather than run into A&s of
Hoflility, referred their Differences to the Ar-
bitriment of the Englifb Governor,and came
to the Fort with their Plea. Mr. Sowdon foon
determined their Differences in favours of
the two that complained; and becaufe the
others feem’d diffatisfied with his Determina-
tion, ordered both their Heads to be ftruck
off, which ended their Difputes effectually,
and made them afterwards to make up Ditfe-
rences among themfclves, without troubling
the Ewnglifb with their Contentions and im-
pertinent Quurrels, but Governor Sowdon
was fent for to Fort St. George, and another
fent in his Place lefs fanguin.

AN ever fince that 'Time therchas been a
Succeffion of moderate Governors; and fome
have been guilty of as much Temerity the o-
ther Way. Forix l:ldmm 1719. the then Go-

2 vers
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vernor, having fome Difputes with fome of
the Natives, was fomewhat fearful of them.
On a feftival Day, in firing Guns, a2 Wad
from one of them fet Firc to an Houfe
thatcht with Reeds, and fcveral others con- -
tiguous to it took Fire from it, fo that it fpread
through the Market Place. The Governor
believm§ it to be done malicioufly by theNa-
tives, left the Fort preciﬁitantly, and got on
board of a Ship in the Road, leaving fome
Chefts of Money, and all the Artillery, Arms,
Ammunition, and other Effe&s of his Mafters,
behind him, and his Garifon, following their
I.l.igader, left their Pofts, and got aboard
alfo.

Tue Natives being furprifed with the
fudden Departure of the Engli/b, went into the
Fort, and took what they had moft Occafion
for ; but fome Chinefe Merchants, who had
fettled at Bencolon, being alfo frightned,em-
barked on their Veflels,and difperfed them-
felvesin Places where they thought they might
be moft fecure.

T nE chief Merchant of the Chinefé, who
is generally called the Chinz Captain, in the
Places where the Chinefé have Trade, went
to Batavia to fome Relations he had there,
but the Durch, according to their wonted
Hofpitality in India, punifhed him as a Cri-
minal, and taught him to make Lime and car-
ry Stones the Remnant of his Days, for dar-
ing to fettle among the ZEwng/i/b. Some of
the Chinefe 1 {faw the fame Year at Trangano
in Fobore, who gave me this Account. Where-

ever
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ever thefe poor Chinefé came, in Places where
the Dutch had Power, they were as heartily
rfecuted as a Poor Prozeftant is that takes
San&uary in a Country where the holy, chari-
table, zealous Remifh Clergy have Power.

T £ Natives werc almoft ruined by the £n-
glifb Defertion.  For as their Trade lay all
on their. Pepper, nonc came to buy it, and
their Regret being known at Fort St. Gesrge,
there was a new Governor fent back with a
new Garifon, to take Pofleflion again of their
own Fort. What the Company loft by that
unaccountable Piece of Temerity, I Know
not, but they gained very little Credit by it.

Tue Country above Bencolon is moun-
tainous and woody, and I have heard that
therc are many Pulcances in thisIfland ; but
whatever maz/be the Caufe, the Air is full
of malignant Vapours, and the Mountainsare
continually clothed with thick heavy Clouds,
that break outin Lightning, Thunder, Rain,
and fhort-liv'd Storms. Their Food is not
fit for every Stomach. Tame Buffalo may be
had, but no Cow-beef. Poultry are fcarce
and dear, and fo is Fifh, but fome Sorts of
Fruits are pretty plentiful ; however, the
Gentlemen there live as merrily, tho’ not fo
long, as in other Places bleft with Plenty,
and fo fociable, that they leave their Eftatcs
to the longcft Liver.

Sillebar lics but four Leaguesto the South-
caftward of Bencolon,and has a fine conveni-
ent Harbour to fhelter Shipping from all
Dangers caufed by ?t{orms, but the freth Wa-

{3 e
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ter is bad, and if drunk any confiderable
Time, canfes Grippings and Fluxes, but it
wants a River to bring Pepper from the in-
land Countries. . There is no Place of Com-
merce or Note between Sillebar and Lam-
poun Point, which is the Southwardmoft Point
on Sumatra, nor any Thing remarkable on
the Sea ﬂ:or;;)ut a {mall Village called Pi/-
fanigen, whicli has a fmall low Ifland lyinﬁ a
little Way off it, and there is above 40 Fa-
thoms deep within an Englifb Mile of the
Shore. And the Ifland of Engano lies in the
Offing, about 20 Leagues from it. It is an
Ifland about 3 Leagues long, uninhabited,
very fmooth, without Mountains, and may
be feennine or ten Leagues off.

Lampoun lies twenty Leagues from the
Paint within the Streights of Sunda, at the
Bottom of a deep Bay. The Engli/b had a

ood Pepper Faétory there, but it being a
f’art of the King of Bantam's Dominions,
that Fatory was loft when the Durch com-
pelled the Englifb to leave Bantam, in Auno
1683. and what Lampoun produccs, is carried
ta them at Bantam.
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CH AP XLIL

Treats of the Eaft Side of Sumatra, with
the adjacent Iflands, thesr Produét, Com-
merce, and Cufloms.

HERE are no other Places of Note

on that Part of the Sumatra Coaft, till
we come to Pullambam, which lies oppofite
to the North-weft Point of the l{land of
Banka, about four Leagues diftant from it.
Pulblambam is a Durch Faltory that brings
them great Quantities of Pepper, being un-
der Contraét with the King of Pullambam,
and other inland Princes, to take offall their
Pepper at a certain Price, I thinkit isfor 1o
Pieces of Eight, or 5o Shillings Ster. a Ba-
baar, of 400 Pounds Engli/b futtle Weight,
one Half to be paid in Money, and the other
Half in Cloth. The Cloth Part the Compa-
ny pays at 70 per Cent. on the prime.Coft ;
but all other Nations are debarr’d Commerce
there, except the Chinefé,and by their Means
the Engli/b comein for a Sharc of their Pep-
per, as our Ships pafs thraugh the Streights
of Banka.

‘Pullmﬂﬁm lies about eight Leagues from
the Sea, on the Banks of alarge River, which
divides it felf into feveral Branches, and they
difemboque at four Mouthsinto the Sea. The
Dutch keep two {mall Sloops cruifing about
thofe Mouths of the River, to prevent Smug-
gling, but Iand many others have found Ways
and Means to ladel our Ships full with Pep-

er, notwithftanding the firi®@ Guard. An

undred Pounds to the King, and as much
to the Durch Chief, make a Cargo of athou-
fand Babhaars eafily procur’d.

T ue Pullambam Pepper is very foul, info
much that we feldom find lefs than 10 or 12
per Cent. Garblage, but then we buy it for
nine Picces of Eight a Babaar. The Dutch
lade off about 3000 Tuns per Annum, from
this Place, and the Chinefe and Natives lade
off as much more. The Natives are obliged
to carry theirs to Batavia, and fell to the
Dwzch Company, but if they meet with a
Market by the Way, they’ll embrace it 5 for
the Company’s Payment being moft in Cloth
at high Rates, they are not fond of trading
with them.

Twue Dutch Company formerly drove a
good T'rade in Ophium,at Pullambam, which
(like French Claret and Brandy ) drew much
ready Cath out of his Country, as thofe do
out of ours, but in Axno 1708. the Kinﬁ or-
dered only the Importation of three Chefts,
each containing about 160 Pound Weiiht,
and if Smugglers were detefted, they
paid their Goods and Lives for their Difobe-

ence,
T 1 e Ifland of Bankalying fo near the Coaft
of Pullambam, Tl take a Vgiew of it asl pafs
along. It isabout fifty Leagues long, and fix-
teen broad, fome Places being broader, and
fome narrower. For about 3o Leagues it
faces the Sumatra Coaft, keeping between 3

and 6 Leagues diftant. The Entrance frc;‘m
the
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the Southward being fartheft diftant in the
Streights of Bemks, at the Mouth of which
is the Hland of Lucipers, a fmall barren I-
fland, which fends forth Sand Banks almoft
three Leagues towards the Coaft of Sume-
tra. And withina Mile of that Shore, where
the Chanel is ‘}fjfeﬁ’ there are but fourFa-
i:.hgms and an Water, but the Bottom is
oft.

Asourt 12 Leagues from the North End
is the Place of the King’s Refidence. In 1710,
a Son of the King of Pxllambam was King,
and a Fire accidentally happening in a Vil-
lage, when the Fire was extinguifhed, they
chanced to find much melted Metal under
the Rubbifh, which proved to be Tin. The
King ordered his People to dilg a little into
the Ground, and they found Plenty of Ore,
which he now reaps a good Advantage by.
The Dutch fent from Batavia for Leave to
fettle a FaQory there, but could not obtain
that Favour, the King declaring that his
Country fhould be free for all Nations to
trade in.

Tu e Natives of the Ifland are, as moft o-
ther Malayas, very treacherous, inhumane and
inhofpitable to Strangers, who have the Mif-
fortune to be fhip-wrackt on that Coaft. [
knew one Captdin Pelling, who belonged to
fome Gentlemen of Atcheen, and had the
Misfortune to be ihir-wrackt there, and they
cut him off and all his Crew, except two
Boys who were made Slaves: But I know a
very honeft ingenious Gentleman now alive

in
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in Evﬁlad, who had better Fortune, fors
after his Ship was loft in the Streights of
Banka, he and his Men dire&ed their Courfe
to Pullambam, where a very hofpitable Durch
Gentleman, who fortuned to be Chief of the
Dutch Affairs at that Time, gave them a
kind Reception, and procured them Paffage
for Batavia, where, fome Years after, I was
i?l Company with the Hoft and Gueft tage-.
ther.

Banka has a very foul Coaft for 6 Leagues
within Monapin Point, which is the North.
weit Cape-land on the Ifland ; and over that
Cape there is an high Mountain called Mo-

i Hill. On the North-eaft Coatft of the
and there are fo many Banks and Rocks
"under Water, that Navigation is very preca-
rious, and none but Panjalengs and Praws
ggx}all Veflels) venture to go that Tra&;
ides, there are no Places of Commerce

on the North-eaft Side of Banka, tq invite a
Stranger by the Profpe& of Gain, and fo I
return back to the Coaft of Sumdtra again,
without taking Notice of the little ];ggmx
-and Dammar that are the Pradu@ of Banka.

Frowm Pullambam there are no Places of
Commerce on the Coaft, till we come to

ambee, which is about 100 Englifb Miles,

Jere formerly the Englifb had a Fafory an
an Ifland near its River’s Mouth, called Be-
rella; but the Impediments their Trade met
with from the Duzch, who had a Fa&tory in
the Country up the River, made the Engli/b
Company withdraw. The Duzchkept alittle
Fa&ory
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FaQory at Fambee till 1710. and then with-
drew alfo. 'That Country produces only
Pepper and Canes ; and, by the Lazinefs of
the ?texhabitants, there is hardly any of them
procurable.

Tue Ifland Lingen lies under the Aqua-
tor, about 20 Leagues from Fambee, and as
far from the River of Fobore, and isa Part
of the Fobore Dominions. It isabout twen-
ty Leagues long, and ¢en broad. It is very
mountainous within, and very low towards
she Sea, Its Product is fome Pepper and
“Canes, and it abounds in Porcupines, which
affords them the valuable Porcupine Beakoar.
\Some of them I have feen as big as a Wall-nut,
and of the fame Shape, and pretty near in
Colour, valued at 600 Pieces of Eight. Be-
tween Lingen and Sumatra are the Streights
of Drions, where generally Ships pafs that go
from Malacca to Batavia.
< Qn~ the Sumatra Shore there are no Places
of Commerce, till we come to the South
Entrance of Andraghira River, and there lies
Pattapan, a Town belonging to the Domi-
nions of Fobore, that affords Peﬂper and Gold.",
Off the Mouth of that River about ten Leas’
gues ly the two lflands of Carimon, and be-
tween them and the Sumarra Shore, arethe
Streights of Labon. Upon the Faft Side of
the great Carimon, is the Entrance of the
Streights of Drions ; and between the fmall
Carimon and Tanjong-bellong on the Conti-
nent, is the Entrance of the Streights of Sin-
capure before mentioned, and alfo into the

Streights
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Streights of Goversadore, the largeft and ea-
fieft Paffage into the China Seas. There are
many Iflands lying thick heresbouf, all un-
der the Dominions of Fobore. .

Tue Dutch have alfo a FaGory on the
River of Andraghira, called Siack, but of no
great Moment. It is fo unhealthful, that in-
corrigible Sots, and other Lumber of the a-
&ive World, are fent thither to expiate their
Offences againft Nature, and very feldom a-
ny return back to give an Account of the Sa=
Inbrity of the Country. The Reafon may be,
that Xearly there are vaft Numbers of Fifh
called Shades, about the Bignefs of a large
Haddock, full of Bones, and Rows about
one third of their own Magnitude, which
come into that River to fpawn,and great Num-
bers of People refort thither in that Seafon
to catch them, for the fake of their Rows,
and throw away the reft of the Fifh, which
fo corrupts the Air, that few can hold out
one Year, but are relieved every fix Months,
except thofe who are fent for Sacrifices to
Pluto.

Tue Dutch have another Falory right
oppofite to Malacca, on the Side of a large
River, called Bankalis. Whether that be a
Branch of Andraghira River I know not,

sbut I believe it is. The Company vends a

eat Deal of Cloth and Ophium there, and

g:in Gold-duft in Return. That benefici-

~al T'rade was not known to the Duzch be-

fore 1685. that one Mr. Lucas, a Faftor in

the Company’s Service at Malacca, was _?_d&
vife
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vifed by 2:8¢alsyato fend fome Suraz Bafsacs
dyed blue, and fome Berams dyed red, which
are both coarfe Cotton Cloth much worn in
that Country; and Ophium is as much in
Requeft there, as Tea is with us. In 10 Yoars
that he kept that. Trade wholly to himfilf,
tho’ in other Mens Names, he got an Efate
of 10 or 12 Tuns of Gold, or about 1rcooe0
Pounds Englifb, and then revealed the Seq
cret to the Company, who took that Trade

altogether inta their own Fands.
HERE are prodigious Numbers of wild
Swine about B s, and,.in the Months
of December and Fannary, their Fleth is ve-
ry fweet and fat. In thofe Months great
umbers of People refort thither in fmall
Praws. Some go into the Woods, and drite
them towards the River, while others are
ready with Dogs to drive them into it, and
when one goes, all the Herd follows. Others
are ready with Lances in their Praws, to
purfue them in the- Water, and lance them,
and fo many as are lanced, drop down on
the other Shore, and they are immediately
carried to Plates appointed, where there are
many Fires made of Bruth-wood and Leaves
of Trees, which the Woods afford in Freat
Plenty, and, in thofe light Flames, they finge
the l-}'air off, and take out the Intrails, and
cut them up in proper Pieces, and falt them
in the Prsws; and every Praw has a
Share proportionable to the Number of Men
it brings. After it has lien three or four
Days in Salt, they wath the Pork, and hang
it
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it in Smoke, and then put it into Casks,
which they have ready for their Purpofe,
with fome dry Salt, and fell it by the Cask
to the beft Bidder. AndI think itis the mof
favoury falt Pork that ever I tafted. '

Tuose Fith Rows caught at Siak, they
pickle up in Salt and Tamarinds; and then
dry them in Smoke, and when dry enough,
put them up in large Leaves of Trees, and
tranfport them to all the Countries about,
from Atcheen to Siam. It is called, when dri«
ed, Turbow, and of Pork and Turbow they
drive a good Trade, which, I think, far ex<
ceeds Caviar. ,

THuere is no other Place on the Sumarra
Coaft, between Bankalis and Archeen, that
admits of Commerce with Strangers, tho’
there are feveral large Rivers, at leaft, by
their Outlets to the Sea, they appear to be fo.
‘There is one called Delley, that lies § Leagues
within Pullo Verera, a {mall uninhabited I-
fland, that affords nothing but frefh Water
and Wood. The Inhabitants on that Part of
Sumatra, are faid to be Canibals. Diamond
Point lies about 20 Leagues to the North«
weft of Pullo Verera, that fends dangerous
_Rocks above a League off Shore. ’ﬁnlu&
habitants are uncivilized, murdering all whom
they can furprife or mafter.) And at Pifang,
about 10 Leagues to the Weftward of Dia-
mond Point, there is a fine deep River, but
not frequented, becaufe of the Treache-

and bloody Difpofition of the Natives.
I"’lzwelve Leagues. farther Weft lies ?edief.
t
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It has the Benefit of a good River, byt be-
ing but eight Leagues from Archeen, it has
no Trade. T

CHAP. XLIV.

Tréat:}fjava, and the Iflands near it, with
an Account of the Garifins and Fatlories
Sfettled on that Ifland by the Dutch, the
Produét and Commerce {Java, Bally, Lom-
bock, Flores, Solore, Leolana, Panterra,
Mifcomby, Timore, Banda ard Molucca
Iflands, and the Iflands of Celebes their
roduét, Extent and Commerce.

ND now having ended my Tour round
Sumatra, 1 muft return to the South-

ward, and travel to the Eaftward of Sumatra,
and to the Southward of the Aquator, a-
mong thofe famous Hlands; and Fsva bein
the weftmoft, I begin there, and march Eaft-
ward among Iflands far from any Continent.
Princes land is clofe to the” Weft Point
of Java. It has a Chanel between itand 74~
va, but there is fome Danger init. There
are no Inhabitants on it ; but there are three
Places that afford good Water, and Wood
enough for Shé‘ps bound out of the Streights
of Sunda to aro{e. There are feveral o~
ther Iflands in the Streights, as Caccotoa, Dx-
ars,in the Way, the Butzon and Cape, and
feveral others without Name. "
HE
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T ue firft Place of Commerce on the Weft
End of Fava, is the famous Bawtam, where
the Englifb and Danes had their Fa&ories
flourifhing till .Anno 1682. at which Time the
neighbourly Duzch fomented a War between
the old King of Baentam and his Son, and
becaufe the Father would not come into their
Meafures, and be their humble Slave, they
ftruck in with the Son, who was more cove-
tous of a Crown than of Wifdom. They,
with the Affiftance of other Rebels, put the
Sen on the Throne, and took the old King
Prifoner, and fent him to Batevie; and, in
1683. they pretended a Power from the new
King to fend the Engli/b and Danes a pack-
ing, which they did with a great Deal of In-
folence, according to Cuftom. They next
fortified, by buil§ing a ftrong Fort within
a Piftol-fhot of one that the old King had
built before to bridle their Infolence.

Il'un only Produ& of Bantam is Pepper,
wherein it abounds fo much, that they can
export 10000 Tuns per Annum. ‘The Road

is good, and fecure for the Safety of Shi
ping. Itis in a pleafant Bay, wherein are {e-
veral fmall H{lands, which retain their Eng-
Zifb Names ftill ; and the Natives ftill lament
the Lofs of the Engli/b ‘Trade among them,
but the King has much more Reafon than his
Subjefts to regret the Lofs of their Com-
. merce. ) The Good-will the Natives bear to
the Dutch may be conjettured from their
Treatment, when they find an Opportunity,
for if an Hollander goes but a Musket;.{hot
rom
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from their Fort, it is five to one if ever he
returns, for they are dextrous in throwing a
Lance, or fhooting of poifoned Darts thro’ a
wooden Pipe or Trunk; and the King ne-
ver redreffes them, pretending the Criminal
cannot be found.

Batavia is about 20 Leagues to the Eaft-

ward of Bantam, and a great Number of
{mall Iflands ly fcattered in the Way, too te-
dious to mention. Pullo-panjang off Ban-
tam, and Edam off Bataviaare the moft cun-
?icuous, and the Road of Batavia is almoft
urrounded with Iflands, fome of them inha-
bited, and fome not. Its Topography I'll re-
fer to another Time, with fome hiftorical
Accounts of it, both ancient and modern.

Cheraboan is the next Colony on the Coatt,
to the Eaftward of Baravia, belonging to the
Dutch, where they have a Fort and a {fmall
Garifon.

Tagal is alfo a Dusch Settlement, with a
fmall Fort for its Defence; and there is no
other remarkable Place till we come to Sama-
rang, a good Colony, with a Fort of Mud
,and Wood to defend it. Damack and Cox-
tus, two Places that ly between Samarang
‘and Japara, are noted, one for the Abun-
dance of Rice,that it exports, and the other
for great Quantities of good Sugars that it
producgs. They are pcopled moftly with
Chinefé, and fo is

Fapara, which formerly had an Englifb
Fa&tory, but now isaltogether in the Durch
Hands. It is defended by two Forts, one
Vor. IL I on
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on an Hill, and the other in a Plain, where
the Town flands, and has a fmall River to
wath its Walls. The Road is fecured by two
Iflands that ly about a League off the Town.
I bought good white Sugar in Cakes here
for two Dutch Dollats per Pecul, being 140
b. Englifb futtle Weight.

Tampeira is the next Place to the Eaft-
ward, and to the Eaftward of it is Rambang,
about 2 Leagues from it, where the Duzch
have a fmall wooden Fort, and a little Ga-
rifon of fixteen Men. Thofe two afford no-
thing but excellent Teak Timber for build-
ing. And to the Eaftward of Rambang is
Sorobay, which lies within the Ifland Madu-
ra, and, I believe, is the eaftmoft Settlement

the Dutch have on the lfland of Fava. It
roduces much Pepper, fome Bees-wax and
Iron. Sorobay is about 125 Leagues to the

Faftward of Batavia, and the Country, alon

Shore, as pleafant. and fruitful in Grain an
Fruits as any in the World. Tame Cattle
~and wild Game are very plentiful, good and
cheap. At Rambang 1 mﬁht a Cow, flefhy
and fat, for two Pieces of Eight, that weigh-
ed above 300 Weight; and wild Hog and
Deer we killed daily with our Fowlinﬁ;pleces,
as we_did alfo Peacocks and wild Poultry.
‘The Cocks are all like one another, with red
Necks and Bodies, and black Wings and
Tail; and the Hens are exadlly like large
Partridges. The Cocks are pretty large, and
when they take Wing, they make a Noife that
may be heard half aMile. Their Flefhis bo‘gh
a-
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favoury and juicy; and the wild Hog is ex-
cellent. In the Woods are many flying Squir-
rel; Some of them I have feen tame in Ca-
es. 'They alfo have little Horfes wild in the
oods, and fome Tigers, but being not
much pinched with Hunger, they feldom at-
tack Men. They have one dangerous little
Animal called a Fackoa, in Shape almoft like
a Lizard. It is very malicious, and piffes
at every Thing that offends it, and where-
ver the Liquor lights on an animal Body, it
prefently cankers the Flefh, unlefs immedi«
ate Cauterizings are ufed, and if that cannaot
be had, the Piece muft be cut out, for, if
once it blifters the Skin, there is no Cure for
it afterwards; but he feldom fails of giving
Notice where he is, by a Joud Noife calling
Fackoa.

I was once at Supper with fome Durch
Gentlemen at Rambang, in an Houfe thatcht
with Cocoa-nut Leaves, and we were no
fooner fet, but one of thofe Fackoas open<
ed its Throat almoft over our Heads. The
Dutch Gentlemen took the Alarm, and a-
rofe from the Table in great Hafte, and ran
out.of the Room, calling to me, who fat {till
g)ot a little furprifed to fce their fudden

ight) to follow them, for my Life was in
Danger, and, on hearing that Admonition,
I was not long after them ; but its Noife fpoil-
ed our Supper.

A's there are many Species of wild Ani-
mals in thofe Woods, there is one particular,
called the Oran Outalng. Itis neareft to hurgan},‘

2 ot
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both in Shape and Sagacity, among all the
Herd of Animals. 1 faw one about four
Foot high, grofs bodied, long Arms from
the Shoulders to the Elbows. His Finger
Ends reacht juft to his Knees, ashe ftood up-
right. His Thighs and Legs plump, but too
fmall in Proportion to his Body. His Feet
long, and broad at the Toes, but a little too
narrow at the Heel. His Belly prominent,
covered with a light-coloured Fur, the reft
of his Body being brown, and the Fur thick-
er and lon§er than the Belly Fur. His Head
fomewhat large. His Face broad, and full.
His Eyes gray and fmall. His Nofe little and
fla. His Upper-lip and Under-jaw very
large. Heblows his Nofe, and throws away
the Snot with his Fingers, can kindle aFire,
and blow it with his Mouth. And I faw one
broyl a Fith to eat with his boyled Rice.
The Females have their regular Menfirua.
They have no Tail, and walk upright. They
are of a melancholy Difpofition, and have a
grave dejeéted Countenance, and even when
they are young, they are never inclined to
play, as moft other Animals are. There is
a {maller Sort, but of a different Species, cal-
led Oumpaes; but their Legs and Arms are
very {mall.

THev have many large Crocodiles or Al-
legators in their Rivers and Marifhes, and
fometimes they go a Mile or two off to Sea,
and get foul of the Fifhers Nets. I wasclean-
ing a Veflel (that I bought at Samarang) on
a Bed of Ooze, and had Stages fitted for my

People
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People to' ftand on, when the Water came
round the Veflel, and we were plagued with
five or fix Allegators, which wanted to beon
the Stage, and every Moment difturbed our
Men, fo I, and two of my Men, fat on the
Veflel’s Deck, and fired ‘Muskets at them,
but our Ball did them no Harm, becaufe
their hard fcaly Coat was Shot-proof. At
laft we contrived to fhoot at their Eyes, and
we fhot at one fo. Affoon as he found him-
felf wounded, he turned Tail on us, and,
with great Flouncings, made towards the
Shore about half a Mile from us, and the
reft following him, we were pretty quiet af-
ter that. A Day or two after, fome Fifhers
told us, that they had feen a dead Allegator
l{ling on the Shore, and pointed whereabout
they faw him. I went, in a Boat, athore,and
found him lying at full Length. I meafured
his Length, and found, from his Nofe to his
Tail, twenty feven Foot and an half, and he
was about one third Part of his Length in
Circumference about the Belly.

I was in Samarang in 1704. in the Months
of Fuly and Auguft, when Navigation on
that Coaft is accounted dangerous. A War
happened then to break out betwcen the Na-
tives of that Part of 7ava and the Dusch,
about the Sucéeflion of a new Sun Suonan
or Emperor, the old one demifing about
that Time. The Duzch would impofe the
old Emperor's Brother on them againt the

eneral Bent of the Nation, and the Nobili-
ity were for his eldeft Son, being the
I3 eftabli-
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eftablifhed Law and Cuftom of the Coun-

I being then bound for Batavia, the Com-
modore defired me to carry a Pacquet of
Letters for the General and his Council,
which I did, and delivered them, before
they were fix Days old, to the General (Fan
Van Hoorn) which Piece of Service recom-
mended me to his Favour, which he demon-
ftrated afterwards in fome Indulgences I had,
and fome Confidence he repofed in me.

Tue War begun then, lafted 20 Years
longer than at firlt the Dusch imagined. It
taught the Favans the Art of War, having
a great Number of Maccaffers and Ballies,
who had been trained up in the Dwsch Com-
pany’s Wars againft feveral Nations. Many
of them came into the eldeft Son’s Intereft,
who having as good Courage and fubtle
Stratagems, with much greater {\fﬂity of
Body than the Durch, made the War more
terrible and dangerous than any the Compa-
ny had ever entred into, notwithftanding the
Pretender had a large Party of Favans, and
was aflifted by Maccaffers, Amboincfe, Ballies
and Bougies ; but they wanted the Esropean
Difcipline that the others had who ferved
the young Emperor, for they could encamp
and mine as well as the Durch.

A Dutch Captain, in his March towards
the Dutch Camp, fell, with his Company,
into an Ambuth of Favens. Some of his
Men were killed, but he, and moft of his

Men were taken Prifoners. The Dwzch
Camp
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Camp was pitched on the Side of a River,
and the Favans a few Miles above them on
the fame River's Side. Next Day, to the
Dautch great Amazement, they faw the Cap-
tain and his Mcn fwimming down with the
Stream, on Bundlcs of Reeds, with all their
Legs, Thigh-bones and Arms broken, and
moft of them alive. Their Country-men
took them out of the River, and ufed Mcans
to fave their Lives, but very few lived,
which put their whole Army in fome Dread,
by obferving what Quarter the¥ might ex

peé if any of them were taken Prifoncrs.
T nue Religion of Fava is partly Mahome- .
/tan and partly Pagan. The Pagans choofe
Women to be Pricftefles, and they are gene-
.rally old, and well skilled in VWitchcraft.
And it is reported, that they have frequent
Converfation with the Devil, who appears to
them in an horid monftrous Shape, and the
Pricftefles facrifice an Hog to him. The Em-
peror refides at an inland Town called Car-
tafonri, about three Da{'s Journey from §a-
marang, where I'll leave him, and proceed to
/ T u e lland of Madura, that produces no-
thing for a foreign Market, but Dcer Skins.
They may be had in great Abundance, and
very cheap. This Ifland confronts fava to
its very eaftermoft Point. I have no Know-
ledge of the Iflands to the Eaftward of Fava,
but what 1 have had by Information from the
Dutch, who are the only Pofleflors of that
Commerce, except two Englifb Ships that
fell in among fome ?f thofe Iflands, and fo.ll‘
4 wil'

~
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will go on in thofe lame Obfervations and
Remarks.

I obferved before, that Sorobay was the
eaftermoft Settlement the Durch have on

ava, neither have they any Footing, that I

ave heard of, on the South Side of that I-
fland, tho’ the Natives are pretty well civili-
zed, and as Ships from Ewurope fall in with
that Coaft, they will bring off Provifions to
fell them, particularly if they fee Emglifb
Colours, for very often the Dwzch buy
their Commodities, but pay nothing for
them. _
~ T ne Hland of Bally lies next Fava tothe
Eaftward. It abounds in Provifions for the
Inhabitants, but affords nothing fit for Ex-
portation. The Natives are daring and bold,
even to Defperation. Many of them enter in
the Durch Service, and make good Soldiers.
Between Fava and Bally are the Streights
of Bally. ’

Lambock is next Bally to the Eaftward,
and about the fame Magnitude. It produ-
ces the fame Neceflaries as Bally, but no-
thing to export.

“"Combava is ncxt to Lambock to the Eaft-
ward, an Ifland as big as both the laft two
mentioned. It produces nothing for Export.
Between it and Lambock are the Streights of
Allafs, named from a Town ftanding on the
Shore, about the Middle of the Streights.

T uEe next Iflands to the Eaftward of Com-
bava, are the two Iflands of Sappi, of fmall
Account in Commerce, and {o is T

HE
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Tuelfland of Flores to the Eaftward of
them, tho’ it is an Ifland above so Leagues
long, and 18broad. In Ammo 1703. Captain
Wright in the Leghorn Galley, loft his Paf-
fage from Banjar on Borneo,to Batavia, and
by contrary Winds,and ftrong Currents, was
driven to this Ifland, and anchored at a Town
on the Weft End of it called Larrentoucka,
Finding the Place convenient and fafe to pafs
three or four Months of the Wefterly Mon-
foons, he took an Houfe afhore, and kept
fometime one Part of his Ship’s Crew athore,
and fometines another, to refreth them. He
gave Warning to the People of the Town
not to truft his Men, but they, minding their
own Profit, had trufted thc Seamen about
1co L. Sterl.. A little before he was ready
to fail, the Creditors came and demanded
their Money. He refufed Payment, alledg-
ing that a publick Crier had gone through
the Town forbidding any Body to truft his
Men, and that Crier was ordered by a Ma-

iftrate to proclaim the Prohibition. The

reditors faid it was true they could not re-
cover any Thing by Law, but if he valued
his own Health he would fatisfie them, if not
in all, yet inPart, and fo hepaid one Half,
which moft of them were content with, but
one old Witch was not, but threatned his
Dqgru&ion, if fhe had not all her Demand

aid.
P Tu e Captain knowing that the Natives were
very skilful in the Art of Poifoning, refolved
to prevent their taking any Opportunity that

aY,
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Way, and fo went on board to eat and ﬂeeF,
and was fo cautious, that he would not fo
much as tafte their green Fruits, nor {mell
their Flowers, after the Time that the old Hag
threatned him, and yet before he left the
Place, he found himfelf much troubled with
Grippings and Fluxes. I was at Batavie
when he came there. He could not reach
the Road with his Ship before he anchored,
but was forced to anchor without, and fent
his Boat on board of my Ship, to defire Hel
to weigh their Anchor. I {ent a Boat wit
20 Men and an Officer, to bring’ their Ship
into the Road, which next Morning they did ;
the poor Man was brought to that Pafs by
the Effe@s of Poifon, that he could not
walk without being fupported, nor could he
life his Hand to his Head.

I'waited on him athore, and he defired to
be carried to his ufual Quarters, at the Sign
of the red Lion, kept by a Woman called Black
Moll, a Native of the Ifland of Flores, and
he giving her an Account of his Condition,
and how ignorant he was of the Caufe of it,
the bid him be cheerful, for fhe knew how
he had been poifoned, not by any Thing ta-
ken inwardly, but by a Spell, and bid him
recolle¢t himfelf, and try if he could remem-
ber if he had not _ftept over a Bit of Paper,
orthe Leaf of a Flag, in going in or out of
any Houfe, which, after a little Paufe, he
could very well remember he had. She af-
fured him that he fhould be perfe&ly well in
a Month’s Time, and the performed her Pri?-

mife
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mife to Admiration. I left Barevia before
the Cure was perfe&ed, but afterwards when
I came to Batavia, the gave me anAecount
that fhe had reftored him to perfect Health,
and feveral Years after, I faw him at Fort St.
George.

Solor, Loolana, Panterra, and Mifcomby,
all ly tothe Kaftward of Flores. They pro-
_duce a little Sandal-wood, and Caffia-ligna.

The Dutch have a Fa&ory on Solor.

T ue Hland Timor lies within 20 Leagues
to the South of thofe four Iflandsabovemen-
tioned. It is a large Ifland about goL.eagues
long, and 18 broag. The Natives acknow-
ledge the King of Porzugal their Sovereign,
and have embraced the Romifb Religion.
‘They permitted the Portugueze Colony of
Maccao in China, to build a Fort onit, which
they called Leifaw, and the Durch a Fatory
called Coxpang, but would never fuffer either
to interfere with the Government of their
Country. ‘The Portugueze of Maccao drove
a very advantagious Trade to Zimor for many
Years, and ﬁng;ng the Natives inclined to be
paflive Catholicks, tried by fair Means to get
the whole Government of the Country into the
Church’s Hands, but could not beguile them
that Way, therefore they tried Force, and
commenced a War, but to their Coft they
found, that the 7imoreans would not lofe
their Liberty for fear of the Lofs of Blood.
They chofe one Gonfales Gomez their Ge-
neral. He was a Native of T#mor, and had
travelled to Maccao and Goa. He allowcled

the
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the King of Portugalto be the Sovereignand
Prote&or of their Country, and they would
be his loyal Subjeéts, providing their Laws
and Liberties might be fecured to them.

Tuaar War withthe City of Maccao lafted
about fifteen Years. It began about the Year
1688. and was not quite finithed in the 1703.
and Maceas in the End was ruined by it, for
it exhaufted both their Stock of Men and
Money to fuch a Degree, that of 1000 Ci-
tizens the Town had before the War, there
was hardly fifty left at the End of it, and of
{o;ty Sail of trading Ships, not above five
eft.

Tue Vice-roy of Goa fent an Embafly to
Gonfales Gomez, in the Year 1698. to per-
fwade him to Peace, and to accept of a Go-
vernor General and an Archbifhop from Goe,
but to no Purpofe, for they declared, that
they would admit of no foreign Governors
i}; their Country, either in Church or State.

T ue Produét of the Ifland is Sandal-wood,
the beft and largeft in the World, which is
a great Commo ig in China, alfo Gold and
Bees-wax. The Gold is plentiful, but of a
low Touch, not amounting to 20 Caraéts
fine.. And all Manner of Provifions are plen-
tiful and cheap, but no anchoring about the
Ifland, except at Leifaw and Coupang, And
the Coatft is fubje& to frequent Tornadoes, or
Squalls of Wind and Rain, introduced with
much Thunder and Lightning.

Tu eNatives report, that at a certain Sea-
fon of the Year, after the South-weft Iiy'lon-

oons
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foons are fet in, they can difcern an high
mountainous Land to the Southward of them,
and continues in Sight from December to the
latter End of February, or the Beginning of
March, and then difappears. If the Report
be true, it muft be fome floting Ifland, that
comes from and goes to New Holland, which
is the next Traét of Land to the South of
Timor. Thefe Accounts ] had from a Por-
tuﬁneze Gentleman called Alexander Pinto,
who was a Captain at Leifsw four Years,
and was bound from Batavia to Goa,in An-
#0 1704. Hewent Paflenger with me, and
feem'd to be a Man of Probity.

I never met with any Body that could give
me any tolerable Account of the Iflands to
the eaftward of Timor, or of New Guinea, or
New Holland, and foT'll pafs by them, and di-
re& my Courfe to the Iflands of Banda, where
Cloves, Nutmﬁgs, and Mace grow, but are
now all engrofled by the Duzch, who. allow
one of them called Pulio-wey, to belong to
the Englifb, after they had been at 40 Years
Pains to cut down all the Clove and Nut-
meﬁe'l:rees that grew on it, and have made
it th for the Natives ever to plant any
on It.

T ue Englifb had alfo a Fa&ory on Pullo-
rom, but were glad to leave it about the Year
1618. The Dxtch have that Ifland {lill, with
Loutore and Noro, where they reap plentiful
Crops of Spice.

1 muft now fteer Weft-north-weft about 30
I.eagues, to the famous Ifland of dmh;liu,

where
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where as real a Tragedy was afted on the
Englifb, as ever happened among Friendsand
Allies. The Story is too well known to need
a Place here. However, at prefent it has
altered its Scene, and turned prodigioufly re-
ligious, having no lefs than so Duzch Pro-
ﬁllaxt Churches on that holy Ifland, and the
atives are very fond and forward to turn
Converts, efpecially fince fome Amboinefe
Youths have been fent to Holland, and
trained up in their Univerfities, and ho-

noured with Church Orders. They comin

back to their own native Land, loaded wit
fuch fine Qualifications, and receiving great
Refpe& from their Mafters the Duzch, make
the Converfion of the Populace very eafie.
T us Dutch have fo fortified Amboina, by
their own Report, that they think it impreg-
nable. It is true Vicforia Bay is fathomle%'s
till Shipping come within a Mile of their
Forts, and there is no other Place for ancho-
ring on that Side of the Ifland, but I have
heard fome Dutch Officers,in difputing their
Knowledge of Amboina, fay, that on that Side
that fronts the Coaft of Ceram, there are fe-
veral Places of anchoring at a Mile or two
diftant from the Shore, and nevera Fort built
to impede an Enemy’s landing, and that ifan
Army fu;erior in Force to what the Dxrch
have at Viétoria, would march but fix or fe-
ven Leagues by Land, they might come on
the Back of the Town, and lodge on Hillsfo
near it, that none could pafs the Streets in
the Town, nor appear on their BulwarkBs or
at-
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Batteries ; but this was a Secret that the En-
glifb or French ought not to know.

T ue Hland Ceram, near Amboina, has alfo
Cloves and Nutmegs, and the Dusch appro-
Eriate that Ifland to themfelves, and have a

atory on it called Ambay. It is a large
Ifland of 70 Leagues long,and 15 broad.

Buro is alfo a Dautch Hland, producin
Clovesand Nutmegs. It lies Weft-north-wef
of Amboina, about 35 Leagues diftant. It is
about 20 Leagues long, and in the Middle
10 broad.

Pullo-ouby liesin the Way between Bura
and Gilbok, the largeft of all the Molucca I-
flands. The South Part of Gilolo is called
Batta-china, and the Aquator cuts theIfland
in the Middle. Onthe Weft Side of Gilb,
and at a little Diftance from it, ly Bazchiaen,
Matchian, Montil, Tidor, and Ternatey. The
are but fmall Iflands, but produce the greate
%Jantities of Cloves and Nutmegs, of all the

olucca Hlands.

On e Captain Etbrington, in a Ship called
the Refolution, made a Trip to Giblo about
the Year 1692. and got 40 Tuns of Spice.
He called at Bazaviain his Way to Enf(laud,
and the Duzch being very folicitous to know
where he had been, he freely told them, to
let them fee the Engli/b were not quite igno=
rant of that Navigation,if they hadaMind to
follow it.

I now continue my Courfe Weftward along
the Aquator, to the Ifland Celebes, the Eaft-
Side of which Ifland, and a great Nun{r_bez]'lof

. maller
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fmaller ones, are little frequented by Stran-
ers, but on the South-weft Corner of itis
accaffer, where the Durch have a FaQory,
but its chief Produé is Corn, which indeed
all thofe eaftern Iflands abound in, and con-
fet]:lently in Poultry. The Natives are of a
light Olive Colour, and the Women well
fhaped, and pretty beautiful, for which Rea-
fon they are in great Efteem among the Duzch
and Chinefe, who buy them for Bed-fellows,
and often marry them. The Menand Wo-
men are both fhort in Stature, but well fea-
tured, and well limb’d. ‘They are very lov-
ing and faithful if well ufed, but exceeding
revengeful if ill ufed. The Country is popu-
lous and very large, being almoft 200 Leagues
long, but the Breadth unequal. At the broad-
eft it is about 70 L.eagues. About 30 Leagues

CHAP XLV.
Gives an Account of Borneo.

HE ﬁreat Ifland of Bormew, or Bor-
neo, the largleﬁ cxcept California, in the
known World. The Weit Side of it is for
the moft Part defert. On the South End lies
Pullo-laut, a2 moft excellent Harbour for.
Shipi inf. The Ifland is but thinly peopl'd,
its Produ& being nothing but Rice,%ut the
North End of it lies near many Rivers that
come out of the Pepper Countries. Ttﬁe I&
an
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fland is about 20 Leagues long, but of an
unequal Breadth, tho’ in fome Parts it isza
Leagues broad.

HERE is aChanel runs between Pu/io-
Jout and the Ifland of Bormeo, about two
Miles broad, fome Places narrower,and fome
broader, and from feven to five Fathoms
deep, all the Way through, and there are fe-
veral rifing Grounds along that Shore, fit to
build Houfes on, which is a Rarity on the
Sea Coafts of Borneo, feldom to be met with.
I heard Mr. Sylvanus Landen, who had been
Chief of Borneo, fay, that he much wondred
why the Company of Emngland fhould have
fettled a FaQory at Bawjar-maffeen, where
they were forceg for feveral Years to keep
their Fa&ory on Flotes of great Trees tied
together, and made faft to Trees growing in
the Water, on the Side of a River, with Cables
made of Rottans, and when they built 2
Fa&ory, they were forced firft to drive Poles
in the Ground, to makea Foundation, as the
Dutch do at Amflerdam, and raife Earth on
them to build upon.

Cartain Barry,avery ingenious Gentle-
man, drew the Plan, but died before the Work
was brought to any great Forwardnefs, and
Mr. Cunningham, who came thither from Puk
lo-condore, when that Fa&tory was cut off by
their Maccaffer Soldiers, came: to the Head
of the Company’s Affairs. He was bred a
Surgeon, and had turn’d Virtuofs, would
fpend whole Days in contemplating on the
Nature, Shape, and Qualities of a Butterfly
Vou Il K or
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or a Shellfith,and left the Management of the
Company’s Bufinefs to others aslittle capable
as himfelf, fo every one but he was Mafter.
Tueir Fa&ory was not half finithed be-
fore they began to domineer over the Na-
tives, who paft in their Boats up and down
the River, and very imprudently would needs
fearch one of the King’s Boats, who was car-
rying a Lady of Quality down the River,
which fo provoked the King, that he fware
Revenge, and accordingly gathered an Army,
and fhipt it on large Praws, to execute his
Rage on the Faftory and Shipping that lay
on theRiver. The Company had two Ships,
and there were two others that belonged to
private Merchants, and Iwas pretty deeply
concerned inone of them. The Fa&ory re-
ceiving Advice of the King’s Defign, and the
Preparations he had made, left their Fa&ory,
and went on board the Shipping, thinking
themfelves more fecure on board than afhore.
When all Things were in a readinefs, the
Army came in the Night, with above 100
Praws, and no lefs than 3000 defperate Fel-
lows. Some landed and burnt the Fa&ory
and Fortifications, while others attackt the
Ships, which were prepared to receive them,
The Englifp had made faft Nettings from
the Mizon to the fore Shrouds, about two

Fathoms high above the Gunnel, that th

might not be too fuddenly boarded by the
nemy, and to have the Opportunity of ufing
their Blunderbufhes and Lances, before the
Enemy could get on their Decks Affoon
as
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as they in the Ships faw the Fleet approach-
ing near them, they plied their Guns with
double Round and Partridge, and madea great
Carnage, but all did not deter the Affailants
from boarding, who when they got as high
as the Gun-wall or Gunnel, were at a Lofs
how to get over the Netting, and fo were
killed with great Fafe. Some got in at the
head Door of one of the Ships, and killed
fome Engli/b in the Fore-caftle, but they were
foon deftroyed. The two great Ships, tho’
in Danger, beat off the Enemy with {mall
Lofs, but the little Ships were both burnt,
with moft of their Men, and one Dutch
Gentleman who was obliged to flee from Be-
tavia on one of the fmall Veflels, was alfo
burnt in her. His Name was Hoogh Camber,
and had been Ambaflador to the King of
Perfra.

I'heard fome China Men fay, who were
there at the Time of the Engagement, that
the Englifh killed, (in twoHours’ that the
Ad&ion was hot,) above 1500 Men, befides
many wounded and maim’d, but the Englifp
were forced to be gone from their Settles
iment. The King thought his Revenge had

one far enough in driving them from their
gettlement, and finding the Lofs of the En-
ifb Trade affe@ted his Revenue, he let all
wglifb who traded to Johore and other cir-
cumjacent Countries, know, that he would
ftill continue a free Trade with the Englifb
on the old Footing, but would never fuffer
them, or any othex]'< Nation to build Forts lip
2 is

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his Country. Several Engli/b have beenthere
fince, and loaded Pepg;r, and have been ci-
svilly treated ; .and the Dwrckh fent a Shig
from Batavia in Amno 1712. to trade wit
tﬁem, but the Natives refufed Commerce with |
- them.

Tux inland Country is very mountainous,
but towards the Sea very low and marithy,
occafioned by the great Rains that continue
about 8 Months in the Year. It produces
Rice, and many Sorts of Fruits in great A-
bundance. Pepper is peculiar to the Countries
about Banjaar ; and to the weftward about
Succadaana, they bave fmall Diamonds, but
their Waters being inclined to be fyellow, are
not fo much in Efteem as thofe of Gokondab,

Tue Englifb had former}y a Faftory at”
Swuccadaana, but why they left it Iknow not,
unlefs it was for the Unwholfomnefs of the
Country ; Fet in Anno 1694. I met with a
Ship from Fort St. George, tound to Succa-
daana, commanded by one Captain Gullock,
who had been there the Year before, and
rraifed it for a wholfom Country, and the
nhabitants very civil and obliging. He bought
fome Suraz Ba{ae.r of me, at 45 per Cent.
on Invoyce, and expeted to make as much
himfelf.

It is reported, that on the Coaft of Bor-
ueo, between Lao and Sobar, there are ma-
ny Canibals, but 1 never heard it confirmed
by any but Chinefe. And from Sobarto Suc-
cadaana, the People are civil cnough to Stran-
gers. .

Sam-
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Sambas is the next Country of Commerce
‘tothé'Northward of Succadaana. . It produces
‘but very little Pepper, but fome Gold, Pearls,
and Bees-wax, which makes it well frequen-
ted by the Chinefé, who carry Surat Piece-
goods from Malacca and Fobore, and barter
to very good Purpofe for the aforefaid Com-
modities. Bees-wax is the current Cath in
that Country. It is melted but not refined,
and caftin Moulds of an oblong Square, the
Breadth about two Thirds of the Length,
and the Thicknefs Half of the Breadth, and
a Rattan Withy to lift them by, caft in
the Wax. A Piece weighs a Quarter of a
Pecul, which comes to in Enﬁh/b Weight,
34 Pound, and a Pecu! is valued in Payments
at 10 Maffcies, or 40 Shillings Sterl. They
have alfo for fmaller Payments Pieces of Eight
to a Pecul and Sixteenths, and for {maller
Money they have Couries. ThePrince and
People are very hofpitable and civil, fo that
Strangers trade there with Security. I knew
a French Armenian, who coming from Ma-
nilla, had the Misfortune to lofe hisShip on
that Part of the Coait that belongs to the
King of Sambas. Thcy had but little Goods,
for gerterally Spanifb Dollars are the common
Return for Goods fold at Manilla. When
the People that were fhipwrackt came athore,
they were carried to the King, who examined
what they were, from whence they came,and
whither bound, with what they wereloaded,
and feveral other Interrogatories, and then
ordered them Provifions, and Men and Boats
3 te
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to aflift them in faving their Treafure, for
there was but very little loft befides the Ship
and Stores that were not worth the Trouble
of faving. The King gave him Pearls and
Bees-wax for his Silver, at fuch reafonable
Rates, that the Armenian gained 40 per Cent.
at Batavia. (whither he went on a China Vef-
fel) for the Goods he difpofed of there.”: At
Bataviahe took Paflfage on board a French
Ship for China, and in their Way called at
Trangano, where Imet with him in the 1719
I had the whole Account from himfelf,and faw
fome beautiful Pearls that he was catrying
to the China Market, and among them 1
Pair of Pears worth so L. Sterl.
<.THE Chinefe drive a fmall T'rade from §i-
am and Cambodia, to the Town called Bor-
neo, that lies about 8o Leagues to the North-
ward of Sambas, and thefe are allthe tradin
Places\that ly about the North End of this
Ifland, that 1 could hear of. 'The Religion
in Bosneo is Pagan, cxcept in fome Places on
the Sca Coatft there are fome Mazhometans,
and fo I muft leave Borseo, and fleer my
Courfe towards the Coaft of Fohore on the
Continent, but in my Way there are two
Clufters of Iflands that ly half-way. °*One is
called Anamba, and the other Natuna, but
by the Natives Sciantan, is the common Ap-
pellation for both Clufters, {Their Inhabi-
tants are called Bougies, a fierce dei}:erate
‘Pearle, and the only Produ of thofe Iflands
is Betle-nut,\and the Religion Mabometan
The Iflands” are very high, and may fll:e
eafily
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cafily feen in a clear Day above fifteen
Leagues.
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CHAP. XLVL

A Continuation of the Dominions of )ohore

on the Continent, and the Iflands adjacent.

HE Fobore Iflands to the North-eaft-
ward of thc Promontory of Romano,
§ rom whence I took my Departure, when
fteered among the Iflands ) are firft Pullo-
tingi, then Pullo-aure, then Pullo-pifang,and’
then Pullo-timoun, the higheft and lﬁrgeﬁ
among them.” They «arc all inhabited and
roduce Poultry, and fmall Goats, and fome
‘ruits, but no Commodities for Export. Their
Religion is Mahometan.

Pabaung lics North-weft of Pullo-timoun,
about 20 Eeagucs diftant. Pullo-varellalies
in the Way, but it is rather a Rock than an
Ifland, thercfore hardly worth noticing. Pa-
haung River has a prettylarge Ifland lyingin
its Mouth, which makes two Chanels into it.
The North Entry has no lefs than four Fa-
thoms and an Half at High-water, and the
Chanel is about an hundred and fifty Yards
broad. Juft within the Bar is good fecure An-
choring in fix Fathoms, and there are good
freth Water Springs within two hundred
Paces of the Sea-fhorc. The River isa Mile
broad, but fo full of Banks, that it is with
Trouble a fmall Veﬂ'&l of thirty Tuns can go

4 to
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to the Town, which lies about twelve Miles
up the River, where I left Rajah Bowncea,
before I took my Ramble among the Iflands.
He was there i Anno 1719. With five or
fix hundred Men to keep that Country firm
to his Father.

Pabaung River runs far into the Country,
and wathes the Foot of MalaccaHill. There
is Abundance of Gold Duft found in it, and
I have feen fome Lumps, of five or fix Ounces
each. They do not dive for the Duft above
three Fathoms, tho’ there are fome Places
*in the River above Ten deep, and general-
ywhere the deepeft Water is, moft Gold-

uft is found. It has exported fome Years
above eight hundred Weight. Along the
Sides of the River Pepper is planted for Ex-
port, but not above 300 Tuns in a Year, be-
caufe they want Vend for more, tho’, if they
had a Market to carry it off, in five Years
'Time they could make a Produ& of 3000
Tuns. Befides Pepper and Gold, there are
Tin and Elephants Teeth, but in no great
Plenty, and the, beft Canes in thc World
_grow hereabout. X The Country is woody,
and is ftor’d with wild Game and Fruits,
_their Rivers and Sea with great Plenty
and Variety of excellent Fifh,but the Coun-
try is not reckoned very healthful, becaufe
of the Abundance of Rains. Zrangano isthe
next Place of Note for Commerce,and in An-
o 1720. the Place of Refidence of a poor di-
ftreft King, who by a fenfelefs Devotion to Su-
;;eﬁﬁition, ruin’d his Country and his own Fai
ily.
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I gave an Account before of his Brother’s
tragical End, and the daring Boldnefs of a
Youth that thewed him the Way to die b
his own Hand. In 1719. I faw the Yout
waiting on the King, and fanning him witha
Peacock’s Tail. In my Way to Siam, I cal-
led at Trangano, and went to wait on him,
and he remembred that he had been acquain-
ted with me five and twenty Years before,
I ftaid about a Week, and every Day he
wanted to fee me. He often repented his
taking the Weight of Sovereignty on his
Shoulders, and feared that his knd would
prove as traﬁiacal as his Brothers.

Trangano ftands pleafantly near the Sea, on
the Side of a River that has.a fhallow Bar,
and many Rocks fcattered to and again with-
in the River, but Room enough in many
Places to moore fmall Ships very fecurely, to
keep them fafe from the Dangers of the
Winds or Floods. There may be about one
thoufand Houfes in it, not built in regular
Streets, but fcattered in ten or twenty in a
Place diftant a little Way from another’s Vil
+da of the fame Magnitude. The Town isa-
bove half-peopled with Chinefe, who have a
EOOd Trade for three or four Fomks yearly,

efides fome that'trade to Siem, Cambodia,
Tunqueen and Sembas. When I came back
from Siem with my Cargo unfald, as I
mentioned before, I came to Tramgemo to
difpofe of what I could of my Goods, and
to procure a new Cargo for Swraf, the
kind King affifted me in doing both, witll;
a
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alél the Readinefs and Cheerfulnefs imagin-
able.

Waire my Ship lay in the Road, the
Bongies came with a Fleet of two hundred
Sail of Praws, defigning to plunder the Town
of Trangaw ; but they were afraid to pafs fo
near our Guns as they muft have been necef-
fitated to do before they could get into the
River. When they came to a Place about 5
Leagues off, they fent a Prsw to my Ship,
and the Officer told me, that he had 2 Com-
miflion to profer and pay me 3000 S(ani/b
Dollars, if I would let them pafs quietly into
the River. I ordered him away, and threat-
ned, that, if they came, they fhould feel the
Force of my Powder and Shot. When I
came athore, the King askt me if I would
prote@ him. I told him I would with all
the Force I had. He wept, as if he had
been diffident, and defired that I would take
him on board of my Shi%, and carry him
whitherfoever 1 went, for his Life was bur-
denfom to him, and he could truft none of
his own People. I perfwaded him that I was
fincere in my Refolution to prote& him, and
that it would look too mean to run away from
his Kingdom, while there was a Poffibility to
regainit.

£ told me, that he had fent Ambaffa-
dors to the Dwrch at Malacca for Affiftance,
according to the ancient League between
his Anceftors and them, when they jo¥ne<_l
their Forces to expel the Portsgueze from
Malacca; but inftead of finding Relief theﬁ;
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his Enemies were affifted with Powder and
Shot, and his rebellious Subje&s had a fafe
Retreat at Malacca.

{ advifed him to take Prote&ion from the
Dutch, and allow them the Monopolization
of the Trade of his Country, and tcl)_fart the
Revenues between him and them. He feem-
ed to be oflfended with the Propofal, but
faid he would be glad if the Englifb would
fettle in his Dominions, and fortify what
Places they pleafed, and that he would wil-
lingly come under their Proteétion, ard that
there were none that ever entertained the
Durch in their Countries as Guefts but
would willingly be quit of them again, if they
could.

T uerE happened to come a French Ship
thither at that Time, being bound to China.
The King gave the Captain and me an Invi-
tation to Dinner, and, after we had regaled
ourfelves, we entred on a Difcourfe of the
miferable State of a Countr}/_]under the Ma-
lignancy of a civil War. He asked us, if
fuch Calamities had happened to England or
France. We aflured him there had been
often fuch Diftempers among us, but that
when the Difeafe was cured, our State be-
came as ftrong and vigorous as ever.

H e had feveral Times askt me, if I thought
the Englifb mg,ht be perfwaded to fettle a
Colony in his Country, that Pabaxng might
be made a Place of great Trade, if there were
Shcilp ing and Stock to carry off the Pepper
and Tinwhich that Country alone coulddpro-

uce.
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duce. I told him, I could give him no En-
couragement to believe they would.

He then defpairing of gett;&g an Engli/b
Colony fettled, propofed to Mr. Pedro-vil-
lamont Garden, who commanded the French
Ship, if he thou%ht the French Nation might
be induced to fettle in his Dominions, and
the French Gentleman gave him Hopes that
the Kin%l of France might be induced to ac-
cept of his Friendfhip, and fettle a Colony,
ﬁ?viding he would certify his Requeft by a

tter, which the King of Fohore readily a-

reed to. It was written in the Malayan
anguage, .and tranflated by a Chinefé into
Portugueze, and I tranflated it from that
Language into Englifb. The Original and
the Englifb Tranflation were delivered to
}pe French Captain, but I never heard of it
ince.

HE told me, that when I came to Bombay,
I fhould acquaint the Governor of the De-
fire he had to live under the Prote&ion of
the Englifb, and that with 150 Men th
might bridle the Infolence of his own rebel-
lious Subje&s, and their Allies the Boxgies.
too.

Trangano is a_very pleafant and healthful
Country, and affords a fine Land-skip from
the Sea, The Hills are low, and covered
with ever-green Trees, that accommodate the
-Inhabitants with Variety of delicious Fruits,
fuch as Lemons, Oranges, Limes, Mangoes,
Mangoftans, Ramboftans, Letchees and Ds-
reans: And in the Vallies, Corn, Pu]sfe and

ugar-
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Sugar-canes. ‘'The Ground is cultivated by
the Chinefe, for the lazy Malayas cannot take
that Troubleg

_"T'nE Produ@ of the Country is Pepper
and Gold, which are moftly exported by the
Chinefe. About 300 Tuns are the common
Export of Pepper, and we have it almoft for
one half of the Price that we an for Ma-
Jabar Pepper From the Month of Oéober
till March, their River is thut up bfy the Bar,
which fills up by the Impetuofity of the great
Seas fent on that Shore by the North-eaft
Monfoons ; but in the Months of Fu/y and -
Auguft their Seas produce the fineft F!:l{ that
ever | faw or tafted.> There is one Sort ex-
afly like a Salmon, both in Shape and Tafte,
but the Fifh is white, as the Salmon is red.
Their Poultry are large, plump and fweet,
but Beef is fcarce, except Buffalo Beef, and
that ii})lentiful enough.

In Anno 1720. the Bougies came o ‘Pullo-
capafs, which is but five Leagues from 7rax-

ano; but there are other Iflands that ly 12
eaﬁues more foutherly, called, in the Maps,
by the Name of Pwullo-capafs, but their right
ame, which the Natives call them by, is
Pullo-tetang.

HowevERr, from Pullo-capafs the Box-
gies fent an Ambafly to Trangano, pretend-
ing an Accommodation with the King, to fee
if he would allow them to enlloy the Conti-
nent and Iflands beyond the Promontory of
Romano, and they would leave him the qui-
et Pofleflion of the reft; and, while they

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CHAP. XLVIL

Gives an Account of the Dominions and City
of Siam, with Remarks on the Revolution
that bappened there.

ANGORE is the firft Town on the

King of Siam’s Dominions. On that Side

it is under the Government of Ligore, which

was once the Metropolis of a Kingdom of the

fame Name, but, by civil Diffenfions, it be-
came a Prey to the King of Siam.

San{ore- nds on the Side of a large Ri-
ver. It yields fome Tin, Elephants Teeth,
Agala-wood and coarfe Gold, but the Inha-
bitants meet with fo great Difcouragements
in digging for Tin, that there is very little
to be procured ; and what is manufa&ured,
is bought up by the Duzch FaQory at Ligore.

Ligore lies about 12 Leagues to the North-
ward of Samgore, and between them lies a
low uninhabited Hland, called Papier. It
reaches from Samgore within 3 Leagues of
Ligore River. It is well ftored with wild
Buffaloes, Ho} and Deer, which are free for
all Perfons to kill at Pleafure. The Road
of Ligore lies two Leagues from the River,
and about a League within the River’s
Mouth ftands the ‘Duzch. Falory, a pretty
commodious Houfe, built of Brick, after the
Dautch Fathion. The Town ftands about
two Miles above the Faftory. It is built of
Bambows, and thatcht with Reed. There
are many Pagan Temples in it, which have

Steeples
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ufed, and in thofe Ports it has continued e-
ver fince. |

T ue Fohore Dominions reach but four or
five Leagues farther North, which, like moft
Borderers, are inclined to Rapine, and lying
fo near another’s Dominions, where they
may be fcreened from the Power of their
own Laws, when they commit Derredations,
it makes them exercife their Villanies with
Impunity. Between Trangano and Patanyly
the Iflands of Redang. 'ig‘hey arc uninhabit-
ed, but fometimes the Saleeters or Malaya
Freebooters frequent them, and when they
meet with trading Veflels that they are able
to mafler, they make Prize of them, and car-
rK the Men into other Countries than where
they belong to, and fell them for Slaves;
and when they meet with no Purchafe at
Sea, they go afhore in the Nights, and fteal
all they can get. Men, Women and Chil-
dren go all into the Booty; but the Chine
Veflels afford them moft Prizes. D

T ue Kings of Fohore ever paid Homage
to the Kings of Siam, by fending them a
Rofe made of Gold in a golden Box once in
three Years. The Year 1719. happened to
be the Year that the Rofe came, for I faw
the Meflenger that brought it at Siem, where
he had Orders from his Mafter to know how*
my Affairs went, with a Profer of the King’s
Service, if I came back into his Country.

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Steeples built very high, in Form of very
tharp Pyramids. ey are fo fmall, that, in
the Road, theg look like Ships Mafts.

wllo Cara, an high Ifland, lies about 12
L.eagues off Ligore. The next Place of Note
is Cus, a Place that produces great Quanti-
ties of Tin and Elephants Teeth, but all are
fent 10 the City of Siem or Odiz for the
King’s Ufe. The reft of the Coaft being lit(he
frequented, I will pafs by it, and fteer for
the Bar of L
Siam. ‘The City ftands on an Yland in the
River Memmon, which, by Turnings and
Windings, makes the Diftance from the Bar
about 50 Leagues. The Gountry is iow, and
as froitful as any Spot of Ground in the
World, in Rice, Legumen, Fruits and Roots,
Cattle wild and tame. And the River a-
bounds in many Ssecies of excellemt Fifh,
which plentifully indulge the Inhabitants, and
make them indolent and lazy, and confe-
quently proud, fuperflitious and wanton.
Tug City is reckoned ten Miles round
the Walls, and many Canals, from the Rijver,
ierce thro’ the City from all Quarters.{The
Walls of the City are high and thick, built of
Stone and Brick ; but the Houfes of the Na-
tives, tho’ large, are low, built on Stakes driven
into the Ground, about 1o or 12 Foot high; but
the Makhomesans, Chinefe and Chriffians raife
the Grounds they build on high enou&t;lto be
fecure from the yearly Inundations. The Na-
Vour. IL L tives
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tives Houfesare raifed on thofe Stakes on the
fame Account, and as their Walls are built of
Bambow and Reeds, their Roofs are built of
the fame Materials, and are all thatcht, except
what are built on Terra firma,and they are ge-
nerally tiled. YThere are many arch’d Bridges
in the City, built of Brick or Stone, and fome
of Wood. The Floors of the Natives Hou-
fes are made of fplit Bambow or Reeds made
faft together, fo that one cannot move on
them without both Noife, and fhaking them.

Tue three Palaces of their Kings, and
fome Temples, are the only magnificent E-
difices in the City; and fome Steeples be-
longing to the Tem'rles are gilded with Gold
on the Outfide, and in a Sun-fhine they re-
fle& the Ralgs fo ftrongly, that, at two or
three Miles Diftance, they difturb the Eye,
when lookt upon.

THEY have many large Temples well de-
corated after their Way, and well ftockt with

ilded Images of Gods and Goddefles, ofthe
riefts Contrivance and Canonizing, and they
never want Devotees to adore them, who
pay their deceitful Impofers very well for de-
cetving them; but they are not the only
People that are fo cunningly deluded, for
- the fatal Cuftom has fpread univerfally in all
the Corners of the World.

Tue great God, who created the Uni-
verfe, they have no Image of, nor can th
make any of him, becaufe he never fhewe
himfelf in any bodily Shape, and therefore they
can form no Idea of his Shape, Dimenfions

or
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or Beauty ; but Tipedab, the great God’s Part-
ner has often thewed himfelf, and him the
worthip in his Image with the higheft Ado-
ration. Praw Prumband Sommo Cuddem his
Friends they adore with the fecond Degree
in Worthip; and Prapost and Sam/fay have
the third Sort of Veneration paid to their I-
mages.
HEY have many little Deities inferior to
thofe above mentioned, whom they adore as
Patrons or Prote®ors of feveral Tribes of
Men, and other Animals of different Coun-
tries and Cities, of Health, Profperity and o-
_ ther Chances and Cafualties, fo every one is
7 at Liberty to choofe his own Patron or Pro-
; te&or, and worfhip him according to his
- own Mind, but none are perfecuted for the
Opinion of the Way he is to worfhip, either
the great or the little Gods. ‘That heavenly

“~Frenzy is only a raging mad Diftemper that
affe@s the melancholick Brains of the weftern
World.

I was in one Temple pretty large, buile
exa&ll four Square, amr each Square contain-
ed juft an Hundred Images. They were pla-
ced in Notches or Domes about four Foot
from the Ground. There were more God-
defles than Gods, and all were in a fittin
Pofture crofs-legg’d, as Taylors fit on their

hop-boards. eir Nofes were low and
fmall, their Viffage long, their Ears large;
and the Lappets of them thick and plump.
‘They fat promifcuoufly in thofe Notches, and
all clothed inone Lilvery of Gold-leaf. They
.2 were
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were almoft as big as full-grown Men and
Women, but verL different in their Sub-
ftances. The Priefls tald us, that fome were
of pure Gold, others of Tecul Silver, which
has no A loy in it, fome of Cc.g r and fome
of Brafs, and fome of bak’d ﬁ;; but, for
Want of fumpture Laws among them, it was
hard to know the Gentleman from the Beggar
by their Garb, or a Lady from a Lawndrefs.

In one Temple, asI was informed, ftands
the famous Sem/zy twenty Yards in Height,
He is in a right lineal Defcent from little Sam-
Jay, who cauied fo much War between i~
am and Pegu, which never ended but with
the PDiffolution of the Pegs Empire. In moft
of their Temples there are frightful Dragons
flanding Sentinels at their Gates, but whe-
ther they are placed there to keep in the
Gods, or to keep out Devils, 1 know not.

THERE are reckoned no lefs than fifty
thoufand Clergymen or T4llapoys belonging
to the Temples in and about the City of §7-
am; but they are eafy to the State, having no

. ftated Benefices or other Revenues, and yet
thtay are plentifully fupplicd with all the Ne-
eeflaries of Life by the Charity and Benevo-
lence of the Laity.

Tuere is one Temple about three Miles
below the City, on the oppofite Side of the
River, called the Fifbes Temple, becaufe
annually in the Month of Sepzember, when
the Floods overflow the low Ground, (as in
Egypt) there are good Numbers of Fithes
almoft Jike fmall Salmon, that frequent a P;)l}d

clofe
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clofe to that Temple, and are to be found
in no other Place in the §iem Dominions,
and they are fo tame, that they will come
clofe to our Boats, and frisk and play onthe
Surface of the Water, if any Body hasaMind
to feed them with Bread, Cocoa-nut Meat, or
other Food that does not eafily feparate. *Tis
only to hold fome near the Surface of the
Water, and they will take it familiarly from
the Hand. I have often taken Pleafure to
feed them, and fee them play, but affoon as
we leave off feeding them, they will with-
draw, fo that hardly one is to be feen till 2
new Supply of Vifuals is offered to them.

vt none dares offer totake one of them,
for fear of raifing a zealous fanétified Mob,
who punifh fmall Faults with the greateft Se-
verities, and thofe Fithes being confecrated
to the God of that Temple, are fecurely pro-
te@ed by the Confecration. They continue
about the Temple till the Middle of Decem-
ber, that the Ffioods begin to draw off the
Ground, and then they depart, and are feen
no where in any River or Pond belonging
to Siam, till September brings them back to
their Temple.

WHATEVER Animal comes within the
Verge of a Temple, it is fecured from Pur-
fuit or Violence. I knew a Portugueze Inha-
bitant of Siam, who fhot a Crow as it fat on
the Branch of a Tree that grew near a
‘Temple, on which the Priefts raifed a Mob,
who broke both the poor Man’s Legs and
Arms, and left him Iin the Field for desd,

.3 ut
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but fome Chrijlians coming accidentally by,
carried him in a Boat, in that deplorable
State, to a French Surgeon, who fet his Bones,
and cured him. I faw him alive and well s
Anno 1720.

Tue French have a Bifhop at Siam, with
a Church and a Seminary for the Education
of Converts. They ftand a little above the
City, on the oppofite Side of the River.
They make but few Converts, except when
Corn is dear, and then fome of the poorer
Sort receive Baptifm, which intitles them to
a Maintenance from the Church, but, when
Plenty returns, they throw away their Beads
and brazen Saint, and bid farewel to Chri-
Sianity. In Anno 1720. there were not aboye
feventy Chriftians in and about Siam,and they
the moft diflolute, lazy, thievith Rafcals that
were to be found in the Country.

Tue Bifhop was one Mr. Ciffee, 2 Man
of about 80 Years of Age, who, in a Fa-
mine that happened there i Anno 1708. took
up about 3000 Pounds Szer/. from the King,
to buy Corn far the Support of his Church,
and fuch poor Siamers as were converted by
the Neceflity of the Times, who relapfed a-
gain affoon as the Famine ceafed, and the
poor old Bifhop cannot leave the Country
till that Debt be difcharged. He is fuperfti-
tioufly zealous for his Religion, and would
fain go to Couchin-china or Tunquin to die
a Martyr, becaufe it is Death by their Law
to Ereach any foreign Doérine without Leave
firft obtained from their Kings, W

HAT-
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WHATEVER Principles he may have had
in Religion I know not, but I am fure that
he was a diminutive Moralift, which I knew
by Experience, in feducini fome of my Sea-
men, who were black Chriftians, to leave
my Ship at Siem, contrary to his Promife,
which obliged me to buy Slaves to fup-
ply their Places ; but I left him fome Caufe
to repent of his Folly and Breach of Pro-
mife.

THuErRE were four or five Priefts there
befides the Bifhop, one whereof always at-
tends the College, and the others officiate
daily in the Church. They live abftemiouf-
g, but, I believe, rather thro’ Force than

hoice, for their Incomes are very fmall, as
Charity and Piety are very cold among their
Flock. The Portugueze Imve alfo a Church
there, built on the Side of the River oppo-~
fite to the lower End of the Town; but
their Priefts are generally fo fcandalous in
their Lives, that few frequent their Church,
or care for their Converfation. The Chinefe
beinF very numerous in Siam, have feveral
fmall Temples, but none remarkable for their
Struture or Beauty.

The Dutch have a Faftory there, about a
Mile below the Fown, on the fame Side of
the River. Their greateft Inveftments are
in Tin, Sapan-wood and Deers Skins, which
they buy up for the Fapon Market. The §i-
am Market takes off but little Ewropean
Goods; however the Duteh Chief makes 2
pretty good Figure there.

768 A new Account

Tux Engli/b, for many Years, had alfo a
Fa&ory there, till about the Year 1686. the
Eafi-india Company feeking Occafions to
pick a Quarrel with the Siamers, in order to
withdraw, they took hold of fuch as they
could firft find, the’ neverfo frivolous. The
firft was about Awmo 1684, The Carolina,
bound rom England to China, had the Mif
fortune to lote ﬁ;er Paffage, and coming to-
Siam to pafs away the North-eaft Monfoons,
and the King of Siam having Occafion for
fome Stores for Shipping our of the Carodi-
na's Cargo, to equip fome Ships that he had
built in order to humble the Cambodians and
the Couchin-chinefe, who difturbed the Navi-
gation of his Country, he civilly requefted
the Engli/b Chief to fupply him at the Pri-
ces the fame Commodities ufed to be fold at
to Merchants, but he could not find that Fa-
vour, which he refented, and threatned to
difturb their Commerce. At length they fap-
plied him with fome Part of what he deman-
ded, to averr the ill Confequences that might
happen by a total Refufal. This was repre-
fented to the Company in the darkeft Co-
lours, and they thought that fufficient ta
ground a War on; but they had, at that

ime, a Fleet of large Ships, which they
bad equipt to rcgain their Trade of Ban-
tam and other Places, which the Duwrch .
had infolently robbed them of; but they
were. dlfgxpointed by the deep Politicks
of King Chariles II. as is before obferved.

How-
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HowBVER, the Kin‘g;of Siam continued
his Indulgence to the Company and their
Servants, in much Affluence and Luxury,
continually caroufing in Debaucheries with
Wine and Women, till their common Sala-
ries and Gains by Trade, were in no Propor-
tion to their extravagant Expences, however
that being a free Country, they had Liberty
to fpend their own and their Mafters Eftates,
as t leafed.

T ue King of Siem having formed the De-
fign of a War, as above mentioned, with Cam-
bodia and Couchin-china, employed a good
Number of Engli/b who had reforted to §s-
ams to partake of the King’s Indulgence and
Bounty, and to help the Company’s Servants
to fpend their Money. Allthe Engli/b who
had a Mird to lift themfelves on board of his
Fleet, had great Encouragement of honour-
able Pofts and good Salaries well paid, and
they did perform A&ions in the War wor-
thy of the Bravery and Courage of the Ex-
g/s/b Nation, by which the King’s Favour
to the Engli/b, increafed morc thanbefore
the War,

OnEe Mr. Pozs happened to be Chief of
the Englifb Fallory at that Time, who by
his extravagant Luxury had rioted away a
great Part of his Mafters Goods and Money,
and had run his own Credit out of Doors.
He then began to form Proje&s how to clear
Accounts with his Mafters and Creditors,
, without putting any Thing in their Pockets.
The firft was on 500 Chefts of Fapon Copﬁ_e:;;

whic
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which his Mafters had in Specieat §iam, and
th? were brought into Account of Profit
and Lofs, for fo much eaten up by the white
Ants, which are really Infe@s, that by a cold
corroding liquid Quality, can do much Mif-
chief to Cloth, Timber, or on any other foft
Body that their Fluids can penetrate, but Cop-
1s thought too hard a Morfel for them ;
owever, I faw that Articlein the Company’s
Accounts, as they were remitted from Siam
to Bombay, and were in Mr. Vaux’s Cuftody
at Surat afterwardsf?

Bur that fmall Article of 25c0 Pounds,
went but a fmall Way towards clearing of
his Accounts. So after Supper one Nightas
they were merrily caroufing, the FaGtory was
fet on Fire, and that balanced all other Ac-
counts. Mr. Pots alledged to the King, that
his Subje&s the Siamers, had done that Mif-
chief, and expetted the King to be accoun-
table for Loflfes and Damages, fuftained by
the Company and their Servants.

T ue King, on the other hand, proferred
to prove, that Mr. Pors and his drunken
Companions had done it,and that he expe&-
ed the Company fhould be accountable to his
Subjeéts for the Lofs they had fuftained by
the Fire, which had burnt feveral Houfes
that lay near the Fa®ory. However, the
Company adhered to the juft Complaints of
their honeft Servants, and thought that the
King’s Refufal to make good their Demands,
was a_fufficient Piece of Ground to build
their War on. However, the Company ;:.3n-

ide-
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fidering that a War could bring them no Ad-
vantage, thought it enough to bully the §ia-
mers, but never declared a War.

I~ the Year 1685. the Company fent two
Ships to the Bar of Siam. One was the Her-
bert of 8co Tuns, the other the prudent Me-
? of 400. tofrighten the Siamers, but they

id no mage tothem, and the Siamers trea-
ted them civilly.

Asour the 1680. there was one Conflan-
zine Falcon, a Greek by Birth, that fome Years
before had fhipt himfelf Steward of an Ex-

4ifb Ship at London, bound to India, and

ei'rll_g ordered for Siam, and finding fome
ill Treatment on board, he deferted from the
Ship, and fled toa fmall Village fome Di-
ftance from the City, where he amufed him i
felf in learning the Siem Language. He be-
ing a fober, ingenious, and induftrious Per-
fon, foon made himfelf Mafter of the Lan-
%mgc, and ferved as an Interpreter for the

wgli/b at Court, where he was remarkably
taken Notice of, and got a Poft there. His
Behaviour recommended him to greater Pre-
ferments, fo that in a very few Years he became

rime Minifter of State, and behaved him-
Felf fo well in that high Station, that every
Thing belonfit}g.to the State of the Coun-
try profpered, {o that Siam became the richeft
and powerfullcft Kingdom in that Part of the
World.

THE Fefusts hearing that one of the Romi/b
Communion fat at the Helm of the Siam Af-

fairs, and it being a rich Country, brought
whole
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whole Troops of them into Siam, who got
the whole Management of Affairs irito their
Hands, through the Intereft of the Barka-
Jong, that being the Appellation of firft Mi-
nifter. They tickled themfelves with the
Fancy of bringing the whole Kingdom of §i-
am under the Pope’s Jurifdi®tion, and in An-
#0 1683, the firft Year of his Miniftry, they
got the King to fend an Embafly to theKing
of France, which Ambaflador came alfo to
London, and fettled a Treaty of Commerce
for the Engli/b that thould trade in_Siam,

Ta na]efults impofed on theKing of France,
and made him believe, that if he would fend
an Embafly to Siem, that King would leave

. his own Superftition,and embrace theirs. Ac-
cordinglﬁ an Ambaflador was fent, with ma-
ttlg valuable Fresch Curiofities, and amon

em a very fine Mafs-book, with beautifu
Cuts of all the firft Rate Saintsin the Romifb
Kalendar.

O~ the Ambaflador’s Arrival, he was re-
ceived with the Refpe& due to his Chara-
&ter, and when the Prefents were laid beforce
the King, according to Cuftom, he feem'd
much pleafed with their Curiofity,but when he
viewed the Piures in the Mafs-book, he askt
a Fefuit who was Interpreter, what they were,
who anfwered, that they were the Pictures of
holy Men now in Heaven, and fuch as his
Brother the King of France adored, and as
he defigned an eternal Friendfhip with his
Majefty, he hoped that he would alfo adore
thofe Iyi&utes, and worthip theImages of tl_mtfe

Sy
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Saints, rather than thofe Idols that were wor-
thipped sli over his Dominions. The King
returned Anfwer, that the Gods of his Coun«
try had been aufpicious to them who lived
in it for Time out of Mind, and as it would
be unjuft and ungrateful to banifh thofe Gods
that had been fo long very kind to hisPredecef~
fors and himfelf, fo he could not turnhis old
Gods off and take new ones in their Places
that he did not fo well know, and that he would
oblige his Brother of Frasce in any Thing
but that.

Tue King of France complimented Mr.
Falcow with the Order of Knighthood, and
in his Letter to him, wherein he recommen-
ded the Frewch Affairs to his Care, particu-
larly that of Religion, he flil’'d him Loving
Coufin and Counfeller.

/ ArtER the Embafly was gone from Siam
to France, the Fefuits :hougbt of nothing
but brin%_in the Trade of §iem under the
Power of the French, and in order to tha,
got the King to order the building of a Fort
on the River’sSide, oppofite to the Fort of
Bencock,a T'own about 20 Leagues below the
City of Siam, and to have it mann’d with a
Garifon of Freneh, to be paid by the Exche-
uer of Ssam, and all this was granted accor-
ing to their Mind.

’%aa Fort is a regular Tetragon, and can
mount about 8o great Guns. When the French
got Pofleflion they grew intolerably arro-
gant, which made the Siamers uneafie, and
murmured at the King’s Weaknefs, but thae

was
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was in private, for certain Deftru@ion is the
fure Reward of talking publickly of any Mif-
mafiagement of the State, for a *in%of Siam
can no more err in Politicks, than a Popecan
in Matters of Faith. :
Y ex about the Year 1688. by fome male-
volent Planet that over-ruled his A&ions, he
made a War with his Nei%hbours the Kings
of Cambodia,and Couchin-china. He fent an

Army by Land, and aFleet by Sea, to carr
on the War, but wasnot fuccefsful by Land.
However in the Land-army there was a mean
Perfon,a Citizen of Siam, who kept a Fruit-
fhop, he had a bold darin%cSpirit, and be-
haved himfelf fo well on all Occafions, in the
Land War, that he came to Preferment, and
at lat was made Generaliflimo, and then
ended the War to the Satisfation of the whole
Army abroad, and his Prince at home ; but
when he brought back the Army to Siem, fee-
?}3 the King wrapt up in the Opinion he had
the Fefusts Counfels, and the Management
they had inthe Affairsof State, by the Coun-
tenance of the King and his firft Minifter
my Lord Faeleon, he pickt a Quarrel with the
King, and having moft of the Army at his
Devotion, feized his Mafter and put him to
Death, after the Manner of royal Crimirals,
or as Princes of the Blood are treated when
convited of capital Crimes, which is, by put-
ting them into a large Iron Caldron, and poun-
ing them to Pieces with weoden Peftles, be-
caufe none of their royal Blood muftbe fpilt
on the Ground, it being, by their Religion,
thought
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thou%:t great Impiety to contaminate the di-
vine Blood, by mixing it with Earth. And
after he had murdered his Mafter, he fum-
moned all the Mandereens inthe City, tohold
a Council in the Palace.

My Lord Falcon, for that was generally
his Defignation, had, by his civil Deportment
towards People of all Ranks and Degrees, fo
ingratiated himfelf, that he had a ftronger
Party by far, both in the City and Country,
than the General; and befides, had all the
Fleet at his Devotion. Many of my Lord’s
Friends diffwaded him from obeying the Sum~
mons, but to raife the Forces of the City, and
revenge the Death of the King,and many Of-
ficers of the Army that detefted the Regicide
would have come over to his Party, which
at leaft was above 50000 ftrong, but beingin-
fatuate, he was deaf to allgood Advice, and
went to the Palace, where affoon as he had
fet'hisFoot, he was feized by the General’s
Guards, and beheaded, fo the Ufurper took
the Sovereignty into his own Hands, and at
that Inftant was by jure divino made anin-
fallible Favourite of Heaven, and the Sun,
Moon, and Stars, had the Honour to be his
near Relations.

H ap my L.ord Falcon followed his Fricnds
Advice, or had Courage anfwerableto hiso-
ther good Qualities, he had certainly been
honoured with the Diadem in Siam,and if he
had introduced Popery in the Place of Pas-
gaifin, he had been honoured with a Place
in the Pope’s Almanack, but his Pufillanimit
made him unworthy of both.
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I had this Account from mKiLord Secre-
tary Mr. Bafbpool, who, on his Mafter’s Death,
was clapt up in Prifon, and lay three Years
with his Neck in the Congoes, which are a
Pair of Stocks made of B es, and was never
taken out, but in order tobe feverely whipped,
to make him accufe rich Men whom the U-
furper had a Mind to deftroy, that he might
feize their Eftates under the Umbrage of Ju-
flice and Law.

Ifaw my Lady Falcon in Anno 1719. and
fhe was then honoured with the Superinten-
dency of his Majeﬁfy’s Confeionary. She
was born in Siem of honourable Parents,and
at that Time much refpe@®ed both in the
Court and City, for her Prudence and Hu-
manity to Natives and Strangers, when they
came into Difficulties, or under the Weight
of gppremons from the Officers of the Court
or City.

W:tay £ N the Siam Ambaffador returned from
France and England, in the murdered King's
‘Time,hisMafter,among many other Queftions,
askt him if theKing of France had any Pala-
ces like his at Siam, for Beauty and Magni.-
tude, and the poor Man unadvifedly told him
Truth, thatin France were many finer, nay,
that the King of France’s Horfe Stables in
Paris, exceeded any Buildingsin India, which
his Majefty took fo ill, thathe difgrac’d him,
and was very near lofing his Head for his tel-
ling Truth.

HE King of Siamis as fond of lofty Titles
as theKing of Pegu. Befideshis Proximit
wit
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with the heavenly Luminaries, he is 2 God
on Earth, in whofe Court are to be found
Juftice, Mercy, and Benevolence to Mankind,
with fuch a Train of fenfelefs Hyperboles,
and at laft, to illuftrate all the reft, ¥1e isKing
of the white Elephant, a Title that none dif-
putes with him but theKing of Pegs.

T ue King beftows his anniverfary Bleffing
on his People in the Month of Sepzember,
when he pafles through the City attended
with a numerous Train of Elephants, among
whom is the white Elephant, but he is qnl
of aCream Colour, and I have feen feverals
at Bangarie, a Village ncar Fonkceyloan, as
white ashim. All the Elephants that Day
are dreftin their fineft T'rappings, with Drums,
Trumpets, Hautboys, and other mufical In-
ftruments making 2 Noife as they go along,
but whether it is to divert his Majefty or
his Elephants, I know not, but I am furethe
Noife was harfh in my Ears.

W ni1L e he is making his Elephantine Ca-
valcade through the City, the Populace dares
not look him in the Face, but proftrate on
their Knees and their Elbows on the Ground,
with their Hands open and joyned above
their Heads, and their Eyes fixt on the
Ground, or fhut till he has paft by them, then
they are permitted to rifeand look on his back
Parts or Side. :

In the Month of November he alfo fhews
himfelf on the River, in a Balling or Barge
of 30 or 40 Yards long, about two Yards
broad, and two Foot decp, with a Throne
Vou. IL M placed,
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laced near the Middle of her Length,about
even Foot high,and arich Canopyv over his
Head, and being feated on the Throne, his
%{eate& Lords or Minions fit under the
hrone, and about soor 6o Rowers are feat-
ed a-fore and be-aft the Throne, ( clothedin
Carnation coloured Waiftcoats, with fine Ga
or Turbands on their Heads ) to row or paddle
his Majefty wherever he orders them, and
there are ordinarily above 1000 other Bargesto
wait on his Majefty, befides feveral Thoufands
ofother common Ballongs, infomuch, that for
5 or 6 Miles, the River is covered with Boats,
except near his Majefty’s Barge, and there is
half a Mile of the River clear for his Barge to
move in.

Asour four or five in the Evening, he
ﬁ)es in his Barge to a Temple about three

iles above the City, on the oppofite Side
of the River, where the Priefts pray for him,
and prefent him with two Yardsand an Half
of Cotton Cloth, that muft befpun and woven
the fame Day that the King comes to receive
it. After Sun fets, he embarks again (leaving
fome royal Gratuity to the Priefts for their mi-
raculous Prefent) and isattended in State to
his Palace.

H1s Reafon for honouring the River and
his People that Time of the %‘ear, istoforbid
the River formally to flow higher or long- .

er than fuch a Number of Inches in
FHeight, or of Days in Time, as he fets
it ; yet fometimes it difobeys his royal Com-

mands,
ArnL
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A L L the Mandarines belonging to the Go-
vernment, whofe Aflairs fequire their Refi
dence in the City, whofe Numbers generally
amount to 3oco. muft daily attend in the Pa-
lace, except they have Leave to be abfent,
and if any one tranfgrefles, he is fcverely
whipt with fplit Rozzans, which cut pretty
deep into the Flefh, and leave confpicuous
Marks behind them. The greatcr the Marks
appear, the greater the Honour they take them
to be. And the pretty Ladies are not exeem’d
from the Flagellation, for very fmall Faults.
AndI have feen fome pretty agreeable young
Gentlewomen with Roztan Nfarks on their
Backs, which they are fo far from covering,
that asthey pafs the Streets, they expofe their
Backs, tho’ their Breafts, Bellies, and Necks
are covered with a Scarf, feeming to glory
in being fo much taken Notice of by the

_greateft King onEarth.
Tuxe Women in Siam are the only Mers
™ chants in buying Goods, and fome of them
trade very confiderably. The Husbands in
gencral are maintained by the Induftry of
their Wives. And the Ewrgpeans that trade
to Siam, accommodate themfelves astheydo
in Pegu, with temporary Wives, almoft on
the fame Conditions too, and it is thought
no Difgrace to have had many temporary
Husbands, but rather an Honour that they
have been beloved by fo many different Men.
The Chriftian Priefts cry down that Way of
Marrying, and want every Heretick, as wcll
as Cbrz:/ﬁan Catholick, to be ticd to fome
M= young
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oung Laffes of their bringing up, but the
ereticks, according to their innate Prin-
ciples, generally continue deaf and obftinate
to the Frave Advice and found Dog&rine of
the holy Fathers, and marry according to
the Siam Way. The Catholicks dare not do
fo for fear of Excommunication, but the §:-
am Wives generally prove the moft obedient,
loving, and chafte, for which Reafon, when
the Catholicks once go from Siam to follow
their Bufinefs in other Countries, they fel.
dom return to §iam, but leave their beloved
Wivesa Legacy to the Church, whois a very
indulgent Mother to her termagantDaugh-
7 tersy

T u e Natives of both Sexes go bare-head-
ed, and their Hair cut within two Inches of
the Skin, and gumm’d, and comb’d upwards,
which makes their Head feem very big, and
all in Briftles like a Boar’s Back. They are
well thap’d in Body and Limbs, with a large
Fore-head and a little Nofc, and handfom
Mouth with plump Lips, and black fparkling
Eyes. Their Ears of a moderate Size, but
large thick Lappets. The Men have but
little Hair on their Chins, and they are of an
Olive-colour, but the Women of a Straw
Complexion, and fome of the Ladies havea
little Tin&ture of red in their Cheeks and
Lips, but whether it is natural or artificial I-
know not. They are very prolifick and
long-lived, which may be partly impated
to their Temperance in eating and drink-
ing.
& AFTER
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ArtER the Ufurper had fettled himfelf
on the Throne of Siem, he ordered th~
French to deliver their Fort at Bencock,toan
Officer that he fent to take Pofleflion ofit,
but they refufed, without firft making Terms
for themfelves, on which he fent a Part of his
Army to attack it, and threatned every Man’s
Life that returned before it was taken. His
Orders were Eun&ually put in Exccution, and
all the French got, was the Honour of dying
braveR' in the Defence of their Liberty. ‘The
Fort ftands ftill undemolifhed, but no Artillery
is in it,

IN Siam they have feveral Ways in punifh-
ing Criminals with Death, for Theft and o-
ther fuch like Peccadilloes. Behcading is
the common Way. For Rebcllion or Nﬁlti-
ny they are ript up alive, and their Gutsand
Intrails taken out, and their Carcafes woven
up in a Twig-cafe, and tied up to a Stake for
\;ultures ang other voracious Fowls, or Dogs
to feed on. I faw Eirghteen one Morning
going to be cxecuted fo for Mutiny. 'They
were each put ona triangular Seat, with their
Necks and Hands in wooden Fetters, and
carried by threc Slaves in Chains through
the Streets to the Place of Execution, but
they lookt as if they had becn almoft ftarv’d
in Prifon, for they werc very meagre. Some
were weeping,others jovful that they were
near the End of a miferable Life.

F or Treafon and Murder, the Flephant is
theExecutioner. The condemned Perfon is
made faft to a Staqudrivcn intothe Ground

N 3 for
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for the Purpofe, and the Elephant is brought
to view him, and goes twice or thrice round
him, and when the Elephant’s Keeper fpeaks
to the monftrous Executioner, he twines his
Trunk round the Perfonand Stake,and pul-
ling the Stake from the Ground with great
Violence, toffes the Man and the Stake into
the Air, and in coming down, receives him
on his Teeth,and fhaking him off again, puts
one of his fore Feet on the Carcafe, and
fqueezes it flat.

In Anno 1717. the King cf Siam made War
on his Neighbour of Cambodia, and invaded
his Country with an Army of soo00 by Land,
and 20000 by Sea, and committed the Care of
his Armies to his Barkalong, a Chinefe, alto-

ether unacquainted with War. The China
an accepted of the Charge with much Re-~
lu¢tancy, but the King would not be denied.
The War prov'd unfuccefsful, but I'll leave the
Particulars till I treat of Cambodia, and re-
turnto Siam, where I had fome Difficulties
to meet with.

In Anno 1719. I went thither with a Car-
§o to difpofe on, expeing to trade on the

‘ooting of the old Treaty concluded at Los-
don with the King of England, and the King
of Siam’s Ambaflador, in Auns 1684. but on
my Arrival, [ found that Mr. Collez, Gover-
nor of Fort St. George. had cancelled that A-
greement by his Ambaflador Powny, as I
have already obferved, and the new Condi-
tions being too hard for me to ftand to, Ifo-
licited for Liberty to depart again withsggy

ip
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Ship and Cargo, whichIcould not obtain in
lefs than four Months.

Colle’s Attorney at the Court of Siew,
was a Perfian by l{irth, but had come to §1-
am with his Fathcr when very young, and had
remained about 40 Ycars at Siem. He was
as complete a Rafcal as Coller could have
found for his villanous Purpofes, for by falfe
Informations to the King, hc had brought ma-
ny honeft Mcn into Troublc, and fome T'rea-
fure into the King’s Coffers.

W nen I underitood that he was the Re-
mora that had put a Stop to my Commerce,
I tried if I could remove him by large Pre-
fents, but all to no Purpofe, for if I traded,
it muft be on the Scheme laid down by Coi~
Jet, by the Ncgotiation of Powny, who kept
one Collifon as his Refident at Siam, to con-
fulc and inform the Perfran of the beft Me-
thods to ruincthe Englifb Traderstnat had
not Collet’s Letters of Proteétion.

Tuaxs Perflan, (whofe Name was Osa Sen-
nerat) and I, were difcourfing onc Day of
my Affairs in the Induflan Language, which
is the eftablithed Language fpoken in the
Mogul’s large Dominions, and, among other
Things, I was laying down to him the Difh-

* culties that might ,attend the King of Siaw’s
Trade, carried on from Merjec to Fort St.
George, becaufc if the reft of the Englifb Co-
lonies were forbid trading with Siam, thoy
had juft Caufc toforbid his Subjeéts totrade

-to Fort St. George, or any wherc clic, and
that other Trouilesl\t}ﬁght arifeto the Kin};\;;;a

4 . -
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Affairs, by thus impofing on the King, who
was ignorant of the Confequences that might
follow in breaking the Agreement madein
England, without fo much as once givin
Warning to the Englifb Colonies of other
Parts of India.

He anfwered me, that the King of Fort
Bt. George could beft give mean Anfwer, who
was ableto proteét the King of Siam’s Trade
thither, and that his Majefty had no other
foreign Trade but Fapon, that he valued,and
the Lnglifb had no Trade that Way to di-
fturb his Mafter’s Commerce, and that if I
did not comply with the Agreement made by
Powny in Collet's Name, Igmight go away
when I could.

I told him that 1 had a2 Mind to fee the
King, and would make him a Prefent of a
thoufand Dollars, if he could find Means to
introduce me to his Prefence. He anfwer-
ed me, that the Englifb had not good Man-
ners enough to be admitted into the Prefence
of fo great a King, and thereforel ought not
to expect to appear before him, and for fear
I fhould have made Application to fome o-
ther Court Favourite to introduce me;about
two or three Days after our Confabulation,
I heard that there was a Proclamation pub-
lithed, all over the City, that no Foreigner
fhould dare to approach within fuch a Diftance
of the King’s Palace, under very fevere Pe-
nalties.

Apour a Week after I had a Summons
to appear before a Tribunal, to anfwer to lan

n-
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Indi&ment of fpeaking Treafon of the King:
I knew my felf innocent, and appeared at the
Time appointed, which was about Eight in
the Morning. The Court was held in a large,
fquare, oblong Hall, open onall Sides. About

ine the dJudge came with fome Thoufands
of Attendants, and, as he pafled by me to
take his Place, he viewed me very narrowly,
as I did him with much Attention. He was
a Man of a middle Stature, about so Years of
Age, of a pleafant, but grave Countenance,
and had a quick fparkling Eye. He {poke
to my Interpreter, to bid me have a Care
of my Tongue, left I fthould prejudice myfelf
in anfwerin§ to intricate Queftions. I thank-
ed him for his Admonition, and told him, 4
Word to the Wife was fufficient.

Havinc placed himfelf, he ordered my
Indi@ment to be read, which was according-
ly done, and in about half an Hour’s Time
it was ended. He askt me by my Interpre-
ter, if I underftood what was libelled againft
me. I anfwered, No. He then bade the In-
terpreter inform me of the Meaning of each
particular Paragraph, as they wecre read a fe-
cond Time with Deliberation, and, having
heard my Impeachment, which was ground-
ed only on my faying, That the King had been
tmpofed upon, 1 thought fit to deny all, and

ut my Adverfary Oia Senunerat to prove that
fhad faid fo; but, by the by, I found, that
faying the King of Szam was capable of be-
ing impofed on, is rank Treafon.

THurF
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T ue Judge chofe out of the Aflembly two
Procurators for each of us, and there were
no fmall Debates for three or four Hours,
Whether or not a Stranger, who was ignorant
of the Laws of Siam, could come under the
Penalty annext to the Tranl/gre:ﬁ'm of their
Laws, when they were broken through Igno-
rance, and mot with Defign ; but my An-
tagonift at laft carried it in the Affirmative,
tho’ the Judge feemed to incline towards the
Opinions of my Advocates.

T ueN the Judge put Osz Sennerat to prove
what I was accufed of, and he produced two
of his own Servants, who ftood at fome Di-
ftance when we were difcourfing of my Af-
fairs ; but my Advocates challenged the Laws
of Szam for their Infufficiency, for that Law
admits not of a Servant’s Teftimony, either
for or againft his Mafter. Then he profer-
red to bring an undeniable Witnefs againft
me, who was the only Perfon with us when
we difcourfed, and that was Collifon, who
was prefently fent for, and being fet b{ my
Adverfary, the Judge askt him by the Inter-
preter, if he was prefent at fuch a Time,
when Oia Sennerat and 1 were in warm Dif-
courfe. He anfwered, He was. He then
interrogated him, if he had heard me fay in
mg Diicourfe, that the Kinl% had been impo-
fed on. He affirmed he had, on which I

erceived a Cloud overfpread the Judﬁe's
ountenance, and many others, who had
come to hear the Trial, feemed forrawful.

Ar-
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AFTER 2 little Paufe, the Judg~, by the
Interpreter, askt me what I had to fay to CaZ-
féﬂn"s Evidence. I anfwered, thatIhad little

nowledge of him, but that he might be an
honeft Man, or otherwifc, as his Intereft led
him. All continued mute for a little Space,
and [ broke the Silence by defiring the J}l’ldge
to ask Collifon in what Language I held that
Difcourfe in with Oia Sennerat, which the
Judge did, and was anfwered, that he did
not well know, but that he believed it was
in the Induflan Language. I begged the
Judge to ask him if he underftood that Lan-
ﬁuage, and he did fo. Colifom, after fome

aufe, anfwered, No. Then the Judge askt
him anfrily, and with an Air of Difdain, how
he could come in as an Evidence of Words
fpoken in a Language that he did not un-

erftand, and he {imply faid, That he thought
I had faid fo, at which the whole Crowd

ave an Huzza, and clapt their Hands, and
ecmed joyful. The Judge reprimanded Oie
Sennerat for putting him and the Court to
fo much Trouble, and complimented me on
my fafe Delivery, and fo departcd fecmingly
well fatisfied.

I had two Britifb Gentlemen that accom-
panied me all the Time of my Trial. One
was Commander of a {mall Ship from Bex-
gat, called Mr. Alexander Dalglifb, and one
Mr. Fobn Saunders, who was fccond Super-
cargo under me; and when the Judge came,
fome Executioners followed him with their

Inftruments of Death, to put the Seatencein
Execu-
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Execution affoon as the Judge pronounces it.
Our Debates held fo long, that it was near
Eight at Night before we got Home. Had
I been caft in my Procefs, my Head had been
a Sacrifice to my Adverfary’s Refentment,
and my Ship and Cargo to the much jnjured
King, and, to fum up all, my Ship’s Compa-
ny had been the King’s Slaves. On my re-
turning Home viorious, I had the Congra-
tulations of all my Friends, particularl the
Chinefe Merchants, whofe Lives and Eftates
might have been endangered by the like vil-
lanous Informations.

My Adverfaries being fhamefully difap-
pointed in that Proje&, had one more to try
their Skill in, and that was to bring me in
for Piracy, for, about fout Years before,
Mr. Harrifin, then Governor of Fort St.
George, had fent a Ship to Amoy in China,
and fome Chiza Merchants having taken
Goods and Money, to the Amount of 20000
Tayels, or 6700 Pounds Szerl. whenthe Term
of Payment came, they eloped, and the Super-
cargoes could have no Redrefs, which made
them give Orders to the Captain of the Ship
to make Reprifals, which they did ona large
Fonk belonging to the Barkalong of Siam,
which Fonk they carried with them to Fort
St. George, and which Fa& my Adverfaries
fixed on me, tho’, at that Time, I was in 4~
rabia or Ter}/ic, which I proferred to prove
by fome Mabometan Merchants that faw me
there; butall that I could alledge would have
been ineffe@ual, if I had not accidefr_\tall‘)i

oun
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found fome Chinefe who belonged to the
onk when fhe was feized, and who knew
oth me and Captain Fowes, who was the

Captor, and fo it never came to a Trial.

t being high Time for me to get from
Jiam at any Rate, 1 applied myfelf to my
Judge for his Affiftance, and carried a Pre-
fent of four Yards of fcarlet Cloth, and
fome Pieces of Surat Goods, to the Value
of 20 L. in all. He received me very cour-
teoufly, and promifed me his Affiftance, but
would accept of none of my Prefents. At laft
on my prefling him to take it, he accepted
of the {carlet Cloth, but would not touch a-

’ ny of the S¥rar Goods, tho’ they were very
fine in their Kind, but recommended me to
two Officers more, whom I muft addrefs tp
make my Requeft be the eafier granted, and
he told me, that thofe Suret Goods would

-~ ferve to make them my Friends. /1 took his
Advice, and in three Days had my Clearance,
for paying about 200 L. for my Ship’s Mea-
furage, (an Impofition of Mr. Collet’s) and
foI fell down to Bencock, where, according
to the Siam Cuftom, I was obliged to put
my Guns afthore, before I coul %;‘up to
the City. I lay there four or five Days be-
fore Orders were fent to dcliver my Guns,
which, affoon as I had got on board, and
mounted, I told the Ofhcer that delivercd
them, to give my Service to Oia Semnerat,
and tell him, that if the King’s three Fonks
arrived on this Coaft this Seafon, he would
hear farther from me by them.

By
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By that Time I was clear at Bsncock, Cap-
tain Dalgleifb arrived there alfo, in order to
%-oceed to Bengal. He had fallen mnto the

rap laid by Collet, and had Yaid Meafurage
and Cuftoms, befides the ufual Prefents to tﬁe
Court, according to the old Conftitution,
but he could not get ready to go fo foon
out of the River as], otherwife I geﬁgned to
have brought fome Troubles on Sewneraz, if
not on Coller and Powney’s Affairs at Siam,
but Captain Dalgleifb being flill in their
Power, tied my Hands.

Siam Baris only a large Bank of foft Mud,
and, at Spring-tides, not above ten or eleven
Foot Water on it. It is eafy getting into
it in the South-weft Monfoons, becaufe, in
two or three Tides, with the Motion the
Sl}}p receives from the fmall Waves and the
Affiftance of the Wind, fhe flides thro’ the
Mud. My Ship drew thirteen Foot, and we
had not above nine on the Bar when we
went into the River, but coming out with
the North-eaft Monfoons, the Sea being
fmooth, we are obliged to warp out with An-
chors and Halfers, and, if the Ship draws any
confiderable Draught of Water, we are fome-
times two Springs in warping over, but, at
twelve Foot Draught, I got over in four Tides.

ANp now, having given fome particular
Accounts of my Obfervations on and in §i-
am, 1 will alfo give fome general Remarks,
and begin with the Fertility of the Country,
which, on that Point, is inferior to few ( if

any) in the World.
THERE
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Tuere are but two Parcels of Moun-
tains to be feen in the Places that I pafled thro’,
and they ly between Eaft and North-eaft from
the City of Odia, about ten Leagues diftant,

nd they produce good Timber for building,
/and Agala-wood for Perfumes. They have alfo
" Mines of Iron, Tin, Lead, Silver and Gold,
but they are all entailed on the Crown, who
has the fole Benefit of them. They breed vaft
Numbers of wild Deer, which are hunted
and killed for the fake of their Skins, which

\ thc:.lz yearly fend to Fapon.

# E Plains produce all Sorts of Grain ne-
ceffary for animal and human Suftenance,
They plentifully bear as good, if not the beft
Oranges, Lemons and Limes in the World.
Their Rivers fuperabound in Fifh of feveral
Species, very good in their Kind. Their Vil-
lages are numerous, and well iphabited witir
Artificers and Peafants; but there are but
five walled Towns in all the §iam Domini-
ons, and Odia is one of them.

Trey have Abundance of wild Animals
in their Woods, fuch as Elephants, Rhinoce-
rofes, L.eopards and Tigers, and tame Cattle,
as Bullocks, Buffaloes and Swine, in Abuu-
dance about their Farms. Temples and Priefts
are more numerous here, in Proportion to
the Laity, than in any Country I ever faw
out of the Dominions of Porsugal. Their
Tallapoys or Priefts are diftinguithed from
the Laity by a cinnamon or orange-coloured
Cloke which they wear, they again differing
among themfelves bv diftinguithing Badgis,

y
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by which they know their Degree and Dig-
nity. Their Heads, Beards and Eye-brows
are kept clofe fhaven. They are forbidden
Marriage or meddling with Money, and if
any of the Priefthood is convited of Incon-
tinency with Women, he is burned for it a-
live, and, if only fufpefted and brought to a
Trial, he is degraded and banithed.

THaEY have Sermons or Le&ures four
Times in a Moon, the Gates of the Tem-
ples being fet wide open, and the People
meet in good Order. Their Sermons con-
fift in recommending moral Duties to the
People, and Charity towards one another,
but particularly to the Church, by which
A8s it fubfifts; and, after the Priefts Bene-
difion, every one goes to an Image, and kif-
fes it, or bows to it, and marches offin good
Order. They have Morning and Evening
Prayers, and {ing Anthems. They vifit the
Sick, and pray for the Dead, and accompa-
ny the Corps to the funeral Pile, and fing
Obfequies. They go to Weddings, and make
Sacrifices for the Profperity of the Bride-

oom and Bride, but have no Hand in joyn-
ing them together,

ARRIAGEs are there made up by
Parents or near Relations, without the Con-
fent of the Parties to be married, for that.
Reafon they are commonly married very
young; but, if they are come to the Years
of Difcretion or Maturity, then the Spark
ﬁets fome female Friend to acquaint his Mi-

ris with his Paffion for her, and if fhe will

per-
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permit a Vifit from him, the Bargain is as
good as made. The civil Magiftrate with
them officiates the Prieft’s Part with us, and
when once they are married, they feldom
fue for a Divorce, which is very hard to pro-
cure, except in Cafe of Infufhciency in the
Man, or Barrennefs in the Woman, for A~
dultery, in either Party, is not reckoned infa-
mous; and Fornication is either allowed or
tolerated.

Tue Children are carefully educated in
Schools by Priefts fet apart for that Service,
and it is rare to find a Siemer but who can
write. After Schooling, thex are put to fuch
Callings as fuit beft with their Genius and
guality: And there is generally a reciprocal

armony between Parents and Children.
The Children are obedient, and the Parent
indulgent. In Childhood and Youth the Pa-
rent furnifhes the Child with what is necef~
fary, and in old Age the Child fupplies all
the Wants of his Parent, as far as he is able.
In Marriages they make no Account of Con-=
fanguinity, farther than between Father and
Daughter, Mother and Son, and Sifter and
Brother ; all other Degrees are lawful.

A~p now it .is Time to fteer my Courfe
to the Southward again as far as Cambodia,
Coafting along Shore, the firft Place we meet
with is Bankafoy, a Place not frequented by
Strangers, tho' it produces much Agala and
Sapan-woods. and Elephants Teeth; but all
are fent to the King, who, for all his gaudy
‘Titles, l{et ftoops to play the Merchant, I
Vour. IL N fup-
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fuppofe he makes Ufe of Trading in Honour
ofP his Kinfman Mercury, who Iuperintends
Merchandizing, but was never reckoned a
fair Dealer, and in that Point the King is
nearly related to him: But Bawkafoy is fa-
mous, chiefly for making Ballichang, a Sauce
made of dried Shrimps, Cod-pepper, Saltand
a Sea Weed or Grafs, all well mixed, and
beaten up to the Confiftency of thick Mu-
ftard. Its Tafte and Smell are both ungrate-
ful to the Nofe and Palate ; but many Hun-
dred Tuns are expended in Siem and the
adjacent Countries
Bankafiy River lics but 4 or 5 Leagues
to the Eaftward of Siam Bar, and there are
two lflands, called the Dusch Hands, where
great Ships are obliged to ftay in the South-
weft Monfoons, when they cannot get Wa-
ter over the Bar that bears off it South-caft
and by South, about nine Leagues diftant.
I obferved before, that the Company fent
the Herbert and another Ship from Englend
in Anno 1685. and in 1686. as the Herbert
lay at thofe Iflands, one Captain ‘VUdal, who
commanded her, died, and the fucceedin
Captain carried his Cqrps afhore, and buri
it in a pretty deep Grave. Two Days after,
fome of the Ship’s People ﬁ:)irg athore, had
the Curiofity to go and fee the Grave. When
) they came near, to their t_great Wonder, they
/ faw the Corﬁs ftript of its winding Sheet,
and fet upright againft a Tree. It was after-
wards iput a&ain into the Coffin, and buried
_in the fame Grave, with a2 Quantity ofsheavy
tones
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Stones on it, and next Day they came to the
Grave, and found it opencd a fecond Time,
with the Corps ftandin uFright againft ano-
ther Tree, fo they made faft fome Stones to
it, and carried it a pretty Way into the Sea,
and buried it inthe Water, where it remain-
ed undifturbed. This ftrange Refurre@on
left Room for various Conje&ures, but the
moft probable feemed to be, that fome Sor-
cerers took it up, and put it in that Pofture,
whilft they, by their Sorceries or Incantati-
ons, interrogate it about future Events, and
received Anfwers thro” human Organs. Fhe -
Matter of Fa& I have heard often affirmed
by feverals who were there at the Time and
faw it, which made me enquire, if any Peo-
ple in Siam ufed to enquire about future E-
vents after that Manner, and I was told that
they did. )

'¥‘HE Coaflts of Liampe and Chiampo are
the Territories of Siam, but for 5o Leagues
and more along the Sea-fhore, there are no
Sea-ports, the Country being almoft a De-
fert. It produces good Store of Sapan and
Agala-woods, with Gumlack and Sticklack,
and many Drugs that I know but little about.

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CHAP. XLVIL

Gives an Account of Cambodia sts Trade, al-
Jo of a late War brought into their Country
by the Siamer, and the ill Succefs they bad.

HE firft Sea-port to be met with is

Cupangfoap, a Town in the Domini-
nions of Cambodia. It affords Elephants
Teeth, Sticklack and the Gum Cambonge or
Cambodia ; but there is no free Commerce al-
lowed there, without a Licence from the
Court of Cembodia.

T u e next Place is Ponteamafs, a Place of
pretty good Trade for many Years, having
the Conveniency of a pretty deep but nar-
row River, which, in the rainy Seafons of the
South-weft Monfoons, has Communication
with Banfack or Cambodia River, which Con-
veniency made it draw foreign Commerce
from the City of Cambodia hither; for the
City lying near rco Leagues up the River,
and moft Part of the Way a continual Stream
running downward, made the Navigation to
the City fo long and troublefom, that few
cared to trade to it, for which Reafons fo-
reign Commerce chofe to come to Pontea-
mafs, and it flourifhed pretty well till the
Year x717. that the Siam Fleet deftroyed it.

WHEN the Siam Army and Fleet threat-
ned Cambodia, the King knew his Inability to
withftand the Siamers, fo the Inhabitants that
lived on his Borders had Orders to remove
towards the City of Cambedia, and what tlll:le

co
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could not briniwith them, to deftroy it, fo
that for fifty Leagues the Country was a
mere Defert. He then addreft the King of
Couchin-china for Afliftance and Proteétion,
which he obtained, on Condition, that Cam-
bodia fhould become tributary to Conchin-
china, which was agreed to, and he had an
Army of 15000 to affift him by Land, and
3000 in nimble Gallics well mann’d and e-
quiFt, by Sea.

HE §iamArmy by Land was above double
the Number of the Cambodians and Conchin-
chinefe in Conjun&ion, and their Fleet above
four Times their Number. The Land Army
ﬁnding all the Country defolate, as they mar-
ched into the Borders of Cambodia, foon be-
gan to be in Diftrefs for Want of Provifi-
ons, which obliged them to kill their Carri-
age Beafls, and thcir Elephants and Horfes
which they could get no Suftenance for, and
the Soldiers beinE obliged to eat their Flefh,
it being a Diet they had never been ufed to,
an epidemick Flux and Fever feized the
wholc Army, fo that in two Months one

" Half was not left, and thofe were obliged to

retreat towards their own Country again,
with the Cambodian Army always at their
Heels.

Nor had their Navy much better Succefs,
for they coming to Ponteamafs, fent in their
fmall Gallies to plunder and burn the Town,
which they did effetually, and, of Elcphants
Teeth only, they burnt above 2co Tuns.
The Ships and Fonks of Burden lying in the

N 3 Road,
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Road, above four Miles from the Town, the
Couchin-chinefe taking hold of that Opportu-
nity, attackt the large Veflels, and burned
fome, and forced others afhore, whilft their
Gallies were in a narrow River, and could
not come to their Affiftance till High-water
that they could get out. The Couchin-chinefé
having done what they came for, retired, not
caring to engage fuch a fuperior Number,
and the Siamers fearing Famine in their
Fleet, ftecred their Courfe for Szem with
Difgrace. In Anno 1720. I faw feveral of the
Wracks, and the Ruins of the Town of Pon-
teamafs.

T ne City of Cambodia ftands on the Side
of the great River, about 50 or 6o Leagues
from Ponteamafs by Land, or by Water in

¢ South-weft Monfoons. The Country
produces Gold of twenty one Caraé?s fine,
raw Silk at 120 Dollars per Pecul, Elephants
Teeth at s0 to §5 Dollars for the largeft.
The {mall are of different Prices. They have
alfo much Sapan-wood, Sandal-wood, Agala-
wood, Sticklack, and many Sorts of phyfical
Drugs, and Lack for Japaning. They are ve-
ry defirous of havinga Trade with the Eng-
J/b; but they will not fuffer the Duzch to
fettle Fa®ories in their Countri_r:.

Provisions of Flefth and Fifh are plen-
tiful and cheap, and are the only Things that
may be bought without a Permit from the
King. I have bought a Bullock, that weigh-
ed between 4 and 500 Weight, for a Spans/b
Dollar; and Rice is bought at Eight Pence

‘ per
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per Pecul, which is about 14c 4. but Poul-
try are fcarce, becaufe the Country being for
the moft Part woody, when the Chickens
frow big, they go to the Woods, and thift
or themfelves. Tigers and wild Elephants
are numerous in the Woods, and there are
alfo wild Cattle and Buffaloes, and Plenty of
Deer, all which Animals cvery Body is free
to catch or kill,
; T yeRE are about two hundred Topaffes,
/0t Indian Portugucze fertled and marricd in
Cambodia, and fome of them have pretty good
Pofts in the Government, and live great after
the Fafhion of that Country; but they have
1o Priefls, nor will any venture to go among
them, for in Anmo 1710. a poor Capuchin
went there to officiate, and finding one of
the toppingeft of his Congregation to have
two Wives, ordered him, by virtue of his
facerdotal Power, to put one of them away,
but his Parithoner would not obey in that
Point, which made the Prieft ufe the Wea-
pon of Excommunication againft him, which
the other took in fuch Dudgeon, that he
knockt his fpiritual Guide’s Brains out for
his unfeafonable Severity. Since that Time
they wrote to Siam and Macao in China for
fome more ghoftly Fathers, but not one will
g0, tho’ perhaps they might have the Honour
of dying Martyrs. :

Tuey all of them have {mall Penfions
from the King, but too narrow to maintain
them, fo they go to the Woods with Fire-
arms, and lul}l' wild Elephants for their Teeth,

N 4 which
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which they fell to Foreigners ; and their
Way of killing them is very fingular, for
they form a Piece of Iron like a Slug, and
the foremoft End is made ﬂmrg. the
Woods grow certain Trees with a thick
Bark of a violent poifonous Quality. They
drive the fharp knd of the Slug into the
Bark, and let it ftay a fhort Time in it, then
But the Slug into their Gun charged with

owder, and coming near the Beaft, fire
the Slug into its Body. The Elephant being
thus wounded, flees from the Man, but the
Man keeps Sight of it for a fmall Space of
Time, and then it drops down dead.

Anp with the fame poifoned Slugs they
kill Cattle and Buffaloes, for their Tongues.
‘This fubtil Poifon has alfo another ftrange
Quality, that if Men become hungry or thir-
fty, (as they often do in the Woods) they
fqueeze a few Drops of it on a Leaf of a

ree, and they licking the Licaf; it gives im-
mediate Refrefhment ; but if the Skin be
broken, and the Juice touch the Part, it
proves mortal without Remedy.

WueNI arrived at Pomteamafs, an Officer
came on board, who could fpeak a little Por-
tuguee. He brought a Prefent of Refrefh-
ments along with him, and advifed me to
fend to the King, to give him an Account of
my Arrival, and acquaint him that I defign-
’ed to trade with his Subjets by his Permiffi-

. on, which I did, and in twelve Days, receiv-
‘ed an Anfwer that I might, but defired me
to fend fome Perfonup with Mufters of my

Goods,
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Goods, that he and his Merchants might fee
them, and fent two Portugueze for Interpre-
ters, one to ftay with me onboard of my Ship,
while I ftaid, and the other to accompany the
Perfon I defigned to fend to him with the
Mufters. On their Arrival I difpatcht my
fecond Supercargo, with an Equippage of 25
Men, well armed with Fuzees and Bayonets,
with two fmall Bales of Muflers, and Pre-
fents for theKing, with Inftru¥ions to let me
hear from him once a Week by an Exprefs,
if no other Opportunity offered.’

A rTER he arrived at the City, he had a
large Houfe allowed him for the Accom-
modation of him and his Retinue, and had
ftore of Provifions fent him, and many Folks
of Diftin&ion vifited him, but ten Days paft
before he could fee his Majefty, who at laft
received him in great State, fitting on a
Throne like a Pulpit, with his Face vailed
below his Eyes, and after many gracious
Speeches, fome whereof were pertinent to
my Purpofe, but many not, he gave me Li.
berty and Encouragement to trade.

I Zad ftaid above three Weeks in Expe@a-
tion to hear from my fecond Supercargo,but
could get no Account from him. I begin-
ning to be uneafie, dgm: an Exprcfs to carry
Letters to him,and ordered him to fend it
back with as much Speed as was poflible, but
had the Mortification to find he had been ftopt
at the City. I was extremely uneafie for
want of Advice what was become of my
People, and the approaching of the Soutéx{-t

w
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weft Monfoons, which would have madethat
Coatt a Lee-thore, and would have oblig’d me
to take San&uardoin one of their Harbours
for five or fix Months, and was not certain
whether I wes in 3 Friend’s or an Enemy’s
untry. In ¢his Labyrinth I continued a
Jeek, and at laft refolved to depart by a cer-
tain Day, and leaye my People to come af-
ter me to Makccs, if t‘l:zwere aliveand at
Liberty. The oods I had fent up withthem,
would have been fufficient to have hired a
Veffel to carry them thither. I told my Re-
folution to my Interpreter, and that I fhould
be obliged to carry him and fome more of
the King’s Subjets along with me as Hofta-
%es for the civil Treatment of my People at
ambodia. He feemed furprifed at my Re-
i..‘olution, and got a Perfon to go to the City
in all Hafte to give an Accountof my Impa-
tience and » who returned infeurteen
Days, about two Days before my Term was
expired, that I had fet for my Departure.
There accompanied him three Portugnese,
who brought me Letters from my iecond
Supercargo, that he had taken Leave of the
King, and was coming to me with all Hafte,
and in three Daysafter the Poreugseze came,
he arrived withall his Retinue, with a Let-
‘ter of Compliment to me in the Porzugseze
Language, and one dire@ted to the Gover-
nor of Bomkay, to invite the Engéiﬂz to fettle
ia his Country, and tp build Faftories or
Forts in any Part of his Dominions to prote
Trade. T
. HE
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Tug Reafoa why he kept us fo long in
Sufpence. was, that he would enter into no

ence with us without the Know-
ledge and Comfent of his Guardian the King
of Coschin-china, who at laft confented to
allow us Commerce both in Cembodia, and in
hisown ;roper Dominions, but that the §Sis-
mevs had deftroyed the Country where they
had been, and they had nothing ready for
Barter. with my Cargo then, but in a Yearor
two they would be provided.

W HEN the King beftows his Favour on
any Perfon whom he has a Mind to honour,
which be never does without a confiderable
Prefent, he prefents the Perfon with two
Swords to be carried always before him when
he g:)es abroad in publick, one is the Sword
of State,and the other of Juftice. All People
that meet him when thofe Swords are carried
before him, muft give him Place, and falute
him by a fet Form of Words, but if he meets
with another Court Minion, then they com-
pare the Dates of their Patents, and Segnio-
rity takes Place, and muft be firft faluted.
Wherever thofe Mandareens goin the Coun-
try, they hold Courts of Juftice, both civil
and criminal, and the{ have the Power of
laying on Fines, but they are paid into the
King’s Treafury ; but in capital Crimes, his
Sentence is Law, and {peedy Execution fol-
lows Sentence.

T ue Cambodians are of a light brown Com--
plexion,and verywell thap’d, their Hair lo
and Beards thin. Their Women are very 2 -

om,
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fom, but not very modeft. The Men wear
a Veftment like our Night-gowns, but no-
thing on their Heads or Feet. The Women
wear a Petticoat reaching below the Ancle,
and on their Bodies a Frock made clofe and
meet for their Bodies and Arms, and both
Sexes drefs their Hair.

I faw none of their Priefts, but underftood
from my Interpreter, that they worfhip the
fame Gods that are adored in Siam.
wortfhip the great God under the Name of
Tipedab, and Praw Prumb, and Praw Post,
are his Sons. The Church fubfifts by Free-
will—oﬁ‘erin%s, and their Priefts are not much
refpe@ed, being generally chofen from a-
mong the lower Sort of the Laity.

T ne Kingdom of Laos borders on Siam,
Cambodia, Couchin-china,and Tonzuin. It pro-
duces Gold, raw Silk, and Elephants Teeth
are fo plentiful, that they ftake their Fields and
Gardens about withthem, to keep out wild
Hogs and Cattle from deftroying their Frait
and Corn. They are all Pagans in Religion.

T ue Natives of Laos are whiter in Com-
rle:don than their circumjacent Neighbours.

faw fome of them at Siam, of both Sexes.
Their Women were little inferior to Porzu-
gueze or Spanifp Ladies.

T uerE are feveral Iflands that ly off the
Coaft of Cambodia, but none are inhabited,
becaufe the Saleeters, or Pirates that infeft
that Coaft, rob them of what they get by
Pains and Induftry, tho’ there is one about
three Leagues Weft of Ponteamafs, called
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Qsadyol, that has good Qualifications for 2
Settlement. Itis about three Leagues long,
and one broad. Wood and freth Water are
plentiful, the Ground of a moderate Height,
the Soil black and fat, except along the Eaft
Side which faces Ponreamafs, and that has
Aeveral fine fandy Bays, and they are good
{_'afe Harbours in the rainy and windy Sea-
fons.

Asour 30 Leagues Eaft-fouth-eaft from
Ponteamafs, is the Weft Entrance of Cambo-
dia River, generally called Bocca de Caras-
gera. The fhalloweft Place in the Chanel in
going in, is four Fathoms, and within it deep-
ens to Twenty in fome Places. The North
Entrance is broader, but much fhallower,and
lies about ten Leagues diftant from the Weft
Chanel, but is little frequented. Between
Ponteamafs and the River, are feveral fmall
uninhabited Hlands. Pullo-panjang is the
largeﬁ, and confifts of a Clufter of eight Iflands,
which form a pretty good Harbour. Pullo-
ubi is the Kaftmoft, and affords good Mafts
. for Shipping. )

Pullo-condore is the largeft and higheft,
compofed of four or fiveIflands. It lies about
x5 Leagues South of the Weft Chanel of
Cambodsa River.. Pullo-condorehad once the
Honour of an Engli/b Colony fettled on it,
by Mr. Allan Ketchpole, in Auno 1702 when
the Fa@ory of Chufan,onthe Coaft of China,
was broke up, he being then Dire&or for
Affairs of the Englifb Eafi-india Company in
thofe Parts. H

E
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He made a bad Choice of a Plage for a
Colony, that Ifland producing nothing but
Wood, Water, and Fith for catching. He
got fome Maccaflers to ferve for Soldiers,
and help to build a Fortification, and made
a firm Contra&® with them to difcharge them
at the End of three Yearsif they were min-
ded to quit his Service, butdid not perform
what was contra@ted, which was the Caufe of
his own Ruin, and the Lofs of the Colonz,
for thofe Eaflern Defperadoes are very faith-
ful where Contra&s and Covenants are duly
obferved when made with them, but in De-
failiance, they are revengeful and cruel. Mr.
Ketchpele having detained the Maccaffers be-
yond their Time of Agreement, ftill entrufted
them with the Guard of his own Perfon and
the Garifon, and they taking the Oppor-
tunity of the Night, when all the Erigh:/b were
in their Beds, who lodged in the Fort, they
inhumanely murdered them all. There was
fome Noife made by thofe who were awake,
which a few who lodged without the
Fort, hearing, took the Alarm,and rantothe
Sea Side, where kind Providence dire&ed
them to a Boat readz fitted with Oars and
Sails, which they imbarked in, and put off
from the Shore,and werenot a Stone’s-throw
off, till the bloody Villains onthe Shore were
in Queft of them. So thofe in the Boat, with
much Fatigue, Hunger, and Thirft in failing,
and rowing above 100 Leagues, got to fomc
Place of the King of Fobore’s Dominions,
where they were treated with Huma'rii‘;y.

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The reverend and ingenious Do&or Posnd,
was one of thofe that efcaped, and Mr. Solo-
mon Lloyd (an old Acquaintancc of mine )
wasanother.
T uer e weretwo Harbours, or anchoring
Places, at Pulio-condore, but neither of them
ood. One at the North-eaft End, they were
orced to ufe in the South-weft Monfoons,
the other on the Weft-fide for the North-
eaft Winds, the Bottom of which is rocky,
and therefore dangerous for lofing Anchors
and Cables, l:yet that was the Place chofento
build their Fort on, but fince a Factory was
thought neceflary to be fettled on that Coaft,
I wonder why they chofe thefe lflands, ra-
;her than Quadrole which I mentioned be-
ore.
Tue City of Cémbodia is reckoned to
100 Leagues up from the Bar, and the Ri-
ver filI'd with low Iflands and Sand Banks.
/The Country of Laos is about 40 Leagues far-
“ther up, but what Navigation is ufed above

the Ciet&‘of Cambodia, is done by fmall row-
ing Veflels,and the River being one of the
longeft in the World, employs great Numbers
. of thofe rowing Boats.

CHAP. XLIX.

Treats of Couchin-china, and Tonquin, ¢beir
Religson, Laws, and Cuftoms.

OUVCHIN-CHI N 4 is only divided
from Cambodia, by the River, which in
fome Places is three Leagues broad. Itis a
Country far larger than Cambodia, and much
richer, and the Inhabitants more couragious
and hardier for enduring Fatigues in Labour
or War, than the Cambodians, but are not fo
converfable and civil to Strangers. The Cox-
chin-chinefe draw one Half of the Cuftoms
and Taxes raifed in Cambodiaby Commerce
and Merchandizing, but they give little En-
couragement for Strangers to trade with
them. Their Country abounding in Gold,
raw Silk, and Drugs, they bring them to
Cambedia, to difpofe of there, except what
they fend ‘yearly to Canton in China; and I
have feen {fome of their Fonks trading at Fo-
bore and Batavia.

Tue1rr Religion is Pagan after the China
Way, worthipping the fame Gods, after the
fame Manner as the Chinefe do. Their Laws
are fevere and bloody for Crimes of Treafon,
for not only the guilty Perfon fuffersa pain-
ful Death, but the Relations within the Bounds
of Confanguinity fuffer Death alfo. Their
Cities and Towns are divided into Ward-
fhips, and at the Ends of each Street are rail-
ed Gates, placed to confine each Ward with-
in its own Limits. Thefe Gatesare Ihult al;‘d

ockt
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lockt every Night, fo that they have no Com-~
munication by Night, but if a Fire breaks
out in one of the Wards, its whole Inhabi-
tants are cut off except the Women and
Children.

Tuere are but few Chriffians tolerated
in Couchin-china, yet there was ﬁand perhaps
is) a French Prieft in great Efteem amon
them, but it is capital for any other Prie
to be found in their Country. This French
Man kept a Correfpondence by writing, with
Mr. Ciﬁe Bithop of Siam, and he having a
Relation of the Danger Chriffian Priefts were
in there, made the old Zcalot half-mad to
get thither, to receive the Honour of Mar-
tyrdom, and had he been honeft in his Pro-
mifes to me (which was only not to prote&t
any of my fugitive Seamen at S7am) I would
have favoured him with a Paflage to Cambo-
dia,from whence he might have eafily gone
to get that glorious Crown.

Couchin-china has a large Sea-coaft of about
700 Miles in Extent, from the River of Cam-
bodia, to that of Quambin,and it has the Con-
veniency of many good Harbours on it, tho’
they are not frequented by Strangers; and
along the Eaft Coatft it is very deep, for in
feveral Places I founded the Depth, and found
between 60 and 8o Fathoms within Half a
L.eague of the Shore.

HERE are feveral Iflands on this Coaft.
Thofe neareft the Shore are not dangerous.
Pullo-fecca de terra, lies moft Southerly, and
neareft the Shore. Itis uninhabited, and looks
Vou. 1I. o only
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only like a Parcel of fcorcht Rocks, without
either Tree, Bufh, or Grafs to be feen onit.
I paft within a Mile of it, and it lies abouta
I\E.lae from the Shore. ‘Pullo-fecca de mare,
and all the Chain of Iflands that ftretch from
the dangerous Shallows of Paracel, are rather
to be accounted Rocks than Iflands. Pul-
lo-cambir lics about 15 Licagues off the Shore,
near the Paracels. It is uninhabited tho’
prettF large. Pullo-cantonlies near the Shore,
and fo do the llands of Champello, but there
are no Dangers ly off from them. There
are ftrong Currents that run to the South-
ward in the North-eaft Monfoons, which
makes Pilots take Care to keep near the Cox-
chin-china Coaft, for fear of being driven a-
mong the Paracels, which are a dangerous
Chain of Rocks, about 130 Leagues long,
and about 15 broad, and have only fome I-
flands at each End. There are feveral In~
ter-currents among thofe Rocks, but no
known Marks to keep clear of Dangers by,
yet I knew an Engli/p Ship from Surat, that
drove accidentally through them, and neither
knew nor faw their Danger till it was over,
when they unexpeftedly faw the Coaft of
Couchin-china.

In Anno 1690. a Portugueze Sh}) was-loft
on one of the Northermoft Iflands of the
Paracels, and all were loft but three or four
Perfons who {wimm’d athore. There were
many Pieces of the Wrack followed them,
and fome Canifters of Flour were accidentalgy

thrown afhore, whereby they were fupporte
They
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They built an Hut of what Timbers and
Boards they could ufe for that Purpofe, and
they found fome freth Water in the Caverns
of the Rocks, and in one Placc they built a
Ciftern to fave the Rain Water for " the
Seafon. They took Sca Weeds and mixt
with Mud that they found about the Coaft of
the Ifland, and placing that Mixture ina con-
vehient Part to retain the Rain Water,
they fubfifted by that Means a dry Seafon.
Their Food was*Sea Fowls, and Tortoifes
which frequented that Ifland in great Num-
bers. In threec Years they all died but one,
and m Anno 1701. 2 Ship bound to Maccas,
coming near the Ifland againft their Will,
feeing the Figure of a Man waving his Hands
over his Head, they had Compaffion and
fent their Boat to the Ifland, and were afto-
nifhed to find the Perfon to be one of their
own Country Men, and much more whenhe
told them his Misfortuncs, and how longhe
had been alonc on that Ifland. They clothed
him and fed him, and carricd him to Mac-
cao, where I faw him iz A#rno 1703. and had
the Account from his own Mouth.

Bur it is Time to return back to Cosuchin-
china, which about three or four Centuries
ago, was but a Province of Tonquin, at leaft
they were both under the Dominion of one
King, who dying without lffue, divided the
Government of his Dominions bctween a
Brother and a Sifter of his, whom he very
much efteem’d for their good Qualities. He
ordered hisBrother 3) rcfide in Comchin-chi-

2 nay
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na, and take Care of Affairs there, while the
Sifter took Care of the Government of 7o»-
quin, but to have a Meeting once a Yearto
confider and confult of Matters for the Good
of the State.

Tue Lady being young, thought fit to
marry, and the Harmony of State foon end-
ed by the Marriage. The Husband grew
ambitious, and wanted the Government whol-
g in his own Hands, but carried fair with his

rother in Law, and one Time talking with
the Queen of the Neceflity of uniting both
Kingdoms into one, as formerly, and that of
Right both belonged to her, as being poffeft
of the moft ancient and noble Kingdom, and
that in order to get both Kingdomsinto her
Hands, he would find a Way to cut off her
Brother, without Sufpicion of their being ac-
ceflory to it. The Queen feeming to ap-
prove ofthe Defign, privately let her Brother
know his Danger ; being then at the Court
of Tanquin, fhe advifed him to pretend to go
a hunting for a few Days, but to make what
Hafte he could unto his own Government,
where he might be fecure from Confpiracies
on his Life, which Advice he followed, and
got fafe into Couchin-china, and callinga Coun-
cli]l of his Nobles, related the whole Affair to
them.

. Tue Couchin-chinefe took the defigned In-
ury to their Prince, fo ill, that from that
me they renounccd all Friendfhip and Com-
merce with the Tonguiners, and the River
Quambin being made the Bounds of Tomgsisn
O~
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Dominions to the Southward, and of Coxchin-
china to the Northward, they both raifed Ar-
mies of 40 or o000 Men each, and they con-
tinue ftill facing one another, the River ly-
ing between them, and nothing of A&ion
has happened all this while. If any Couchin-
chinefe happens to flee from the Juftice of
his own Country, to the Tonguiners, they re-
ceive lim kindly, and treat him civilly, but
if a Tonquiner fall under the fame Circum-
ftances, and go for Sanctuary to the Couchin-
chinéfé, he is condemned to Slavery, and fo
muft continue till he gets a Pardon from his
own Court, and pay his Ranfom.

* Tonquin is the next Kingdom I muft fteer
to of 6ourfe, where the Englifb and Dutch
both had their Fa&tories, but the Englifb
Company’s Affairs being a littlc out of Order,
they withdrew thcirs in Fanuary 1698. and
the Duzch finding but little Advantage by
their Trade in Zonguin, withdrew theirs a-
bout fix Years after. However, the Enéli/b
had a private Trade pretty good till the Year
1719, that an Englifp Ehip from Bengalruin’d
it by an Aét of {/iolence. )

HE Ship being laden and ready to fail,
fell down the River from Catcheo the capital
City of Tongquin,and in Dcfiance to the known
Laws of the Country, the Supercargo got a
Tonquin Girl on board, in order tocarry her
with him, but her Friends mifling her, infor-
med the civil Magiftrate, who fent todemand
her, but the Supercargo would not refign his
Miftris, whcreuponoAﬂs of Hoftility enfued,

3

and
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and fome were killed on both Sides, and Cap-
tain W allace who commanded the Ship, had
the Eortune to be one of the flain,however,
the Englifb hravely carried off their Prize,
but Inever heard any more of the Tomguin
Trade fince.

Tonguin is bounded with Conchin-china on
the South, Laos on the Weft, Quanfi 3 Pro-
vince of China on the North, and the Ocean
on the Eaft. ‘The Country is prodigioufly
fruitful in all Things neceffary for the Conve-
niency and Support of Life.

+ Lt produces Gold and Copper, but neither
“ofthem fine. They have Abundance of raw
‘Bilk, and manufaure Part of it in wrought

Silks, but none fine. Their Baaz is thebeft,
which - they generally dye black. It wears
very long, becaufe it is foft and well fpun,
and the oftner it is wafhed, the Colour looks
brighter, if blacker may be fo called. They
make Bowls, Cups, and Tables, of Rotzans,
and cover them very neatly with Lack of
divers Colours, and gild them. They have
alfo fome Porcelline, but very coarfe and ill
E?inted. And thofeare the Commodities for
ortation from Tonquin.

HERE is a great Chain of impaflable
Mountains that run from the Sea above 150
Leagues, along the Confines of Quanfi and
ggm‘be'w, Provinces of China, which fecure

onguin from any Invafions that may come
that Way from China, and thofe Mountains
are covered with thick Woods well ftockt
with wild Elephants, Tigers, and Deer, bllllt
the
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the Ufe or Oftentition of training up tame
Elephants, is not much minded in Zonguin,
nor in China.

T us Chriftian Religion is ftritly forbiden
to be preacht in Tonguin, yet there are fome

Chrifiians of the Romifb Churchthere. Their
own Religion is Pagan, according to the Do-
€trine of Chira. And they havea Tradition,
that many Ages ago, Zonguin and Couchin-
china were both Provinces of China.
T ue Tonguiners ufed tobe very defirous
of havinga Brood of Eurgpeans in their Coun-
try, for which Reafon the greatcft Nobles
thought it no Shame or Difgrace to marry
their Daughters to Englifb and ‘DutchSeamen,
for the Time they were to ftay in Tonquin, and
often prefented their Sonsin Law pretty hand-
fomly at their Departure, efpecially if they
left their Wives with Child, but Aduﬁery was
dangerous to the Husband, for they are well
verled in the Art of poifoning.

Tue Men and Women are both well
fhap'd, and tolerably beautiful, but of a low
Stature. The Maids keep their Teeth very
white, till they have loft the blue of their
Plumb, and then they dye them as black as
Jet, with the Juice of a certain Herb which
they hold in their Mouths for three Days fuc-
ceflively, and the black Tin&ure continues
ever after ; but while that Juice is in their
Mouths, they dare not {wallow their Spittle,
it being of a poifonous Quality.

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CHAP L.

Gives fime Accounts of the Religion, Laws,
Cufloms, Commerce, Riches, Cities, Temples,
Gods,and Godde(fes,Priefls,Military Forces,
Produce, and Manufattories, &c. of China.

HE Hland of Aynam lies in the Bay of
Tonquin,and fiot above 12 Leagues di-
ftant from' its Northern Confines. The Hland
is large, being about 180 Miles in Length, and
120 in Breadth. It was formerly under Z7on-
quin, but at prefent a Part of the Dominions
of China. Its greateft Produ@ is Salt,and is
Aot frequented on account of Trade. There
1s no Paffage for Veflels of Burden, between
it and the Continent, being fo full of dange-
rous Banks and rapid Currents. The mid
Lands feem very mountainous. The Eaft
and South Sides are low, but clear of Danger.
About two Leagues from its Shores, is
from 20 to 25 Fatﬁgms Water.
T nenext Courfe 1 fteer, is into Quanfs,
the Southermoft Province of China, and as
et has not been brought to acknowledge the
}4’?4" Domination. It admits of no Com-
merce either with Foreigners or Chinefe, that
are under the Tartar E(,.-‘;ovemment, but on
. all Occafions commit Aés of Hoftility on
them, and are fo bold and couragious, that
one of their little Gallies will attack four of
the Emperor’s, and make them flee before
them, for they give Quarter to none that

bcar Arms under the Tqrzar Prince, as the
ca
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call the Emperor. The Country is. fruitful
and populous, and produces much raw Silk
and Bru , fuch as China Root, Gallin‘gd, &e.
It has 80 Leagues of a Sea-coaft, and is boun-
ded by the Limpacaolflands,and Canton River.

Canton or Quantung (as the Chinefé ex-
prefs it) is the next maritim Province; and *
Maccaw, a City built by the Porrugueze,
was the firft Place of Commerce. This
City ftands on a fmall Ifland, and is al-
moft furrounded by the Sea. Towards the
Land it is defended by three Caftles built on
the TOﬁs of low Hills. By itsSituation and
Strength by Nature and Art, it was once
thought impregnable. Indeed their beautiful
Churches and other Buildings give us a re-
fle@ing Idea of its ancient Grandeur, for in
the Forepart of the feventeenth Century, ac-
cording to the Chriftian Ara, it was the’
greateft Port for Trade in India or Chisa.

Tue largeft Brafs Cannon that ever I faw
are mounted in proper Batterics about the
City. I meafured onc (amonéﬂ: many) out
of Curiofity, and found it 23 Foot from the
Breech to the Muzzle Ring, nine Inches and
a Quarter diameter in the Bore, and it was
12250 Rotullaes or lb. W eight of folid Metal.

T ue City contains five Churches, but the
Fefuits is the beft, and is dedicated to St.
Paul. It has two Convents for married Wo-
men to retire to, when their Husbands are ab-
fent,and orphan Maidens are educated in them
till they can catch an Husband. ‘They have

alfo a Nunnery for devout Ladies, young 1(()11-
old,
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old, that are out of Conceit with the Trou-
bles and Cares of the World. And they
have a Sané#a Cafa or the holy Houfe of the
Inquifition, that frightens every Cazbolick in-
to the Belief of every Thing that holy Mo-
ther Church tells them is Truth, whether it
be really fo or no.

T'ne Forts are governed by a Captain
neral, and the City by a Burgher, called-tgl:
Procuradore, but, in Reality, both are go-
verned by a Chinefe Mandereen, who refides
about a League out of the City, at a Place
called Cafa Branca. The Portugueze Ship-
ping that come there, are admitted into
their Harbour, and are under the Proteétion
of the Town; but the Chinefé keep the Cu-
ftom-houfe, and receive Cuftoms for all
Goods imported.

T uar rich flourithing City has ruined it-
felf by a long War they made with Timore,
as I have obferved before. They exhaufted
their Men and Money on that unfuccefsful
Projeét of Domination, fo that out of a Thou-
fand creditable Houfe-keepers that inhabited
the City before that War, there are hardly
fifty left; and out of forty Sail of tradin
Veflels, they have not above five left, fo
that in the whole City and Forts, there are
computed to be about two hundred Laity,
and fix hundred Priefts, and about fifteen
hundred Women, and many of them are
very prolifick, for they bring forth Children
without Husbands to father them.

n
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In Anno 1703. 1 was bound from Suraz to
Amey, and off the Maccoa 1lands, in the
Month of Auguft, I met with a fevere Huri-
ricane. We had vifible Signs of an approach-
ing Storm before it came, the Air was in
great Agitation by much Lightning continu-
ally ﬂaﬂainfg, but no Thunder nor Rain. We
prepared for its coming from Noon to Sun-
fet, making every Thing in the Ship faft, our
Yards lowered as lowas conveniently they
could be, and our Sails madc faft with Coils
of fmall Ropes, befides their ufual furling
Lines. At Nine in the Night 4t laid our
Ship’s Gunnel under Water, and I wifht our
Main-maft had been away, which about Ten
was effe@ed, and it carried our Mizzen-maft
along with it. On its going over board our
Ship came to Rights a little, and her lee
Gunnel was clear of thc Water, but much
Water getting down at the Hatches, we had
five Foot Water in the Ship, and no Poflibi-
lity of getting it out by pumping, for our

ain-maft breaking in the Parteners of the
Upper-deck, difabled both our Pumps. A-
bout Midnight we had cleared the Ship of
the Main and Mizzen-mafts, by cutting the
Rigging that kept them faft to the Ship. By
this Time the Wind had fhifted from North-
eaft to South-eaft, and had rather increafed
than affwaged, and thofe two Winds had
put the Sea in two violent Motions; howe-
ver, we got our Ship before the Wind, but
broaching too brought her Head almoft ta
the Sea, which met her fo violently, tlll’at kie

roko
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broke quite over the Ship, carrying away our
Fore-maft and Boltfprit, two Anchors from
the lee Bough, three great Guns of twen

two Hundred each, with our Pinnace an

Yole. We foon cleared ourfelves of the An-
chors, by cutting the Cables, and, before
Da{, we were quit of our Fore-maft and
Boltfprit. About Eight in the Morning
the Storm abated, and at Ten I called over
the Mufter-roll, and found none wanting,
but between feventy and eighty bruifed and
wounded, who were carefully dreft by our
Surgeons, and all recovered. The Sea con-
tinued turbulent, but we havini two fpare
Top-matfts, rigg'd them up, and having fav'd
our Mizzen-yard and Enfign-ftaff, fitted them
for Yards, to which we bent Sails, and ftood
towards the Land, and, before it was dark,
anchored near fome Iflands called Les Ilbos
de Viados by the Portugueze. Next Morn-
ing we had much Trouble to get our Long-
boat out of the Ship. It was about 10 Tuns
of Burden, and ftrongly built; but, after

Hours Labour we put it into the Sea, an

fent it afhore to try if we could get a Pilot,
but found no Body on that I{land ; however,
they met with two Pieces of Mafts of {fmall
Veilels that had been caft on. the Iflands,and
thofe they brought with them, which did us
very great Service in bringing us to the Mac-
cao Ilands, which were about 15 Leagues

us.
W e kept the Boat founding the Depths
before th:pghip, till we got about 8 Leagues
on

on our Way, and anchored in good oa
Ground, under an IHland that kept the rol-
ling Seas from difturbing us, and in the Mor-
ning, by Break of Day, we difpatched the
Boat in Queft of Maccao, and to bring us
Pilots. Before Night they landed at the Ci-
ty, and next Day returned with a Pilot and
,a Jomk to attend us, and, in two Days more,
the Pilot brought us fafe to an Anchor in
~Teipe Queberado, a very fecure Place for
Shipping to ride in. It is about four Miles
from the City of Maccao, where I found a
Company Ship called the Canteréury, com-
manded by Captain Kingsford, who had come
from Amoy in March, and could not reach
the Streights of Malacca, fo was forced to
ﬁ:fs the South-weft Monfoons in this Har-
ur.
I went to the City, and applied myfelf to
the Captain General and the Procuradore for
Affiftance, and they made large Promifes. I
addrefled each of them with a Prefent of
fcarlet Cloth, and Swrar Atlafles, which th
thankfully received, but foon after I foun
they were in no Condition to affift me. They
indeed defigned to compliment me with fome
freth Provifions, but had not Intereft enough
with the China Mandereen to get Liberty to
fend them on board of my Ship.

Nor would he fuffer any Body to fupply
me with Neceflaries, till he received Orders
from the Chontock orVice-roy of Canton. That
Incivility prefaged but ill Succefs to mg Af-
fairs there ; however, I went and paid ‘lln} a
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Vifit, and grefented him with a Silver Sal-
ver and a Piece of Atlas on it, both in Va-
lue about 45 Tayels, or 15 L. Sterl. which
he received, and made an Apology for his
ohibiting Commerce with my Ship till he
K;d received Advices from the Vice-roy.

He treated me with Tarzarian Tea, which
I took to be Beans boyled in Milk, with fome
Salt in it, and it was ferved in wooden
Difhes, as big as Chocolate Cups. When
our Regalia was over, I took Leave, and he
loaded me with fair Promifes, and fent after
me a Prefent of an Hog, two Geefe, 2 Goat
and fome Wheat Flour, and a fmall Jar of
Samfbew, or Rice Arrack.

Havinc nothing to do till the Vice-
roy’s Orders came, I went among fome I-
flands to find a Watering-place, and, on a
gretty high Ifland about a Mile long, and

alf as broad, I faw a fine clear Stream trick-
ling down the Face of a1 Rock, about half a
League from our Ship. I ordered my Men
to fill about 20 Tuns of it, and being clearer
than we had before, we made Ufe of it for
drinking and boyling Rice. About ten Days
after we had made Ufe of it, all my Men
were affe@ted with a violent Head-ach, and,
among the reft, myfelf, which was a Diftem-
per I never had been troubled with befare.

I began to fufpe& that the Water might
be the Caufe, and ordered a large Copper-
pot to be filled with it, and to boyl one Half
of it away, and fet the reft to cool a Dayand
a Night, which was accordingly done, and,

on
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on pouring off the Water, I found about a
large Handful of a dark gray Salt at the Bot-
tom, of a fharp unfavoury Tafte, which made
me empty what remained of it into the Sea;
but there was an high large lfland about two
L.eagues from our Ship, that had many Springs
of §';‘ater, which I tried, and found to be
ood.

On~e Dayl was difcourfing with a Porzen
gueze Phyfician of the Quality of the Water
we firft ufed, and he told me, that moft of
the Springs in China had pernicious Qualities,
becaufc the fubterraneous. Grounds were fto-

-red with Minerals, as Copper, Quick-filver,

~Allom, Toothenague, &c¢. *and the Springs
running thro’ or near thofc Mines, the Wa-
ter becomes affeted with their natural Qua-
lities, which was one Reafon why the Chi-
nefe boyl'd all their Water before they drank
it, and as the Boyling caufes the Spirits of
Water to evaporate, they ufed Tea to in-
fufe new Spirits in the Place of the old, fo

_ that it was more out of Neceflity than Choice

“that the Chimefe drank fo much Tea, tho’
they do not drink it half fo ftrong as gene-
rally we do in Europe.

It was near a Month after my Arrival be-
fore the Vicerroy’s Order came to fettle my
Affairs. They had reprefented to him, that
our Ship was a Wrack, and, by the Laws of
the Country, fhe fell to the King; but the
Vice-roy diftrufting the Report of the Chi-
mefé, fent a Fresch Gentleman to bring him
true Accounts of our Condition, and Rv‘hat

er-
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Merchandize we had to difpofe of. When
the French Man came on board, I entertain-
ed him civilly, and fzve him a Sight of the
Mufters of our Goods and their Quality, and
we had fithed up fome fmall Fir-trees, which
we had converted into Mafts and Yards.
O the French Man’s Return, and fiving
the Vice-roy an Account of what he had feen,
he feemed amazed at the falfe Information
,he had from Maccao, and ordered the Hapoa
“or Cuftom-mafter to go and take an Ac-
count of our Goods, and take the Empe.
ror’s cuftomary Dues, and give me a
Toleration to trade. Accordingly the Ha-
{u came, and brought three Merchants a-
ong with him to buy our Goods. When
they came on board, they were furprifed
to {ee fo large a Ship, with fo many Guns,
having forty mounted, and fuch a Number of
Men, I having above an Hundred and fifty.
I f3luted the Hapoa with fome Guns, and
treated him with a Dinner after the Ewxro-
({Im Fafthion, and gave him good Store of
ine to wath it down ; but he lik’d Canra
beft, and drank of it till he was well fluftred.
Then he ordered the Length of the Ship to
be meafured on the upper Deck, and the
Breadth at the Main-maft, and departed.
Nexr Day I went to vifit him, and carri-
ed him a Prefent as cuftomary. In our Dif~
courfe he told me, that he had brought a
very honeft Man along with him, who fpake
the Portugueze Language, and that he muft
be my Interpreter at Maccao, and buy alley
ro-
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Provifions fpent in the Ship, and on my
Table afhore, and that he had alfo brought
three Merchants to afree for my Cargo, all
Men of Subftance. I anfwered, as to the
Buying Provifions, I had no Occafion for a-
ny, and for making a Contra® with thofe
Merchants, I had no Mind to it, becaufe Ide-
figned to carry my Cargo to Cenzon in fmall
fonks, and when I arrived at Canron with
‘my Goods, and had enquired into the Mar-
ket, it would be Time then to make Bar-
gains. He feemed to be angry that I was
not dire@ted by him, and told me, that he
had taken much Pains to ferve me, but thae
I flighted his Service. I anfwered, that be-
" ing a Stranger, I might be allowed to walk
cautioufly till I had informed myfelf of the
current Prices of Goods, and the King’s Du-
ties to be paid on them, but I thould always
have a great Regard to his Friendfhip. He
alledged that there was great Danger in car-
rying Goods between Marcao and Canton,
becaufe there were many Pirate Veflels in
the Way, belonging to Quanfi, and that nei-
ther the Emperor nor the Vice-roy could
be accountable for what Robberies might be
committed by thefc Pirates. ) I replied, that
I defired none to anfwer for fuch Loffes,
but would be ver}' glad to meet with thofe
Scar-crows, that I might have an inortu-
nity to make a Prefent of fome of them to
the Vice-roy. .
Waen he found that none of his Argu-
ments grevailed, he gave Orders to have m
Vor. I P Goods
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Goods put on board of fmall Fonks, and that
I might put five Men of my own in each
Boat for a Guard, and ordered one of his
Merchants to accompany me in that which I
went in, fo that we were twenty five Euro-
peans well armed, in our little Fleet. We
took the inland Paflage, which was the near-
eft, and failed by feveral Iflands on both Sides
of us. I kept in the headmoft Fonk, and a
food Officer in the fternmoft ; and every Vef-
el we faw, they told us they were Pirates.
I anfwered them, I wanted to be near them,
but I could not perfwade them to fteer to-
wards them.

- ArTErR we had failed about 18 Leagues
from Maccao, we came to a {mall City cal-
led Fanfan. The Teytock or Governor fent
me a Compliment, and invited me afhore;
but I excufed myfelf, becaufe the Wind was
fair, and I was in Hafte to be at Canzon. A-
bout 5 Leagues above Fan/in, we entred in-
to a Canal cut thro’ a large Plain of Corn-
fields, where we faw many large flat-bot-
tom’d Boats built to breed Ducks, which
they bring up for Sale, and to weed the Rice
Grounds for Hire. They have three or four
Stories over one another, where are the
Ducks Nefts. On the appermoft they fit and
hatch Eggs. In the others they lodge all Night;
and it is wonderful to fee what Order and
Oeconomy thofe Ducks keep ; for fome old
Drakes (on the Winding of a Whiftle) drive
all the younger Novices into the Water, fome
going foremoft to thew the Way, whikl:l o-

thers
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thers tike Care that none loiter behind. There
is a fmall Port made about a Foot high from
the Water,; and a Piece of Deal Board laid
in it, whofe other End lies in the Water
on a gentle Defcent, thdt ferves them for a
Bridge to go out, and come in at when they
are out about Service. The Mafter goes in
a fnall Boat among the Rice Grounds, ( for
that Grain always grows among Water ) and
windinF his Whiftle, they all follow his Boat;
and fall to their Work, to deftroy Frogs and
fmall Fifh; with the Weeds that would hin-
der the Growth of the Corn. About Noon
he winds his Whiftle again, on which they
all repair on Board of their own Veffel in
good Order, fome of the old Drakes bring-
ing up the Rere, whilft others guard the
Bridge, to take Care that no Stranger Ducks
enter with their own Tribe; and when all
are in, the old Guardians entet alfo and take
their proper Pofts.

Somerimes when two or three of thofe
Boats are employed in one Field, and their
Ducks mingle, and fome young Novices;which
do not underftand their proper Mafter’s
Whiftle, chance to come in Company toano-
ther Boat, and would enter with the reft, the
old Guardian Drakes foon fpy them out, and
beat them away from the Bridge; and on no
Account will they fuffer them to enter; more
than an eftablifhed Company will admit In-
terlopers to enter into their Trade. |

BerweeN Fanfan and Cantom, which is
about twenty Leagtgs, there are many pret-

ty Villages feated in the Plains, and the Pea-
“fants bring Fifh, Fow], Eggs, &¢. Eatables to
fell at very moderate Prices; and there are
alfo fome fmall high Towers built on high
Grounds. The Reafons why they were built
1 could not be informed of my by Compani-
ons, but the Foot of their Covering is hung
round with Pieces of Glafs of feveral Sizes,
fo near, that, with a fmall Gale of Wind,

they beat againft one another, and make a
pretty agreeable Noife.

“W HEN I arrived at Canzon the Hapoa or-
dered me Lodgi? for myfelf, m{ enand
my Cargo in an Haung or Inn belonging to
one of his Merchants, where none but the
French, who had then a Fa&ory there, had
L.iberty to vifit me, and when I went abroad,
I had always fome Servants belonging to the
Haung to follow me at a Diftance. I had
ftaid about a Week, and found no Merchants
came near me, which made me f{ufpe&, that
there were fome under-hand Dealings be-
tween the Hapoa and his Chaps, to my Pre-
judice, but I could not be informed what
they defigned. At length, one Night I had
fupp'd in the French FaQory, and began to
make my Complaint to Mr. Petchbertie the
Chief, of the ftrange Method I was treated
in, that all Merchants fhunned my Company,
but for what Reafon I knew not. He winkt
on me to follow him into his Bed-chamber,
and, thutting the Door, told me, that thofe
three Merchants, or rather Villains, Lingna,
Anqna and Hemlha had paid to the Hapoa

4000
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ooo Tayels for the Monopilization of my
argo, and that no Merchant durft have an
Commerce with me but they, but withal ad-
vifed me to carry fair with them, and bar-
gain with them on whatfoever Terms they

would allow me. *

AccorpincLy I had a Meeting with
mz Chaps, and, in my Difcourfe, I told them
what the current Price was in Town for e-
very Species of my Goods, and defired to
know what they would give. They feemed
furprifed thatI knew the Market, and would
fain have known who had informed me of
the Prices, but I defired to be excufed on
that Point, and to proceed to bid for them-
felves. My Cargo confifted in Cotton, Puz-

-chock or Radix dulcis, Rofamalla or liquid
Storax and Surat coarfe Chints, which, ac-
cording to the current Market, would have
come to 14000 Tayels, but they would not
come within 8o per Cent. of the Market Price.

I finding myfelf infulted, had a Mind to
wait on the Vice-king, who refided at a
Town called Sachow, about 20 Miles up the
River, and, in order to go thither, I agplied
myfelf, by the Affiftance of the French Lin-

ift, to 'a Mandereen called the Chumpin,

or Licence to go to Sachow, and for his
Letter of Recommendation to the Vice-roy.
The News of my being with the Chumpin a-
larmed the Hapoa and my Merchants, who
found no Way to impede my going but by
feizing any Linguift that fhould ferve me ei-
ther in Canton or in my Journey, and acé(_:or-

3 ng-
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dingly, as I was going next Day to receive
my Letters, and the Fremch Linguift along
with me, he had a {mall Iron Chain thrown
over his Head, (a Cuftom that is among the
Chinzfé when thez arreft a Man ) and he was
dragged before the Hapoa, and was accufed
of aflifting the French in running Goods on
f aflifting the Fremch ing Good
board of their Ships, for they had two lying
at Whampoa, a Village about 4 Leagues be-
low the City. The poor Man was kept in
Prifon as long as I ftaid at Canton, and his
Imprifonment fo terrified others, that I could
get none to ferve me but whom thofe Villains
of Merchants recommended to me, and none
durft ferve me as Linguift.

I finding no Remedy, but Patience, to m
difturbed Mind, was %;rced to comply wit
the unjutt Impofitions of the Hapoa, and fo
flrack up a Bargain at the villanous Mer-
chants Rates, but to receive Silver for my
Goods; and after I had delivered them, I
defired to fettle Accounts, and to have my

oney according to Contract. They made
u£ a large Account of Charges, as 3000 T?-

. ebs for the Meafura%es: of my Ship, 1000 for
Liberty to buy Mafts, Cordage and Provifi-
ons, and 1000 7ayels for Prefents to fome
Mandereens, and then they told me, for what
remained I thould have Goods at the current
Price of the Market, tho’ I was obliged ta
take them between 40 and 5'%}0' Cent. high-
er. 'They made me pay 13 Zayels per Cheft
for Fapon Copper, which I could have bought
for 9 Tayels, and for China Copper 1 was
charged
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charged ten and an half, which I bought at
Maccao for feven, fome Fir Mafts that I
cheapned for 60 Tayels they made me ga}l 250.
It was the Middle of Fansary 1704. before I
had ended my Accounts with them, and I
wanted Permiffion to go to Maecao, but that
I could not have. They put me off, from
Day to Day, about a Week. At length I vi-
fited the French Chief, and he frankly told
me, that they would not let me go till Ilaid
out ten thoufand Tayels of Silver with them,
which they were informed I had on Board
of my Ship, and that my Merchants had told
him fo. I anfwered, that being bound to 4-
moy, I had Bills on Merchants there for near
that Sum, which, with my Goods, had been
fufficient to have loaded my Ship there, for
which Reafon I had brought no Silver with
me; but I found there was no End to their
Villany, and therefore I would go without
Leave, if I had it not in three Days, He told
me of many ill Confequences that would at-
tend violent Courfes; but I anfwered him,
That I could no longer bear their Infults,
and, if I had not my Permiffion in three Days,
I would run a Muck, (which is a mad Cu-
ftom among the Mallayas when they become
defperate ) and that I thought twenty five
Men well armed, were futhcient to go off
by Violence, when by fair Means they could
not abtain it, that being the laft Remedy,
what Blood might be {pilt in the A&ion, the
Hapoa and his Chaps would anfiver to the

Py Fm.
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Emperor for, who, no Doubt, would enquire
into the Caufe.

I then bade farewel to all the Gentlemen of
the French Faltory, and left a Prefent of 5o
Tayels for the Linguift that lay in Prifon,
and came Home to my Inn, and acquainted
my Men with my Refolution, who unani-
moufly approved of it, promifing to live and
die with me, and immecﬁately we new clean-
ed our Arms, and new loaded them with
Powder and Ball, which the Servants of the
Haung taking Notice of, went and informed
my Merchants what we had been doing, and
that we lookt brisker than ufual. The Mer-
chants went to the Fremch Chief, to fee if
he knew what Defign we had, and he frank-
ly told them all that I had told him. They
immediately acquainted the Hapoa, who forth-
with fent us 1 Permit for ourfelves and Goods,
and next Day I departed with twelve of my
Crew, and fome Goods, leaving the reft to
follow with the reft of my Goods and Matts.

In three Days we got to Maccao, and got
all Things in Readinefs to fail. There were
two Portugueze lay in Tiepe-queberado waitin
for me toaccompany them for fear of a French
Cruifer of 32 Guns, that had been at Mani-
ta. One Mr. Burso commanded her, who
.had made his Brags to the Spaniards, that he
would bring all the Englifb and Porsugueze
that were bound from China to the Streights
of Malacca, into Manila, and make aPrefent
of our Ships to the Spaniards, which fright-
ned the Portugueze. One was a Ship of

two
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two and twenty Guns, and the other of
fixteen.

Ho w evVER, fome China Merchants con-
tralted with me to carry them, and about 150
Thuns of Bricks and China Ware, to Pullo-
cowdore,and were to pay me 10007 ayels. Three
Days after my Arrival came my Mafts, and
as they were pafling through the Harbour of
Maccao, towards my Ship, they were ftopt by
the Procuradore of the City. When Word
wasbrought me, I fent my Purfer, who fpake
ﬁood Portugueze, thatit my Mafts were not

clivered the fame Day, I would take the
Mafts out of their Ships that lay clofe by me,
let the Confequence be what it would. Soto
avoid Trouble, my Mafts were cleared.

Two of my Nérchants came to Maccao,
under Pretence of clearing Accounts fairly.
I invited them on board to dine with me, but
they would not do me that Honour. The
had heard of the Contraét I had made wit
the China Merchants, to carry them and their
Goods to Pullo-condore, which Contraét they
broke, for that ftrong Reafon, that they had
bought me of the Hapoa, and that Freight I
had no Power to contraét for, but they
would furnith them with a Paflage for them
and their Goods, on the fame Terms that
I had agreed on, fo I was obliged to lofe my
Freight.

I received what Goods they were pleafed to
bring me, but I found wanting 8o Chefts of
?apm Cop%er, and fome Toothenague that

had weighed off at Centon, and put the

Stocks
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Stocks Mark on them. I askt the Reafon
why they did not deliver thofe Goods, fince,
according to their own Account, there was
a Balance due to me of 1800 Tayels. They
told me that they would give no more, and
the Balance they would keep, for fear the
fhould lofe on mz imported Cargo. 1 bi
them farewel, and promifed to let them hear
from me by the firft Fonk of theirs thac I
met with. Next Day I fent them my Ac-
count, wherein I fhewed ghat they and the He-
¢ had cheated me of 12000 Tayels,and that
thould not fail to make Reprifals when I
met with any Effe@ts of theirs. According-
?' Idid at Fohore, by the King’s Permiffion,
eize a Jonk of theirs, and fecured their Books
of Accounts, having two PorzuguezeNatives
of Maccao, who could fpeak and write Chi-
mefé, and they found out what Merchandize
belonged to thofe Villains, which I took on
board of my Ship, among which was my 8o
Chefts of Copper, and 200 Pecsis of Tooth-
enague, with my own Mark on them, Idrew
out a fair Account, and fent them with a
Letter of Advice, that I had received but
one third Part of the Balance due to me,but
upon their fair dealing with the Engli/h for
the future, I would forgive the reft, but if
they continued to aé like Villains, I would
profecute my Refentment till [ had recovered
the laft Peny of my Balance.
W nen I'gave the King of Fobore an Ac-
ount how they had ufed me in China, he

wondred that I did nat feize all the other Mer-
chant
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chant Goods that were in the Fork, and fell
the Men for Slaves. So having ended this
thort Digreflion to Fobore,

I return backto Caston, to givean Account
of my Obfervations on that fine City and
Country.

CHAP LIL

Some Qbfervations and Remarks on the Proe
vince and City of Canton or Quantung, end
of the Province of Fokien, with fome Oc-
currences that happened there.

ANTO N was once a Kingdom of it
felf, and was called Nangves. It had
been feveral Times conguered by the Empe-
rors of China, and fhak’d off the Yoke when
they found Opportunity. At laft, about three
Centuries ago, it was fubdued and madc a
Province of China. It borders on Quanfi to
the Weftward, Kiengfi to the Northward,
Fokien to the Kaftward, and the Ocean wathes
about 100 Leagues of its Coatt to the South-
ward. ‘The Country is as gleafant and pro-
fitable as any in the World. The Ground
{i:lds two Crop$ a Year of Rice, Wheat, and
umen. The People are ingenious, in-
duftrious, and civil, but are too numerous,
which makes them tolerate a bafe and crue]
Cuftom, that when a Man thinks he has too
many Daughters, he may deftroy as manyas
he pleafes of them, but they do not kill them
out
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outright, but ferve them as Mo/és was in E-
£yP?, by laying them on an Ark of Reeds,
and letting them flote on the Stream of a Ri-
ver, while they are Infants, and if any chari-
table Perfons fee them, and commiferate their
Condition, they may take them out, and
bring them up as their own, either for Mar-
riage, Concubinage, or Slavery.
a1 E abominable Sin of Sodomy is tolera-
ted here, and all over China, and fo is Bug-
igr_y, which they ufe both with Beafts and
owls, in fo much that Ewxrgpeans do not
care to eat Duck, except what they bring up
themfelves, either from the Egg, or from
fmall Ducklings. Whoredom is not punith-
ed in this Province, tho’ very feverely in
fome others.

T u e City of Canron ftands upon the Eaft-
fide of a pretty large River called Z7az. Its
Walls are high towards the River, but to-
wards the Faft the Ground is a little hilly,
and the Walls are much lower. The Walls are
about ten Milesin Circumference, but fome
reckon them Twelve, tho’ there are large Spa-
ces towards the Eaft and South, kept for Gar-
dens, and no Buildings but Summer-houfes
are there.

Tuere is a large Building of Timberon
the higheft of the little Hills to the Eaft, that
ftands clofe to the Wall, and it bears the
Name of the King’s Banqueting-houfe. Itis
four Story high, fupported with great Fir
Mafts, very finely painted with Vermilion, and
japann’d and gilded, asare all the Wallsc gnlcl

iel-
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Cielings within it. From it a very fair Pro-
fpect of the City and Suburbs may be had.
"The Suburbs are fo large, that fome of them
look like Cities. Half of the Number of
Houfes built in the Garden Plots, would fill
them up, and all the other vacant Places in
the Town.

T HERE are many f{lately Buildingsin the
City of Canton, and above a Dozen of trium-
phal Arches in feveral Places of the City, and
a great Number of Temples, well ftockt with
Images. The Italian Church makesan hand-
fom Figure, but the Fremch Chapel is but
mean on the out-fide.

THERE was 2 new Tem:le built by the
King of Couchin-china, and dedicated to one
of his Gods called Migleck, whofe Image is
placed in it,in alazy Pofture, fitting on a Car-
pet, with his Heels drawn almoft to his But-
tocks, clothed in a loofe Robe, with his Breaft
and Belly bare, and leaning on a large Cufhion
or Bolfter. Heis very corpulent, and always
laughing, which merry Afpe& made me think
that he might pafs for Democritus of Abdera
in Greece. There is another Ima_F‘e of aymigg
God that died before he reacht Twenty. He
is plac’d fitting on a Chair,and as we approach
ncar him, he nods his Head, by Means of
fome Springs that reach from the Pavement
that we tread on : However, this young dead
Fellow fhews as great a Wonder in nodding
to his Vifitants, as St. Charles of Millan does

to his Devoteeson the anniverfary Day of his
Canonization.

Can-
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Canton was the laft great City of Chinathat
the Tarzars conquered, when they over-ran
that Country about the Year 1650. and had
it not been for the Cowardice and Treachery
of the Governor, it might ftill have been an

-independent Provitice as well as @uanfi. The
Tartars loft above 100000 Men in redu-
cing it, for they lay nine Months before it,
and the Citv nowife diftreft for Want of
Provifions, having the River free for Com-
munication with foreign Places; but upon
the Governor’s Surmife that it might be taken
at laft, and he and his Famiily facrificed to the
Refentment of a barbarous Enemy, he fe-
cretly articled with the General of the Tar-
tars, and perfidioufly opened two Gates in
one Night,and the 74r2ars entring Horfe and
‘oot, foort made the City a eatre of
Horror and Mifery. '

1 madea Calculation of the Number of In-
habitants within the Walls of Caxnzos, by the
%uantity of Rice daily expended in it; for
they reckon 1coco Peculs 1s the daily Import
of that Grain. It is alfo reckoned, that eve-

Perfon confumes one Pecsl in 3 Months,

o that by that Calculation, there muft be a<
bove ﬁ;:oooo People in it, and the Suburbs
one Third of that Number, and there is no
Day in the Year but fhews 5000 Sail of trad-
mg Fomks,befides fmall Boats for other Ser-
vices, lying before the City.

A little Way below the City,are two {mall
Iflands in the River; they have each a Caftle
built on them,and their Garifons examine all
Veffels and Boats that pafs by them. Tas
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" T'ue Produ& of the Country, befides Corn
.and Fruits, is Gold, Quick-filver, Copper,
Steel, Iron, raw and wrought Silks, and be-
fides the Silk Manufa&ories, there are lack’d
or japann’d Ware; and at Sachow there are
much Porcelline or China Ware made. We
have the fame Sort of Clay in feveral Parts
of Great Britain, that Porcelline is made
gf, but we want the warm Sun to prepare
it. :

T uevy reckon that thel Provinl::e %‘ Canton
or Quantung, pays yearly to the Emperor
nob%oo Teﬁd.rpca)% Ri)c’:e, a¥1d 20000 Tecgle;r of
Salt, out of which is ferved out to the Mi-
litary (who are reckoned 8cooo continuall
keg{lin the Emperor’s Pay) 320000 Pecs
of Rice, and 8cco Pecsis of Salt. The reft
is fold in Markets, at the common Price of
§ Macies a Pecu), which may amount to
446000 Tayels, which is appropriated towards
the Payment of the military Expence,which
may amount to 1000000 of 7ayels yearly. The
Cuftoms on Merchandize and Poll-money a-
mounts to prodigious great Sums, all which
are gathered according to the Book of Rates,
and fent to the Treafury of the Province,
for the Ufe of the Empire, which makes the
En}?eror’s Treafury always full.

&ﬁaﬁa is the next maritim Province to the
ard of Canton, a very mountainous Coun.

try, and hasabout 9o L.eagues of a Sea-coaft.
It reaches from the lfland Lamoa, which
lies dire@ly under the Tropick of Cancer,
and /makes a very fpacious fecure Harb(;_ur
or
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for Shipping, between it and the Continent,
butno Stranger frequents it,but to fhelter them
from Storms, becaufe they admit of no Trade
with Foreigners. > About 3 Leagues without
the great Lamiba, are fome fmall Iflands un-
inhabited. They are called the fmall Lamoas.
There is a good clear Chanel between thofe
fmallIflands and the great one, of 15 Fathoms,
on a good oazy Bottom.

. Tnenext Place of Safety for Sh'fping, is
the Ifland of Amg, where the Englifb once
had a Fa8ory, and a good Trade, but now it
is thut up from foreign Trade, by the Em-
peror’s Order. There are feveral fmall I-
flands ly off it, particularly the Ifland Tang{,
by the Englifp called Chapel Ifland, and by
fome the Hole in the Wall, becaufe there is
a large Hole that paffes quite through it, be-
ing undermined by the Sea below, but a-
bove all is faft without FraGure. It appears
like the Arch of a large Bridge. About fe-
ven Leagues within it, is the inner Harbour
of .Amoy, where Ships ly very fecure in 12
Fathoms oazy Ground, within 200 Yards
of the Shore. The Town is built clofe to
the Sea,and fome Houfesin it at high Water,
are wathed by theSea.

ABour the Year 1645. the Durch had a
great Mind of poflefling .4moy, for the Con-
veniency of its Situation and Trade. They:
came to an Anchor with five large Ships in
the outward Harbour, and landed about 300
Men. There werenone to oppofe them but
a few Merchants and Mechanicks, who were

foon
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foon frightned, but were fo cunning, that be-
fore they left their Town, they left their
Houfes well ftor’d with Semfbew, a Kind of
ftrong Arrack made of Rice,and with Hock-
Jhew, aKind of ftrong Ale made of Wheat-
malt, by Fermentation.

Twe Duzch fearing no Enemy, or Defign
againft them, entred the T'own, and fomein-
confiderable People being left in it, were civil-
ly treated by the Duzch,and thofe poor Chi-
nefé fhewed their new Mafters the beft Houfes
in the Town, where the Duzch took up their
Lodgings, and, according to Cuftom, carouz-
ed heartily, that before Midnight there were
but few of them fober, and fo went to fleep.
The Chinefe who were left inthe Town, went
and informed their Country-men what Po-
fture the Dazch Affairs were in. They ar-
med all they could get, with Swords, Lances,
Bows, and Arrows, to the Number of 2000.
and came on the Duwrch, before they could
put themfelves in a Pofture of Defence, and
cut them all off, which Difafter made the
Dutch depart without making any farther At-

tery{pt.

H1s Hiftory is written in large China
Characters, on the Face of a fmooth Rock
that faces the. Entrance of the Harbour, and
may be fairly feen as we pafs out and in to
the Harbour.

Amoy was famous in the Tartar War, be-
tween the Years 1648. and 1675. by the Di-
verfionit gave to the Tartar Forces at Sea,
by the (lllourage and Candu& of one Cockfing

oL. a
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a Native of Amoy, who %ve them many De-
feats, and could never be brought to com-
ply with the Tarzar Ufurpation, tho’ he had
many advantagious Offers to fubmit, but his
Dcath gave the Tartars a quiet Pofleflion of
the whole Province.

Ao ur the Year 1648. the Tartars took
Chinchew, a very large City, reputed to be
as large and rich as Canton. They did not
ftand out above nine Weeks, becaufe they
forefaw that Want of Provifions would com-
&51 them to a Surrender at laft, upon worfe

erms than they might have had, if the Siege
had been but fhort, however, they capitulated
to have their Lives and Fortunes fecured, and
fubmitted in all other Things to the Tarzar
Government and Cuftoms.

Tu1s Province of Fokien, borders on Che-
wiam to the North-eaft, on Kiamfi on the
orth-weft, on Quantung on the South-weft,

and the Sea wathes the éouth-eaﬁ Part of it.
Therc are feveral Iflands ly on its Coaft,
and Quamoy is but two Leagues from Amoy,
and is much larger, but not fo well inhabi-
ted, becaufc of the near Neighbourhood of
Chinchew.

In Anno 1693.1 was at .Amoy, and thenthe
Hland was governed by a Chungeoss, or a Ge-
neral of 10000 Men. ' He was a Man of a-
bout 80 Years of Age, of a very agreeable
Afpe@. He had done many fingular Servi-
ces to his Country, particularly in fu‘gpreﬂing'
Pirates that mightily difturbed the Province,
and governed with much Juftice and Mode-

ra-
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ration, but next Year he died, and was fuc-
ceeded by a Teytock, or a deputy General of
sooo. In Anno 1697. I went thither again,and
found a new Temple built in Honour to the
old Chungcoun, and his Image placed in it,as
much like his Perfon while alive, as ever I faw
any Thing reprefented in my Life, with every
Lineament and Feature in his Face, and IHaw
many Votaries worfhip his Image. It fccms
the Chinefe arc fpeedicr in their canonizing
than the Romans arc.

Tue Teytock has a Deputy called the
C/mn;nae by Title, and another Officer called
the Chumpin, who fuperintends the Affairs of
the Sca and Rivers. In thofe three Perfons
Handsis the Management of the Affairs of the
Ifland, except theCuftoms on Goods imported
and exported, and thefe are in the Hands of the
Hapoa, who farms thofe Cuftoms of the Court
at Peking, but the other threeare put in by
the Chungtock, who keeps his Court at Hock-
fé¢w, a large City about 200 Miles North-eaft
of Amagy.

T HuEeRE are no beautiful Buildingsin ora-
bout 4moy, but fome Temples, in one of
which] faw Hell painted in Frefo,ona Wall
according to Des Cartes’s Syftem of Demo-
nology, the Demons being painted in the fame
Shapes and Figuresas are in the Cuts of Des
Cartes’s Book, their Methods of tormentin
the damned, very near the Notions delivere
by Chriftiar Doflors, and Purgatory bet-
ter reprefented according to the Doétrine

Q2 of
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of the Church of ,Rome, than I faw it in
aChurchin the City of nzwerp.

T uereare fome Curiofitiesin 4moy. One
is alarge Stone that weighs above forty Tuns,
that is fet fo dextroufly on a Rock, in fuch
an Equilibrium, that a Youth of twelve Years
old can eafily make it move, but an hundred
Men can make it move inno greater Motion,
than that fingle Youth can. I faw it tried
wi:_h a Pair of Hand Screws, but to no Pur-
pofe.

AnoTHER Rarity is of five large Stones,
as big, or bigger than the laft mentioned,
placed in an Hollow at the Foot of a Moun-
tain (whether by Nature or Art 1 cannot tell
they are each about thirty Foot long, an
Twelve or Fourteen Diameter. They lean
their Heads againft- one another, and forman
Alcove at their Feet, wherein is placed a
‘Table, and Benches around it, of Stone, and
there is a rrettzv clear Rivulet runs clofe
by the Table. We ZEwropeans frequented
t{lat Table on Sundays, for we often dined
there.

T aereis afine large Citadel at the Back-
fide of the Town, with good high thick Stone-
walls, and two Gates that face one another,
and in the Middle ftands the Teytock’s Pa-
lace. ‘The Front of it is built of Wood, and
the Back and Sides of Stone, as moft Man-
dareens Houfes are in this Province, as well
as the Temples. There are Sentincls and
Guards always in the Gate-ways, but I faw
none any where elfe, except when he gave

pub-
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publick Audience to Strangers, then he had
about 50 Men attending at the Palace.

T uerEe are about fifty Chriffiansin Amoy,
and they have aChapelferved by French Mif-
fionaries, but the Parifhoners are of the Scum
of the People, as they are of Chriffianity.

I heard a pleafant and true Story aboutthe
famous Chunghee, who died in Anno 1723.
and the Chungtock of Fokien, who was alive
in Anuno 1700. which I had from Mr. /e Blanc,
a French Miflionary, as well as from fome
eminent China Merchants, and it happened
about the Year 1690. the Chungtock bein% then
Chungnae, or Dcputy-governor of the Ifland
of @uamoy, that Hland having about 3oc00
Inhabitants, not reckoning Women and Chil-

/ dren, they were all poor, and had their Sufte-
nance by their hard Labour, in manuring
the Ground, and Fithing.

A great Part of the Ifland being low and
mari(ﬁ , by the Overflowings of Spring-tides,
made Travelling very incommodious. The
Chungcoun being a Man of Pleafure, could not
bear living at Home in rainy Weather or
Spring-tides, and in going to hunt, he was
obliged to go a great Way about, before he
could reach the Places where the Game was.

Ox e Day in Council he propofed to take
one Half of ‘the miferable Inhabitants from
their daily Labour, tobring Stonesfrom fome
neighbouring Mountains, to build a Bridge
or Caufey over the Morafs, which was a-
bove three Leagues long, and being the Em-
peror’s Work, it muftbe done grafzs.

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T u £ Chungrae oppofed it, laying down the
the DifHiculty, if not the Impoflibility for thofe
poor People to carry on fuch a W ork, which
could not be finithed in lefs than three Years.
He laid before the Council, that the Inhabi-
tants could hardly live by their Labour, when
every onc of them were imployed, and how
could they fubfift on the Labour of one Half,
that he could forcfee the Ruin of the Whole
by taking off the Half from thcir manuring
the Land, and Fithing. Howevecr, it was put to
the Vote, and the Chungeoun carried it, on
which the Chungnae laid down his Commif-
fion, and protefted that he would not be ac-
ceffory to the Deftru@ion of fo many Inno-
cents, whom he forefaw would be wrought
and ftarv’d to Death, and fo bade the Chung-
coun, and the reft of the Council, adieu.

T nr Chungnae having fpent moft of his
Time in the Study of Lctters and Philofophy,
had made a good Progrefs in both, and hav-
ing a fmall Fortune o? ton or twelve thou-
fand Tayels in Money, took -a Journey to
Pecking,to try if he could get into fome con-
venient Poft in the Government there, but
found that none was to be got, without
Friends and Money, fo that he took a Refo-
lution to lead a private Life on the Intereft
of his Money, and to follow his Studies.

ANp hiring a Chamber in a By-lane of the
City, he fell to writing a Tra& of moral Phi-
lofophy, being well qualified in writinga good
Hand, and agood Stile. He began to write
on the Imbecillity of human Nature, when

our
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our Paflions were more followed than Rea-
fon ; of the difmal Confequences of Tyranny
when fupported by Power, and feveral other
fuch ufeful and commendable Topicks, and
having carricd his Work pretty well forward,
one Morning he went to a Neighbour’s Houfe
to drink 'Tea,and forgot to fhut his Cham-
ber Door or Windows, which being on the
lower Story of the Houfe, and facing the
Lane, any Body that paft by could fee what
was in the Room.

Tre Empcror had goneabroad that Mor-
ning incognito, to hear what News paft cur-
rent in the City, and accidentally came into
that Lane while the Gentleman was at his
Tea, and looking in at thc Window faw a
Book lying open on the Table, and the Wri-
ting feem’d to be extraordinary finc, which
madc him have the Curiofity to enter at the
Door,and to fit reading till the Owner fhould
come in, that he might know both the Subjeét

ritten on, and the Author.

I't is the Cuftom in China for a Stranger,
t6 read on any Book that he fees lying on a
Table. ) If it be a Merchant’s Book of Ac-
counts, they take that Liberty; and thc Em-
peror having read above half an Hour, was
mightily pleafed with the fine Writing, and
ingenious Rcflections madc on each Subject
by the Author. At laftthe Gentleman came
in, and was furprifed to find another in his
Chamber, but the Emperor addrefthimin fo
obliging Terms for his intruding into his
Chamber without Lcave, led by the firong

Q4 Chains
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Chains of Curiofity, and the Opportunity that
offered to give him Satisfation, by the Door
being accidentally left open, that the Chung-
#ae could take nothing ill that was done.

T'ne Emperor asked him of what Coun-
try he was, and what had brought him to
Peking, and the Chungnae fatisfied him that
he was a Native of Fokien, and re-counted
the Hiftory of his Affairs in Quamoy. The
Emperor was much taken withhis Story,and
the modeft Way he expreft himfelf in it,
and told him that he found his A&ions to
quadrate with his Do&rine. Then he askt
the Chungnae if he had an Employment, or if
he had a Mind to accept of one. He anfwer-
ed, that he had been in Peking above a
Year, and could obferve, that Merit was but
a weak Recommendation to Preferment, and
he did not defign to buy it.

T'ue Emperor told him, that he was near-
ly related to a great Mandereern at Court,
and that if he would accept.of a Paoft, he
would ufe his Endeavours to procure him
one, for he found him recommended by two
good Qualifications, Ingenuity and Honetfty.
The Chungnae thank’d him in very obliging
Terms, and told the Emperor, that he was
willing to accept of a Poft, roviding it was
not too high, becaufe his Fortune was too
low to fupport the neceffary Expence, nor
too low, left it fhould make him contemp-
tiblee. The Emperor affured him, that his
Kinfman had feveral Pofts to difpofe of,
and that he might depend on one fuitable ht_o

is
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his Mind, and giving the Chungnae his Fan,
ordered him to call at a Gate of the Palace,
called the Elephbant Gate, and deliver that
Fan to the Captain of the Guard, and tell
him, that you want to fpcak to a Maendereen
of fuch a Name (as the Emperor borrowed
for that Time) and the Captain would con-
du@ him to his Apartment; but withal he
begg'd the Ufe of his Book for a few Days,
and, as he was a Man of Honour, he would
return it.

T ue Chungnae complimented him with
the Ufe of the Book, making a modeft A-
pology for its Incorretnefs, and fo they par-
ted for a fhort Time.

T ue Emperor fent for fome Coleas, Man-
dereens of the firft Order, and gave them a
pleafant Account of his Morning’s Adven-
ture, and fhewed them the Book, which
they were highly pleafed with, and the Em-
peror told them, that he had promifed the
Author an handfom Poft, and defired to
know if any were vacant. One Mandereen
told his Majefty, that he had received private
Advices that Morning, that the Chungrock of
Fokienw was dead, and that there would be
certain Information next Day at Court, if it
was fo or not, and that if it was true, his Ma-
jefty might beltow that Poft on him, he be-
ing a Native of that Country, and confe-
quently knew the Manners and Cuftoms of
his own Country better than a Stranger could,
His Majefty approved of his Advice.

AND
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An~p next Morning, according to Ap-
pointment, the Chungrae went to the Ele-
bant Gate, and enquired for the Emperor
the borrowed Name, and, on Sight of the
an, was conduéted by the Captain of the
Guard to an Apartment in the grand Pa-
lace, and was ordered to ftay till the Cap-
tain came back to him. When the Emperor
knew of his being in the Palace, he ordered
a Council of Mandereens to be fummoned
forthwith, and when they were convened,
and himfelf feated on the Throne, the Chung-
nae was fent for, and he paying the ufual
Compliment of falling on his Knees, and
bowing his Hcad three Times to the Ground,
the third Time to continue in that Pofture
till he was ordered to rifc, the Emperor orde-
red him immediately to ftand up. The Chung-
nae foon knew who had been his Guetft the
Day before, and would have begg’d Pardon
for the Freedom of Speech he had ufed to
the Emperor in Difguifc; but the Emperor
revented him by beginning an allegorical
r)ifcourfe, recounting the Chungnae’s Adven-
ture at @wamoy, as if it had happened in a fo-
reign Country, and when he had made an End,
he askt the Opinion of the Affembly, what
both the Chungcoun and Chungnae deferved.
They unanimouily condecmned the Changcoun,
and commended the Chungnae, and were of
inion, that the Chungnae deferved a better

Poft than he had before.
T ue Emperor told them, that this was the
Cafc of the Perfon before them, and that the
Govern~
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Government of Fokien was vacant by the
Death of the Chuntouck, which Advices he
had received that Morning, and that he had
Thoughts of beftowing that Place on him be-
fore them, which they.all approved of, on
which he ordered Robes of the fecond Or-
der to be brought, and invefted him in the
Office and Dignity, and ordered 1oocco 7ay-
els to be paid to him, in order to cquip him
for his Journcy, and withat told him, that he
expefted he would govern his Province ac-
cording to the Doétrine that he preached to
others.

Accorping1y the new Chuntouck took
his Journey to Hock/bew, where, on his Ar-
rival, all the Mandereens of Notc in the Pro-
vince came to compliment him, and none
muft come to wait on him till firft introdu-
ced by a Prefent, which is punétually fet
down in a Book kept for that Purpofe.

A ~np among the Crowd of Vifiters came
his old Friend the Chungcoun of Quamoy. Af-
ter the common Compliment of Genuflexi-
on and Proftration was done, he ordered him
to ftand up, and asking him if he did not re-
member him, he received a negative An-
fwer.  He askt him how his Government of
Quamoy thriv'd, and how far the Bridge was
brought forward. The Chungconn gave him
a fad Account of the State of his Ifland,
which, he alledged, was occafioned by a ra-
ging Plague, that had fwept oft above the half
of the People, and the Bridge was not car-

ried one Quarter of the Way forward.
THEN
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Tuen the ijﬁmé made himfelf known
to him, and upbraided him with his Cryelty,
and the Chungeoun havin%little to fay in his
own Defence, fell at his Feet, and implored
Mercy. The Cbuﬁ:ack bade himrife, and told
him, that for the fake of his Family, he would
fave his Life, which he had juftly forfeited,
but withal banithed him to a Palace on the
Side of an Hill on the Ifland of Qwuamoy,
where he fhould be allowed 2000 Zayels year-
ly, for the Subfiftence of his Wives and
Children, but he was never to meddle in
Government again, and fo difmift him, and
fent one along with him to take Pofleflion
of his Government, with Orders to re&ify
all Things that had been amifs in his Govern-
ment, and to invite People to the Manuring
of the Ground and catching of Fifh, on better
Terms than had been before. Thofe juft and
generous A&tions of the Emperor and Chsng-
tock were worthily admired by all who lov-
ed Juftice and Generofity; and I have born
no fmall Veneration for both their Perfons
ever fince.

I muft now give an Account of the Chung-
tock’s Juftice and Generofity in an Affair re-
lating to fome fhip-wrackt Emgli/b Men at

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CHAP. LI

Is a Continnation of the Hiftory of the Chung-
tock of Fokien, in relation to fome Occur-
rences that bappened among the Englith a¢
Amoy iz Amno 1700.

Being then bound to Amoy in a Ship
from Swraz, employed by Sir Nicholas
aite the new Eaj?‘-’india Company’s Prefi-
dent there, and Commodore Lit¢leton be-
%lf then at Surar with a Squadron of four
en of War, by fome confiderable Reafons
was perfwaded by Sir Nicholas to let one of
his Szuadron 50 as far as Amoy to look after
the Englifb Pirates that then infefted the
Streights of Malacca.

‘Tue Harwich was the Ship pitcht on, a
so Gun Ship, commanded by Captain Cock,
and we failed in Company as far as Archeen,
and there we were parted by a Storm. He
called at Atcheen, but I made what Hafte
could for the Port of Malacca. 1 ftaid there
above a Fortnight for him, and when hehad
taken in fuch Provifions as he wanted, and
that I had paid for them, we failed from Ma-
Jacca, in order to proceed for Amoy.

W HEeN we arrived there, we found three
European Ships, and a Country Ship from
Surat, employed by Sir Fobn Gayer Prefi-
dent for the old Eaff-indta Company. The
Supercargoes of thofe Ships, on Sight of 2
Man of War, fent a Compliment of soo Tay-
els to the Teyzock, to difiwade him from gi-

ving
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ving the Harwich Permiflion to come into
the Harbour, for fear of lofing a Feather that
they had put in their own Capes, of wear-
ing a Pendent at their Top-maft Heads, fo
that when I went to %ay my Compliment to
the Teytock, and give him an Account of our
Cargo, and to defire Liberty for the Man of
War and my own Ship to come into the
Harbour; he told me, that my own Ship
was welcom, but he could not, with Safety,
admit of the King’s Ship into the Harbour,
but that fhe might be fupplied with what fhe
wanted, in the Road.

I told him, that the King’s Ship’s Bottom
wanted Repair, and that if he would not
permit her to come into the Harbour, both
the and I muft go to Canton, and if the Captain
of the Man of War refented the ill Ufage he
was like to meet with at 4moy, thofe ought
to anfwer who had given the Teyzock that ill
Advice, and fo I took Leave very ill fatisfied.

Tue Linguift and I had bcen acquainted
fome Years, and, on our Way from the Ci-
tadel, I told him, that if the Teytock conti-

ed his Refolution of denying our King's

hip the fame Civilities that he granted to
Merchant Ships of our Nation, I could not
anfwer for the ill Confequences that might
attend that Affront, and, if fhe had not Per-
miffion in three ]5ays to come in, on the
fourth we would proceed for Canzon.

H e then very franlly told me, that it was
none of the Teytock’s Fault, but the Englifb
Captains and Supcrcargoes, who had lfle.m:

im
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him with a Meilage to the Teytock, to ac
quaint him, that if the Man of War was per
mitted to come into the Harbour, their Men
would be rude to the Merchants, and would
be tied up to no Rules or Laws which the
Merchant Ships obferved, that thc Women
would be debauch’d, and many other aggra-
vating Crimes, they alledged, the Man of
War’s Men would commit, and withal had
fent the Teytock a Prefent of 500 Tayels to
keep her out of the Harbour.

I carried the Linguift into a Merchant’s
Houfe that was my Acquaintance, to confult
with that Merchant about removing that Re-
mora that ftopt the Man of War from entring
into the Harbour, which could be done no
other Way than by my being bound for the
good Behaviour of the People belonging to
the Man of War, and to give a Prefent Fupe-
rior to theirs, which I confented to.

T uen~ we confulted how the Captain of
the King’s Ship fhould be recejved by the
Teytock, when he fhould make his Vifit, and
we agreed, that all the Captains and Super-
cargoes fhould be called to the Teytock’s, in
Company with Captain Cock, and that he
thould enter before us, and have an high
Chair placed a little before the Teyrock's
Chair, on the left Hand, which, among them,
is the Place of Honour, and we Captainsand
Supercargoes to be fet on felt Cufhions on
the Floor, and on the right Side of the Tey-
tock’s Chair, which was raifed on a plat Form
of Deals, with three Steps of Afcent. -

£
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W e had no fooner done with our Conful-
tation than I difpatcht my Friend Shewban,
for that was the Merchant’s Name, with the
Linguift, to acquaint the Teyzock with what
we ﬁad refolved on, and he approved of all,
and two Days after fent a Summons for the
Captains and Sl:‘percar oes to accompany
Captain Cock, and all obeyed but one, who

etended Indifpofition ; however he fent his
econd Supercargo to fupply his Place.

Assoon as we were in the Citadel, we
were conduéted to the Teysock's Palace, and
entred the Chamber of Audience, and were
feated according to the Method before agreed
on. The Teytock being feated before, he
made a Speech pretty long, wherein he told
how he had been informed of the loofe Be-
haviour of Men of War’s Men, which had
armed him with Caution, but that he knew
of a more convenicnt Place on an Ifland
within three Leagues of the Town, for the
Man of War to hale afhore, if we would be
ruled by his Advice. The Captain made a
Bow, and acceded to that Motion.

He then wanted to know who would be
Surety for the Captain and Men belonging
to the Man of War, that they thould obferve
the Laws and Cuftoms of the Place, without
being Moleflation to the Natives. I found none
cared to enter on fo hazardous an Affair, fo I
ftood ug, and proferred myfelf, Ship and Car-
go for Security. The reft not expeing that
the Captain could have found fuch Security,
one, who made a good Figure among ulz.

to
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told me, I was too forward in my Profer. I
anfwered him, that I only ‘engaged what I
had the Command of, but meddled witk no
Body’s Aftairs clfe.

Tue Teytock fecmed well fatisfied, and
gave us a very handfom Entertainment, and
then difmift us. The Man of War went to
the Ifland, and landed fome of her greateft
Guns, but found fo much Difficulty in car-
;:ying Thi;gs athore, that we got an Order
rom thc Zeytock to bring her into the Har-
bour, and accordingly fhe came in.

T uerEe is an land oppofite to the Town
of Amoy, called Cullemfboe, about half a
Mile diftant, and it has two convcnient Pla-
ces to lay Ships on, in order to clean their
Bottoms, or repair them, and there are fome
Rocks that ly between thofc Places, that ap-

ear dry at low Water. In one of thofe

ays the Harwich was haled afhorc, and
cleancd, and her Sheathing being much worm-
eaten, it was repaired with a great Deal of
new Sheathing, all which Charges I had Or-
ders from my Employers to disburfe on their
Account, in Fxpe@ation, that carrying back
200 Tuns of China Goods would fuffici-
cntly reimburfc them; but Captain Cock
being a voung Man, not very well verfed
in the Aftairs of Shipping, took Advice ot
fome other Caprtains of better Knowledge,
and daily caroufing with them on board of’
his Ship, chanced, that Day that his Ship ha-
led off, to be a little inebriated. as well as
his Tutors. | was none of the Cabal, and fo
Vo IL R ftaid
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ftaid in my Fa&ory. The Tide of Ebb was
made before they began to remove the Ship
from the Bay that the had been fitted in,
and in haling off, the Tide fet her upon the
Rocks above mentioned, and on them fhe
was loft.

A ssooN as the Shipfat fafton the Rocks,
his Counfellers left him to think on his Mif-
fortune. Next Morning all the Captains and
Supercargoes went over to the Ifland (where
he and all his Men were lamenting their
Condition ) to condole his Misfortune, but
not one had the Charity to invite him to a
Dinner. About Ten I went over to vifit
him, and found him weeping. I diffwaded
him from grieving at what could not be re-
medied, and invited him to dine with me,
if he was not pre-engaged. Hethen wept ve-
ry bitterly, and told me, that not one of all
his Companions that had been vifiting him,
had the good Manners to give him an Invi-
tation, and that I, who had juft Caufe to be
angry with him for his Folly and Contempt
of my Counfcl, had fhewed him more Hu-
manity than thofe who had fworn eternal
Friendfhip to him.

I carried him and his two Lieutenants a-
lIong with me to Dinner, and allowed them
a Chamber in my Fafory to lodge in, and,
to fhew a good Example to the reft of the
Captains, Igtook forty of the poor Seamen on
board of my Ship, and gave them Provifi-
ons. They were in all One hundred and
eighty two Men and Boys in the Crew,I and

there
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there being five Ships, I thought, I had ta-
ken a large Quota for my Share, but not one
of the reft would follow my F:xample, fo the
Remainder of the Crew werc in Diftrefs for
Want of Food and Raiment. Twent over one
Morning to fee what Condition the poor
Men were in, who had made Ténts of the
Ship’s Sails, and I faw one newly dead for
Hunger and Cold.

I ufed all my Rhetorick amongft my Bre-
thren the Captains and Supercargoes, totake
Pity on the poor fhip-wrackt Men, but they
were all deaf to my Petitions, which obliged
me to allow them 'a Pound Weight of Rice
{er Day each Man: And to clothe them, I

ought three thoufand Yards of blue Cotton
Cloth about’a Groat per Yard Value, and
bought them Needles and Thread, and gave
them about roco /. Weight of Cotton tor
¥1ilting, and fo every Man was his own

aylor.
vr finding my Charges would be very
great in maintaining fuch a Number of Men,
and in carrying them Paffengers would take
up too much Room in my Ship, which |
could much better employ in carrying Chi-
na Goods to Surat, 1 went to my old Friend
Shawwban, with my Confident the Linguift,
and held a Confultation how we might com-
pel my Brethren to be humane, and force
them to take their (%untas of the poor di-
ftreft Men, and we fell on the Projeét to
write to the noble and juft Chungtock at Hock-
Sféwe before mentioncc}i{, to gct an Order f}r\pm
e im,
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him, that no Ship fhould have Liberty to lade
their Goods aboard, that did not firft take
their Quota of the fhip-wrackt Men. We went
to the Teytock, and acquainted him with our
Defign, who much approved of the Proje&,
and he feemed furprized, that any of thofe
Ships durft go into our King’s Dominions,
who had denied to affift, not only his Sub-
jeéts, but immediate Servants. He was very
human, and fent the poor Seamen Prefents
of Pork and Hockfewr, (a itrong fermented
Liquor like our itrong Alc) for meto diftri-
bute among them, and thofe Prefents he fre-
quently fent.

I provided a Prefent to accompany my
Letter to the Chungtock, tothe Value of 40
Pounds Szerl. and got the beft Scribe in the
Place to write my Letter, laying down the
Mifery the poor Men were in, and how ea-
fily and juftly they might be reliev'd by fuch
an Order.

I fent my Lectter and Prefent by an Ex-
prefs, who returned in fixteen Days with a
fatisfa®ory Anfwer, and an Order to the Ha-
poa, to fuffer no Goods to be thipt off with-
out confulting me. The Hapoa came to my
Faélorﬁ, and congratulated mc on the Ho-
nour that the Chungrock had donc me, and
promifcd to obey his Orders in relation te
ihipping Goods off.

A Gentleman who was Supercargo of the
Ship Dorrel, bound direéily from Amoy to
Fugland, was the firft that was denied a
Pcrmit to thip Goods oft.  Fe had fent f;c:r

the
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the Ship’s Boat to carry off fome Chefts of
Silk, but the Waiters ftopt them from put-
ting them into the Boat, on which the Lin-
uit was fent for to know the Reafon; and
he told the Supercargo, that the Hapoa had
received Orders to let no Goods be fhipt oft
without confulting mc firft about taking a
Quota of the Man of War's Men; on which
my Antagonifts held a Council, and refolved
to continuc obftinate, and that Supercargo
before mentioned came carly next Mornin
tomy Houfe. When my Servants informe
me that he was in the Court, I went and in-
vited him in. I gucfs'd his Frrand by his
Countenance, and askt him to fit down, but
he refufed. I aske him if he would drink a-
ny Coffee or Teca, but he would not. He
then, in a Fret, askt me if I was Governor
of his Affairs. 1 anfwered, no, nor did I know
how he could ask me fuch a fimple Quettion.
He f{ware that he found I was, and that if I
were in another Place than Amoy, I durft
not aét as I had done, and fware again, that
not one Man of them fhould be entertained
onh board the Dorrel. 1 told him, that Idurit
do any Thing that was honcft and juft, and
was always ready to defend what 1 had fo
done ; but as to his taking his Quota of the
fhip-wrackt Men, he muft comply with it, if
he had a Mind to fave his Paflage to England
that Scafon. Hec ftill continued curfing him-
felf if he took any of them, and went a-
way in a very great Huff, which I little re-

garded.
R 1r
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It was, and, I believe, is ftill the Cuftom
on board the Englifb Company’s Ships, for
the Captain to give a Remonftrance and a
Proteft thirty Days before the Expiration of
the Term for their Departure, to the Super-
cargo or FaGor for the Company, according
as it is ftipulated by Charter Party. Accor-
dingly the Captain of the Dorrel gave in his
Protefl about that Time to the aforefaid Su-

ercargo, which aggravated his Chagrin, and

e told the Captain, who was my Friend,
what Troubles I had brought him and the
reft into. The Captain advifed him to confi-
der what Time might be fpent in Contenti-
on, and that I, having the Government on my
Side, would certainly carry my Point in fpite
of all the ngoﬁtion they could make, and
that it would be much better to comply in
Time than to ftand aut, and be forced to
comply at laft.

E told the Captain, that he might doas
he pleafed, but he was refolved to give him
no Orders on that Head. The Captain bade
him look what was agreed on in Charter-
party, where they found, that the Com-
mander of a Company’s Ship was to take no
Paflengers on board of his Ship, on Penalty
of 100 L. for each Paflenger, without a writ-
ten Order from the Company's Agent where
he thould happen to be ; but where no A-

gent was, he was then at his Liberty.

" ArTER alittle Deliberation, he bade the

Captain fpeak to me of the Hardfhips they

would be under in carrying fuch a Numbe;
o
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of Paffengers fo long a Voyage, and to try
me, whether I would favour them in the
Number of the Quota that they muft be ob-
liged to carry: And the Captain came to dif-
courfe me abeut it, and I agreed, that Cap-
tain Cock, his Licutenants, and feventeen
more fhould have their Paflfage on board his
Ship to England, and that thofe feventeen
thould be fuch as Captain Cock fhould choofe,
that the Captain and his two Lieutenants
thould have Captain Hide's Table, they ‘;‘my-
ing him 20.L. each for that Favour, all which
the Captain confented to, and the Super-
cargo and I became Friends again.

HE other Sticklers foon complied, and
took thirty fix each for their Quota, and the
reft I provided for, and they were as for-
ward to work and ob2y my Orders as my
own Seamen, tho’ they were not fo onboard
of the other Swrat Ship, where they were
like to mutiny for Want of Vifuals, even
before they went to Sea, for the Captain of
that Ship pretended, that he would allow
them no Victuals before they went to Sea,
and the poor indigent Fellows fafted twenty
four Hours on that Pretext. At laft Hun-
ger compelled them to make their Complaint
to me, and I furnithed them with a Supper,
and bade them be eafy till next Noon, and
if there was no Provilion made for them,
when the Ship's Company’s Dinner was rea-
dy, to feize on it for their own Ufe, and let
the others ftay till more was dreft, which Ad-

R 4 vice,
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vice they took to be very wholfom, and pun-
Gually followed it.

Tue Captain complained to me of the
Paffengers Rudenefs. I told him, that they
only followed my Advice, forl could not fee
what Pleafure he could take in ftarving poor
.Men, fince what they did eat was nothing
out of his Pockets, for I knew the Charges
would be allowed in his Accounts with his
Employers, and advifed him to treat them
civill{) at Sea, fince they being fuperior in
Numbers to his Ship’s Company, might make
them ufe Force to obtain what they ought
to have by fair Means: Nor wasI out inm
Conjecture, for at Sea he put them to fo
{mall an Allowance, that they mutinyed, and
threatned to carry him and the Ship to Ma-
dagaftar, and deliver him to the Pirates.

Ao vt Chriflmas 1 brake up Houfe-keep-
ing, and paid Houfe Rent for Captain Cock
and his Officers to remain in it a Month af-
ter me, and knowing the Scarcity of Money
among him and his Family, I gave him a Bag
with tooo Spanifb Dollars for his Subfiftence
on his Voyage to Ewurope, on condition,
that when he was in a Capacity to paty me,
he would not forget to repay me. I gave
his firft Lieutenant xoo. and the fecond Licu-
tenant 5o of the fame Pieces, but without
Provifion of Repayment.

T ue Captain made his Acknowledgments
in the moft emphatical Words he counld ex-
prefs, imprecating Vengeance to purfue him
if he did not thankfully repay with good Ia:

tere
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tereft, when he was able. Talfo wroteto the
Lords Commiflioners of the royal Navy, a-
bout the Charges I had been at on acount of
the Lofs of his Majefty’s Ship in China, and
petitioned that I might be reimburfed, and
made Mr. Matthew Cock, a Brother of the
Captain’s, my Attorney, to folicite for, and
receive what their Lordfhips would pleafc to
allow me.

I received a Letter from the Captain, then
at Cape Bona E/fperance, in his Way home,
wherein he gave me an Acount of their hard
Ufage aboard of the Ship, and of the Death
of his fecond Lieutenant, and that was all I
had from him in 23 Years. When I arrived
in Englard,1did my felf the Honour to write
him ft"gom London to Leather-head, to try if
I could furbi h up his fhort Memory with the
Remembrance of what had paft betwcen us
in China, but hc protefted that he had quite
forgot it. Ianfwered him, that his firft Lieu-
tenant, Captain Falconar, till remembred it
very well, and had madec a grateful Acknow-
ledgment of the {mall Favour he received a-
bove twenty Years before. My Affairs cal-
ling me to Holland, in Anno 172.4. he called
for me at London, when he knew I was in
Holland, and beforc I rcturned to Emngland,
he had paid his great Debt to Nature, with-

out taking Notice of the fmall one duc to
me.

A Continuation of Obfervations on the Gods,
Clergy, and Devotion of the Chinefe.

ND now I have followed him to his
Grave. Tl return back to 4mey, and
obferve fome of their Cuftoms, religious, ci-
vil and criminal. Their Temples are built
all after one Form, but, asin other Countries,
very different in Beauty and Magnitude.
Their Foffes or Demi-gods are, fome of hu-
man Shape, fome of monftrous Figures, but
in the Province of Fokien,they are more de-
voted to the Worfhip of Goddefles than Gods.
Osanbiem has the moft Votaries. She is
laced in State, fitting on a Cufhion with rich
Ylobes, and her little%on ftanding before her,
with a charged Trident in his right Hand,
ready to throw at Offenders of the Laws of
Humanity and Nature, and alfo at thofe who
make no Free-will-offerings to his Mother.
The Chinefe who have feen the Roman Ca-
tholick Churches and Worthip, fay that fhe
is the Chinefe Virgin Mary.

T ere is another Goddefscalled Maz/oa,
who fwimm'd from a far Country, through
many Seas, and came in one Night to Chira,
and took up her Refidence there. She fits
ona ‘glat Form, with aCuthion laid onit, and
her Head is covered with blue Wooll inftead
of Hair. She is the Proteétrefs of Naviga-
tion, for which Reafon none go a Voy;ge
‘ ut
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but they fir{t make a Sacrifice of boiled Hogs
Heads, and Bread baked in the Steam ofboil-
ing Water. It is fet before the Image when
reeking-hot, and kept before hertill itis cold,
the feeding on the Smoke, and the Devotees
on the Subftance, when it is cold. On their
Return from a Voyage, thez compliment her
with a Play, either aéted on board of the Ship,
or before one of her Temples. >
Tuey have another Goddefs in Form of a
Virgin, called Quonin, who has many Votaries,
but is mo{}{}/ worfhipt in the Provinces of Pe-
king and Nanking, but being a Virgin, fhe has
many Lovers all over China.
uE God Fe has an human Shape, except
his Head, which has the Figure of an Eagle’s.
Gan has a broad Face,and a prodigious great
Belly. Fois a very majeftick God, and is
always placed with a %eat Number of little
Gods to attend him. Minifoin Fokien, I take
to be the God Miglec? at Camton,beingalike
in Shape and Countenance. Hecis called the
God of Pleafure. Pufa is fet crofs-legged
on a Cufhion, befpangled with Flowers and
Stars, and fhe has eight or ninc Arms and
Hands on each Side, and two before that fhe
holds in a praying Pofture. In every onc of
her Hands (except the two that are dedica-
ted to Prayer) fhe bears fomc Thing emble-
matical, as an Ax, a Sword, a Flower, {¢.
‘The great God that made the Heavens and
Earth, they beftow an human Shape on him,
likea young Man in Strength and Vigour,
quite oppofite to the Church of Rome, wha

make
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make his Picture like Sa/vadore Winter, old,
cold, and hoary. I have feen many more
whofe Names I have forgot, fome with hu-
man Bodies, and Dragons, Lions, Tigers,and
Dogs Heads, and one I faw like Stour 2on-
ker in Finland, witha Man’s Body and Clothes,
and with Eagle’s Fect, and Talons in the
ftead of Hands.

T u e Priefthood are in no great Efteem a-
mong the People, being generally of low Ex-
trat. They have many different Orders a-
mong them, which are diftinguithed by Bad-

es, Colour of Habit, or Fafhions of their

apes. They arc all obliged to Celibacy
whilc they continue in Orders, and thatisno
longer than they pleafe. But whilethey con-
tinue in Orders, and fhould, or chance tobe
convifted of Fornication, they muft expiate
the Crime with their Lives, except their
high Prieft, who is called Chiam, and he al-
ways keeps near the Emperor’s Perfon, and
is in very Ereat Rcpute, and _he has Liberty
to marry, becaufe the high Priefthood muft
always continue in one Family, as Aaron’s
did for a long While, but not half folongas
it has been in this Family, who has kept up
the Cuftom above 1000 Years fucceflively,
without the Intrufion of Interlopers.

TrERrE are no Perfons of Figure or For-
tune that care to have their Children confe-
crated to ferve at the Altar, {o that the Priefls
who can have no Iflue of their own, are o-
bliged to buy Novices of fuch mean Perfons
as Neceflity forces to fell their Children, ﬁn.d

their
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their Study being in the large L?ends of
their Divinity, and not having the Benefit of
Converfation with Men of Letters or Polity,
they are 1generall ignorant of the Affairs of
the World, which makes them contemptible
among fo polite a People as theingenious and
converfible Chinefé Laity are.

Confucius, or,as the Chinefé call him, Confice,
was the Prince of their Philofophers. He was
near contemposary with Arzaxerxes, Nehemi-
ahand Malachi, about 450 Years before our Sa-
viour Fefus Chriff. He both taught and practi-
fed moral Philofophy to Perfetion, and acquir-
edfo great a Veneration among his Country-
men, that his Sentences are taken for Poffx-
Jata to this Day, not onc fince having offered
to contradi¢t any Thing that he has left be-
hind in Writing. They have another Doétor
of Philofophy called Tenffw, who was almoft
as ancient as Confucius, and wrote many ex-
cellent Tra&s of a virtuous Life, and thc Me-
thods to attain to it, but his Chara&er is infc-
rior to Confucius’s.

T ne1r Preachers take fome Apophthegm
out of thofe great Mens Writings, for Texts to
comment and exfpatiate on. They live very ab-
ftemioufly, and rife early before Day to pray.
Every Temple hasa Cloifter or Convent an-
next to it,and has acertain Stipend allowed
by the Emperor to fupport the Priefts and

ovices, but they get much more by letting of
Lodgings to Travellers,who generally lodge in
their Cells, than the Emperor’s Allowance. Be-
fides, they have a genteel W ay of begging from

tran-
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Strangers, by bringing Teaand Sweet-meats
to regale them.

7/ 'Twue Chinefée don’t bury in or near their
Temples, but in the Fields, and when
Bouzi or Prieft tells arich dying Perfon, that
fuch a Piece of Ground is holy, and that the
infernal S%irits have no Power to haunt fuch
Grolind, t ey'll perfwade the poor Man that
is diftemper'd both in Body and Mind, to
buy it at any Rate to be buried in, and
fometimes they will pay a thoufand Zayels
for ten Yards{quare of fuchholy Ground. -

T ue Fifhers and Carriers by Water, who
are born and bred in their Boats, and onthe
Water, muft alfo be buried in it, unlefs they
have Money enough to purchafe a Burying-
place afhore. ‘

T uEey have many Se&s among them, but
all agree in the Tranfanimation of Souls, yet
not onc Set perfecutes another, but allow
free Liberty to believe what they think beft,
and it is very natural for Men to embrace
what they thinkis beft, whether it is the beft
or not.

T ue Chriftian Miflionaries have convert-
ed many by the Indulgence of feveral Empe-
rors, particularly of Chunghee, and thofe A-
poftlesindulge their Profelytes in manyThings
(\)spoﬁte to the Syftem and Canons of the

eftern Chriflianity, as Poylagmy, Concubi-
nage, and the Invocation and Adoration of
Pagan Saints, as well as Chriffian,in their A-

orieoﬁs,which has caufed no fmall Diftur-
ance at Rome,
W HEX
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W ueN a Mandereen of any Confideration,
es through a Street or High-way, he goes
in great State, either on Horfe-back, or in
clofe or open Chairs, carried by Men, and he
has Flags carried before him, and large Peels
lacquered, and painted black or red, wich
large golden Chara&etswrit on them, that
%es the Defignation of hisT'itles and Dignity
e foremoft of his Retinue in their particu-
lar Habit, with anhigh crown’d Hat in Form
of a clofe Stool-pan, and two long Feathers
of a Pheafant’s Tail, ftanding upright in it,
and they make an hideous Noife as they go
along, crying inceﬁ'antlg Ho—-ot, to warne-
very one to go off the Streets or High-way,
till he pafs by. Next to them are Fellows
with fmall Chains in their Hands, ready to
throw over any Body’s Head, and catch them
by the Neck,that do not obey the Call of the
foremoft Men. And next them are Executi-
oners with their Enfigns of Cruelty, as a great
Sword, an Ax, and fome large Pieces of Wood,
painted black, and trailing on the Ground as
they pafs along, to bambsw the Delinquent,
which is by throwing them on their Faces,
and giving their Buttocks as many Blows with
thofe Batons as his Worfhip the Madereen
fhall order, and they have Caps like Sugar-
loaves. I knew an Engli/b Gentleman now
alive in England, that underwent the Chaftife-
ment of the Bambow.
Y eI heard of a comical Paflage that hap-
pened at Amoy, between a Mandereen and
an Englifp Sailor. The Mandereen go-

ing
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ing in his Chair, with his ufual Retinue, met
a Sailor coming with a Keg of Arrack under
his Arm. KEvery Body went off the Street
but the jolly Sailor, who had been tafting his
Arrack, he was fo mannerly as to walk afide,
and give the Mandcreen the Middle of the
Street, but one of the Retinue gavethe Sail-
or a Box on the Ear, and had almoft fhov'd
him down Keg and all. The Sailor d~—n'd
him for 2 Son of a Whore, and askt what
he meant by it, and at the fame Time gave
the Aggreflor a Box on the Ear in Return.
The poor Seaman was foon overpowered by
the Retinue, but the Mandereen ordered to
do him no Harm, till he had fent for the En-
glifh Linguift, who forthwith came. The
Mandereen told the Linguift what had hap-
pened, and bid him ask the Sailor why he
gave him that Affront. The Sailor fware
that the Mandereen had affronted him, in al-
lowing his Servants to beat him, while he
was walking down the Streets civilly, with
his Keg of Samfbew under his Arm, and fware
by G---d that he would box the Mandereen,
or every onc of his Gang, for a Spani/b Dol-
lar,and with that put his Hand in his Pocket
and pull’d a Dollar out.

T'ue Mandereen ordered the Linguift to
tell him werbatim what the Sailor faid, and
why he pull'd his Money out. When the
Linguift had told him all, the Mandereen was
ready to fall off his Chair with laughing. And
after he had compofed himfelf, he asked if
the Sailor would ftand to his Challeng?who

ware
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fware he would. The Mandereen had one
Tarzar inhis Retinue, famous for boxing, who
had won many Prizes at i, and called for
him to try his Skill on the Englifbman 'The
Tartar was a lufty Man, and the Sailor fhort,
but well fct. The Tartar promifed an eafie
Congquett, and to thc Combat they went. The
Tartars ufe to kick high at the Guts, and
the firft Time he kickt, the Sailor had him
on his Back. Thc Tartar was muchatham'd
of the Foil he had received, and at the Sailor
again, but Fack foon tripp’d up his Heclsa-
gain. He dcfired then to have a fair Bout
of Boxing without Tripping, which Fack a-
%recd to, and batter’d the Tarzar's Faceand

reaft fo with his Head, that he was forc'd
to yield to old England. 'I'hc Mandereen
was fopleafed with the Bravery and Dexterity
of the Seaman, that he made him a Prefent of
ten Zayels of Silver.

I~ the Punifhment of Crimes there arc
Laws made to proportion the Punithment ac-
cording to the Notoricty or Quality of the
Crime. For Faults not capital, they ufe the
Bamboy and W hip,or a Pair of wooden Stocks,
or a wooden Collar,being fome Boards fixt
together, with a Hole in the Middle for the
Head to go through. It is gencrally about
five Foot {quare, and betwen 65 and 8o Pound
Wecight, that they are obliged to carry a con-
fidcrable Way in the Day, and fleep in it at
Night, fitting with that continual Weight on
their Shoulders,becaufc there isno lying down,
which Punifhment latts as long as the Judge
Vou.ll S de-
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determines in his Sentence. Some they lay
in the Stocks by the Neck, laid flat ontheir
Back in the open Sun, with their Face con-
tinually towards it while it fhines, and this
lafts for one, two, or three Days,as the Judge
thinks fit to order.

Trarrors, Murderers, and Pirates, are
carried to Nankinto be tried and punifht, ex-
cept a fpecial Order from the Emperor car-
ry Cuftom out of her Road. Thofe Goals
in Nankin are only clcared of Malefaltors
oncein threc Years. In thofe Prifonsthey live
in great Mifery, and often wifh for Death be-
fore it comes.

Everyone of thofe Sort of Criminals has
particular Prifons belonging to fuch Crimes,
and when the Judge receives the Emperor’s
Orders to reprieve fuch a Number, the Judge
has it in his Power to fave whom he pleafes
of that Number fpecified, and the reftareim-
mediately put to Death, as faft as they can
difpatch them with the Sword and Ax. 1have
been credibly informed, that 30000 havebeen
executed in one Month, and half that Num-
ber reprieved.

W nen the Emperor gives fpecial Order
for the Punifhment of Piracy or Murder,the
Delinquent is ticd to a Stake, and an Execu-
tioner cuts the Skin of his Forehead round
from Ear to Far, and pulls it over his Eyes,
and then declivers him to the Friends and
Relations of thofe that had fuffered Injuries
by him, and they have the Pleafure of tortu-
ring him asthey pleafe. I have heard of fot;\e

who
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who have been tortured three Days and
Nights before they cxpired. Others have
had a Brick or Stone Cloke built round them
clofe to their Bodies, by the Side of an High-
way, and a Guard fct over them,who com-
manded all Paffengers to fpit on their Heads
as they paftby, and they are generally much
loxiger a dying than the others.

ARENTs have the Power of the Life
and Death of their Children till they marry,
and then that Power ceafes. Husbands have
the fame Power of their Wives, if they are
convi@ted of Adultery. I knew an Inftance
of the latter in .Amoy, by a Chinefé that went
a Voyage to Fort St. Gesrge,and from thence
to England. He had a good agreeable dyoung
Woman to his Wife, and he pretended when
he returned, to make his Wife ufe the Free-
dom of England, in bringing his Wife into
Englifb Mens Company whefi they came to
his Houfe, and made l};er eat at Table, or
drink Tea with them, but not when any Chi-
nefe Strangers were in his Houfe. However,
fhe did not know how to_ behave her felf
prudently in that-State of Freedom,but was
debaucht by feverals,and he goinga Voyage
to Canton, had ftaid ten Months after the
Englifb Shipping was gone, and found her
big with Child at his Return. He fent for
her Relations and feafted them, and then be-
fore them upbraided her for her Difloyalty,and
took a Piece of heavy Wood that they ufein
ﬁ)unding Rice, and gave her a Blow on the

ead that killed hcrsoutright. :
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I heard of anInftance of the other at Can-
ton. A rich Merchant had a profligate Son,
whom he fent abroad with a confiderable
Stock to employ in Trade. In a few Months
he had confumed all the Stock, and run in
Debt. He gave his Creditors Bills on his Fa-
ther, who anfwered them for his own Credit.
The Son came back, begged his Father’s Par-
don, and protefted, that for the future he
would lead a virtuous Life. The kind in-
dulgent Father intrufted him with a fecond
Stock,and he,in a fhort Tlime, deftroyed that
alfo, and when his Credit was gone, return-
ed to his Father, who feemed to pafs by his
Folly. But one Day he madc an Entertain-
ment for all his Relations, and when the En-
tertainment was over, he began an Apologue
that came pretty near his own Cafe with his
Son, and asked their Opinion what in Juftice
the Son ought to fuffer for abufing his Fa-
ther’s Kindnefs, and ruining his Eftate. They
did not know that he and his Son were the
Perfons mentioned in the Fable, under bor-
rowed Names, unanimouily agreed that the
Son ought to be punithed with Death. On
which the Father took a Knife and cut his
Son’s Throat, before cither the Son or his
Relations had the leait thought of it, and then
he thanked them for pafling fo juft a Sentence,
for that he and hisSon were the rcal Perfons
regrefcnted in the Apologue.

F Children grow incorrigible, and defpife
the Threats or Admonitions of their Pa-
rents according to Law, the Parents are to

com-
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complain of them to the Magiftrate, and upon
full Conviétion, the Magiftrate will feverely
corre them. For if a Son break the cfta-
‘blifht Laws, the Parent fuffers Punifhment as
well as the criminal Son,if he had not before
made the Magiftratc acquainted with his
Son’s Vices.

Anbp if a Parent is brought toPoverty and
Want, and has not brought his Son up to
fome Calling, whereby he might get his Li-
ving, the Son is not obliged to aflift his Fa-
ther, but otherwife he is.

In their Marriages the Bridegroom never
fees his Spoufe tilFthey are married, for the
Match is made by Matrons of both Sides,and
he is obliged to pay a Sum of Money to the
Bride’s Relations, before he can have her,
and whert all Obftacles are removed, her Re-
lations makc a Feaft for the Bridegroom and
his Friends, and after that is over, fhe is
brought vail'd into the dining Room, and he
prefents her with fome Jewel of fmall Value,
or fome Pieces of Silk Stuffs,and a Prictt fa-
crifices a Cock, by cutting his Throat, and
fprinkling fomc of the Blood on them both,
and then they are married by Law, and he
feldom marrics another while fhe lives, cxcept
in cafe of Barrcnncfs, and then he may take
another, and fo onin cafe of Failurc in Iffue,
as far a, four, but they cannot go beyond that
Number, yet he may bu\{las many Concubines
as he pleafes, and the Wives are ranked ac-
cording to Priority, and the Concubines muft
attend and ferve thc Wivcs.

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T ne Ladies Drefs isvery becoming. They
wear fine Linen Breeches that reach to the
Ancle, but they are covered with a Petti-
coat handfomly platted, that reachesbelow the
Ancle, and a Gown that reaches mid-leg
down, ticd with a filken Belt round their
Middle, and each Sleeve o large, that one
would ferve to put their Body in,and reaches
almoft to the Ground. They have a Collar
of Embroidery handfomly cut, that comes
round their Neck, and covers the Neck of
their Gown, and reaches half-way between
the Neck and Shoulder-bone. They have
naturally a great Deal of Hair asblack as Jet,
which théyfet on Wiers fitted to their Head,
raifed four or five Inches, and covered with
their Hair in a becoming Manner, and thofe
who can afford Pecarl, have fome of them
bored on onc Side, and fet in their Hair,
and they have two or more Gold Bodkins
which kecp all the handfom Fabrick fatt.

Tueir Feet are bound up with Rollers
of Cloth when they come te three Years of
Age,and are always kept hard bound, fo that
all the other Parts of their Bod{)grow in their
natural Shape and Magnitude, but their Feet,
which by Reftraint, are always as fmall as they
were when firft bound up. Their pretty
little Shoe has a Piece of Wood placed in the
Middle between the Heel and the Toe, that
ferves for both Heel and Sole, which makes
them rather trip along when they go, for their
Ambulation cannot be called Walking.

Tueir Forchead is large, pretty fmall

Eye-
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Eye-brows, well arched, their Eyes black, but
almoft hid with the Lids, their Nofe {mall
and flat at the Eyes, their Mouth little; and
rretty plumg LiEs of a deep Vermilion Co-

our, their Cheeks and Chin in a good agree-
able Symmetry, and their Neck fmall, their
Arms long and f{lender, a fine little Hand,
and to grace the whole Struture of their Per-
fons and Ornaments, the Nails of their Fin-
~gers are never pair'd, but arelet grow totwo
or three Inches in Length, to fhew thatthey
are not employed in fervil Works.

Anp this Fafhion of long Nails is followed
by the Men of Diftin&ion, and are carefully
kept clean, and formerly, before the Tarzars
were their Lords, they wore their Hair long,
rolled up behind (as our Women in Britain
formerly wore theirs) and a Net of Hair or
black Silk to cover their neat Rollsand Gold
Bodkins, with double or treble Prongs ftuck
in their Hair, to keep it in Order, but now
they have only a Lock at their Crown, plat-
ted and hanging down their Back, and none
are without that Lock, for if they have not
Hair enough growing naturally on their
Heads, they take fmall Locks of borrowed
Hair, and twift in with their own to bein
the Fafhion.

Tue Men of Figure have a Coat of Silk
that comes down to their Knecs, and a fhort
Doublet over that, that reaches no farther
than their Loyns. Their Breeches arc large
and full, which come under the Tops of their
Silk Boots, neatly magde and quilted, for %r;:at

J 4 ven
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Men wear no Shoes. Thcy lgenc;mlly wear
on their right Thumb a thick Ivory or Agate
Ring, very convenient for drawing their
long Bows made of Buffulse’s Horn, they
being all bred to Archery, and exercife them-
felves much in fhooting at a Mark. They
wear their Swords on the left Side, with the
Point forward, and when they draw them,
they lift up their lacqued Scabbard, that the
Handle may reach above their Shoulder be-
hind, fo that at the drawing of them with
their right Hand, they can make a good and

nimble Stroke on whatfoever they attack.
AN to drefs our China or Tarzar Gentle-
man completely, he wears a Cap made of
fine Mat for that Purpofc, in the Form of a
blunt Pyramid, with a Taffel of Horfe Hair
dyed recd, that reaches from the Crown al-
moft to the Bottom, and oftcn an Amber or
coral Button faftned to the Crown of the
Cap, and they ufe a Picce of Hair-tape 1o
come under the Chin, to heep it.from blow-
ing off by the Wind, and to their Girdle
they have a Purfe for their little Tobacco-
pipe, whichis made of fome Metal, and two
other Purfes, one {mall for their Tobacco,
and the other pretty large, with feveral Di-
vifions in it for their Money and Papers, all
drawn clofe by filken Strings. and their Hand-
kerchiefisa Picce of coarfe Cotton Rag ftuck
between their Girdleand Side, one End hang-
ing to the Knee, and that ferves for a Towel
anda Napkin alfo, and o I have equipthim

cither asa Courticr or Cavalier, B
Ut
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Bur the Mandareens of the Pen have a
long Gown to their Heels, with Badges or
Blazons on their Backs and Breafts, to di-
flinguifh their Degree or Dignity, and be-
forc they are admitted to the Degree of Do-
étor, they muft pafs thro’ feveral Trials and
Examinations. They alfo wear a diftinguifh-
ing Car on their Head, and look as grave
as an old Advocate.

A Merchant and Mechanick wear the fame
Cap as the Courtier, but their Flabit is a
long Robe with narrow Sleeves, and Stock-
ings made of coarfc Cotton Cloth, with
fquare-toed Shoes, without Heels or Latchets
to tie them on. The Peafant and Fifhers are
not tied up to fumpture Laws, but wear
what they pleafe.

- Every Houfe, Ship and Fithing-boat keep
a domeftick God that they pay Adoration to
. Evening and Morning, and he has always a
fmall flat Table with Ledges before him, fil-
led with Wood-athes fmoothed ever, and
fmall Furrows drawn thro’ the Athes in Or-
der, and thofc Furrows filled with Powder
of Putchock or Radix dulcis mixt with Pow-
der of Sandal, Myrrh or Olibanum, and the
Compofition is fired at one knd, and it gives
a little, but pleafant Smoke the whole four
and twenty Hours, without the leaft Need of
mending or renewing it. '

WHEN two China Men quarrel, ( for
they are naturally a little cholerick) if the
Breach is fo wide that it will be difficult to

be made up again, then they’ll threaten not
to
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to pay anv Reverence or Refpeét to one an-
others God, and that Word cuts off all
Means of Communion and Society ever after.
And fo I leave them, and proceed to my
Obfervations on other Things.

EXIRIKIERIGR I IR TR IGHIGKIGLIGHIGKIGKIGH KD
CHAP. LIL

Gives an Account of the natural Rarities of
China, and of the Emperor’s Revense and
common Expence.

HERE are many artificial as well as

natural Rarities in Chine. Their arti-
ficial ones are in ftupendous Bridges, that
give fafe and convenient Paffages over great
and rapid Rivers, and over Vallies between
the Tops of Mountains, to make Roads eafy
and pleafant that would otherwife be very
fteep, crooked and dangerous; but I never
faw any of them, tho’ I have heard much
Talk of them.

Tuey have alfo great and convenient Slu-
ces to check the Violence of Floods from
Lakes and Rivers, and to ferve out their Wa-
ters to lower Grounds, to moiften them and
make them fit to yield good Crops of Corn,
but I being confined to the Ifland of Amey,
could not have an Opportunity to fee them,
fo that what Iadd more to my Obfervations,
is only by Informatiors and Reports from o-
thers, (who had travelled where I hadpno

er-
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Permiffion to go) whofe Acquaintance I ca-
fually fought after to be informed.

I now begin again to continue-thy Courfe
along the Sea-coaft to the Northward: And
in the fame Province of Fukien is the River
and City of Hockféw ; but whether the City
of Hockféw be the fame with Fockew, I know
not ; it is very large however, and is famous
for being the Refidence of the Chungrock,
and in brewing a Sort of good ftrong Ale in
fmall Pots of coarfe China Ware luted over
with a Clay Head as big as the Pot.

Asour twenty Leagues to the North-
ward of Hockfew begins the Province of
Chequiam, whofe chief City is Limpoa, by
fome called Nimpoa, and by others Ning poo;
however, it is a large City, and drives a
great Trade. Here the Porzugueze were
once well fettled, and had a numerous Colo-
ny. Whenthe Chinefé were Mafters of their
own Country, and the Portugueze of the
Seas, it is reported, that they had above one
thoufand Porrugueze Families fettled in
Limpoa, and were governcd by their own
Laws. Their Trade thro’ China and Fapon,
which they carried in Shipping to Indsa and
China, made them prodigiou 3' rich, which
brought them into Luxury and Debauchery,
and, at laft, was the Caufe of their Expulfi-
on from Limpoa.

T ey begant6 be notorious Ravifhers of
‘Women. ey would go into the Country’
Villages, and carry off young Virgins by Vi-.
olence, from their Parents, and when tll:eg

a
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had abufed them as long as they pleafed, fent
them back to their Fricnds. Many Com-
laints had been made, but no Redrefs could
e obtained. Atlength, whena Parcel of Vir-
gin Hunters had gone into the Country up-
on an lixpedition of that Nature, the Pca-
fants fcll on them, and killed them every
Man.
/ 'Turs Slaughter made the Porsrgueze ve-
" ry loud in their Complaints, and demanded
Juttice to be done on the Peafants. The
Pcafants made folid Replications to the Com-
plaints of the Portugneze, and defired their
Cafe might be lid before the Emperor,
which was accordingly done, and the Porza-
guezr wecre ordercd to clear themfelves of
the Crimes laid to their Charge, and they not
being able to do it, were banithed Limpoa,
but had Liberty to carry off their Effeéts:
And thus ended the moit opulent Colony,
at that Time, in the World. -

Nanting is the next Province to Chequi-
am, and the City of Nanking is flill reckoned
one of the largeft Citics in China, or per-
haps in the World. I have heard many fay,
that faw both ‘Peking and Nanking, that it
occupics a larger Spot of Ground than Pe-
king, and that the triumphal Arches, Palaces,
and other publick Fdifices, are nobler than
thofe at Peking.

Tur Province begins at Soucherz, a large
/City, and one of the greateft trading Cities

" in China, in Gold, wrought Silks, Porccllein
or China Ware. It ftands near the La}c; of
ama
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Hamchew, which is about 20 Lcagucs long,
and 16 broad, of finc clear freth Water, and
it produces many cxccllent Sorts of Fithes,
fome whercof arc daily fent in Boats to Pe-
king for the Emperor’s Table.

Nanking City flands on the Banks of the
River Kiam, the greateft, but not the long-
elt River in China. It is fituated about 10
Miles from its Mouth, in a finc, plcafant, fer-
til Plain. It was formerly the Metropolis of
all China, till the Tartars grew troublefom
and formidable, which drew the Court to
Peking, to be nearer the Fronticrs, in order
to check their Infolence.

" Tue Diftance between Nanking and Pe-
king is about sco Englifp Milcs.  'T'hey have
a Communication by Water in two royal
Canals, one from Nanking to the yellow Ri-
ver, fo called from the Colour of its Water,
and the other trom that River to the City of
‘Peking, or very near it. They are the Work
of Art, done by the hard Labour of many
"Thoufands of poor Workmen, in Obedience
to their Emperor's Order, to facilitate the
Carriag(: of Merchandizc between thofe great
Cities.

Tug yellow River, or Corce: River, is
much lon%er than any River in Affa, or per-
haps in Ewurope, for there are 30 Degrees
Diftance between its Source and its Mouth:
AndI heard one Mr. Fonntanay a Miflionarv,
who went to Frarce on the Emperor of (-
na’s account,, about the Year 16y4. fay, thar,
he helieved, there were as many l’coplcrtha;

IVE(
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lived in Boats and Veflels on the Rivers of
Kiam and Corcei as in the three greateft Pro-
vinces of France, for in their %/eﬁ‘els they
keep Fairs on thefc Rivers, one Seafon at
one Place, and in other Scafons at other Pla-
ecs; and tho’ there may be 1coco Veflels
affembled at a Fair, yet there is as good Order
and Decorum kept, as in a well governed Ci-
ty. All Ships and Boats who have the fame
Species of Goods are moor’d together along a
certain Place on the River’s Side allotted for
them, by proper Magiftrates, and, at Night,
Watches are fet to prevent Thieving and
Diforder, and Offenders are feverely puni-
fhed, without Refpe&t of Perfons.

Tuere are alfo Fairs kept on the Royal
Canal, between the Zellow River and Pe-
king, in which all the Sorts of Commodities
that China produceth are to be fold.? _

T ne Magnitude, Beauty, and Opulency of
Peking, are fo fully defcribed by fome who
have been there, that my Hear-fay Account
can be of no Ule, and for that Caufe I omit
it, but thc aforefaid Mr. Fountanay told me,
that the Winter Seafon is much colder than
in France, and, that in the Month of Novem-
ber, the Fraternity bought three Deers, and
hung them up in a Pantry without Salt, and,
when they had a Mind for fome Venifon,
they cut what they wanted for their Ufe till-
the Beginning of March, and what was left
then began to grow ftale, but not before,
which fhews the fubtil Coldnefs and Drynefs
of the Air there. A

ND
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A Np now being at the End of my Journcy
on the Continert of A4ffa, I'll make fome more
general Obfervations on the Produé of Chi-
»a, and return to the Southward, to take a
View of the Iflands that face the Sea-coafts
of China, and ftcer back to the Northward
as far as Fapon.

A s there are many Mountains in China, fo
they have many different %ua]ities. Some
by their Situation and prodigious Height,
fhew their lofty Tops above the Clouds, al-
ways clear and ferene, but none dare pre-
fume to go to their Tops, becaufe the Air
being too much rarified, infenfibly takes a-
way Perfpiration, and caufes Death. Others,
tho’ as high, by nitrous and fulphurous Mines
in their lfowels, fend up thick Vapours that
always hide their Tops: And at the Foot
of thofe Mountains are Springs and Wells
of Fire, that continually burn in their own
Cells, but never break forth in any other
Places.

O r 1 e R Mountains are cover’d with Trees
of various Sorts. The Pine is the largeft,
fome being fix Foot through, and four or
five Score Covets high, or according to Ex-
ghifp Meafure, an hundred and fifty Foot
in Length, and they produce Bambows, as
long, and fo bi%a that onc Joynt between the
Inter-nodes or Knots can contain above ten
Catties of Water, which are of great Ufe to
Sea-faring Men, to hold their frefh Water in.
They al?o produce thc Rofe Tree, which
preferves an agreeable Smell and Coloulr as

ong
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long as_the Wood lafts, which is not lefs
than a Century or two.

In the fouthern Provinces, I have been
told, that a Tree called Quanlang, has a foft.
Pulp growing within it, which" the Inhabi-
tants dry and pulverize, and apply it to all
the Ufes that Wheat-flour ferves for, hav-
i]?f the fame Tafte and Quality. I heard a

iffionary affert, that not far from Limpoa
in the Province. of Cheguiam, he faw fome
T'rees that bare a Fruit pretty hard on the
Outfide, but within a fat Pulp, which being
%n a While in the Air, becomes good white

allow ; and it ferves for all Intents and Pur-
pofes, for the fame Ufes that Tallow is put
to, only with this Advantage, that it does
not defile the Hand, nor greafe and ftain
Clothes.

A 1 L the Provinces of China are well ftor'd
with Fruit-bearing Trees, and being of fo
large an Extent, and the Seafons fo different,
that in one Place it is Summer, while in ano-
ther Place Winter predominates, as in the
Provinces of Quan/f and Quanzung it is plea-
fant Summer, while in Zanff and Peking the
chilling Colds of Winter, and Storms difturb
the Air, and fhut up the Pores of the Earth.

AL L the Provinces produce Tea in abun-
dance, but Nanking and Chequiam afford the
beft. I faw four or five Tca Shrubs grow-
ing on the Eaft Side of Amoy, but it was in
the End of September, when all the Leaves
were oft. It is pretty like a young Willow 3
and I was informed, that they plant onc;e1 in

three
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three Years, and pull all up, or cut down all
that are above that Growth. I was alfo in-
formed, that, about the Middle of Fuwe,
they pulled off the firft and beft Leaves, and
about the Beginning of A4nguff they had a
Crop of Sunmglea Tea, which is fomewhat
grofler than the Bing or tirtt Crop. Both
thofe Sorts are put under a Shade to dry
with the Wind, and in Sepzember they ftrip
the Bufh of all its Leaves, and, for Want of
warm dry Winds to cure it, are forced to
lay it on warm Plates of Iron or Copper,
and keep it flirring gently, till it is dry, and
that Sort is called Bobea: And I have heard
others fay, that fome Grounds will produce
nonec but fine Tea, and others again none
but coarfe ; but they all agreed in drying the
the Bskea on hot Plates.

ONn the Skirts of thc Mountains they plant
their Mulberry-trees for their Silk-worms,
and cut them down at two Years Growth,
?_o‘:cafpfe the Infe& delights moft in a tender

caf.

Tuere are many ufeful Trees in China
that bear no Fruit. Some bear Beans, but
.of thofe 1 have fcen in India at Surat and
Bengal. One Sort they have that provokes
Sleep; by laying fome of the L.caves in the
Bed near the Patient. The Iron-wood Tree
is commodious for making Anchors for Ship-

ing. It is prodigioufly ftrong and hard, and

as natural Gravity enough to fink it to the
Bottom of the Sea.

Vour. Il T On
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O the Mountains of Zenfi, near the fa-
mous Wall that divides China from Tarzary,
ows Abundance of that ufeful and valuable
oot Rhubarb, whofe Ufe is fo well known
in Europe. The Root Genfing grows alfo
in Woods there, and when the Natives go
in Queﬁ of it, to find it, they are forced to
go in the Night Seafon, with Torches in
their Hands, for fear of being affaulted by
the wild Inhabitants of the Woods, fuch as
Lions, Tigers, Leopards, Rhinocerofes, €c.
of the brutal Kind, befides dangerous Rep-
tiles, as Serpents and Snakes, which all flee
from Fire. I have heard of Serpents thirtz
Foot long, and five in Circumference, whic
lurk all Day in their Dens, and come out in
the Nights, to prey on Animals that ly fe-
curely in theirs.
THis Root Genfing, when dried, is like
a little Carrot, of a light yellow Colour, and,
about Mid-waz'l down, it branches in two,
which makes the Chinefe call it the Man-beré.
It has a fweetith Tafte, but, being much
chew’d, it feems bitterith. It is cut in Shreds,
and drunk with Tea, and then it is efteem-
ed a very great Reftorative of the animal
Spirits. It 1s exceeding hot in ?uality, and
- therefore to be avoided by thofe of ftron
Conftitutions. It is excellent in Confumpti-
ons, and, for its feveral good Qualities, is
fold at a great Price, fome at three Times
its Weight in Silver; but, after it is a Year
old, it goes off at a Shilling per Ounce, be-
caufe it is difficult to keep the Worm out of
it
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it. Radix China or China Root grows in ma-
ny Parts of Chsma, but the Ifland of Aynam
yields the beft.

Ta e Emperor’s Revenues, by Report, a-
mount to 18ococooco of Tayels, out of which
he maintains fifty Caloes or Privy-counfellers,

t 100000 Tayels yearly. The Princes of the

lood are honoured with the Government
of Provinces, and are allowed, out of the
royal Treafury, from §ooooo to 1000000 Tay-
els yearly. He has fourteen Provinces,
wherein he maintains 8oooo Soldiers in each,
and each Soldier is allowed 10 Tayels per
Annum in Silver, and a Carty of Rice, and
an Ounce of Salt per Day, which are deliver-
ed monthly out of the Emperor’s Granaries.
In a Word, I look on China to be the rich-
eft and beft governed Emgire in the World.
And fo having given the beft Account I can
of it, I fteer my Courfe to the Southward a
mong the Philsppine Hlands, whofe Defcrip-
tions I take by Report.

CHAP LIV.

Gives fime Account of the Iflands of Minda-
noa, Lucornia, Formofa a»d Japon, with
[fome remarkable Occurrences tiat have hap-
pened on them.

IND ANO A is both the fouther-

moft and eaftermoft of all the Phi-
Jippines./ It has little or no Commerce with
"~ T a Stran-
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Strangers, jand I néver heard of any Europe-
an Ship that went to it fince Captain Swan
called there in his Way from Panama to In-
dia, when Cagtain Dampier was with him,
who, no Doubt, has given a good Account
of it in his Travels: And I know no more of
it, but that it is divided into many fmall
Principalities, and that the Sea-worm eats fo
reedily Ships Bottoms, that in three or four
onths they eat quite thro’, and that there
is Abundance of Rice and other Provifions
to be had very cheap there, and that it pro-
duces ver% good Caffia-lignum, or baftard Cin-
namon.) It is about 1 Leaﬁues in Length,
but of a very unequal ‘horeadt » having man
lJarge deep Bays running into it, which at-
ford many Harbours for Shipping.

Tapa-foa, or little Borneo, is a very lon
narrow Ifland, being ?o Leagnes long, an
but 14 or 15 broad. It breceds the beit Sol«
dicrs and Seamen that the Spaniards have in
the Philippines,but produces nothing for Ex-
portation. The Spaniards have a Fort on
the North-eaft End of it, and fo they have
on the Iflands of Panay, Negrofs, Cobs,
Leyte and Samar. They are all large Hlands,
but have no Commodities for Export. And
Mindora, that lies clofe to the Iland Zxco-
wia, affords nothing for T'rade.

Luconia is the largeft of all the Philippine
Iflands, and is richeft in its Produétions, for
it affords Corn, Fruits and Roots in great
Plenty, as well as wild Game and Fowl. It
produces Gold, but of a low Touch. ) It is

not
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fore either the Prince or the Duzch Captain
knew any Thing of the Matter; and an Of-
ficer bringing the News, the Prince ordered
a Search to be made for the Ringleader,and
being found, he fentenced him to be fmear-
ed over with Hony, and made fait to a Co-
coa-nut Tree in the Sun till he died. Next
Morning the Sentence was put in Execution,
Thefe Cocoa-nut Trees producing a fweet
Liquor called Toddy, bring vaft Numbers of
Wafps and large red Ants to drink the Li-
quor. Thofe Ants bite as ainfullz as the
Stinging of Wafps. When the Sun beginsto
be hot, they leave the Top of the Tree, and
burrow in Holes about the Root. In their
Paflage downward they fixt on the Carcafe
befmeared with the Hony, and foon bur-
rowed inthe Fleth. The poor Mifcrcant was
three Days in that fenfible Torment before
he expired. The Dutch Captain begged e-
very Day for a Pardon, or at leaft for a mil-
der or quicker Death; but the Prince way
inexorable.

In Anno 1702. I hired a Ship called the A/~
bemarle, in- Service of the new eftablithed
Eafl-india Company, to ferve me three
Months and an half on a Voyage from Su-
rat to the Malabar Coaft, and back ; and
having Occafion to call at Camnanore, 1 ac-
companied the Captain of the Fort and an
Englifb FaQor from Tellicherry to the Court
of Omnitree, Succeflor to the cldeft Son of
the Samorin before mentioned, who died in
his Voyage towards {lrlma.

3 Care
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C arTAIN Beawes, who commanded the
Albemarle, accompanied us alfo, carrying a
Drum and two 'l'gumpcts with us, to make
our Compliment the more folemn. This was
a Vifit paid him by all his Tributaries and
Friends, to wifh him many happy Years, it
being his Birth-day. We travelled cight or
ten Miles before we came to his Palace,
which was built with T'wigs, and covered
with Cadjans or Cocoa-nut I'rec Leaves wo-
ven together. We were admitted to his Pre-
fence afloon as we arrived, in an opcn Green
jutt by his Palace Window, which lookt in-
to it, where fat his Majefty, with his Queen,
and thrce or four of his Children, pretty
well grown up. We patd our Compliment
each with a Zegueen. in Gold, and a few
Grains of Ricc laid on it, and {o, by an Inter-
preter we had fome frivolous Difcourfe. He
treated us with Toddy, fome Plantains, and

oung Cocoa-nuts ; and then, after an Hour’s
tay, we had Audience of Leave, and fode-
parted.

Ommnitree himfelf was a Man of a good
Afpe&, about 40 Ycars of Age, of an Olive
Colour. His Drefs was only a Silk Lungie
or Scarf made faft by a Girdle of Gold Plate,
about his Middle, that reacht to his Knees,
with great Jewels of mafly Gold, fet with
Rubies, Emeralds and Pearl, hanging at his
Ears, but no Ornament on his Head, but 3
very beautiful Head of Hair hanging over
his Shoulders. His Queen and Daughtcrs

were in the fame Habit, only their Hair \grag
tic
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tied up behind. They were all naked above
the Navel, and were bare-footed. The Queen
had a cheerful Countenance, and very af-
fable to us and others, who had the Honour
to ftand near her, diftributing Bezt/e and A~
recka with her own royal Hands, to Stran*
gers, who came, as we did, to compliment
the Prince her Husband.

AsovurT the Year 1680. therc werc three
Princes of the Blood royal, who confpired
to cut him and his Family off, to poffefs
themfelves of the Government of Callifiree s
but being detcéted, they were beheaded on
Altars built of Stone. About two Miles from
Cannanore the Altars were ftanding when I
was there. They were only fquarc Piles of
hewn Stone, about thrce Yards high, and
four Yards each Side.

Adda Rajab’s Dominions reach but ten
Miles to the Southward of Cannanore, to Tel
licherry River, near which he has an Har-
bour called Dormepatam. Its Paflage inward
i$ deep enough, but embarafled withRocks in
its Entrance. It has an Ifland againft its
Mouth, called Cacca Diva, about half a
League from the Shore, invironcd with
Rocks.

Adda Rajab has alfo the Dominion over
the Lacca ‘Diva I{lands, which ly about 40
Leagucs oft the Malabar Coaft, betwcen the
Latitudes of eight Degrecs and an half and
twelve and an half. I have feen eightcen of
Jhem. They areall very low, and have ma-
ay dangcrous Sholes among them, and to the

Northward of them. The Chanel between
them and the Maldiva Iflands, is called the
eight Degree Chanel. There are no Dan-
gers in it, and fometimes we pafs through
without feeing cither the Maldivas, or them.
There is another Chanel through them in 1x
Degrees Latitude.
THEIR Produét is only Cocoa-nuts and
Fith. Of the Cocoa-nut Kernels they ex-

refs Qyl, which is fine and clear, fitting for

amps; and, when it is new, ferves their
Kitchins. Of the Rind of the Nut they make
Cieyar, which are the Fibres of the Cask that
environs the Nut fpun fit ta make Cordage
and Cables for Shipping, and for feveral o-
ther Ufes. Their Fith they dry, and export
to the Continent. Sometimes in the South-
weft Monfoons they find Amber-greafe flot-
it:g on the Sea. I {aw a Piece in 4dds Ra-
Jab's Pofleflion, as big as a Bufhel, and he
‘valued it at roooo Rupees, or 1250 L. Ster’,
What Religion they have is Mabometan, for
no other Reafon but becaufe their Prince is
fo, which Complaifance may teach others 2
Leflon of Conformity.

T ue next Province ta 4dda Rajal's Do-
minions is Tellicherry, where the Engli/b
Eafi-india Company has a Faftory, pretty
well fortified with Stone Walls and Cannon.
The Place where the Fa&ory now {ftands be-
‘longed to the French, who left the Mud-
walls of a Fort built by them, to ferve the
Englifb when they firft fettled there, and for

many Years they continued f{o, but of late
no
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no fmall Pains and Charge have been be-
ftowed on its Buildings; but for what Rea-
fons I know not, for it-has no River near it
that can want its Prote&ion, nor can it de-
fend the Road from the Infults of Enemies,
unlefs it be for fmall Veffels that can come
within fome Rocks that ly half a Mile off, or
to_protect the Company’s Ware-houfe, and
a Punch-houfe that ftands on the Sea-fhore
a fhort Piftol-fhot from the Garifon. .

T'ue Town ftands at the Back of the Fort,
within Land, with a Stone Wall round it, to
keep out Enemies of the Chief’s making, for
in 1703. he begana War that ftill continues,
at leaft there were Folks Kkilled in 1723.
Aavhen I was there; and I was informed by a
Gentleman of Judgment there, thatthe War
and Fortifications had taken Double the
Money to maintain them that the Company’s
Inveftments came to.

Tue Occafion of the War, as I was in-
formed, began about a Trifle. The Nayery
that was Lord of the Mannor, had a Royal-
ty, for every Vellel that unladed at Tet/s-
cherry, paid two Bales of Rice Duty to him.
There was another Royalty of every tenth
Fith that came to the Market there, and
both together did not amount to2o L. Ster.
per Annum. The Chief either aKpro_Priated
thefe Royalties to his own, or the Compa-
ny's Ufe, and the Nayer complained of the
Injuftice, but had no Redrefs. Thefe little
Duties were the beft Part of the poor Nay-
er’s Subfiftence, which made it the barder -

to
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10 bear, fo his Friends advifed him to repe}
Force by Force; and-difturb the Factory what
be could, which he accordingly did (by the
fecret Afliftance of his Friends) for above
20 Years. The Company are the beft Judg-
es whether the War is like to bring any Pro-
fit to their Affairs there, or no.

Tuc eftablifhed Religion of this Country
is Paganifin; but there are a few black Chrz-

ens that live under the Proteétion of the
"aitory, and fome of them ferve for Soldi-
ers in the Garifon. They have alittle Church
Rlanding within the outward Wall of the Fa-
Gory, ferved by a Portugueze Prieft or two,
who get their Subfiftence: by the Alms of
the Parith. And the Engli/b have Punch-
houfes, wherc the Ewuropean Soldiers make
Oblations to Bacchus, and if they want De-
votion, which their Accounts can certify at
Pay-day, they are forced to commute with
their Officer, or undergo fome wholfom Dif-
¢ipline or Chaftifement.

Apour four Miles to the Southward of
Tellicherry, is a {mall French FaBory lately
fettled at the Mouth of a fmall River, but
for what End 1 know not ; but I believe more
to employ a little Stock for the Gentlemen
of Calecut FaQory’s Account, than for the
French Company’s.

ANp eight or ten Miles farther to the
Southward, is Burgara, a Sea-port in the Do-

| minions of Ballanore Burgarie, a formidable
Prince. His Country produces Pepper, and
the beft Cardamums in the World. I :{lms
N calle
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called at his Port, and bought about 40 Tuns
of Cardamums for the Ssrat Market. M
Ship was large, and of good Force, f? he
fent me a Prefent of Poultry-and Fruits,'and
fent-me Word, that he had a Mind to fee
me on board my Ship. I returned Anfwer,
that his Vifit would do me great Honour,
and I fent my Barge to wait on him. He
came on board in her, and brought about
100 Attendants in other Boats, along with
him. [ carried him to the great Cabbin, and
would have treated him with Coffee, Fea
and Wine, or Spirits, but he would tafte
/none, telling me, that my Water was pollu-
ted by our Touch, but he thanked me. He
defired to fee the Ship every where; and 1
‘ordered he fhould have free Liberty, and he
went for an Hour to and again, making his
Obfervations; and, when he had feen what
he thought fit, he told me, that he would
build a Ship of the fame Dimenfions, but
there wanted Water enough in his Rivers to
flote her.
T uis Prince, and his Predeceilors, have
- been Lords of the Seas, Time out of Mind,
and all trading Veflels between Cape Come-
rin and Damaan, werc obliged ta carry his
Paffes. Thofe of one Mait paid for their
Pafles about eight Shillings yearly, and thofe
with three paid about fixteen; but when the
Portugueze {ettled in India, then they pre-
tended to the Sovereignty of the Seas, which
occafioned a War between him and them,
that has lafted ever fince. He keeps iic:snlxle
t
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light Gallies, that row and fail very well,
which cruize along the Coaft, from O¢Zober
to May, to make Prize of all who have not
his Pafs. In our Difcourfe, I asked him if
he was not afraid to venture his Perfon on
board of a Merchant Ship, fince he himfelf
was an Enemy to all Merchants that traded
on thefe Coafts. He anfwered, that he had
heard of my Charater, and that made him
fearlefs, and that he was no Enemy to Tradc,
but only vindicated his Sovercignty of thofe
Seas before mentioned, and that our own
King was invefted with the like Sovercignty,
not only on his own Coafts, but on thofe of
France, Holland and Deumark, and could
have no greater Right than he had, only he
was in a better Condition to oblige the Tranfe
greflors of his Laws to Obedience than he
was: However he would maintain his Cliim
and Right the beft Way he could, and who-
ever loft their Ships or Veflels for Contempt
of his Authority, might blame their own Ob-
“ flinacy or Folly, and not him.

He ftayed about three Hours on board,
and, at his going away, I prefcnted him with
five Yards of fcarlet Cloth, a fmall Carpet, a
Fowling-picce and a Pair of Piftols finely
gilt, which Prefent he feemed highly pleafed
with; and he took a Manila, or Wrift-jew-
el off from his left Arm, on which was cn-

raven fomething of their Language, in
their own Charafters, and putting it on my
left Arm, declared me a free Denizon in all
his Territories; and all his Attendants paid
their
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their Compliments to me with prefound Re-
l'ge&. At his going over the Side, he gave
the Boatfwain ten Zegueem' for waiting on
him while he viewed the Ship, and ten more
for the Seamen to make a Feaft, and when
my Bargelanded him, he gave the Cock{wain
five Zegueens, and loaded her back with
Poultry and Fruit. He was a very well tha-
ped Man, about 40 Years of Age, of a very
dark Colour, but not quite black, his Eyes
very lively and fparkling, and fomcthing of
a majeftick Air in his Deportment.

Nexrt Day I waited on him afhore, and
he carried me to his Palace, which was very
meanly built of Reeds, and covered with Co-
toa-nut Leaves, but very neat and clecan.
He had two Rows of Bettle Trces, which
are very tall and ftraight, fct in Order about
fifty Yards from the Door of his Palace, for
it was not large enough to be called a Gate,
and there he treated me with Rice, Fowl
and frefh Fifh dreft after their Way; and,
after Dinner, he fthewed me feveral Ware-
houfes like Barns, full of black Pepper and

* Cardamums ; and he told me, he wondred
why the Englifb did not fettle 2 Fa&tory in
his Dominions rather than at Calecut or Tel-
licherry, for he fupplied both thefe Coun-
tries with his Commodities; and, confider-
ing the Cuftoms paid to him were but 5 per
Cent. and what was carried into their Coun-
tries muft pay other Cuftoms to the Princes,
the Company would find Pegger and Carda-

.mums much cheaper in his Dominions ﬂﬁm

they
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they could poffibly have them at their Fa-
€tories where they were fettled. I told him,
that fending his Veflels to cruize on Mer-
chant Ships had blafted the Reputation of his
Country. He anfwered, that if the Compa-
ny would make a Trial of a few Years in
trading with him, thcy would be convinced
of his fair Dealings ; or, if I would come and
ftay in his Country, he would build a good
Stonc Houfe at his own Charge, and make
a Fortification round it, in any Place that I
fhould choofe in his Dominions, and that I
fhould be Superintendent of all the Com-
merce and T'rade in his Country. 1 told him,
that I could not accept of his Favours with-
out the Approbation of our Company, and
that wouldp require Time to be got. This
-happened in Fannary 1703.
N 1707. he built a new Ship, which Ihad
a Mind to buy. I was then at Couchin, and
fent him Word, that I defigned him a Vifit.
He returned an Anfwer, that I was a Free-
man in his Country, and might be aflured of
an hearty Welcom. About ten Days after I
came in a fmall Boat, to a Place belonging
to him, called Mealie. When News of my
Arrival were carricd to him, he fent a Per-
fon of Diftinétion, with twenty armed Men,
to receive me, and ordered me to be lodged
in a Stone Houfe, the common Place for
Ambafladors to lodge in, when any had Bu-
finefs to come to him. The Bedding was
oan fome Mats fpread on a Couch ; but it

is the common Bedding of the Country, alr]lfi
is
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his Highnefs has no better. Before 1 was
conduéted to my Lodgings, there was a Pre-
fent of Rice, Butter, Hens, Fruits and Roots
put into a Pantry for me, and my Retinue
and Guard, for Supper. Next Morning he fent
a Compliment, that he defired to fcec me at
his Palace. I went accordingly, and he re-
ccived me very i?raciouﬂy, with many Pro-
teftations of his Friendfhip, and told me, he
would make good all that he had promifed:
before, if 1 would continue in his Country.
I returned his Compliment in the propereit
Terms I could, and told him, I came tokis
his Hand, and to buy his new Ship, ifhe and
I could agree. He told me, that I fhonid
have her at a very reafonable Price, but that
his Religion forbad him to fell any Ship that
he ecither built or bought, till he had firlk
employed her in one Voyage himfelf. I ftay-
ed feven Days in his Country, and he treat-
ed me after the fame Manner as if[ had been
an Ambaflabor, in dcfraying all my Charges,
and allowing his own Scrvants to attend
me.

W neN I went to his Palace the firft Time,

I was innocently guilty of ill Manners, for,
walking with him near his Lodgings, I chan-
ced to touch the Thatch with my Harg,
which polluted it fo much, that, affoon as I
went away, he ﬁrigt it of its Covering, be-
caufe Religion forbad him to flecp under it
when it was thus polluted; but it was foon
re-fan&ified by a new Thatching. If any of
his own Subjects had been guilty of theFanI\e
ault,
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Fault, they might have run in Danger of lo«
an their Lives for the Offence.

daily received for my Table fix Hens;
two Pounds of Butter, five and twenty Pou
Weight of Rice, a Quarter of a Pound of
Pepper, and fome Salt, fome Berzle Leaves;
and green Arecke. with twenty young, and
ten old Cocoa-nuts, but no Fifh, which was
a favourite Difh of mine. I fent my own Ser-
vants to the Fifhing-boats, when they came
from fithing, to buy fome; but the poor Fel-
lows durft not take a Peny of Money, yet
fupplied me with what Fifh I wanted, andmy .
Servants took their Opﬁortunity to pay for
them, when none of the Prince’s Servants
were prefent.

WHEN I took Leave to depart, he feem-
ed to be forry that I ftayed fo fhort a Time -
with him, and ordered two Days Provifions
to be put into my Boat, and I prefented the
Officer that waited on me to the Sea Side
with five Zegueens for a Feaft of Bettle to
him and his Companions. I do not certainly
know how far foutherly this Prince’s Domis
nions reach along the Sea-coaft, but I believe
to Tecorie; about 12 Miles from Mealie, and
in the half Way is Cottica, which was fa-
mous formerly for privateering on all Shifs
ancil‘ Veflels that traged without their Lord’s

afs. :

Balanores Country, tho’ many Trials have
heen made; and fair Means ufed ta cffeét ir.

Obfervations on the Samorin and his Coun-
try, their Religion, Laws and Cuftoms,
Ta'odufl of the é’ormt;y and its Commerce ;
an Account of their War with the Dutch,
bjc}rrm in Anno 1708. and the Confequences
of it

HE Samorin’s Countty rcaches along

the Sca-coaft from Ticor: to Chitwa,
about 22 Leagues. His chicf City (if it may
be called onc) is Calecut, where he general-
ly refides. His Palace is built of Stone, and
there is fome faint Refemblance of Gran-
deur to be feen about his Court. Hcisreck-
‘oned the powerfulleit King on the Sea-coaft
of Malabar, and has the beft ‘Trade in his
Country, which makes both bimfelf and
: 1 U People
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People richer than their Neighbours, The
Englifp had a Fafory there many Years,
but-now the Chief and the Faétors are remo-
ved to Tellicherry,and what Quantities of Pep-
per they procure there by their black Servants,
is fent by Sea to Tellicberr;y.} The French
have alfo a fmall Faftory, fettled is Anno
1698. but they are not in a Condition to car-
on a Trade for want of Money and Cre-
it: And the Portugueze have a Church,
but poorly decorated, and pitifully endowed,
for Chriftian Charity is much decayed there
as well as in other Places; and the Priefts.

_Perxiguiﬁtes are but fmall by Converts.

# T'ne Produ@ of the Samorin’s Country is
Pepper in Abundance, Beztle-nut and Cocoa-
nut, and -that Tree produceth Faggery, a
Kind of Sugar, and Copera, or the Kcrnels of
the Nut dried, and out of thofe Kernels there
is a very clear Oyl expreft ; alfo Sandel-wood,
Iron, Caflia-lignum and Timber for building,
all which Commodities they export to the
great Benefit of the Inhabitants. -

Manvy firange Cuftoms were obferved in
this Country in former Times, and fome ve-~
ry odd onts are flill continued. It was an
ancient Cuftom for the Samorin to reign but
twelve Years, and no longer. If he died be-
fore his Term was expired, it faved him a
troublefom Ceremony of cutting his own
Throat, on a publick Scaffold erefted for
that Purpofe. He firft made a Feaft for all
his Nobility and Gentry, who are very nu-
merous. After the Feaft, he faluted his

Guetts,
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Guetts, and went on the Scaffold, and very
decently cut his own Throat 1n the View of
the Aflembly, and his Body was, a little
While after, burned with great Pomp and
Ceremony, and the Grandees elected a new
Samorin.  'Whether that Cuftom was a reli-

ious or a civil Ceremony I know not, but
it is now laid afide.

ANp a new Cuftom is followed by the
modern Samorins, that a Jubilee is proclaim-
ed throughout his Dominions, at the End of
twelve Years, and a Tent is pitched for him
ina fpacious Plain, and a great Featt is cele-
brated for ten or twelve Days with Mirth
and Jollity, Guns firing Night and Day, fo ac
the End of the Feaft any four of the Guefts
that have a Mind to gain a Crown by a de-
Iperate A&ion, in fighting thcir Way throtigh
30 or 40000 of his Guards, and kill the Se-
mor: in his Tent, he that kills him, fucceeds
him in his Empire.

In Anmo 1695. one of thofe Jubilecs hap-
pened, and the Tent pitched ncar Pexnany,
a Sea-port of his, about fifteen L.cagues to the
Southward of Calecwz. 'There were but-
three Men that would venturc on that de-
fperate Aétion, who fell in, with Sword and
Target, among the Guards, and, aftcr they
had killed and wounded many, were them-
felves killed. One of the ‘Dq@crado: had a
Nephew of fifteen or fixteen Ycars of Age,
that kept clofe by his Uncle in the Attack
on the Guards, and, when he faw him fall,

the Youth got through the Guards into the
' Uz "Tenyy
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Tent, and made a Stroke at his Majefty’s
Head, and had certainly difpatched him, if
a large Brafs Lamp which was burning ever
his Head, had not marred the Blow; but,
before he could make another, he was killed .
by the Guards ; and, I believe, the fame S
morin reigns yet. I chanced to come that
Time along the Coaft, and heard the Guns
for two or three Days and Nights fucceflively.

W HEN the Semorin marries, he muft not:
cohabit with his Bride till the Nambourie or
chief Prieft has enjoyed her, and, if he pleaf-
es, may have three Nights of her Company,
becaufe the firft Fruits of her Nuptials muft
be an holy Oblation to the God the wor-
fhips: And fome of the Nobles are fo com-
glaifam; as to allow the Clergy the fame T'ri-

ute ; but the common People cannot have
that Compliment paid to them, but are for-
ced to fupply the Priefts Places themfelves.
Any Women, except ihe firft Quality, may
arry twelve Husbands if they pleafe, but
/cannot have more at one Time, and they
mutt all be of her own Caff or Tribe, under
Pain of Excommunication and Degradation
- of Honour, if the marriesinto a lower Tribe ;
and the Men are under the fame Penalty if
they tranfgrefs that Law, but they are not
confined to a fet Number of Wives, as the
‘Women are to Husbands.

W nEN a Woman is married to the firft of
her Husbands, fhe has an Houfe built for
her own Conveniency, and that Husband co-
habits with her till fhe takes a fecond, or fo

many
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teen Years, and three were fent in Company
with a Corgan Ambaflador to Peking. 'T'hofe
threc profcifed themfelves to be good Catho-
Jicks, and thc Church at Peking got them
Paflage for Canton, where thcy met with
Opportunities to ger Paflage for Batavia.
And now having madc my Obfcrvations on
all the maritim Coafts and Citics between
Cape Bona E (peranza and Japon, I conclude,
and bid you Adicu.
