This is the second release of a series of tables giving the results
of the tabuilations of a one percent sample of the 1950 Population
Census reports. This Census was taken as of 1 October 1950. The final
count of persons, by minor political divisions, was announced on 28
February 1951. The first series of tabulations of characteristics of the
population were made from a one percent sample in order to obtamn
basic information for the country as a whole as quickly as possible.
The second series of tabulations will be made from a ten percent
sample and will yield similar information for prefectures as well as

more detail for the country.

Reliability of the Results of the One Percent Samplie

Because the statistics presented in these tables are based on sample




data, they are necessarily subject to sampling error. In general, the
error tends to be relatively small in cases where the figures shown are
large, and relatively large where the figures are small. The following
table gives approximate measures of the variation in sampling error to
be expected in estimates of selected magnitude. Chances are about 2
out of 3 that the difference between the estimate based on the 1 percent
sample and the number which would have been obtained from a 100
percent tabulation is less than 1 standard error of the estimated value.
Chances are about 19 out of 20 that the difference is less than 2 standard
errors.

There is a difference of approximately 90,000 between the figure
for the total population obtained from the complete count (83,199,637)
and that derived from the 1 percent sample (83,110,000, This shows
a sampling error of 0.1 percent for the total figure. It must be kept In
mind, however, that figures in the same table vary in magnitude and
therefore in reliability. For example, in Table 3, the number of persons
“not in labor force 10 to 13 years old” is estimated to be 6,960,000 whereas
the number “in labor force 10 to 13 years old” is only 320.000. According
to the table of reliability above, chances are that the sampling error
In the estimate of the number of persons “not in labor force” is less than
200,000 or 1.3 percent whereas the error in the estimated number of
persons “in labor force” may be between 12,000 and 20,000 or from 4.0
to 8.0 percent.

It should also be noted that estimates of some characteristics are
- more subject to sampling error than others. The above table gives only
the average measures of sampling errors for various characteristics.
That is to say, any characteristics which is peculiar to a few small
areas, such as a specialized occupation, would be more subiect to sam-
pling error than such characteristics as sex, age and marital status.

All figures are rounded to the nearest 10,000. Anv estimate of
less than 5,000 is shown as 0, while estimates amounting to 5,000 but
less than 15,000 are given as 10,000, etc.
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Design of Sample

. R e el Bl O e T — -

The sample was designed in such a way that both the 1 and 10
percent samples were drawn simultaneously and the 1 percent is part
of the 10 percent. Briefly, the one percent sample is composed of 1
percent of all ordinary enumeration districts and 1 percent of all persons
living in special enumeration districts.

Enumeration disiricts for the 1950 Population Census were designed
to include an average of 50 households or approximately 250 persons
except that institutions and large dormitories were designated as a
single enumeration district. For sampling purposes, enumeration districts
were listed as “ordinary ” and “special ”. In this case, special enume-
ration districts were defined as any enumeration district which (a) has
irom 1 to 5 households and the average size of household is 20 persons
or more, or (b) has any household of 100 persons or more. All other
enumeration districts were classified as ordinary. A few of these were
exceptionally large and were therefore subdivided and renumbered before -;
the sample was drawn. Thus, there were 368,510 ordinary enumeration
districts and 2,280 special enumeration districts to be sampied. ;

The ordinary enumeration districts were numbered consecutively
from 1 to 368,510 beginning with the first district in Hokkaido and
progressing south to the last district in Kagoshima-ken. Within each
prefecture enumeration districts in all shi were listed first, followed
by the enumeration districts in gun. They were then blocked off in
groups of 100 and from each set of 100 districts, ten were designated :
by random numbers to be included in the 10 percent sample. The
selection was completely random, even to the extent of using a different ;
set of random numbers for each group of 100 enumeration districts.
The first enumeration district in each set of 10 so selected was desig-
wated for the 1 perceht sample.

It was inadequate to use this method in sampling the special l
enumeration districts because of their lack of uniformity. Therefore, the . |
sample was drawn from lines on the schedules in much the same 4
manner as enumeration districts were selected from the ordinary
districts.

« Qelf.employed workers without paid employees includes
persons who own and operate 2 private enterprise but do not
employ any paid employees although they may employ one or
more unpaid family workers. This category, of course, includes
owners of farms, stores and tactories as well as professional
persons who do not have anv paid employees.
“ Unpaid family workers " refers primarily to persons in one
household who work in the business of the head or some other
member of the household without pay. However, any person
who works in the family business of a relative without pay 1s
an unpaid family worker, whether or not he lives in the
household of the person who runs the business.
“ Private wage and salary workers” are persons who are
emploved for wages Or salaries by stores, companies, cooperative
enterprises, or other juridical persons. This category includes
not only shop assistants, clerks, sales-persons, etc., but also
presidents, managers, directors and other paid officials of banks,
corporations, etc.
« Government workers” includes all persons working for the
central government, #o, do, fu, ken, shi, Ru, machi and mura
governments and the Allied Forces. Officials as well as clerks
are included in this category. In this case, persons paid by the
government at job-site enterprises, are also included.

Hours worked :

This refers to the total number of hours worked during the

survey week. If a person had two or more jobs, only one Wwas

described in the occupation, ndustry and class of worker classi-

fications but the total hours worked on all jobs was reported.

II. Households and housing : .

1.

Households :

In this Census all persons were enumerated at the place where
they us_ually reside. Households are classified according to whether
they were “ Normal” or “ Quasi”. A normal household is defined
as a group of 2 or more Ppersons living together and sharing a
family budget. Quasi households include: a, a person residing
by himself and keeping his own budget; b, one or more Ppersons
residing under the same roof of a normal household but keeping
separate budgets; and ¢, a group of persons residing in the same
place but keeping separate budgets. “ Living together”’ in one
“place of residence” refers to one structure, two or more structures
under one roof (frequently using connecting porches) or two or
more structures in the same compound. “Family budget " refers
to the expenditures which are essential for leading family life.

e
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I+ should be noted that all persons in 2 mormal household may
not be related to the head. In Japan unrelated persons who live
with a family are commonly called lodgers or boarders whether
they pay rent or not. If they do not pay rental or boarding charges
as such, they are included as members of the normal household.
If they pay rent, however, they are classified as quasi households.
Employees, servants, etc. living with a family also classified as
members of the normal household unless they keep a separate
budget. Employees and lodgers who have their families with them
and maintain separate family budgets are considered normal
households. All single persons living in one structure but keeping
separate budgets are grouped together as one quasi household.
This report shows data oaly for “ncrmal” and “one person”™
households, and the term “private households” is used in the
publication tables. The one percent sample tabulaticns do not
vield reliable figures on quasi households of 2 or more persons.
2. Kind of living quarters:

(1) A “Dwelling house ” is a durable structure which was origi-
nally bailt to be used for family living quarters, a durable
structure renovated in a manner suitable for family living or
a part of a durable structure completely partitioned off ior
family living quarters. A store, shop or office may be attached
to such a structure.

A “Non-dwelling house” is a place used for living quarters
but not suitable for independent family life. Such places
include hotels, inns, boarding houses, dormitories, the night
duty room used by the janiter in an mstitution or factory,
temporary huts, tents, trenches, shelters in ruins and under
bridges, etc.

3. Tenure:

(1) An owned house 1s a dwelling house which is owned by the
persons who live in it.

(2) An issued house is a dwelling house which 18 owned by a
company, private organization or the government and issued
to an emplovee and his household for the sake of convenience
of service or as partial payment of wages. 2

(3) A rented house is a dwelling house which is neither owned
by nor issued to the household living in it.

(4} A rented room is a part of a dwelling house occupied by a
household. There may be one or more ‘“rented rooms”™
reported in one dwelling house but part of the dwelling house
must also have been reported as owned, rented, or issued.
Thus, the total number of dwelling houses 1s really the
number of households living in dwelling houses. The- total

number of owned, issued and rented dwelling houses, however,
i the number of units originally built or renovated as family




living quarters.
4. Tatami :

The number of fatami in dwelling rooms, excluding Kitchens, bath
rooms. hallways, etc., of dwelling houses 18 used as a measure of
the size of living area of dwelling houses In Japan. Tatam: are
mats which are used to cover the floor area of a room from wall
to wall. The size of fatami varies slightly from ome region to
another but, generally speaking, they are 3 by 6 feet. Rooms are
designed so that the square feet of floor space is a multiple of
tatami. Thus, in Japan, people do not speak of aroom as sO many
feet square but as being a 3 fafami room, 4 tatami room, etc.

Explanation of Terms Used in the 1947 Cengus

Selected data on the labor force in 1947 are shown In several tabies
of this report. The Population Census of 1947 is the only previous
census in which current labor force status was reported. Usual employ-
ment status, occupation and industry were reported in all other censuses.

It should be noted that in 1947 the tabuiations were all made mn
local offices and summarized centrally whereas in 1950 the editing, coding
and tabulating have all been done centrally. Differences in the definitions
ased in 1947 and 1950 are explained in the following paragraphs.

(13 In 1947, labor force status was reported for all persons 10
vears old and over in Japanese style of counting age, and
there were no tabulations for persons in specified age groups.
In 1950, labor force status was reperted for all persons 10 years
old and over. in Western style of counting age. Only limited
+abuilations have been made, however, for the group aged 10
to 13 vears and detailed data are available only for persons 14
vears old and over.

In both censuses, the labor force status was reported according

to the actual activity during the week preceding the Census.

This week was dated 25 September through 1 October in 1947

and 24 September through 30 September in 1950.

Emplovment was defined to include the same groups in 1947

and 1950.

The unemployed in 1947 included two groups of persons not

included in this category in 1950. These were:

a. Seli-emploved workers who did not work during the survey
week because of shortage of materials or funds, lack of
customers, or seascnal slack.

b. All persons who “have a job” but have received notice
+hat they should not come to work, regardless of the
length of absence from work and receipt of remuneration
during period of absence. In 1950 this group was iimited
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to persons absent from work less than cne month, or

persons receiving remuneration if absence exceeded one
month.

(5) The Industry Classification published in 1947 differed from that
used in 1950 but the data have been rearranged in groups
comparable with the 1950 classifications.

(6) The class of worker categories used in 1947 also differed from
those used in 1950 but the data have been rearranged in

comparabe categories. The categories in 1947 comparable with
1950 are as follows:
