They nevir settle the luo-^t ordinary claim until aomeone has sued and got a judgment 
for It, and then there's usually trouble eollecilug It. Tludr rales are ao much l>-*a than 
those of the regular companies that they get a g<s d deal of husin' s* and th* ir jKilley. 
holders never suspect tuat they are being hiinco<-d until they try to eolleet. 

‘They’ve got a system of knocking out claim* which Is science Itself. Take, for 
Instance, a surgical operalhm. If .voii have a policy In a legitimate company, settlement 
I* made promptly and without question upon a mere statement from the attending fyslclan 
of the nature of the operation and the duration of the patient’s disability. In one of 
these fake concerns here Is the methoil which Is always followed: You are asked to fill 
In answers to a long aerie* of questions on a printed blank. The omipanv Invariably re¬ 
plies. after the blank has been returned, that the questions are led satisfactorily answered, 
and another blank Is sent containing many more and entirely different •(uesihir*. tjeorge 
Washington himself coul<ln't fill out N>lh those blanks without Incurring the suspicion 
that he was trying to get away with two sets of lies. Then comes a brief note, saying 
that your claim has lM>en rejected. You can sue If you want to. The ptdlev limit* the 
liability of the eompany to about $75, and a goxl lawyer will charge you pretty nearly 
that much just to listen to your story. 

"Of course. If there’s ever an InveatIgatInn. these companies will l»e luit out of husi 
nesa, for statistics will show- thst they couldn t operate legitimately and live. But. In 
the meanwhile, you'll be doing a favor to the public If you’ll tell pi-ople who want accl 
dent Insurance to beware of the companlea that sell It too rheap.”-^. M. .4llla<iD In CIn 
cinnatl Tlmea-Star.

"Lastly Just as now we see a play first pro¬ 
duced bv a ver.v exjienslv company, then s.-nt <.ii

<n*mpany and at popular prices, iierhaos wc 
«hal' have a fourth stage f.ir such plays: The 
motion picture m.ay take It ar.aiin.I the circuit 
again. "f isoirse. wc are siodng this to 
limited degre*' eyen now.

I hope to Induce a gentlewoman to sc- 
cetit my proposal, and to such a one. who 
must be In every sense amenable to the re¬ 
quired tuition. I am prepared to pay a salary of 
from $2.10 to $.100 per week. 

“In the spectacle with which I have ar 
ranged to op“n at the Olympia this coming 
Christmas. Carl Hsgenheck's animals from his 
Hamburg “goo" will have a leading share; but 
ill addition 1 hope to create a new circus, not 
to revive the old. I am going to Illustrate the 
marvels which can be acoompllsht between them 
by man and the horse and by woman, also, and 
the horse: and by tbe display of these feats 
I hope to add a most useful chapter to the 
sell nee of horseback riding, even as the cav 
slrv of the Italian army has sliown us that 
It Is iHissIble for s horse to go up and down 
sn almost perpendicular hill with s safety of s 
cbsmols amid the precipitous slopes of the 
Alps.
