Cause of Increased Demand
for Crushed Shell.

Corn has been dethroned in Missouri. Chick-
en is King! During the last twelve months the
total shipment of poultry and eggs from Mis-
souri has been ^12,571,467.83. This is an in-

crease of almost 1500,000 over the previous
year.

The State Labor Bureau has made some com-
parisons with these figures as a basis. Aggre-
gating the shipments of wheat, corn, oats, flax-

seed, rye, barley, timothy seed, clover seed,

millet seed, cane seed, castor beans, broom
corn, hay, straw and apples, and the Missouri
hen beats the aggregation $75,000.
Take all the products of forest and dairy and

the barnyard is still ahead.
Combine the values of the products of the

coal mines, the nurseries and the orchards, and
the hen is nearly $500,000 ahead.

Poultry and eggs equal in shipping value one-
fifth the receipts from all the cattle, hogs,

sheep, horses and mules. The drouth has not
affected the hen. The hot weather has made
her fruit scarce and hard to keep. But she is

still very much alive and in earnest.

The harvest of the hen will do very much to

offset the loss of the corn crop. Poultry has
been regarded as one of the minor items in the
farm products. The drouth may teach its im-
portance and increasing value. If we cannot
have roasting ears, there's yet fried chicken,
and it isn't bad.—The Columbia Herald, of
Columbia, Mo.

The cases are made of California redwood, double

walled throughout with heavy felt between the walls.

Tests made side by side under trying circumstances show
that our double walls with felt between form the best

non-conductor of heat and co;d that has been discovered.

The bottom or floor of our Sure Hatch Incubator is of

the same thickness as the side walls.

The cases are fitted with a copper pipe system; these

pipes are made of 12 oz. cold rolled copper.

A pipe 1)4 inches in diameter makes an entire circuit

of the egg chamber clear into all corners. From this

inch outward pipe, there are cross sections of one inch
pipes so arranged that the distribution of heat is even
over all the egg chamber.
