This Peony Price List is issued for the benefit of buyers
who wish to place their orders early in the spring. It is not
a complete price list, for after the blooming season, which
I intend to S])end in my own garden, I will issne another
list in which I may include some additional varieties. The
]n’ices are based upon my own idea of the value of the

variety and also on the size stock I have to offer. Yon will

probably find some growers off'ering some varieties at a

lower price than yon find quoted in my list, and of course
in that case you wdll send your orders for those varieties to

the grower with the lower price. On the other hand, I am
lioping that joii will find some ]irices in my list which will

look attractive to yon. If my prices on any variety are too

liigh this season, it will allow me to accnmnlate some sur-

plus stock of that variety, and the excessive stock will allow

me to reduce the price the following season. I have found
it is not wise to allow stock for sale to grow more than three

seasons, for two and three year old roots make the best

divisions, so you can see it is very easy for me to know when
I have a surplus of any variety.

I continue to quote prices on Bonnewitz Strong One
Eye Divisions because I believe from the hundreds of letters

I have received that Bonnewitz Strong One Eye Divisions

please my customers, and like other business men, it is my
own customers that I am most anxious to please. My own
customers do not need any description of the size divisions I

send out, but as this list is mailed to more than two thou-

sand persons who are not yet customers of mine, it might
be well for me to say that each Bonnewitz Strong One Eye
Division, like every other one of those sent out during the



past two years, will have two eyes or sprouts, and if properly
l)lanted, should the following spring, send up two stalks

which may bloom, but which slionld not be allowed to do
so. 1 call them “One Eye” Divisions because I sell only
“one” eye. The other eye is included for good measure,
and also with the thought in mind that one eye might be
injured in transit, and so the second eye may be considered

a combination of good measure and insurance.

I feel sure tliat many experienced growers will divide

the roots I send into two smaller divisions with one eye
each, because experience has shown that a single eye from
a strong, healthy Peony root, with a very small portion of

root attached, will if properly planted, make just as large

a. root in four years as if it had started with six eyes.

There is, however, one matter which should be explained
at this time. In February I divided a large lot of standard
varieties of Peonies into Bonnewitz Strong One Eye Divi-

sions and I personally saw to it that each division was pro-

vided with exactly two e3ms, no more and no less. 1 adver-

tised them at a low price as samples of the size of Bonne-
witz Strong One Eye Divisions, and after preparing the

copy for the printer I started on 1113^ winter vacation, leav-

ing my secretary to mail out the advertisement and fill the

orders. The response was far be3mnd our expectation and
my secretary had a flood of orders which he could not fill

from the roots alread3^ fing\ but knowing that I was much
more interested in advertising Bonnewitz Strong One Eye
Divisions than in selling divisions of standard Peonies at

the regular price, he gave orders to my superintendent to

dig and divide enough standard varieties to fill the orders.

This is exactly what I would have done if I had been at

home, but my secretary failed to lay emphasis on the fact

that each division must have two eyes and no more, and so

1113" customers are writing me that some of my sample divi-

sions had three and four eyes. I am glad the customers
have the roots with the extra eyes, but I am still more anx-
ious for them to know that I promised only two eyes on
Bonnewitz Strong One Eye Divisions. As samples of the

roots I intend to furnish, these spring dug Peonies do me
an injustice, so I hereby warn prospective purchasers not
to expect more than two eyes on Bonnewitz Strong One Eye
Divisions.

Another thing I want to make very plain. I confidently

believe I will have satisfactory roots to deliver of every
variet3^ T advertise, but no one can tell exactly what his

Peony roots will look like until he digs them. Last year
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we accepted orders on a few varieties, Rosa Bonlieur, La
Fee, La Fiancee and Marguerite Dessert, and wlien we dug
the roots in September, we found that these varieties had
not made as satisfactory growth as they should have done
and we were not pleased with the roots. And so with a

clear conscience we returned the money to our customers
and wrote them that the roots were not up to our standard.
This last winter in talking with two of my customers in Chi-

cago, they frankly told me that they thought I should have
gone to some other grower and purchased the roots and
filled the orders. This thought had never entered my minci,

and even if it had, I would not have done it, because I know
how easily varieties can get mixed in a grower’s garden,
and I would not want to send any variety to a customer
until it had bloomed in my own garden so I could be sure

that it was true to name. And so this year I Avish to state

in advance that if any of the varieties which I advertise do
not have satisfactory roots, I will reserve the right to return

the money sent me and cancel the order for such varieties.

With this thought in mind I Avill withhold certain varieties

from my Price List and if, at the digging season, 1 tina

they have produced satisfactory roots, I will include them
in a later Price List. Some varieties like Tamatoalco, La
Fee, La France, Rosa Bonheur for example are very slow
growing in my garden, and as 1 find out this fact about,

other varieties I Avill mention it in my Garden Notes.

Japanese varieties, as the term indicates, are nearly all

native of Japan, so on most of the varieties it is impossible

to name the originator. In those I have listed I have shown
the originator when it is known.

Japanese Peonies are growing in more favor every year,

but there is not yet a satisfactory set of ratings upon them.

I imported a complete set of Millet’s Japanese Peonies three

years ago and I am looking forward with great interest to

the blooming season this year as I missed seeing my garden

in bloom last year. If I find varieties as good as Tamat-
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-bako, Ama-no-sode, Tokio, Fuyajo, or Some Ganoko among
them I will tell you about them in my Garden Notes. The
varieties listed below have obtained favorable notice in my
garden.

I believe for this latitude and farther north, there are no
more satisfactory roots than Bonnewitz Strong One Eye Di-

visions, but from Tennessee I have had some discouraging
reports. One customer tells me that on account of the ex-

treme heat of their autumn season, it is necessary to have
a great deal of substance in every Peony root which he
plants, and this customer advises Peony lovers to buy large

roots for southern planting. There are also a few persons
in our northern states who wish larger roots.

For the benefit of these two classes I have decided to offer

roots with more eyes upon the following basis

:

Three Eye Divisions, with an extra eye for good
measure and insurance, at twice the price of a Bon-
newitz Strong One Eye Division.

Five Eye Divisions, with an extra eye for good
measure and insurance, at three times the price of a

Bonnewitz Strong One Eye Division.
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I am o'rowin^' my Peonies for the retail customer, espe-

cially for the Peony enthusiast who is hnilding np a private

collection, and many of these private collections will de-

velop into commercial gardens. A few of these commercial
gardens will seek a nation-wide outlet for their product, but
a great many of them will cater to the needs of their indi-

vidual localities only.

As my business continues to expand and my acreage in-

creases I hope to be able to act as a source of supply to

some of these commercial gardens, and with this end in

view, I will during the season issue a list in which I will

quote prices on 5, 10 and 25 divisions of varieties of which
T have a surplus and this price list, which I term my “Quan-
tity Price List,” will be mailed to everyone who asks for it.

My terms are cash with order and money will be refunded
for any variety which I cannot furnish. I Avill under no cir-

cumstances make any substitutions, as it is my established

policy to send exactly the plant you order or refund the

money.
I believe that every variety I offer is absolutely true to

name, but should any prove to be untrue, I will gladly

refund the money paid for it.

I like to send roots by express as in that case the cus-

lomer pays exactly what the transportation costs. If, how-
evei', any customer ordering a few roots wishes them sent

by parcel post, he may send fifteen cents additional for

each root or division, and T will not only pay the postage
but will also insure the safe delivery of the package. Ex-
])ress is usually cheaper when five or more roots are ordered.

I expect to start shipping Peony roots about the first of

September. Customers may specify the dates on which they

would like to receive their roots and I will dig and ship

them accordingly. On account of the great demand for the

scarce varieties the prudent buyer will ]fface his order as

earlv as possible.
