« The communicable disease surveillance system has been
strengthened in White Nile, Gezira, Kassala, Gedarif and
Khartoum. The Ministry of Health and the WHO are considering
extension of the initial targeted campaign.

« Heavy rainfall affected western Malaysia in the past few
days. Floods were reported in four districts in the state
of Pahang, where more than 5 000 people have taken
shelter in Relief Centres.
