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PREFACE

AMERICAN EDITION OF THE FIRST AND SECOND YOIUMES.

Mr. Davy, in his preface to the " Devon Herd Book,"

has well observed, "that animals descended from w^ell-

bred parents are likely to produce more perfect offspring

than others not so carefully bred." The work referred to

was established for the purpose of forming a record in

regard to the descent and character of the animals regis-

tered in it. Such a record is of equal importance to

American as to English breeders. The Devons have been

introduced, and are rapidly multiplying in the United

States : they are well adapted to a large portion of the

country ; and, if they are bred and reared with proper

skill, and with due attention to points which constitute

excellence, they will continue to be, as they have been,

a highly valuable and profitable stock. American breed-

ers have been long convinced of the importance of an au-

thentic register for this breed of cattle, and were gratified

when Mr. Davy commenced his work. At the same time,

it was seen that the trouble attendant on having animals

registered in a work published in England, and the high

price at which the work must be sold here, were serious

obstacles to its extensive circulation among American

breeders. To obviate these difficulties, an arrangement
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has been entered into with Mr. Davy, by which, under

his sanction and co-operation, an American edition of

the first and second volumes of the " Devon Herd Book "

is herewith published, and by which future volumes will

be issued simultaneously in England and the United

States. This plan secures an entire uniformity of the

English and American editions, and avoids the complica-

tion of different systems of entries which would result

from separate and distinct works.

The American edition of the first and second volumes

comprises, iii addition to everything in the English edi-

tions, three handsome illustrations, which much enhance

the interest of the work; although it is still offered at less

than half the cost of the English. As already intimated,

no alteration has been made in the matter of the first and

second volumes, it being deemed advisable to defer all

necessary corrections or modifications to the third volume.

Due notice will be circulated through the American agri-

cultural periodicals, as to the time when the third volume

will appear, and all needful information will be given in

relation to matter to be forwarded to the American editor.

ENGLISH EDITION.

TO THE SUBSCRIBERS TO THE BEVON HERB BOOK.

MY LORDS AND GENTLEMEN,

In offering to the public the first volume of the "Devon

Herd Book," which is intended to be a standard work of

reference on the subject of which it treats, namely : the

ages and pedigrees, together with the breeders and owners

of the Devon cattle, I would venture to say, that I have

collected my information, from the most authentic sources,

and have striven, with the best intentions, to ascertain

truth and obviate error. The names of the animals are

arranged in alphabetical order, and each is numbered dif-

ferently for the sake of distinction : this I thought the

best plan, and admitting the easiest reference.

It certainly is advantageous to the purchaser of an ani-

mal (after he has made a selection) to be able to refer to

the Herd Book, and see if his parents are good. We
know that animals descended from well-bred parents are

likely to produce more perfect offspring than others not
,

so carefully bred.

The object of improved breeding is to diminish, or, if

possible, to remove the defects of live stock, and to acquire



and perpetuate desirable properties. The general art is

to make such a selection of males and females as are

most likely to promote the object
;
paying particular atten-

tion to a' maxim which is too frequently forgotten—the

governing law of the animal kingdom—that like produces

like ; that the good or bad properties of the parents are

hereditary, and are almost invariably imparted to their

progeny. We know that some animals fatten faster than

others, and that they are generally more handsomely

formed. On handling them, we find the skin and parts

beneath are soft and "mellow." This ^^ mellowness'''' is a

kind of softness and elasticity perceived upon pressing the

skin, and is a very favourable sign of the aptitude of an

animal to fatten. These parts are the cellular membranes,

which in fat animals are full of fat ; and store stock pos-

sessing this mellow feeling, denotes that there are plenty

of membranous cells ready for the reception of fat. To
breed cattle possessing this mellow feeling is an important

object ; for an animal is almost valueless, though it be

possessed of perfect symmetry, if it cannot be made fat

without very extraordinary keep.

The object of a breeder should be to get as little bone

as possible ; large round leg bones indicate a coarse ani-

mal, whereas flat and small bones are symptoms of being

well bred. It is highly desirable that there should not be

excess in one part and a deficiency in another ; but that

an animal should lay on fat on every point in equal pro-

portions, taking care to get as much as possible in those

parts where it is most valuable : for instance, it is of more

value on the loins, ribs, and rumps, than on the neck or

hocks ; therefore, breadth of the loin, length of the rump,

rotundity of frame, a good deep chest, and shoulders

placed obliquely, that there may be no hollowness behind

them, are indispensable qualities in a good-formed animal;

and I believe our best Devons possess these requirements

in a greater degree than any other breed of cattle.
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Dr. Anderson gives the following rhythmical enumera-

tion of the qualities and shape of the cow :

She's long in her face, she's fine in her horn,

She'll quickly get fat without cake or corn

;

She's clean in her jaws, she's fall in her chine,

She's heavy in flank, and wide in her loin
;

She's broad in her ribs, and long in her rump,

A straight and flat back, with never a hump
;

She's wide in her hips, and calm in her eyes.

She's firm in her shoulders, and thin in her thighs
;

She's light in her neck, and small in her tail,

She's wide in her breast, and good at the pail

;

She's fine in her bone, and silky of skin.

She's a grazier's without, and a butcher's within.

Having been asked to speak of the colour of the Devons,

as some persons fancy those of a dark colour are the best,

and those of a light colour in some way related to the

South Hams breed of Devons, I can only repeat, in answer

to the latter supposition, a remark which fell from a friend

of mine, namely :
" That the North Devons differ from

the South Hams beasts in almost everything which is

necessary to constitute a good animal."

Many of the best Devons I ever saw were of a light

colour : this is the only respect in which they resemble

the South Hams breed. The light-coloured Devons are

generally of "iAe best quality ;''^
i.e. they fatten quickest

;

although I think those of a darker red colour the most

hardy : the danger is, when they are too dark, the skin is

frequently coarse and the hair wiry, consequently they

are not of so rich quality. The best course to follow is

the via media,—^to get our cattle of a middle colour,

neither too dark nor too light; we then combine the hardy

constitution of the former with the "high proof" of the

latter. As to a little white about the udder, I cannot ac-

count for ; and having been told by my father (who has

bred Devons for fifty years) and others, that it cannot be

accounted for, and knowing that some of the best and
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purest Devons that have ever been bred by- all the breed-

ers in the kingdom have had white about the udder, I

should not refuse a good animal on that account ; but the

white must be confined to that part alone. Had I been

writing for the use of breeders only, those remarks would

have been unnecessary : in this case I do it for the benefit

of those who are not so well acquainted with this valuable

breed.

Should this little work excite those interested in the

Devon cattle to be more particular in breeding from good

males and females, it will not, I think, have been written

in vain.

MY LORDS AND GENTLEMEN,

The second volume of my "Devon Herd Book" is now
presented to you, which I hope may be as useful as the

first. I have collected my information from the most

authentic sources, and have striven, with the best inten-

tions, to ascertain truth and obviate error.

.

The animals' names are alphabetically arranged, and

each is numbered differently for the sake of distinction.

The numbers after the names of the Bulls, Cows, and

Heifers, are continued from the first volume.

It must not be imagined that the second volume contains

the pedigrees of every pure Devon living: the first con-

tained 132 Bulls and 483 Cows and Heifers, none of which

are again entered in the second. In this are registered

many animals the property of Gentlemen on the other side

of the Atlantic, who, I hope, will perceive I have not been

inattentive to their wishes and interests ; and to whom I

am indebted for great courtesy and promptitude in answer-

ing my inquiries. Some of those Gentlemen have asked
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me, "What is the true colour of a Devon?" I gave my
opinion on that subject in my preface to the first volume

:

as many may not have seen it, I vv^ill give an extract from

it.
—"The light coloured Devons are generally of Hhe best

quality,'' i.e. they fatten quickest; although I think those

of a darker red the most hardy : the danger is when they

are too dark, the skin is frequently coarse and the hair

wiry, consequently they are not of so rich a quality. The
best course to follow is the via media, to get our cattle of

a middle colour, neither too dark nor too light ; we then

combine the hardy constitution of the former with the

'high proof of the latter. As to a little white about the

udder I cannot account for ; and having been told by my
father (who bred Devons for fifty years) and others, that

it cannot be accounted for, and knowing that some of the

best and purest Devons, that have ever been bred by all

the breeders in the Kingdom, have had white about the

udder, •! should not refuse a good animal on that account,

but the white must be confined to that part alone."

It may not be uninteresting to know how some of the

best pure Devons first found their way to America : the

following extract from a letter written by Mr. G. Patter-

son, of kSykesville, Maryland, United States, to Mr. Richard

Peters, of Atlanta, Georgia, and by him kindly communi-

cated to me, will throw light on the subject. I have ob-

tained similar information from other American farmers.

"Sykesville, Maryland, Sep. 3rd, 1853.

"Dear Sir,

"Your letter of the 29th August has been received. In

1817, Mr. Coke (afterwards Earl of Leicester), of Holk-

ham, England, gave my brother, Robert Patterson, six

Devon Heifers and a Yearling Devon Bull named by Mr.

Coke ' Taurus.' My brother gave three of the Heifers to

his father-in-law, Richard Caton; the other three he gave
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to my father, Wm. Patterson : the Bull Taurus was the

joint property of Caton and my Father. Two of the

Heifers belonging to my father were m calf by a Bull of

Mr. Coke's ; the third Heifer was put to TauTus upon

their arrival in this country. The three afterwards were

bred to Taurus, and the progeny of the whole were bred

together.

"In 1835, after the death of my father, I became pos-

sessed of his stock of Devon Cattle descended from Taurus,

the three Heifers above mentioned, and the Calves of the

two Heifers which were in calf before leaving England.
" Taurus was bred by Mr. Denny, a tenant of Mr. Coke's

Mr. Coke gave Fifty Guineas for Taurus. In 1820, I saw

the dam of Taurus on the farm of Mr. Denny ; she made
thirteen pounds of butter a week. In 1835, 1 wrote to the

Earl of Leicester that I owned the Devon Cattle descended

from the Stock he had given my brother some years be-

fore, and that I was anxious to procure a Bull for a cross.

He sent me out 'Anchises,' and wrote to me that he had

bought him from one of the best dairies in Devonshire for

his own use. "Signed, G. Patterson."

Several Gentlemen, whose names appear in this volume,

have since imported pure Devons into Canada as well as

the United States, from some of the most noted herds in

England.
