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OREGON CITY: The Oregon Trail
ended here. Fort Vancouver, a
Hudson’s Bay Company trading
post, is across the Columbia in

THE DALLES: Before the Barlow
Road opened in 1846, emigrants
had to build rafts and float down
the treacherous Columbia.
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BARLOW PASS: Tired and weary
emigrants who chose not to go Bend
down the Columbia faced a steep O
climb to the pass before descend-
ing into the Willamette Valley.
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FORT KEARNEY: The U.S. Army
built the fort in 1848 to protect
emigrants. All trails from jumping
off points along the Missouri River
met here at the Gateway to the
Great Plains.
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INDEPENDENCE: This was the
% preferred jumping off point for
the Oregon and Santa Fe trails
in the 1840s and early 1850s.
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
