I make a specialty of 
filling orders for Strawberry, Raspberry, Blackberry, 
Asparagus and Perennial Plants, also currants, 
Gooseberries, Grape Vines, and Hardy English Walnut 
Trees. Fruit Trees generally give better satisfaction 
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if sent by Express or Freight, but can be cut back 

and sent by Parcel Post when especially required sent 

that way. Evergreens (except in the instance of 

Norway Spruce seedlings) cannot be sent by Parcel 

Post, as they will be all balled and burlapped as a 

guarantee of living.
