Last year and this there appear the
totals of dismissed and dropped, out
these do not appear for previous years.
The number of thcse exceeds 56,000 a
year. They do not affect the baptisms,

There are 7,657 Presbyterian church-
es. A net growth of 8,000 members
would give each church 1.06 new mem-
bers.

The income of the board of Home
Missions was $1,095,311, a part of it due
to special effort to pay off the debt, but
it still shows more than on any pre-
ceding year. The total for all purposes
was $13,777,719.

LIVES THOUGH SHOT IN BRAIN

Kansas Soldier, Given Up for Dead,
Returas frem Maniia After Re-
markable Recevery.

4

Word was received at Leavenworth, .
Kap,, the other day of the recovery of
8 Kausas soldier who had been shot
through the brain and was given up by
his relatives as dead. The soldier is
Frank I. Sample, company G, Twentieth
Kansas volunteers, who was wounded at
the battle of San Fernando in the Phil-
ippines. He is not 20 years old yet,
and his home is with his aunt, Mrs. Ora
Thompson.

After the battle of San Fernando
8Sample was reported as shot, through
the head and fatally wounded, and rel-'
atives heard nothing more of him until «,
his aunt received a letter in the boy's
own handwriting from a 8an Francisco
bospital.

The young soldier tells of his wound
and of the sensation on being shot and
while undergoiug an operation to re-,
move the ball from his brain. He states
that he went into the battle of San Fer-
nando with his company, and was hit
with a bullet that entered back and a

“It will be seen,” he says, “‘that the’
teaching of the English language is
compulsory. Under the Spanish gov-
ernment a small fee was charged for
tuition, but now it is to be entirely,
tree. The question of whether books
shall be furnished free of cost is being
considered by the military authorities.
It is probable that parents who are able
to pay for books will be required to do
80, but the poor will not be charged’
therefor.”

The circular is dated Manila, June 28,
1899, and is signed by Col. Willlston.‘
provost marshal general. It is printed
in English, Spanish and Tagal and pro-,
vides in pert as follows: :

‘“Public schools will be reopened Mon-
day, July 3, for the school year of nine,
months’ duration. Regular attendance
at some achool of all children between’
the ages of aix and twelve years will be.
required. One hour’s instruction per.
day in all public schools shall be devot-,
ed to teaching the English language.”

Schools will be open every day except.
Thursdays, Sundays and legal holidays,
of which there are 16. These holidays
are a queer mixture of what might be
called the chureh and state.

AMERICAN HORSES.

Making Inroads Into Markets of Gere
many-Causing Some Comcern
in That Country.

American horses as well a8 manu-
factures are making inroads upon the
German markets and are giving the
subjects of Emperor William some con-
cern. Consul Winter, at Annaberg, in
dealing with the importation of horses
into Germany, sends an article from the

flpe that he sérved as military gov-
~erior of that island, addressed » large
meeting of downtown business inen of
Mew York city the other night. .

“Business is at a standstill in that ig~
land,” said Mrs. Henry, “and the people
are very poor. The sugar mills have no
one in them except half a dozen people.:
The women are poor and idPe, Thereis’
no work for them to do. There are
many women in Porto Rico who were
supported by pensions from the Span-
ish government. That has been taken
away from them and there is much porv-
erty in Porto Rico.

“The question now is: ‘What shall
we do with our new colonfes?' Send
them, I say, our very best. Let us not
look to Great Pritain to see what she
.has done in India. Let us send the very
*best of everything that we can give—
the best of every profession, the best
of everything in & commercial sense. 1
want to say to you that we must do
this at once; that it can be done by put-
ting our shoulders o the wheel, the
same as the aid socicty did down in San
Juan.

“I have been told that I must not:
say they are starving in Porto Rico, but
you may find out that before I get
through.- When' Gen. Henry and I went

“io the capital of Porto Rico, San Juan,
we found that there was desperate
meed for help there, and we decided to
&tart an aid society. We sent our ap-
peals to the army and navy men and
women down there. In response to our
lpz)eala sotfie 20 or 30 women assembled
for the p of organizing a relief
¥r aid soclety. .

Mra. Henry then wenton to tell how
this aid goefety had raised money,
bought goods and made clothes, and re-
lieved the distress of the people as far
as its repources would allow.

Gen. Henry supplemented his wite's
address by the brief statement that the
great need of the Purto Rlcans was
education and the opportunity to help
themselves. They wanted to become
Americans, he said, but they did not
want to be Americanized. They were
willing to be governed by the laws of

. this country, but they did not want to
be overrun by carpet-baggers. The
people of Porto Rico could be won by
affection and sympathy, and they were
looking to this country eagerly for the
means of improving their condition.

WINS IN TAX CONTEST.

Amr Assexsment of $639,275 Is Cut
Dowa More Thamn Half by
Judge Baraard.

Justice Barnard, of Poughkeepsie, N.
Y., has granted the application of John
D. Rockefeller for a reduction of more
than $350,000 on his Mount Pleasant
assessment of 1397. In that year Mr.
Rockefeller was assessed $639,275 for
27 tracts of land in Mount Pleasant
township. Judge Barnard, in his de-
¢ision, orders this valuation to be re-
duced to $392,432.50. Mr. Rockefeller's
lawyer received the decision and filed
it in the Westchester county clerk's
office in White Plains. In his decision
Judge Barnard says the property of
Mr. Rockefeller was assessed in 1804 at
$141,950, in 1595 at $159,770, in 1806 at
$474,400, {n 1897 at $839,275,

“The testimony of the witnesses,” he
says, “as to the value of the property
varied from $313.000 to $735,000.”

“Almost every week a long freight
train filled with American horses leaves
the Berliner Bahnhof for various parts
of Germany. In spite of expensive
freight and a tariff of $7 per head the
Americans have built up a respectable
competition in the German market.”

Expertment with a ymamite Shell
at Saandy Heok—Would Stnk
