It is difficult to give definite cultui’al directions for cabbage, since it is pos-

sible to have good cabbage at all seasons of the year in some parts of the country,

and seed can be planted almost any time of the year. There are three good sea-

sons for sowing the seed, however—in September for early spring cabbage, in

March for summer and fall cabbage, and in June or July for winter cabbage.

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Cauliflower

Watermelons
One ounce will plant 30 hills; 4 pounds will plant an acre. The culture of watermelons differs from that of muskmelons

mainly in that the hills should be wider apart, from 8 to 10 feet, according to the variety grown. An effort should be made
to secure good, strong vines early in the season, and this can be done by taking care that the hills are large, mellow, and well
drained, with the manure placed so that they will not dry out quickly under hot suns. Plant the seeds thickly and thin the
plants to four of the strongest in each hill. All possible protection from insects should be given the young plants, and their
growth may be still further hastened by frequent applications of liquid manure. As a protection from insects, netting is fre-
quently used, and also Slug-Shot dusted over the leaves when wet.

KLECKLEY SWEETS

ANGELING—A good all-round melon either
for home or shipping.

The best onions ai’e grown on low, sandy, or mucky lands, with natural moisture,

and plenty of it. Higher lands can be used if irrigated, providing the land is rich and
very well worked before planting the seed. Onions do not follow a hay or grain crop
to good advantage, since the soil lacks nitrogen and humus. A piece of land contem-
plated for onions should be planted to beans, peas, or some other vegetable crop one
or two years.

On high lands the seed should be sown in December or early in January, while on
low lands any time from February 1st to March 10th will do, depending on the
condition of the w'eather. Sow in rows from twelve to sixteen inches apart, using
four to five pounds of seed. In irrigating onions, it is important that the land never
be allowed to get dry, for a check in the growth will either force the plant to run to

seed or will make stiff necks. In the house garden, plant early in drills, using one
ounce to 250 feet of row.

Growing Potatoes
The soil best suited to the Potato is a rich,

sandy loam, but it seems to thrive in almost
any soil or climate. The Potato, being a gross
feeder, requires a liberal application of man-
ure; if stable manure is to be used, it should
be well rotted and not allowed to come in con-
tact with the tubers. On no other crop are
results from the use of the phosphates so mani-
fest as on the Potato; almost invariably the
tubers are smoother, brighter and freer from
rust and the destructive influences of wire
worms. The best fertilizers are super-phos-
phate of lime and bone dust. Potato scab can
be entirely prevented by using flour of sulphur
in the rows with the phosphate. Use at the
rate of 100 to 150 pounds to the acre. Plant
as early in the spring as the ground can be
thoroughly worked, in rows three feet apart
and one foot in the rows; covering in light, warm soil about four inches, and in cold, wet ground three inches deep. Draw
the earth to the plants as they advance in growth.

PLANTING IN CALIFORNIA—
“If the soil is rich and deep, well drained and well prepared, potatoes may be planted as close as 12 in. in the row with

rows 20 in. apart, but under usual conditions in California it seems best to plant from 12 in. to 14 in. in the row with rows
36 in. to 42 in. apart. In this manner the crop may be cultivated by horse labor. The wider distance is essential under con-
ditions where soil is poor and the moisture supply inadequate.

The best depth under nonnal conditions is 4 in. to 5 in. If too deep, the tubers will be small and of poor quality; if too
shallow, they will be of variable size, unshapely and often green by exposure to the light. In heavier soils the shallow depth
may not be exceeded, but in lighter soils the greater depth may be followed.”

In most regions, planting may begin in early March and continue until June, the prospects for rich yields diminishing
as the season advances. Second crop plantings are usually begun in late July or August. Early potatoes require from 70
to 90 days to mature a crop where the late varieties run from 130 to 150 days.

CULTURE—
In deep, rich, well-prepared soil, seasonably planted with well-selected, properly cut stock, cultivation to conserve moisture

and destroy weeds is all that need be done. It is good practice, however, to harrow lightly until the crop is well up, as this

keeps down the weeds and breaks the crust, conserving moisture. The first cultivation with the shovel plow can be deep and
thorough. Thereafter two or three light cultivations not interfering with the root growth should be sufficient to insure the
crop. Level cultivation is always recommended except under unusual conditions, high hilling or ridging only being practiced
for the purpose of affording drainage under excessive moisture or where the crop is grown entirely by irrigation. Ridging is

also sometimes necessary in combating tuber moth.
The great advantage of thorough preparation of the seed before planting should never be overlooked, as much can be done

at this time to insure the crop against later adverse conditions. Care should be taken not to work the soil when too wet,
as this may result in a serious failure and may require a long time to get the ground in good condition again.

No standard rules for planting, cultivating or handling the crop can be made, as each season and in each section condi-
tions may vary and must be met by the grower’s judgment and experience.

Plant five to six sacks per acre. Potatoes will produce on good soil fi’om 150 to 200 sacks per acre.

SEED TREATMENT—
Wetting several hours before treating adds to effectiveness of dip. Dipping in a solution of formaldehyde is the method

generally recommended for treating seed potatoes, as follows:

Formaldehyde, 40% Commercial Solution 1 pint

Water j 30 gallons

Soak the potatoes in this solution for two hours and spread out to dry. This treatment is effective against Scab.

A FEW SUGGESTIONS ABOUT SOWING, ETC.—We give here a few
general rules which will be helpful to beginners. The soil best suited to
flowers is a light, rich loam, which should be as fine and smooth as pos-
sible. Should the soil be heavy; mix with sand or peat to lighten it. Sow
the seed either broadcast or in rows, and cover in proportion to the size
of seeds—a good g'eneral rule is to cover two or three times the size of the
seed—and press the soil firmly.

Small seeds cannot come up if covered deep.
Water with a fine spray and do not allow the soil

to dry out. Sow annuals early in the spring. Some
sorts should be stai’ted in the house early in seed
boxes, earthenware pans or flower pots. When
three or foui’ leaves have formed, transplant to
similar boxes one inch apart, or in the open
ground, if warm enough.

PANSY CULTURE
For spring plants the seed may be sown broadcast from July to Sep-

tember. Cover the seed very lightly with fine soil and press in with a

board : then mulch the seed bed with long, loose, strawy manure, to a

depth of 3 or 4 inches. The seed wall be up in about 10 to 15 days ; then

remove the straw a little at a time. Transplant the seedlings to beds or

frames in September or October and after a sharp frost, late in November

or early December, provide a light or loose mulch of hay, straw or litter.

The seed may also be sown indoors in January or Februai*y, or in spring

in the open gi’ound, in a shady, cool spot where the plant can be protected

from the strong mid-day sun. The soil should be very rich and liberal

applications of bone meal should be given from time to time.

Hot-beds will be found exceedingly useful for raising Pansies. In case

the plants have not been wintered over, the seed may be sown in march,

following the directions given above, except that the straw mulch may be

omitted. In about five or six weeks from the time of sowing, the young

plants should be transplanted in the beds so they will be two or three

inches apart each way, and later they can be set out in the garden. These

beds are also very convenient for wintering over the young plants that

are started in the late summer, as indicated above.

Pansies usually commence to flower in fi'om seventy to eighty days from

the time of sowing, under reasonably favorable conditions. They are

natives of Western Europe, where the climate does not have such extremes

of temperature as ours. Consequently they do best in cool growdng weather

such as usually occurs in the spring or late summer and fall.

Sweet Peas are heavy feeders, due to the con-
tinued cutting of its blooms. Cutting and keeping off the withered blossoms greatly prolongs the flowering’ season. The soil should be deeply dug and
thoroughly mixed with the fertilizer. Make a trench about 5 to 6 inches deep, planting the seeds 3 to 4 inches apart and covering them one inch deep
with good soil. Sweet Peas do best in a well-firmed soil, so after planting tread the soil tight over the seeds with your shoes or any suitable implement.
Thoroughly and completely soak the entire bed, and remember to keep moist, as any dryness after seeds germinate is fatal.

When the plants are 6 inches high, pinch out an inch or so of the top to make husky, sturdy plants, and gradually fill in the trench. By these
methods you insure deeivrooted, drought-resistant plants that will bear magnificent large, long stem flowers. This is also the time to provide a trellis.

Five-foot common chicken wire neatly stretched is ideal. However, strings or small boughs can be used.

HOW TO MAKE A NEW LAWN.—Always
recall that all soil grows and contains many
weeds before it is touched by you. Hoe the

surface clear of weeds and roots. Spade your
soil carefully, commencing at one end with a

trench the depth of your spade. As you pro-

gress, take the surface crust olT the ground
being spaded and bury at the base of the

trench. In this manner you kill many (nearly

all) of the obnoxious weeds. Break up the

surface clods, raking, leveling and grading the

lawn carefully. The next step is seed. You
must use plenty for the best results. We re-

commend one pound of seed to 10 x 15 or 150

square feet. Scatter the seed as evenly as

your eye directs, saving a little out to finish

the misses and edges. Rake the seed in lightly,

or if a clover lawn, do not rake, but chop it

with the rake. After this is done, use the

back of your spade or a long heavy board to

firm the surface well. Then keep the surlaie

well moistened morning and evening, if neces-

sary, until all the seed is up, which may he

three or four weeks.

HOW TO IMPROVE AN OLD LAWN.—
With a sharp tooth rake break into suriace
and pull through the old sod severely. One
pound of seed mixed with a pailful of s(il

Deciduous Shrubs and Trees

During the past few years, great strides have been made in the improvement of rose varieties, and we are paying particular

attention to the propagation of these newer sorts, as well as to the best of the older roses.

BUDDED ROSES
Budded roses grow far more vigorously than

those on their own root and are longer lived :

so that the slight additional expense incurred

to begin with, is more than compensated in

having superior plants. The only possible ob-

jection—claimed by some—is that the plants are

apt to sucker. We avoid this by dis-budding

the stock, making this possibility nil. As a

further preventative we recommend that our
customers plant the junction of the bud with
the stock two or three inches under ground.
If planters will observe to do this, the plant
will make a better root system, and all possi-

ble difficulty of suckering will be removed.

CULTURE
The rose loves a deep rich heavy soil even

inclined to adobe. In such soils the growth is

strong and vigorous and the flowers have great
substance. But even in a light, sandy soil,

roses can be made to grow well and they flower

as a rule earlier than in heavy soil. To im-
prove light soils, add clay, Holland peat, or

adobe, and use cow manure as a fertilizer

rather than horse manure which is more suit-

able for heavy land.

By our careful system of balling and potting,
roses can be planted at any time of the year ;

but the safest time to plant bare I’oot bushes is

from December to March. Both heads and
roots of bare-root plants must be cut back before planting and thoroughly soaked with water afterwards. Should the roots appear to be dry on arrival,

mix up some soil and water and “puddle” the roots in it for a couple of hou^.g before planting. This closes the pores of the roots temporarily and to some
extent prevents loss of sap through evaporation, a most important point. In planting, thoroughly soak the soil down before adding the last or surface
soil. This insures every portion of the root being thoroughly covered and prevents cracking of the surface owing- to the top soil being loosely placed. Fre-
quent hoeing or cultivating of the surface soil is absolutely necessary, to keep this loose soil or “mulch” on the surface. Especially is it necessary after
watering.

On long-distance Express shipments we “ball” the plant out of the pot (unless otherwise ordered), to save customers transportation charges. Roses
balled by our method will weigh on the average 4^ pounds ; naked roots 1 to 1^/^ pounds. Customers selecting their own roses are respectfully requested
to add to the orders a few supplementary varieties, lest, by previous orders, the stock of any particular variety should be exhausted.
