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Introduction

For Wiki Loves Monuments, over 165.000 images have been submitted in 18 countries. Already
some time ago the winners of the national contests have been announced, and each national contest
nominated 10 images for the international jury.

In this report we try to give better insight in the jury deliberations and process. Some of the images
were very close together in the jury members' preferences, but the winning image was the only one
which was amongst the favourites of a// the jurors and won with distance.

We are proud to present this beautiful selection of European heritage — monuments of different
types and countries, displaying the variation of heritage throughout the participating countries.
Showing both wonderfully maintained monuments and monuments in a state of decay, of both
famous and barely known monuments this collection gives enough food for thought.

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Criteria

The jury determined the winners of the European contest by the following criteria (in no particular
order):

* Technical quality (Sharpness, use of light, perspective etc.)
* Originality / setting
e Usefulness of the image on Wikipedia

Jury process

The jury has been put together in a balanced way, both geographically and skill wise — representing
a wide variety of relevant experience in the field of professional photographing, publishing, cultural
heritage and Wikipedia.

The jury members received the 169 nominations from the 17 national juries and judged them all
equally, independent from their country of origin and rank in the national contest. After some initial
discussion, each juror nominated up to seven unranked images for the finals based on the criteria
mentioned above. After this round, 26 images were nominated for the top-12.

In the final round, each juror sent a ranked top-12 to the jury coordinator. Each place was awarded
points (12 points for first place, 11 for second place etc.) and these points were added. These sums
were ranked. When an ex aequo appeared, the photo with the most individual votes got preference.

Clear light and a stunning contrast between vertical
shape of the remaining wall and the horizontal lines on different planes (row of people, different
coloured cultivations, line of tree at the horizon) gives the idea of isolation of the monument in its
context.
