If I priced them in this List it Avould be necessary Avithin

a feAV days to get out a neAv Price List and mark those Amri-

eties “sold out”. Consequently, you Avill tind here only
those Amrieties Avhich my experience has taught me deserve

a place tn our gardens, and of Avliich I haAW a fairly large

stock.

and I quote them at one-third the price I wonld be willing

to sell a large root with five or six eyes of the same variety.

Yon may lind that yon can bny some varieties mnch
cheaper of another grower and, in that case, if yon have
full confidence in the other man yon should by all means
give him the order. I am not trying to compete with any
other grower in prices, or to get orders by selling at lower
prices than other growers, or to get rich quickly by selling

at higher prices than others. I am simply alive to the fact

that America wants good peonies and is willing to pay
for them, and my work as 1 see it, is to grow the very best

varieties in quantity, and sell them at prices which Amer-
icans are willing to pay, and so if yon find that I ask more
for Le Cygne than some other grower, please do not ask
me to change my price to meet his. AVhen I qnote a Bonne-
witz Strong One Eye Division of Le Cygne for $10.00, that

means 1 wonld rather have that division remain in my
garden, for growth and increase, than to have yonr check
for $9.99. I expect to see Le Cygne sell at a more reasonable

price within a few years, and 1 wonld like to he the grower
who first offers it at $5.00, bnt I must be able to bnild np a

big stock of it before I can reduce the price. The same
fact holds true of many other varieties.

If my ])rice on any variety is too high, let me keep my
roots of it, and increase my own stock, and when the stock

in my garden is sufficiently large, I can sell it at a popular
price, and tlins increase the interest which America is now
manifesting in Peonies.

Do not pay me $40.00 for Jeannot or Kelway’s Glorious or

Airs. Harding, for they are not worth it, except to the

grower who wishes to bnild np a stock, bnt I am sure yon
will not blame me for wanting to keep them and bnild np
my own stock.

Phillippe Eivoire is not worth $20.00, except to the grower
or extreme enthusiast bnt. as I conld not get even a single

root of the true stock in France, the variety is worth that

mnch or more in my garden.
Do not pay me $5.00 for Therese, for when yon know that

Al. Dessert and his snccessor have a mnch smaller stock of

this variety than I have in my own garden, and that I have
not enough plants of it to fill the orders which wonld be

sent me at last year’s prices, I feel snre yon will agree with
me that I shonld try to bnild np stock of this variety.

On many varieties of very superior merit, however, like

Alsace Lorraine, Jnbilee, Frances AAnllard, Elwood Pleas,

Ginette, Opal and over a hundred others, I have built up
luy stock during the past five or six years, and I am sure

you will find that you can buy these from me wif/i great

advantage to yourself.

I never
saw it so fine in previous years and, as it may never
be so fine again, I am not yet advising its purchase.

I believe Japanese Peonies will be in great demand as soon
as American dower lovers get a chance to see the dne vari-

eties. For years I have imported every variety of Japanese
Peony I could dnd, and I now have between seventy-dve
and a hundred different kinds, many of which, however, I

will never place upon the market, for I believe in propagat-
ing only these of superior quality.

In the entire collection there are six varieties which, in

my garden, show wonderful merit, and I am trying to

increase my stock of each of them. These varieties are Ama-
no-sode, Fu-ya-jo, Some-Ganoko, Isani-gidui, Tamat- bako,
and Tokio, and you can see by the prices at which they are

listed that I am not anxious to sell even a single division of

any of them. My object in listing them is not merely to in-

crease the revenue of the garden, (for I realize that there

will not be a demand for them at the prices quoted) but pri-

marily to let enthusiasts see the value I place upon these

varieties. This is done also in the hope that other growers
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may secure from private gardens, enough plants for propa-

gation, so that flower lovers will not have to wait very long

to secure the finest Japanese Peonies at popular prices.

I believe there is no foreign source of sufficient supply

for any of these varieties at present, for Dessert, who placed

the three last named ones on the market, could spare me
only three very small divisions of each, although I would
have been willing to purchase his entire stock of all of them.

So you see it is up to our own American growers to increase

the stock and supply the demand.

My Dear Mr. Bonnewitz:

Vacation Garden -Notes came to hand today, and has been
eagerly read and enjoyed. Your Garden Notes caused me to spend
some $65.00 on varieties purchased from you last season, so they
work on me, and of course I want them all.

Now about the Peonies: Last season I ordered thirteen
varieties of your "one eye" divisions, and you sent me sixteen,
ranging from two to five eyes, the only really "one eye" division
being Le Gygne , and you sent me two "one eye" divisions of that.
I planted them in a carefully prepared bed, and they are all
up, not a single loss. In fact they are farther along than my
established clumps. Here is the rub. Every mother’s son of
them is in bud, nice plump buds, and it is very hard to pinch
them off, as I suppose I must. Your divisions surely were a
success here this time. Le Gygne was the first one up and is
now more than a foot high, with a fine terminal bud and some
laterals on its one stalk (on each of the two plants).

I am highly pleased with results so far, and am glad
to so report.

My dear Mr. Bonnewitz:

I am enclosing an order for your "Strong One
Eye Divisions", which I should like to have shipped during the
first week in September, and I cannot refrain from mentioning
the excellent growth the one-eye divisions, purchased from you
both last year and the year before, have made.

Elwood Pleas, sent me the year before last, had
one fine flower last June and bears three buds now; while Martin Ca-
huzac, bought at the same time, although it did not bloom the first
summer has borne two superb flowers this year-one of which is be-
side me as I write.

Though there may be some doubt as to the
desirability of the usual one-eye division, yet the sort you sendout
are, with me, more satisfactory than large divisions, which seem
prone to sulk for a year or two. Among a number bought from you
last fall, I believe that fully half are in bud and, while I real-
ize that they should be disbudded this year for their best good,
who could muster the effrontery to remove buds from Le fee, Raoul
Dessert or Jubilee--especially if he has never seen their flowersi
I must admit that such firmness is quite beyond me.

The divisions mentioned were all planted in
very ordinary soil and, while planted carefully, received no other
attention than a covering of litter when freezing weather began
and this was removed in March. Notwithstanding the extreme dryness
of the soil after planting last September they have all thrown up
sturdy stems.

It is obvious that I am a Bonnewitz one-eye

division convert. And I have made others.
