LAWNS AND THEIR MANAGEMENT 
To insure a really fine lawn, there are several requisites: A good depth of rich soil, properly drained and free from boulders im¬ 

mediately below the surface; a liberal dressing of thoroughly decayed manure (10 to 12 cords per acre); nicety of grading in the Ie'- Is 
and slopes; a firm, smooth surface upon which to sow the seed; and a sufficient quantity of the very best lawn grass seed, suited to 

the situation. The latter item is of prime importance. Boulders below the surface will, during the heat of summer, cause unsightly 
dry spots in an otherwise beautiful lawn; all such should be removed. A rich soil of good depth, and liberally fertilized, will maintain the 

fine greensward permanently, needing only an occasional top-dressing. Fresh, strawy manure should never be used in making a lawn; 
when decaying, it is liable to allow uneven settling of the soil. Make a smooth surface with harrow and rake, and use a roller to make 

it firm and even, before sowing the seed. After sowing, cover the seed well by raking it in, and again use the roller to finish the work. 

Weeds. Plantains must be dug out iust below the ground. Dande¬ 
lions will grow again if cut less than 3 inches below the surface. Low- 
growing, spreading weeds must be torn up with a sharp rake. 

Crab Grass is hard to destroy. It is an annual plant, starting to 
grow in June and seeding in September. The only way to get rid of 
it is by keeping it from seeding. This may be done by dragging up 
all the flower-bearing stalks with a sharp rake. Then cut closely with 
a low-set mower, raking up and burning all the cuttings. Where the 
crab grass is very thick, more severe measures may be needed. Let 
the lawn grow long during early or mid-August, long enough to cut 

with a sickle or scythe. This gets rid of most of the flower-spikes 
before seeding, and it is then too late for others to form. 

Fertilizing. Remember that grass roots, just as other roots, 
absorb food only in liquid form. Solid manures must decay and the 
contents become mixed with the soil-water before they are available 
for plant-food. Bone-meal is preferable for use in the soil, and sheep 
manure for top-dressing. 

Watering is the life of a lawn. A thorough soaking once in a while 
is best. Water that does not go down deep tends to shallow rooting 
—a bad thing in hot weather. 

MAKING AND MAINTAINING THE LAWN 

While good Lawn Seed is absolutely necessary in making and maintaining an attractive lawn, there are other requisites that are 

almost as important, such as Fertilizers, and we highly recommend the following for that purpose—Wizard Brand Sheep Manure, 
Vigoro, Fine-ground Bone, and Land Lime. We can furnish any of these in quantities to suit all needs. 

Maintaining a beautiful lawn calls for considerable labor, and this can be very much lightened by the use of the proper tools, such 

as Lawn Rollers to keep the ground in good condition; Lawn Mowers, both Motor and Hand, for trimming; Bamboo, Steel, and Wood 

Rakes for raking; and Garden Hose for use in case of drought. We also carry a fine line of Spades and Shovels. 

Reseeding. 1° reseeding lawns that have become worn out by neglect or other causes, where it is not desirable to renew by plow- 
-— tng, it may be found very beneficial to run a light harrow over them, if the surface is large, or use a sharp steel rake 
for smaller spots. After this has been done, lawn seed should be sown over the surface, raking in about half the quantity advised for a 
new lawn, then rolling or beating down firmly; but if weeds and rank-growing grasses have got possession of the lawn, it had better 

be plowed under and sown afresh. 

A much better stand of grass may be obtained by treating the seed with Semesan before sowing; also spray the soil. See page 40

POLE or RUNNING BEANS 
Pole Beans are not so hardy as the Bush sorts, and should be planted sev¬ 

eral weeks later, when danger from frost is over. Plant the seeds in slightly 
raised hills, 3 to 4 feet apart, four or five seeds to the hill. The Limas are 

especially tender, and the rule for late outside planting with them is rigid. Painstaking cultiva¬ 
tors, usually the most successful, plant them eye downward, setting stout poles for every hill.

SELECT CABBAGE 
Early varieties are grown from seed sown in hotbeds in February or 

March, only moderate bottom-heat being required. Transplant into 
other frames, without much, if any, bottom heat, as soon as the plants 

show the fourth leaf. In April, or as soon as the ground can be easily 

worked, set out in rows 3 feet apart, and about 1 J4 feet between the C* ts. The ground should be thoroughly stirred with cultivator and 

every week till the plants cover the ground. For a fall crop, 

sow in the open ground in May, in hills the proper distance apart, 

using a liberal quantity of manure in the hill, besides that which is 

plowed in; thin out to one good plant in each hill. In the same way, 
crops may be grown to lay in for winter use, planting seed as late as 

July 1.

CARROTS 

CAULIFLOWER 
Sow the seeds for early and late Cauliflower 

crops as directed for cabbage, but do not set 

the early plants in the field too soon, for if 
too much stunted by severe frosts, they begin 
to form heads before they are strong enough 

to develop them well. Plants which have not 
headed before winter sets in may be stored 
in a cool cellar or coldframe, and will form 
heads there without any further attention. 
A deep, loamy soil, with a substratum of 

moisture during dry weather is most suitable 
for the Cauliflower. Market-gardeners find 

this one of their most profitable crops, and 
amateurs who undertake its culture find it 
easy; but it is a crop in which carelessness 6r 

neglect will interfere with the best results.

CELERY SEED 
Celery can be grown in any soil, but is finest on deep, mellow 

bottom land. Seed for early crops should be sown in hotbeds about 

March 15; if sown too early, the plants are apt to run to seed after 

being transplanted. The plants may either be thinned to give them 

room to grow, or transplanted to another bed to grow until it is time 

to plant them in the open ground. For the main crop, seed should be 

sown in the open air as soon as the soil and air are warm enough. 
They should be covered very lightly, or merely pressed into the earth 

with a board, if the soil is fine and mellow. The seed-bed must be 

kept free from weeds and well watered in dry weather. When the 

plants are large enough, transplant them to shallow trenches or fur¬ 

rows from 4 to 6 feet apart, according to the variety grown, setting 

the plants 6 inches apart in the rows, and pressing the soil firmly 

around them. They must be well cultivated and kept free from weeds 
until ready for blanching, which consists in drawing earth up to the 

stalks at intervals of about two weeks, until all but the tops of the 

plants are covered. During this process no earth should be allowed 

to fall into the center of the plant, as this would cause them to rust 

or decay.

Improved Long Purple. An early, hardy, and prolific variety with fruits of excellent quality, 

6 to 10 inches in length and 2 to 3 inches in diameter. It is a rich dark purple in color. 
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ENDIVE (The Winter Salad) 

This is an important fall and winter salad. For early crop, the seed should 
be sown in April, in drills 15 inches apart, and the seedlings thinned to stand 

a foot apart in the rows. Sowings for the main crop can be made in June and 
July, as the vegetable is used principally in fall and winter. The inner leaves 

may be blanched to a beautiful yellowish white in from three to five weeks by 
tying the tips of the outer ones together, or by laying boards over the plants. 

An ounce of seed will sow 100 feet of drill 

Green Curled. The one most generally cultivated. Dark green leaves, 
beautifully curled, and, when blanched, very crisp and tender; they are 

ready for use a little earlier than the other sorts. 

Broad-leaved Batavian. The broad, thick leaves make excellent salads 
when blanched.

KALE, or BORECOLE 
Under this name are classed several species of the cabbage family which do 

not form heads. Some of them have very tender leaves of delicate flavor, and 
all are quite hardy, being improved rather than injured by frost. Sow the seed 

in beds in April or May and transplant and cultivate the seedlings like cabbage.

The Leek is generally considered superior to the onion in flavor, and is much used for 

seasoning soups and boiling with meats. The plants are easily cultivated and very hardy, 
enduring the severest winter weather without protection. The seed should be sown in 

hotbeds in early spring, and the seedlings transplanted later to the open ground, 8 inches 

apart, in rows from 12 to 15 inches apart. For a winter supply of this, sow seed in the open 

ground in early spring and thin the seedlings until they have room for development, or 

transplant them as above; the former method gives larger stalks some time earlier than 

when the roots are transplanted. They should be stored like celery for winter.

Musselburg. Hardy; popular; broad, spreading leaves; very large stalks.

Lettuce is a plant of 
most simple culture 

when grown in the 

open air. It requires 
rich soil, plenty of well- 

rotted manure, and 

abundant moisture. 
With these conditions, 

its growth is vigorous 
and rapid; and to be 

crisp and tender it 

should be grown quick¬ 

ly.

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MUSKMELONS 
Muskmelon seed should not be planted outdoors until 

all danger of frost is over and the ground has become 

warm and dry. The hills should be about 6 feet apart and 
carefully prepared. Rich earth is far better for the young 

plants than manure, but if the latter must be used, see 
that it is well rotted. Plant from six to twelve seeds in a 

hill, and when the young seedlings are strong enough to 
resist the attacks of insects, thin them, leaving three of 

the strongest in each hill. The vines should have clean 
cultivation until they cover the ground, and if they grow 

too rank, the tips of the shoots should be pinched off, 
causing them to set more and larger fruits.

GARDEN PEAS 
AH smooth-seeded Peas may be planted as early in spring as the soil can be 

prepared for them. They are very hardy and will endure a low temperature, 
both before and after sprouting. By sowing for the first crop as early as is 
practicable, and for succession at intervals of about two weeks until the first of 

June, a good supply of this delicious vegetable may be enjoyed through the 
greater part of the summer. Late sowings, however, do not yield so well as 

early ones, because the hot and dry weather is unfavorable to the development 
of the plants.

PARSNIPS 
Aside from its value as a table vegetable, the Parsnip also furnishes a healthful and 

nourishing food for stock, and is especially valued for this purpose by dairymen. Sow the seed 

in drills 15 inches apart, as early as possible in spring, and thin the plants until they are 5 to 

6 inches apart in the rows. The roots are improved by frost, and only enough for winter use 
need be taken up in the fall, leaving the rest in the ground until spring, to be dug up as re¬ 

quired. By running a plow, such as is used for breaking sod, along one side of the rows, field 

crops of Parsnips will be thrown out so that they can be harvested easily. Deep, rich, heavy 

soil is best suited, but on any deep, rich, mellow soil the yield is good per acre, and the roots 

will be smooth and large if no fresh manure is used.

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SPRAYING CALENDAR 
This Calendar, based upon the recommendations of the Agricultural Colleges and Experiment Stations of the country, is a brief guide | 

for the general treatment of insect pests and plant diseases. 
Timeliness is one of the greatest factors in the control of diseases and pests; in order to spray intelligently, that is, to strike at the proper 

time, one should know at least the main facts in the life-history of the insect or disease sprayed against. Moreover, it will pay to remember 
that, for nearly all fungous diseases and some insects, spraying is a preventive, and to be most effective must be done at the time when 
attacks may be expected, without waiting for the enemy to become apparent. 

Spray only on clear, sunny days and finish the work early in the afternoon, so that the application will dry rapidly and before dew 
falls. Spray evenly and thoroughly, using ample pressure and a nozzle that throws a fine mist, but do not continue until the foliage drips. 
Never spray when the trees are in blossom. 

IN GENERAL TERMS 
POISONS, such as Arsenate of Lead, are used to control leaf-eating insects. Examples:—Canker Worm, Potato Beetle. 

CONTACT INSECTICIDES, such as Tobacco Extracts, Soap Sprays, etc., are used in^fighting sucking insects. Examples:—Plant Lice, Squash Stink-bug. I
