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Abstract

This thesis aimed studying the problem of the status of women in the Yemeni
contemporary novel depending on the socio-analysis, which had much
attention of us in its two parts (the theoretical and the practical ones).

I- Part One: The Theoretical Aspect

-The first chapter dealt with the conceptions of this study which took part in
identifying procedural definitions.

- While the second one was more interested in clarifying the roots of the
literary phenomena, in addition to demonstrating the relationship between the
creativeness and the social life. After that, we presented a methodological
view for the base that the thesis lies on in studying this problem.

- The third chapter was made also to clarify the image of the status of woman
in the humanitarian society after giving a look of a historical background
about the ancient humanitarian civilizations.

- The fourth chapter expressed the society's view as it is in the social life and
its multiple domains.

II- Part Two: The Practical Aspect

The second part was concerned in the practical aspect of the status of woman
in the Yemeni contemporary novel.

- The fifth chapter discussed the cause of woman and her status in society,
flavored with the perspective of a man of letters, and what he carries in his
head of a culture that affected his view while working with the causes of
society, especially that one which is connected to woman's and the status
given by the male in his novels. Then we tried to analyze the status of woman
and the effects of what she presents in upgrading or downgrading her status.
- The sixth chapter came to discuss the cause of work of woman, and the
image that is presented by the novelist in his works. Finally we talked about
the question of woman and sex and the writers who were engaged in this
question particularly in presenting her as a tool for sexual pleasure.

- After the previous discussions presented above we reached to several
conclusions:

1-The Man-Woman Relationship along History: we noticed that this
relationship is built on the dominance of one sex upon the other.

2-Woman's Status in the Family: the study showed that woman occupies the
lowest level in her family; and this, of course, because of the social
conventions.

3- The Work of Woman: the thesis explained in its two aspects (the
theoretical and the practical ones) that the woman bears many burdens on her
shoulders inside and outside the family like raising children and serving the
family, besides the other outside tiring works like bringing water and wood
to the house.

4-The Woman and Sex: also the study talked in detail in its two aspects about
the literary works that saw the woman as merely a tool for sexual pleasure and
a server for the man.
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
