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Not to pay tribute to the pa-
tience and generosity of any indivi-
dual teacher, norto the inspiration
we find in the faculty as a group,
would we dedicate this volume.
Rather may it serve as a lasting
memento to all those who have
made the academic year it repre-
sents too happy and too profitable
to allow its significance to go un-
sung. We therefore dedicate the
1936 Annual of Peking Academy
to our school “family” - principal,
faculty and officers, servants, and
fellow students.



More often than not, what a man
actually achieves falls far short of
his ambition. Such has been our
experience as we have attempted
to chronicle in word and picture
the activities of a busy academic
year. Unsatisfied with the result,
we are nevertheless proud of the
high ideal towardswhich we strove.
May we ask, then, of the reader,
that he temper his criticism ofthis
record by consideration of that
goal,evenashe would desire others
to judge his own achievement by
its aim as'well as its end.
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SCHOOL HISTORY

As early as 1871, the foundation of the Peking Academy
was laid. It was in this year that the Methodist Episcopal
Church established a primary school inside Hatamen with only
four students. Rev. Fravnk D. Gamewell acted as the principal
antil 1882. Rev. J. H. Pyhe svcceeded him two years later. In
consequence of the suggestion and the support of Bishop Issac
Wiley, a superintendent of the American mission work in North
China, a high school under the name of “Wiley Institute” was
accomplished in 1885. During these vears, the development of
the school was in every way astonishing. A college was deve-
loped from the Wiley Institute in 1887. Then, the college was
soon amplified into a univerzity the next year, according fo the
proposal of Bishop Charles H. Fowler. This university consist-
ing of four departments, namely, Literature, Science. Theclogy,
and Medicine was nnder the presidency of Dr. L. W. Pilcher
from 1888. Dr. H. H. Lowry was elected principal after Dr.
Pilcher’s death in 1893. Unfortunately, the entire premises
and property of the university were destroved by the Boxer
Upspring in 1900. Through the efforts of Dr. Lowry, howerver.
the university was quickly rebuili and equipped even better
than before. Large buildings contributed by Rev. Durbin, Rev.
Taft and Rev. Collins were erected successively. In 1918, the
plant of the original university was left for a preparatory college
and a middle school under the name of Peking Academy, as a
result of the proposal of the Union cf the Universities of different
Missions. Dr. Lowry presided until 1921.- Then, Rev. George
L. Davis, Dr. T. L. Lee, Dr. H. G. Dildine, and Dr. F. Liu acted



15 presidents successively, each taking one year as his term of
office.

Dr. F. 8. Kao was made principal in 1926 and a complete
reorganization soon took place. Eversince, the adminisfration
has been in the hands of the Chinese. The Administrative
Burean was divided into four depariments; viz., the Dean’s
Office. the Roard of Student Adviscrs, the Business Office, and
the Treasurer's Office. The school was registered in the Minis-
try of Education in 1927. In 1930, a celebration of Sixtieth
Anniversary was held with great applause. The school has
aliained much public esteem and a high rveputation. A gymna-
sium, and a library are under construction to meet the require-
ment of the twelve hundred studenis and a faculty of about a
hundred persons.

Evidently, it is through sixty-five years of arduous
struggle that it has become what it is. It has a great past. It
is at present the best middie schoal in China: and it is quife
possible that it will have a great future.

Indeed, a nation without iron is in danger of
ruin, and a nation which cannot make use of her iron-
ore is in the same state. The present age is termed
the “‘age of iron and coal.”

Ships, machines, airplanes, trains, all the com-
mon utensils, even a little pin, are all made of iron.
if there were no iron in the world, all mankind swould
be helpless and nothing could be accomplished by
them. I do not know what change will take place on
the earth when all the iron in the world is used up!

Iron is an indispensable servant fo a country. It
is more significant than her army; for the soldiers,
zannot fight against her assailants when they have no
weapons in hand, and the weapons are made of iron.
Besides, industry depends wholly upon it too.

But it is & bad master. On the one hand, it serves
us; on the other, it consumes us. While machines and
tools work for us; guns, rifles, and swords wound or
kill us. Therefore we must make good use of it; that
is, we should make it a peaceful ally and a tamed ser-
vant, not a means of destruction.



TWO KINDS OF “SAGES”

It is evidently a great failure in Chinese education
that in most schools there are two kinds of “‘sages.”
Of these two kinds, we want only one example of each
for a warning fo all the other students; but the num-
ber of them is too great. In our class, about forty
pupils in all, there are at least twenty-five that belong
to the first kind and five to the second.

In every school, the students may he classified in-
to three parts, namely, the good, the bad and the me-
dium. The first part is exactly the first kind of
“sages’’, and the second is the second kind. I shall
leave the third part, who have nothing {0 do with my
subject, to themselves.

The first kind of “‘sages™ occupies a majority in
the so-called good school. As Chang Tai a scholar of
the Ming Dynesty called them, “portable two-leged
boolshelves”, they can do many things within the
bounds of several books but none outside. They can
remember exacfly the names of “The Twenty-four His-
tories” and of the sixteen branches of the Yangtze
River. They can recite the Taylor’s Theorem in eol-
lege algebra and the atomic theories in physics in de-
tail, even without understanding their meaning. They
can run ‘‘the night-express” while others are sleeping.
In short, they struggle to do anything which will make
them get “‘full marks.”” TFor the sake of those full
wmarks, they have rendered themselves weak and thin;
their faces, pale and ghostly; to suit the name of
“sages.”’

On the other hand. there exist the second kind of
“‘sages.”” Nobody call them “‘sages” but I. They are



such a kind of people that we have no better name for
them. They would do anything except reading. They
can sing many English songs and say ““Sister, I love
you’’, while swallowing O’s in their English class.
They have-a careful study in fashion, in movie stars,
and are adept in modern games and sports. They have
healthy bodies and sound minds; but it is a pity, that
these sages are nothing better than Hercules fit for
bearing trunks instead of performing the twelve im-
mense labours.

My words is finished, and I have no attempt to
persuade or dissuade. But I hope that you, falr
readers, will not let your children follow their tracks.



MY EVALUATION OF THE CHRISTIAN WORK
IN CHINA

Many years ago, missionaries came "to China.
Among them were missionaries who preached Chris-
tianity, but I do not know how they worked. As to
the Christian work in China at present, I want fo say
a few words from what I myself have seen.

Most of the missionaries are far from the fruth and
they do not treat truth as the gospel would have it
taught. They cannot explain exactly what they preach.
When they stand on the pulpit. they often deceive the
audience with their wrong sayings and take the fruth
as merely worldly empty phrases. The only aim of
their speech is to satisty the audience—as they will not
listen to wholesome instructions. They do not tell the
people that all men sin and come short of the glory of
God; that Jesus Christ is the Savior; that he came into
the world to save sinners; that he died for our sins and
revived on the third day after his death. and has taken
his seat on high at the right hand of God™s Majesty,
that whoever believes in Christ posseses eternal life,
and has no further consciousness of sin since God for-
gives his sin; and that the above is the least that God
gives to him who believes Him.

A lot of people are Christians in. name, but not at
all in reality. What a pity! Moreover, the actions and
habifs of the missionaries are often against the doc-
trines they teach. They lead happy lives and are not
keeping watch in defense of saints’ souls. Also, they
do not resist the devil and approach God. There is no



evidence in their heart that they please God. They
cpen schools and suppress students on every hand and
teach the Bible as many other books. They ruin both
the Gospel and honor. How terrible they are! They
do not esteem the prizes which God provides for His
faithful workers but only pursue their own way.

My observation of the Christian work in China as
it is makes me very skeptical and eynical of the suc-
cess which others boast for it.



THEE NEW LIFE MOVEMENT

To the present moral condition of China. the New
Life Movement is the best remedy.

China has long been called the country of morality.
People are so polite and obedient that every other
country respects them. Honesty, generosity, polite-
ness, and sense of shame are the standard principles
that every Chinese, young and old, men and women,
tries to follow and to obey. But now, when the West-
ern thoughts came in contact with our old principles,
the standard of morality becomes lower and lower.
Though the old one has been destroyed, yet the new
one has not been established. People live from day to
day‘in idleness. They throw away the good characters
which they own {o follow the exotic thoughts. I do
not mean the old moralities are all valuable and the
Western thoughts are wholly without merit, both of
them have their own value. But the present condition
of China is this: people throw away the good old cus-
toms and principles to follow the bad new thoughis.

The New Life Movement is not the act of establish-
ing a new standard of life. but to revive the old good
customs which is easy to follow; for only the Chinese
thoughts are suitable for the Chinese people. -
