U. S. A., has four departments, namely: Normal and Preparatory,
Arts and Sciences, Theological and Industrial.

The Preparatory and Collegiate Departments have each two courses
of study, Classical and Scientific; the Scientific omitting the Greek and
Latin Classics.

The Normal and Preparatory School is designed to prepare the
student for teaching and for business life, or for entering the School
of Arts and Sciences.

All students in the Preparatory course are required to take some
trade and report every day for work in the Industrial School. College
students may also take trades.
