small, they bave no need of provisions of liquor
for lang voyeges, and beilding timber iv as
cheap to them o9 provirions. In spite of all the
restrictiony establizhed st Maite, snd in the 1o
nian lses, 1o the prejudice of their flags, the
Greeks were almust ezclusively the cerriers to
the ports of Tutkey, Bardsry, and the Bi:ck
Ses. Itis by eommerce and navigstion thst
the Greek nation has, in thirty years, made such

nf the Christian States that it bas ioarued to
sppieciate libesty.”

Vegatables —The soorer vogetebles are nied
sfter they are guthered, the better. They in
gencral should be kept apart, for, if laid in con-
lsct,in o very rhort time they impart their pe-
culiar flavors (o esch other, Lecks or celery
will qaickly spoil & whola baskeifal of cauliflo-
wer or the finer vegetables. Another genersl
tole is, that they should not be kept in water,
nor even wached or refisihed by sprinkling
them with water, ti!] they are to be used, an the
flavor is thereby greatly injured ; but if, by hae-
ing been cot or gathered some time, they have
become (laceid, it is ebsolutely necessury, to
restore their erispness before cackibg them, e-
therwise they will pe tough and anpiesssct,—
‘Fhis is to be dove, when the size of the vegeis.
sie admits of it, as ceulifower, sallad, csiery,
&c. by cutting off  pieco of stalk and setting
the fresh eucfuce, thos exposed, in water, which
will be ab.orbed ; in other eases Lthe whole ve-
getabie must be immersed in water, [loat va-
getable sonstances being more ar iess rucculont,
their full proporiion of (luids is neceesery fog
their ratatoing that stete of crispness or plamp.
ness which they bava when growing. On being
cut or gathesed, the exbalation from their sor-

fece cootivoes, while, from -the open vessels of
the cut surface, there in afien great exudation
or evaporation, snd thos their vatural meistore
is diminished, and the tender leaves bevome
flaccid, and thbe thicker masses or roots losa
their plompnens. This is not only lass plea-
88Dl 10 the eye, bot is s rea! injury to the na-
tritions pawers of the vegetable ; for in thin Bee-
cid end shrivelled state its fibres are loss easily
divided in ebewing, and the water whish ex-
iste in the vegetable substances, 1o the furm of
their respective natural juices, is directly natri-
tious.

Spots on the Sun.—Th~ astronomers oi 1he
17th centary considered the spots on ths Sun
s indicating the commencement of a greas
conliugration, which woald altimately destroy
theaniverse. During the following century, LE
HIRE meinteined ihal these spots were greal
lekes, mhich wosld drown the world. The 1op-
position that the sun was an igneons or fiery
body is now abaondoned, apd it is coasidered,
with more sppeuracce of retionslity, to be the
centre, towards which the luminious Baid from
sll parts, and the heat spresd throaghout space,
constantly gravitate, Like the glass plate in
the electrical apparatus, (he san by its axis,
pats io molion these floids, which, sccumalat-
ing o0 the sarface, from a spleadid atmorphere,
by which we ate deprived of the sight of tha
dense and epeque nacleus of this stopeodous
body. The movements had change cf position
of (hese laminows bodies, permit us sometimes
to have an impesfect view of some parts of the
soo, and these pasts form what are calied spota.
But these spots do not prova an zxhianstion ei-
ther of light or heat, and we have the testimo.
ny of those who have lonz snd earefully ohsers-
ed their epjiestunee, that they neser produced
any seusible alterstion upon the temperaturs
of our placet. Cold and wet years hose heen
frequent wheo few spote wera observable, onid
the san hes beea covered with them durioyg Lot
and dry seasona.
