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1. Production of Winter Crops, 1936-37
Second Estimate

The present estimate on the prospective production of
winter crops for the curtent year covers twenty-one prov-
inces.  Wheat production is estimated at 346,430,000
Shi piculs, & decrease of 25% or 115,125,000 Shi piculs in
cémparison with the amouat produced in the sape twenty -
one provinces the preceding year, For barley, it * esti-
mated at 127,423,000 -Shi piculs, a decrease of 22% or
35,320,000 Shi piculs in comparison with the preceding
year; for field peas, at 47,393,000 Shi piculs, a decrease of
31% or 21,703,000 Ski picals; for broad beans, at 52,435,
009 Shi piculs, a decrzase of 16% or 9,318,000 Shi piculs;
for rapeseed, at 39,746,000 Shi piculs, a decrease of 20%
or 9,826,000 Shi piculs; and for oats, 2t 17,850,000 Shi
piculs, a decrease of 5% or 986,000 Shi piculs.

According to the first estimate, the prospective pro-
duction of all the winter crops for the current year is con-
siderably spaller than that for the previous year, and the
second estimate indicates the prospective production of
these crops to be still smaller than the first estimate, In
the second éstimate, the condition of crops in Shansi, Ho-
pei, and Shantung Provinces was becoming better because
of ample rainfall during the spring; whereas in the other
provinces, like Shensi, Szeciuan, Honan, Anhwei, Yuonan,
Kweichow, etc.. crop productions were greatly reduced on

- account of the persistent drouth.

According to the crop conditions as reported, the pros-
pect for all the crops is not quite 60% of the normal.
Tne prospect for wheat is 58% of the normal; for barley,
59% of the normal; for field peas, 52% of the normal; for
broad beans, 58% of tha normal; for rapeseed. 55% of the
noranl; and for oats, 62% of the normal. 'If rdnked by
prowince, Shensi is the peorest, averaging not quite 45% of
the normal; then, Shansi, Hooan, Szechuan, and Kwai-
chow, averaging 40-50% of the nofmal; next, Kansu and
Yunnan, averaging 50-60% of the dormal; and ths remain-
ing provinces, averaging above 60% or 70% of the normal.

Although Chahar, Suiguan, Ninghsia, and Tsinghai
Provinces have been inciuded in the: preseut estimate,
these provinces ae in the spring-sowing Tegion %0 that the
crops there were just being planted at the time of the
reports; and, of course, not mach could be predicted te-
garding them.

Prices for hulled rice, wheats soybeans, and
kerosene rose in most of the hsiens dwing 1936, but there
was 1 declining trend apparent in a few. " As to the price
of cotton and oxen, however, varying trends wers noted
among the hsiens.

The farm price indices for Kiangsi Province listed

“above show a rising trend only for cotton and kercsene in

1336 as compared with 1935, there being varying trends for

‘soybeans, whewt, and oxen. The ptice of hulled rice,
-however, was 2 declining one among all the hsiens during

1936, which is quite panllel to the trends that have heen
published for Kiangsu, Chekiang, and Fukien Provinces,
