It must be the most earnest desire of -all who are concerned in
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. teaching the young that children should grow up into kindly men
and ﬁ.oupm.ﬁ.~ ﬁ.& that the menace of war, under which we have lived
so long; should be lifted from them. |

But, to arouse kindliness, we must overcome selfishness, and to
‘remove the menace m.m..éms. it is necessary to do away with the spirit
of ..<Ear it is born., Ultimately, it is within each of us that the trou-
ble lies. We are full of fears of nrm unknown, of jealousies of others
‘whom we m:.u know and, _cumogcu&maw of Emmmoumdoo. to the sulfering
which does not touch our own lives or which wo do not see.

Our - civilisation, though we may not realise it, depends to an
ever-increasing extent upon exploitation of the animal kindom. Only a

comparatively small part of the suffering which results is due to the



actions of ignorant and, therefore , brutal men. The greater part is
inflicted either by or on behalf of people who cannot plead ignorance
as an excuse,

In this relationship to mankind, we may consider the animal king-
dom to be divided into two great groups: those anim:sls which we
bréed, and the wild animals, Over both mg.osvm_ we claim and exercise
the sovereign powers of Em and death:in both we gros:ly abuse na-
ture,

The first group includes animals bred for eompanionship, indus-,
try, sport, scientific experiment and food, In all these cases the nat-
ura] conditions of animal life are denied : in many, the sex life of the

animel is interfered with, it lives in confinement, its death—oceurring
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- 2t our pleasure—is often accompanied with great and needless suffering.

In the second group almost all wild creatures are included. It
?.oim.m.m the vietims of sportsmen, collectors for museums, agents of
menageries and o.w.asmomw whalers, feather hunters, fur trappers—the
lastmentioned - amsmmﬂw more torment and destruction than all the
others together.

At oi.w.ﬂ.w moment of the day or night hundreds of creatures are
_mﬂsmmm_sh and moy.mmgwwm in ﬁmvw. that we wﬁm% ‘.éom.m furs, hundreds
are waiting in terror their turn at the shambles that we may be fed.
The tale of slaughter mounts by hundreds of millions every year. Wild

animals are being killed off more rapidly than drm% are being born:

manv species have alreadv vanizhed from the earth. and the entire



extermination of wild ereatures seems now not very far away: It isa
veritable war which we are conducting; and a war against fellow-creatures
which have no enmity against us and no mmmgoo.

.H.Hoaaqﬁ. wmuogﬂ we may have _om.mu: every one of us must bear
responsibility for these present conditions. We need te remedy them
quickly, or they will be for ever beyond remedy. .

But the problem is one which affects psychology as well as eircum
stances, Man is an imitative before he becomes a reasoning being, and
will not mo%oé teaching which is quimﬂ% contradicted m% practice.
There are irreconcilable inconsistencies between our precept and our
mMuBEm.. Life, we say, is the gift of God, and it is an evil thing to des-

troy it. but it is no offence to breed animalsin order that they may be
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killed for mBammBmuﬁ or for food. It is wrong to take away liberty: but
wild m.EB&m B»% be 8@38@ and caged for their whole lives for our
mﬂammamﬂo? Hw is wrong to terrify and torment. but animals may be
hunted mum _..o.wb to Emnomv and maimed and tortured in the name of
research or in order that their skins may be made into coats.

We _mmmaB by our actions and our attitude S.pﬁ this remorseless
ioagmmgﬁow of Q.&wo? helpless owaﬁﬁwmm mm the natural order of the
world. Osa ‘consciousness does doﬂ Hmaomgmo the distinction which
our owwﬁm,s.% draws between our SmﬁBmﬁd om the weak human being
and the wéaker animal. The inevitable result is a oo.mﬁoaoulmmqu
mBEmﬁmm and sometimes msw-ooum,omocmlﬂrua it is inadvicable to injure

other human beings, or nations, only because they may be able o



retaliate. upon us, and-that they will injure us unless we are strong
enough to resist them. Thus are sown the seeds of suspicion, jealousy,
fear psm_ hatred: and however much we may try to uproot their growths,
,éo.u.wo _ooamu.smz% planting them afresh.

It is in this atmosphere, with our patent indifference to the suffering
which we cause added thereto, that our children are being brought up.
Unless our desire for peace is to be branded as selfishness, and our
teaching of m%Bﬁ&ﬁ% and brotherly love as hypocrisy, we need to
Hmoonmﬂoa very closely our attitude to life, We need to recognise the
ideal standard of relationship between ourselves and the mEBmww“ p.,
relationship in which we .omoa them Emﬁom instead of a superficial

kindness, and infliet no injury upon them for the sake of our own
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comfort or .,«.ma@% or profit, . We ourselves may be too “hardened in

our ways to oowm.ouB mszw to such a standard. Let us at least be honest

msosmm to acknowledge wherein we fall short of it, and make whatever

advance towards it we .mmu. We may then set the ideal before the

young at ?o very outset of their education, as a part of the foundation

on smwow their lives should be built; Jo L. C.
