Naval Reserve Officer Training Corps units are

established throughout the country for tlie pur-

pose of providing qualified Regular and Reserve

Officers to the Navy and Marine Corps.

Students in the Naval Reserve Officer Train-

ing Corps, although required to take the same

courses and participate in the same drills and

other activities while at the University, fall into

two categories: regular and contract.

The regular program is a primary source of

Regular career officers for the Navy and Marine

Corps. These students are selected on a nation-

wide, competitive basis. They receive tuition,

books, and fees as well as .$600 per year retainer

pay. They are required to participate in three

summer training cruises while in the program,

and to accept a regular commission and serve

on active duty for four years upon graduation.

The contract program offers Naval Science

training to qualified students and a commission

in the Naval Reserve, the Regular Marine Corps,

or the Marine Corps Reserve upon graduation.

Students einoUed in this program receive a small

monthly allowance during their junior and senior

years, but must pay their own tuition and other

expenses. One summer training cruise between

the junior and senior years is required of con-

tract students. Upon graduation they are required

to accept a commission and remain on active

duty for two years.

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According to Dean McGavran, "Public Health is

the science of the diagnosis and treatment of the

health needs and status of the total community

—

or body politic as an entity."

UNC's School of Public Health, the fourth oldest

school of its kind in the United States and one of

the ten North American schools accredited by the

American Public Health Association, incorporates

this way of thinking into its curriculum. Pi^ofes-

sional people taking postgraduate work learn to

function as inter-disciplinary community health

teams through core coui'ses, lectures, lab and field

experience. The school, the focal training and serv-

ice point for an intergrated statewide health pro-

gram, attracts students from many other states and

foreign countries.

This year the School has outstanding students

from thirty of the forty-eight states, as well as

from sixteen foreign countries, including Afghan-

istan, Ceylon, Egypt, France, India, Indonesia,

Iran, Iraq, Nepal, Peru, Puerto Rico, the Philip-

pines, Taiwan, Thailand, Uruguay, and Zanzibar.

These foreign students are the top professional

health people of their countries. They have en-

riched the curriculum for all students through

seminar sessions and informal discussion of the

basic health problems and experiences in their

respective cultures. In the close professional as-

sociation throughout the school year mutual under-

standing and respect have developed and deepened,

personally, professionally, and internationally.
