Throw
some manure or soil up against the outer boards, to hold the
heat. Put on the sash and keep tight for three or four days.
Keep a thermometer in the bed. and when the temperature
falls to 75 degrees, seed may be sown with safety. The tem-
perature in a hot bed should not be allowed to go above 70
degrees in the day. nor below 50 at night. With a hot bed

the amateur can start almost any kind of vegetable or flower seed. By sowing such vegetables as
