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AMERICANIZATION IN ACTION

One day some American workmen in the Ford factory pro­
tested against men who could not speak English receiving the 
same wages as themselves. “We’ll fix that,” said Mr. Ford, “we 
will teach them English.”

A small room was partitioned^off from the shop for a school­
room. Five teachers were engaged, and here the Ford School for 
Teaching English to Foreigners had ;ts beginning. Fifty-two lan­
guages were represented among the employees. To give to these 
men a common language was something of a task. The opportunity 
to learn English was welcomed by the men. The school is a splen­
did success. It now has one hundred and Jhirty-six teachers, with 
Clinton DeWitt as its head. Twenty-two hundred pupils are en­
rolled. These men are divided into sections of about one hundred, 
one section having lessons on Tuesday and Friday, and the other 
Monday and Thursday.

“Now, boys,” says Mr. DeWitt, “what are you?”
“I am an American!” is the loud reply from a hundred voices.
Pointing to one, he said: “Where were you born?”

.The answer is, “In Russia.”
“Are you a Russian ?” •
“No, I am an American,” comes the eager answer.
Indicating two men, he said: “You were born in Russia and 

you in Austria. Your countries are fighting over there. Are you 
friends? Do you want to fight?”

“N o; we friends,” is the answer. Then comes the singing of 
“America” or “The Star-Spangled Banner.”

It is estimated that the financial saving by the change through 

out the entire country from mid-June to mid-October would be 
something between $30,000,000 and $40,000,000. Borough President 
Marks of New York, who has studied the subject thoroughly, reck­
ons that a million tons of coal will be saved by this change. Last 
summer Great Britain saved about $12,000,000, the main item in this 
economy being 240,000 tons of coal. In view of the high cost of 
living, fuel included, it would seem that a reform which involved 
no outlay but a simple turn of the clock, and which promises to 
yield so much in results, should be worth a national trial. A long 
list of big business concerns have already put their clocks ahead 
on their own account, and find that the plan works admirably, and 
that 95 per cent, of the employees favor it. It has been in operation 
in Canada for several years. Many of the large cities in our West­
ern states are eager to give it a trial.

By all means, let us beat Father Time at his own game. If the 
whole nation, by rising and getting to work an hour earlier, can 
save a million a day, surely it is worth while.—Christian Herald.
