The Coop & Lent Circus this year 
had an exceptionally i lever perform¬ 

ance. a good corps of bosses and a 

loyal, congenial bunch of people all 
around. Every emjdoyee was patient, 
loyal and strictly "with it,” enduring 

some of the inconveniences and ir¬ 

regularities with creditable patience. 
However, being the jiioneer as a mo¬ 
torized show, it was hut the repetition 
of the records of ali enterprises of 
whatsoever nature, that the first ef¬ 
forts should prove .severe in the te-^t of 
endurance as well as expensive to the 
I'romoters. It seems that the Coop 
& Lent Circus was overi«»ading its 
trucks, that these heavy loads with 
the dead weight of huge trailers be¬ 
hind them was too much for the truck 
engines, and, consequently, the show 
has not been moving with any regu¬ 
larity the last few days. Not much

victor ('nine, of Jones & Crane, Dies 
in threat Marne*Battlu 

Chicago, .\ug. 10.—Lieut. Victor O. 

Crane, of Co. I, 26th Infantry, Ameri¬ 

can Expeditionary Forces, was killed 

In the recent fighting near the Marne 

River, according to Thursday’s pub¬ 

lished casualty lists. 

Probably no Chicago producing con¬ 

cern was better known in its day than 

the firm of Jones & Crane, Inc. 

“Shorty” Jones and Victor Crane, after 

many years’ experience in various 

branches of the theatrical bu.siness, 

opened an office in the Grand Opera 

House Building, producing road edi¬ 

tions of successful Broadway shows. 

They were exceptionally prosperous, 

having had control of several of 

Eugene Walter’s moa* succe.ssful plays. 

Victor Crane was an adept in revising 

plaj'S for road purpo-ses. opera house 

managers declaring that many of his 

productions with parts contracted for 

smaller company usage were more suc¬ 

cessful on the road than during the big 

city engagements. 

Prosperity continued to shine upon 

the enterpri^ng producers until road 

and one-night stand theatricals took 

a slump In 1914. Their last ambitiou.s 

enterprise was when they produced 

A Modern Cinderella, book and lyrics 

by Casper Nathan, jnusic by Hampton 

Durand, which took to the road in the 

late summer of 1914. Three road com¬ 

panies of this show were sent out 

during the season of 1915-’16, despite 

the fact that Jones died of heart dis¬ 

ease shortly, after the flnst company 

took to the road. 

The low< of hi.-< partner weighed 

heavily upon Crane, who later ex¬ 

ploited motion picture features on 

State rights plans. Shortly after the 

United States entered the war Crane 

enlisted and met with rapid promo¬ 

tion. 

Crane was exceptionally versatile, 

having had experience a.s an actor and 

also being a skilled mechanic. He was 

about 30 years old.

This applies particularly to acts that do not have 

to rehearse, as some of them are in the habit of not showing up at the theatre until twelve 

or one o’clock, even when they are in town. The result is, after waiting a reasonable 

length of time, we telephone to New York and try to find them, then suddenly learn that 

they have been here all the time.

Performers need material—but it ranst he 

goo<l material—and they are not to l>e Idamed if 

they appear bored when shown alleged world- 

betters which reveal no world-lH-ating propcii 

sides. They should make it part of tlieir life 
work to examine all song sources impsrtlally, as 

the caliber of songs they offer is of the uiuiost 

importance to them. 

On the other side of the fence the person ' ho 
feels that he has a good song—particularly If 

there la some real basis for this belief—should 
not hesitate to hrave the decision of the foremost 

headliner. More can bo done thru the perform¬ 
er direct than thru old line publishers, bee.nuse 

publishers have a thousand strings tied to their 

plans (staff writers who must be satisfl-d, run¬ 

ning investments in songs which have net yet 

proved their mettle, etc.) while the performer 

has only one consideration-immediate avail¬ 
ability. 

It is not always easy to Interest a headliner, 

but if the song Is ’’there” it is easier to do so, 

ss a rule, than to interest the busy psiubli lied 
publisher. I>et a performer get hold of a song 
that makes good and the piihiishers gather 'round 

like bees around the flower—and they don’t care 
who wrote it, either. 

Writers with ideas should approach perform¬ 

ers directly—and performers who duly appreciate 

the importance of their intermediary position 

should make It a point never to he too busy to 
let a creator of ideas show his wares. But it 
should sever be forgotten that they must be 

real ideas, as the Junk variety are far too pro- 
lillc.—CASPER NATHAN.

The public is the final Judge, but long 
before it gets an opportunity to decide you, as the intermediary referee, must <-ome to a de¬ 
cision. By wisely using your powers of rejection you will establish a standard that will make 
the new output of snugs the banner issue of all that shall have been produced in American 
aong annals. The prize ia worth the degree of care required.

The long drawn out 
tendency can be overcome only by exceptionally strong subject matter capably expresaed. When 
tbe subject matter is weak and the expression is p<s>r you have the kind of a song that will 
bore an audieni'e more than a lecture on pacifism.

The ton, Karl Hartmann, is pro-German, and 
thru a German apy ia secretly contributing hit 
wealth (made in America) to aid German 
propaganda.

The first two acts are discursive, but the

Allegiance ia devoid of the comedy and love 
interest in Friendly Enemies, but as a play it 
seems more logical.

gem-rat scheme. ATatini-e performances were or¬ 
iginally given for the benefit of the stay-at home 

housekeeper and the night worker, and as a 

general thing only one sueh performance Is 

given weekly, disregarding the Satnniay after- 
noin lerforiuanee, which falls on a day set 

aside (s a half b<dld.iy in the ■•-al allotment 
of hours of labor. 

Again rontraatlng the case of the actor and 

the ball player the latter, as a rule, has the 

physical qualifications to make him an Ideal sol¬ 

dier, while the former Is usually temporarily un¬ 

fitted for war work. And finally the stage is 

serving the State loyally and effectively in the 

dissemination of propaganda, while baseball of 

course has not the power to serve In a similar

In the eaae of baseball va, the stage, however, 

the bas>‘l>all |>euple have very mu<-h in their 
favor politically. The artificially created local 

pride in the achievements of teams that re|>re- 

sent cities In wbb'b few of them live and 

still fewer were born, rallies to their support 

thousands who are in the habit of expressing 
their views widely sn-l In many pla.-es. The 

l•aseltall fan may not have any dt-eper interest 

In the game than the theatergoer has in the 

stage, but there is no doubt that he is more 

enthusiastic and noisier in the support of bis 
favorite pastime. And the space the dailies de¬ 

vote to s|>orts is greater and more wlilely read 
than is any other part of their papers. 

In a vain endeavor to save themselves from 
the operation of the ruling the baseball people 
have apparently aruuseil a certain amount of pub¬ 

lic feeling against the actor, and the practice of 

dem<M’Tatic governments is to pay marke<l at¬ 

tention to the trend of such opiuioo. For this 

reas.m the standing of the stage under the ruling 
is again seriously endangered. In the face of the 

new danger the stage can only do what other pro- 

fi-eslons in the same plight liave done—expressing 

a iwrfect willingness toa<-|uiesce to the inevitable 

without protest If It can be demonstrated that 

in doing so it will aid the common cause, but

entertainment and diversion it is effectively per¬ 

forming a service the government has recog 

nized as useful and necessary, that a cliange in ' 

the status of the individual is not likely tu in- 

i-rease that Indlvtdiiars eillciencT in the great 

human machine, and that in utilizing the stage 

as a medium for propagamla the goverument can 

bring, anil Is bringing, to its aid a valuable j 
wesimn for the successful prosecution of the war. 

It is barely possible that the the.:*er could 

continue to o|>erate with reduce<I efflcieui-y were 

it deprived of the services of trained and ev- 

I>erienced men of ages between I’l and but 

it is not iMi-sible to ilo so were all men of from 
IS to 45 withdrawn from its service under the 

[lenalty of losing deferred elassifiiation. The 
men we can give and can epare we have either 
already given or will give with readiuess. A 
further drain on our personnel would re-iilt in 

the complete cessation of business, of the loss 

of millions in Invested capital, in the destrui flon 
of a very considerable source of governmental 

revenue (to be doubled In rate, and still further 

incr^sed In volume by the probable Increawe in 
business), and in the throwing out of employ 

ment of many nee<ly individuals, particularly the 

women, who are scarcely fitted for work of an¬ 
other s<<rt.

the history of the world. Are these forces going 

to solve these economic and social problems by 
calling names and fighting among themselves?

It is said that the Nonpartisan League has 
sold 8,000 copies of President Woodrow Wilson’s 

boiik, The New Freedom, to Its members. A 

movement founded on a power that drives that 
many people to purchase a book that Is as funda- 

ment.ll as The New Freedom will never be met 

by harlequin orators or slap-stick spellbinders. 
When the merchants, bankers and manufacturers 

will lihow the same wllliugnesa to back their own 

faith with their own money in anything I'ke the 
same degree that the farmers have done then 

tliere will soon be aometbing atlrring. Mlnda 

will begin to work. Agitation and discussion 

will lead to organization and action. 
Can we accompIUh enough to Justify us In 

asking for such a campaign? Other towns and 

Two hundred thousand dollars was raised as tn 

investment to be used In developing the oil and 

gas properties bandied under the title of the St. 
Clair and Gulf Oil Co.; $150,000 was then sub¬ 

scribed for furthering the Interest of the Prairie 

on i Gas Co. These are interests which, when 
fully deTeloped, will help the town. 

The Pauls Valley Ice & Fuel Co. was organized 
with a capital stork of $40,000. It was all paid 

up, and the company set to work to supply fuel 

and ice, two of life's neceaaitiea, to the pe<'ple 
of that community, 

A town Is really not mueb of a town any more 

that does not bare some adequate way of taking 

care of Its weekly laundry. The Pauls Valley 

$team Laundry was therefore organized, and 

$10,000 raised to equip it and set it to work to 

help make life more livable by relieving the 

women of one of the most irksome tasks that 
falls to their lot—washing and Ironing. 

Twenty five thousand dollars was raised for 

the extension of the water and sewer system, of 
whioU they were already mure or less proud. 

One hundred thousand dollars was raised for a 

local building and loan association. It has been 

doing wonderful work as a community bnllder. 

The new homes, new offices and many Improve¬ 
ments show something of what this institution 
means to these people.

Equipped by long 
preparation In times of peace, the Chautauqua camps all over the country are now pre¬ 
pared, as la no other agency, to ‘‘keep the home fires burning,” to maintain that Intelli¬ 
gent patriotism, that clear understanding of what we are fighting for, that indomitable 
resolution to win and that cheerfulness and courage which are needed In order to make 
America one hundred per Cent efficient In her gigantic task of "making the world safe 
for democracy.”

The other day Thomas F. TTodge, secretary 

of the Chamber of Commerce and Community 
I-eague of Paula Valley, Ok., sent us the facts 
which be has gathered for bis annual report to 

the league covering the first nine months of the 

.idministration of B. K. Johnston, the president 

of the League. 
The Chamber of Commerce and Commnnity 

I^-iguc held what they called Community Week, 

nlii<h was aided and organized largely thru the 
efforts of one of the llvest and most helpful 

pni'ers ptihliehed in this country—The 'Oklahoma- 

Farmer Stockman. This Community Week, in 
fact, was held under the ansplcoa of this paper. 

There are five systems of township roads which 
run out of this little city. Over these roads 

moves the activity of all the SO.tiOO citlzena of 

Carvin County, of which Pauls Valley, a town of 

4,(MS» |M>puIation, Is now the county seat. These 

roads are the arteries of trade and social affairs 

of that community life. They are the very life 

of that section. Therefore the first thing that 
was needed was an Improved road policy. What 

brought this need to the public mind? You know 

the answer. It was the urge and entbutiaim 
set loose during “Community Week.” 

The first thing brought forcibly to the public 

mind was the need of improved ros' a. A cam 

paign was started dtirlng Community Week to 

raise the money with which to flnince this 
project. Three hundred and sixty thousand dol 

lars in cash and bonds was raised and during the 

past nine months haa been ai>ent on theae five 

ayatema of township roads. 

A mo'lern fire department was installed. Bat, 

of course, that took money, so $0,000 was raised 
for this purpose. 

What effect did all of this money raising have 
on the big Issue of WAB? In some places 
the little two-by-twice atategmen and store bos 
l>olitical economists cry aloud against all activity 

except the work of war. The answer to this la 
found In the fact that Pauls Valley went Over 
the Top with $40,000 more than her share in the 

last Liberty Loan. The county went Over the 

Ti>p with a rush. Then came the Bed Cross 
Drive, and Pauls Valley was there with the 

proud record of having more than doubled her 
quota. Paula Valley unfurh-d the FlUST COl’N 

TY SERVICE I'LAG in the Lulled Stales. 

Scvenly-flve thousand dollars was spent during 

that lime for Improvemenia ou the homes of the 

g<K>d i>eople; $75,000 went on the business houses. 
During those active days of agitation and fur¬ 

thering the beet Interests of Paula Valley an<I Gar¬ 

vin County, 100 boys were sent to the farms 

to help better feed the world at war. A bureau 

of free employment was established and the 
farmers were sopplled with .TOO farm hands. At 

home the campaign fur War Gardens was a real 

success. They went right after every form of 
activity and during the nine months covered by 

this report they equaled Helntz’s record by hold 

Ing “57 varieties” of meetings thru the county, 

They staged what they called Turkey Trot Day, 

when 100 big turkeys were given away to the 

7,000 vialtora who came to their city to do their 
Cbiistmaa shopping. 

All of this meant that there must needs be a 
Community House, ao $15,000 was rals<'d and i>ut 
Into this splendid community building, whi 

among other things, baa an auditorium seating 

2,600. Thirty tbonsand letters were sent from 

tha Community House during the first six months 

of Its existence. Much national advertising was 

given to Paula Valley, and these bustling people 

have bad no more business sense thsn to take it 
and be thankful that they got It. They really 

believe that It la worth mentioning as one of 

their local assets. 
Tliey realize that a community as extensive 

as theirs has need of some one to look after their 
general good. That is why they hare a county 
agent. The town pays $.'>t) per month towards 

(hr salary of the county agent ami work of tbs 

unty demonstrator. Among the things which 
the county agent baa done might be mentioned 

such work as a trip to Missouri, where be pur¬ 

chased nine cars of corn for the farmers to meet 

an emergency. This corn was delivered to the 

farmers at actual coat. 
The local activities were looked after by one 

of the most efficient secretaries to be found tn 
this country, Thomas F. Hodges, and an as 

sistant. These men know what activity means. 
They know that a live town must thrive by 
great githeringt. That Is why they went right 

after the convention of the Women’s Clubs for 

the 5tb district of the State, which they landed. 

They secured the location of the Fort Smith and 

Wichita Falla National Highway for their town; 
they got the Santa Fe R. R. to see that It would 
pay them to build a new depot at Panls Valley. 

Then they located the Denver and New Orleans 
National Hlghw.ay so that It could go thru Paula 

Valley, and now It does. 

Here are a few Items which might not be bad 

reading for those who understand what com 
munlty building really means. The business men 

saw that when brooms are selling for more than 

a dollar each that a factory might be made tn 

pay, so one was started at Pauls Valley, with a 

capacity of 40 dozen per day, and tbit factory Is 
sweeping right Into the front rank of local ac¬ 
tivity. 

Of coarse there are some who will eventua’ly 

die, even In a live town and In a bustling com 
munlty like Pauls Valley and Garvin County, so 

a flrat-class marble works has been established 

to meet the demands of those who care for their 
dead, and who realize that friends are more to 
us as the years go by, and that even the memory 

of our loved ones Is enhanced as we grow older 

and contemplate the mystery of life Itself, all of 
wlilch means a market for the output of a modern 

marble worka. 

It Is easy to see that there Is need * f com¬ 

munity action where there are so many things 

oing on. Community protection. If you pleaae. 

TTio commercial life must be protected from 
wi'lt-mcanlng. but thriftless workers In church, 

charity, school and eleemosynary forms of ac¬ 

tivity. The result of the perfect system as It 

obtains In this wideawake community has been 
•<• effective that not a single anbscrlplion Hat 

lias been presented to the business men during 

these wonderful montbo, either for commercial 

or public purposes. Somo record. 
One of tho stock tn trade expressions thst 

one bears In work of this kind la; "Ob, this 
town, or this c<>anfy. Is different from any other 

one yoti were ever In. Our people won’t co¬ 
operate on anything.” 

Perhapa the bitterest fights that have ever 
rent any section of this great country has been 

over the location of the county court house. Can 

you think of • warmer time than an election 
over this tcxwI problem? Garvin County had 
had a court honse fight on ita bands over the 

Statehood question, and the hottest part of this 
fight was rvarlieii during this campaign, hut 
Pauls Valley won out, and Is t-day the c«iunty 

seat of Garvin County, and has a court house 
which cowt $l.'>il,lligl. 

During the Community Week, which we have 
set fuilh as the Inspirallnii and starting of all 

this pM-al aetlvlty. FYank Sto<'kdalp held a Mer 

chanta' Inklitule,” and much of the cp-dit for 
this work certainly belongs to him. It was he 

who showed the merchants that they neeiled t-» 

better their own condition and that the best way 
to do that woiilil be by better serving the people 
of Garvin County. 

Wc cannot help but feel that this Is the kind 

of work that .4merlra needs most just at this 
tune. Wc niu«l ri’iiieniher that when ttie war Is 
over tlier" will be a greater struggle than ever 

for business, that politicians will try to slip 

Into office on the plea of patriotism and that all 

kinds of favoritism and special privileges will he 

used as a bait fi>r rotes. That the business men, 

the workers and farmers will have to do the work 

of reconstructing Europe and advancing the bus¬ 
iness Interests of our own country. They will 

even have to pay the bills i)lled up by tje kaiser’s 

lielliab wrongs.

The wi.sest among us can not tell 

whether we have touched bottom and 

business will commence to improve 

from now on or whether it will suffer 

additional contraction.

In the big cities the effect will 

be felt still less and in New York and 

perhaps also in Chicago, New Orleans 

and San FrancUsco we may expect the 

least disturbance—it will hardly he 

manifest at ail in these last named 

centers unless the no matinee rule 

should Issue—and that will not hap¬ 

pen until baseball, racing, golfing and 

all other sports and pastimes that 

break into the working day have been 

declared taboo. 

But nothing help.s us to decide 

whether or not the tide has reached 

its lowest ebb as yet nor have we any 

way of determining when the flow is 

due. 

Still everyone’s duty is clearly mani¬ 

fest—carry on. 

.Keep “a trying.” 

Do not yield to discouragement. 

Do not so cheapen your offering as 

to impair its quality. 

Do not follow the old rule of “cut¬ 

ting out an actor and putting out an¬ 

other bill.” That no longer works. It 

is questionable if it ever did pay. 

Raise your prices of admission if 

you can and remember that one never 

knows what can be done until one 

tries. 

Cut your jumps whenever you can 

do so wisely, but do not include poor 

or questionable stands to reduce your 

outlay for transportation. 

Cut out every nonproducer about 

the show or house. If you can not 

make the gifts, abilities or energies 

of any man or men available there are 

plenty of other employers who can. 

There is employment for everyone 

and then some, A.ND THERE IS NO 

EXCUSE FOR THE IDLER. 

If ever there was any truth In the 

famous line, “Those truly serve who 

merely watch and wait,” there Is none 

now. This is a different kind of a war. 

It must be won almost a.s much by the 

energj*, efficiency, application, econ¬ 

omy, self-denial and thrift of those at 

home as by the heroism of our boys at 

the front. 

So let’s got busy. 

Let’s keep busy. 

Let’s economize. 

Let’s Hooverize. 

Let's .save. 

The less idleness and unemployment 

there is the sooner we will win the 

war. 

The professional people of America 

have rendered a royal account of 

themselve.s so far. They have been 

admirable—splendid. But fine as their 

showing has been they must not re¬ 

main content with it or evince the 

slightest disposition to rest upon their 

laurels. 

They must do better. 

They must try to establish a new 

and higher record for the second year 

of the war than they maintained dur¬ 

ing the first. 

There are a few slackers and a few 

idlers still remaining in their ranks. 

These should be treated as the work¬ 

ing bees treat drones. 

There are a few members who are 

not 100% efficient. These should be 

prodded. 

And everybody should exercise more 

self-denial and economy. 

It is 480 miles from the present bat¬ 

tle line to Berlin. That is quite a ways, 

and there can be no peace until Ger¬ 

man autocracy and militarism is 

crushed, which can hardly be until 

Berlin is taken. 

Roseate as is the news from over 

there, let us not let it induce us to 

relax even temporarily. If it serves 

otherwise than to stiffen us to renewed 

effort and greater determination we 

shall be unworthy of our boys who are 

creating it. Only when we match ev¬ 

ery Intrepid advance of theirs with 

some new, helpful, supporting sacri¬ 

fice or aid of our own will we be play¬ 

ing fair.

Shrrreport, !«., An)?. 10.—Judging by the 
nnmerouit incjnirieH and appIlcatioDH for concee- 
alons. pxhiblt apace and other rcaervationa and 
the many encouraging reporta that are pouring 
into the <>lll< e of Secretary \V. It. Hirach, the 1018 
utate Fair of LouiKiana, which wiii be held Oc¬ 
tober 30 to November 4. inciuaive. is going to be 
the biggest and best on record. A record-break¬ 
ing cotton crop seems assured and the farmers, 
merchants and other business interests and 
their hundreds of Uionsands of cmpioyees will 
have roiis of money to spend. 

The State Fair Association is offering ap 
proximatcly $25,000 in premiums, most of which 
will be awarded for articles that are directly 
in line with the government's call for increaseil 
food pro<luctiim and conservation. The need of 
recreation is also recognized, and an unusu.ill.v 
line collection of amusement features has Is’eii 
tiooked for the entertainment of the visitors. 
The management has dedicated the fair to the 
government in its war program, and patriotism 
will reign supreme in the exhibits, the amuse¬ 
ments and everything else connected with the 
big show. 

The management has made arrangements for I 
an excellent hill of outdoor attractions, including 
automobile contests, horse racing, gorgeous fire¬ 
works spectacles, sensational vaudeville feats, 
musical concerts, and the (lladway amusements, 
about twenty five different attractione which will 
be furnished by the Wortham Shows. 

Modern warfare will be depicted in a realistic 
manner thru the mammoth fireworks spectacle. 
The World's War. with displays each evening. 
An excellent bill of free acts will be seen each 
afternoon in front of the grand stand and each 
night in connection with the fireworks. 

Fnder direction of J. .Alex. .Sloan, as super¬ 
intendent, the annual automobile race meet, with 
a dozen or more famous daredevils iiarticipating. 
will be held Sunday, November .3. Tile fair as- 
aoclation will offer a special prize for a l.iberty 
championship contest. The price will be paid in 
l.iberty Ronds. 

A three-day horse race meet, in which purses 
aggregating $3,360 are hung up, will be fiulled 
off daring the first three days of the fair. Five 
running events and one harness race each after¬ 
noon are called for. 

Offlclal assurance is given that fJladway at 
tractions will lie fully up to standard. It will 
be the first visit here by the Wortham Shows. 
According to reports from other i>olnts the pa¬ 
trons will surely pet their money's worth. 

A large exhibit by the government will he 
among the feature attractions.

WONDERFUL LUNA PARK 
RETAINS PRISTINE GLORY 

Heart of Coney Island, Now Sixteen Years Old, Is 
Enjoying Biggest Year in Its History— 

Unsurpassed Among World’s 
Amusement Parks 

By MRS. J. C. DRUM 

Luna Paik. the Heart ef Coney IMand, 1» 
now sixteen years old, and as glorious as Its 
Maains tower ot Jewels It radiates as the big¬ 
gest, best and most giguntle imblie idaygroiind 
In the world. With all the hard luck, and war 
necessities of lights outs, together with bad 
weather, this has lieen the biggest year in the 
history of Coney Island, and I.una is smiling 
ogaln with rofTers tilled and tlie tinkle of the 
dimes ringing in the bushel basket. 

There is a psyeliologleal fact liaek ot the 
double success of Coney ami its I.una tliis war 
summer. It is this, that the pe<ii)le of New 
York City, like those of I’arls and l,oudoii, liave 
sought to relieve the strain of the gigantic 
struggle which has taken young men from so 
many of its homes by tlio lighter, clean amuse¬ 
ments which are not expensive. The strain is 
too heavy and the people must be amused. So, 
not wishing to lie wasteful in this mild indiil 
genre, they have sought the least expensive 
form. Coney Island and laing. Anil, strange as 
it may seem, the wealthier classes liave re 
turned to Luna for amusement. The I.ake Como 
villas are abandoned, tne shops of Isuidon and 
Paris neglected, the watering places of tlie con¬ 
tinent and even in America have not lieen 
sought. European travel is at a standslill and 
those who must seek rest in the wanderlust 
have gone to the Far East. Even Honolulu 
has a press agent. But the vast m.ajorlty of 
the wealthy and middle class of New V ork have 
remained in Its vicinity, and a large jiroportion 
have resurreeted the days when a lark at Coney 
and a helter-skelter evening at Luna was the 
thing. 

And all of this is a monument to Thompson 
& Dundy, creators of I.una. and their siieeessors, 
the Board of Directors of the present I.una 

' Amusement Company, who took over the great 
institution a few years ago and s.iveil it for¬ 
ever to the amusement lovers of tlie world. And 
the whole world is a true ipialilleation. for there 
is not a spot in toHl’s good creation that lias not 
beard of I.una Park, Coney Island. I’eter Mey¬ 
ers, wh<i executed the designs of Frederick 
Thomtisnn to the shr<*w*d iHiokkecpiiig of tlie 
lamented “Skip” Dundy, is even now tlie archi¬ 
tect of I.una, and su|icriutcnds its cliaiiges and (mbelllshments. 

It was he who, after the eomidetion of (he 
l^iginal I.una, built similar I.iinus ail over the 
•Vorld. Paris, Berlin, Vienna, Bnisscls, St. 
Petersburg, all had their I.iimis, and tlie name 
became internationally synonymous for haii- 
plness. He also erected one in Con-itantinople. 
And now he has returned to ills original I.una. 

The great park, never an.vwliere quite dupli¬ 
cated. had its origin in the first amiiseriient ven¬ 
ture of two enterprising young sh'iwiiieii. Fred¬ 
erick Thompson and “Skip" Dundy. Tle y had 
created for the midway at the Buffalo Exisisl- 
tion a mechanical illusion which they railed A 
Trip to the Moon. It proved a fortune getter 
for the firm of Thompson A- Dundy. With their 
earnings they decided to Invade fi>ney Island 
with an enterprise so massive that it 8«-emed 
lm;iosslhle of aer<impllshment. But they pro¬ 
moted It, financed it, built it and oiiened It. all 

a few months. 
Hk I'iot even then did the great world of pleas- 
Ivre seekers, thrill hunters, realize the genius 
^of these two men. They did not know that the 

^lagination of Thompson was gigantie. and they 
■ad scarcely time to analyze that the finnc'al 
genius of “Skip” Dundy would have made him 
a master of Wall street had tliat been his 
metier. Luna opened with a whirl of haiqii- 
ness. for not only was it as a wlede beyond the 
dreams of the most prolific slu'w-man,' luit in 
every detail was it novel, gigantie. True to 
their own selves the two men had saved a 
splendid spot near the entrance for their orig¬ 
inal project, A Trip to the M<win, ami it con¬ 
tinued to bring in fortune after fortune. It 
was many years before it was suiiplanted. This 

season It houses the Silver Glades Ice Skating 
Show. 

Restless, working like a steel trap with 
plenty of customers, the creative faculty of 
Thompson went merrily on its way and he next 
planncl the great New York Hippodrome, and 
“Skip” Dundy executed it. It again was the 
talk of the universe, and it tx'camse the Lnna 
of New York's winter happiness. Then the 
Black .Angel (lassed bis hand across the brow of 
“Skill” Dundy. He had. so one of bis most 
intimate friends states, a premonition of bit 
dissolution. It was when their next mar-

Americans are highly emotional, and the 

theater has always been a safety valve where 
surcharged emotions might be relieved by wh<'le 

some entertainment. 

Another reason put forth that the increased 

tax will Lave no effeet on the motion picture 

Iiatronage, is the excellent medium offered by 

the screen for war propaganda, heartily en 
dorsed by the governne nt, from I’resident Wil 
►on down. People «:io never saw a film exhibi 

tion—who were, in fact, opposed to such exhibi 

lions to the extent of protesting legally against 
them—now welcome sieTi showings when ex 
hihiting war activiiii-s. In ni'.ny .States Sunday 

shows arc in direct violation of the laws hither¬ 

to most religiously lived ii;i to. Within the past 
few weeks in several .'States stieh laws have been 

set aside and Sunday shows not only permitted, 

but sanctioned, by the religious fraternity. 

Three of the States are now planning to in 

loriwirate the legality of Sunday theatrical per¬ 
formances in tlicir ptilitical platforms for the 
coming fail elections. 

The third reason given—and one that seems 
to corrolHirate the views taken by the majority, 

is that oiir nam in uniform must be entertained.
