2. Included in a report dated 5 October 1962, was a list of Cuban
diplomatic couriers who frequently traveled to and from
Santiago. Erico DBENITEZ Gimeno appecared on this list and was
reported to have been born in 1925 in Cuba. He carried diplomatic

passport number 217/61 and was single.

3. The records of this Agency réVeal that Enioc BENITEZ Gimeno
left Montevideco for Santiago on 21 January 1963. .
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In a report dated 3 March 1963, an] !
reported that Enio BENITES Gimeno arrived in Curacao
from Habana on 15 Octuber 1962, and left for Port uf Spain,
Trinidad, on 16 October 1962, He doparted Trinidad on 18 October
1962. BENITES was born qn 22 August 1925 in Cuba and his occupation

was listed as diplomat. \

An 8 March 1903 report stated that Enio BENITES Gimono arrived ln
Tokyo on 18 February 1963. .

A report dated 15 March 1963 stated that Enio BENITEZ Gimeno, a
Cuban national, arrived in Colombo oq 14 March 1963, for a three
day visit at the Cuban Embassy.

On 3 May 1963, it was reported that Enlo'BBNITES Gimeno transited

Karachi enroute to Colombo for New Delhi.
