The best beets are obtained on a deep, rich, sandy 
loam. If wanted early sow the early sorts in a hot¬ 
bed and transplant. Sow' about one inch deep in 
drills 18 inches apart, pressing the soil firmly into 
place. When plants are well set, thin to four or six 
inches. 

For w'inter use sow the turnip varieties in June 
or July so as to mature late in the season. The 
roots are stored in the cellar and covered with sand, 
or they may be stored out-of-doors in pits.

Culture—Sow the seed in the open ground as 
early as the ground can be worked. The seed is slow 
to germinate and should be firmed into the soil 
rather than covered, and the soil where it is planted 
should be kept moist. If seed is sown in rows where 
it is intended to remain, the plants should be 
thinned out when three or four inches high, to 
five or six inches apart, and plants taken up may 
be transplanted. When transplanting, clip off the 
tops and the ends of the roots to make the plants 
stocky. Rows should be four or five feet apart, and 
plants five or six inches apart in the row. After 
planting is completed cultivate frequently. About 
the middle of August begin to draw the earth up to 
the plants to blanch or whiten them. Continue 
hilling or banking them at intervals until cold 
weather, when they should be taken up and put 
in a pit or cellar for winter use. To get very early 
plants, seed should be started in boxes or hotbeds, 
and if grown too large before time to set them out in 
the open, clip off the tops to make them grow stocky.

A small amount of 
commercial fertilizer or well-rotted stable manure mixed well 
with the soil is advantageous. As the plant grows put in 
brush or chicken wire for support and keep it well irrigated. 

Sweet Peas are thirsty plants and should never be denied 
water. The real secret of success in planting and growing 
Sweet Peas is to get them in early. They may be safely planted 
as soon as the ground is ready to work but they rarely, if ever, 
succeed well if planted late.
