Bolsheviki Say Curzon Pro­

With Them

London, May ,7.—A Moscow wireless message to-day declares 
that the British Government has removed the Sultan of Turkey to 
Brusa, the ancient Turkish capital, south of Constantinople, across 
the Sea of Marmora, and about tweny miles inland from the coast 
of that sea. Special quarters have been arranged, the message 
asserts.

London, May 7.—There is reason to believe that Turkey will 
make a counter-proposal to the Entente when she is officially in­
formed that Smyrna has been handed over to the Greeks, says a dis­
patch from Constantinople to The London Times.

She will propose that the Greek 
troops be immediately withdrawn 
from Smyrna province and that a 
plebiscite be held under the auspices 
of an Allied force.

Should the majority decide in favor 
of the Turkish rule, the dispatch 
adds, the Porte would guarantee to 
make Smyrna a free port and grant 
large political and municipal con­
cessions to the Greek element. More- 
ovèr, It would guarantee its ability to 
keep the Nationalist forces quiet 
during the plebiscite.

SIR H. GREENWOOD

New Chief Secretary For Ire­

Sunderland, Eng., May 7.—-Sir 
Hamar Greenwood, Chief Secretary 
for Ireland, was re-elected to Par­
liament to-day in the by-election 
necessitated by his recent appoint­
ment to the Irish Secretaryship. Sir 
Hamar received 22,813 votes as 
against 14.379 for V. H. Rutherford, 
the Labor candidate, and 5,065 for 
W. Howe, Independent Liberal.

At the general election In 1918 Sir 
Hamar, then a Coalition Liberal, was 
returned by a plurality of about 2,000 
over R. N. Hudson, the Unionist can­
didate. The Labor candidate in that 
election polled 9,578 votes. No Union­
ist opposed him in the present by- 
election.

Los Angeles, May 7.—The fate of 
James P. Watson, confessed mur­
derer of Nina Lee Deloney, reputed 
murderer of four other women he 
had wed, and according to his own 
statement a bigamist by a score of 
marriages, rested to-day in the 
hands of Judge Frank R. Willis of the 
Superior Court.

London, May 7.—The Star’s Belfast correspondent says to day

jects, this day of days being turned over to the younger generation, 
with adults, no matter what their official standing, taking a back 
seat.

Preceding the crowning ceremony at Queen’s Park there was a 
parade unique in the history of Western Canada, in so far that the
loyal subjects of Queen Evva to the 
number of several thousand marched 
from the downtown section to the 
park, where the royal throne for the 
1920 May Queen had been installed.

A civic half -holiday had been pro­
claimed, and on this day of days New 
Westminster was the Royal City in 
the broadest sense of the term. Tr.is 
being the golden anniversary of this 
pretty festivity, commemorating Just 
half a century of such days in Ne.v

RAILWAY BOARD 
CANNOT INTERFERE

Cannot Make Lines Accept 
Prepayment For Goods 

Shipped to U, S,

Ottawa, May 7.—-Canadian ex­
porters will be obliged to ship freight 
to the United States charges collect 
as long as the Canadian railways re­
fuse to accept prepayment of such 
charges. The Railway Commission 
has issued an order dismissing, for 
"want of jurisdiction over the sub­
ject matter thereof,’J the complaints 
presented before the Commission on 
March 6 in Toronto, and on March 
16 and 17 in Ottawa, by the Boards 
of Trade of Toronto and Montreal, 
the Canadian Manufacturers' As­
sociation, and a score of Canadian 
exporters protesting against the 
action of Canadian railways in order­
ing their agents not to accept pre­
payment of freight charges to the 
United States on account of the ad­
verse exchange situation. The 
judgment of the Railway Commis­
sion, which will give the precise 
reasons for its dismissing the ap­
plication of the exporters has not 
been handed down, but the order 
implies that the Commission finds 
that the matter does not come with­
in its jurisdiction.

Some Relief.
United States railroads may short­

ly rescind their order demanding pre­
payment of freight charges on ship­
ment from the United States to Can­
adian points, following representa­
tions of Canadian importers to the 
Canadian Railway Commission that 
an addition of about ten per cent, 
was thereby being made to rates on 
the Canadian haul through the ad­
verse exchange. It is generally 
recognized in Canada that the Vnited 
States roads are entitled to their full 
proportion of earnings on traffic in 
the United States—in other words 
that thev are entitled to payment in 
United States currency for the haul 
up to the Canadian border. The ef­
fect of the enforced prepayment on 
exports to Canada is that importers 
here are paying in United States 
currency for the Canadian part of the 
haul as well, and the United States 
roads have agreed to modify their 
order so Jthftt payment can be made 
in United States currency for the 
first part of the haul and in Can­
adian currency for the haul in Can­
ada. „

It is understood that the Canadian 
Railway Commission is negotiating 
with the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission in the matter.

BOLSHEVIKI WERE 
BEATEN BY JAPANESE

4,000 Were Defeated in Si­
beria by Japanese Division 

on April 29

Tokto. May 3—Delayed)—The Jap­
anese Fourteenth Division on April 
29 defeated Bolshevikl near Khab­
arovsk, in Siberia, near the Man­
churian frontier, it was semi-of­
ficially announced to-day.

A dispatch received in London, 
April 27, said a Russian firm in Tien 
Tsin, China, had received a cable 
announcing annihilation of a Jap­
anese division in the Khabarovsk 
district. The dispatch added that 
no official statement could be ob­
tained.

Aggressive actions by the Bolshe­
vik! at Khabarovsk, Nikolsk and 
Vladivostok were given by the Jap­
anese commander as the cause of 
the seizure of Vladivostok early in 
April by Japanese forces.

PRAIRIE LANDS FOR
SOLDIER SETTLERS

Ottawa, May 7.—Practically the 
whole of the 69,000 acres of Indian 
reserve lands acquired by the Soldier 
Settlement Board have been sold to 
soldier settlers. There are, however, 
in some of the reserves, a few farms 
to be disposed of. The Government 
paid the Indians from $10 to $20 an 
acre for the land, and the Soldier 
Settlement Board disposed of it at 
cost.

In the case of the Bobtail Reserve, 
6,930 acres, the purchase price was 
$83,594. The Board blocked it off into 
farm units and appraised each unit 
according to its comparative value. 
The aggregate selling price was 
$83,596.64, being $2.64 in excess of the 
amount paid to the Indians for the 
whole reserve.

It is the one bit of Old Eng­
land, other than the Hyack Anvil 
Battery, which the Royal City still 
retains.

The equine and carriage reigned su­
preme with the May Queen, for the 
first section consisted of the royal 
carriage, accompanied by Boy Scouts, 
Sea Scouts, Girl Guides, Naval Go­
dets, High School Cadets, a detach­
ment of the Royal Canadian Mounted 
Police, and the children of the vari­
ous city and district schools, all on 
foot. The second section consisted 
of an automobile parade, the smaller 
children being looked after in this 
connection.

At First Event. T
J. J. Johnston, the present Mayor 

of the Royal City, and Master of 
Ceremonies to-day, was present at 
the first May Day event in 1870, 
though he had to be carried there in 
his mother's arms, being an infant.

A photograph of the 1870 event 
shows that there were then fewer 
than thirty boys and girls In the 
town, for it may be taken for granted 
that they were all present, even 
though, as was the case vrith the 
present Mayor, they were carried by 
their, mothers.

The first May Pole was erected at 
Sapperton, on the site of the old 
Government House. The May Queen, 
Miss Nellie McColl, who afterwards 
became Mrs. E. S. Scoular, and whose 

| demise occurred some two years ago.
! was enthroned upon the hand-pump 
| fire engine which was the sole protec- 
! tion against fires the city then boast- 
I ed. The old hand reel of hose, which 
completed the equipment of the fire 
fighters, also figures in the photo. 

Five Streamers.
It is noteworthy that the May Pole 

carried only five streamers, which in 
dlcates the smallness of the number 
of children able to participate in the 
dance which from early days of British 
history has been associated with May 
Day celebrations.

STATEMENT BY
BRIG.-GEN. McLEAN

Certain publications and reports from the Old 
Country remind i^s that all the firebrands en­
dangering the relations between the two great 
English-speaking nations are not in the United 
States. The Hearsts and Johnsons have their 
British counterparts in the shrill chorus of rancor 
and recrimination led by the egregious Bottomley, 
who a few years ago included Canada in the orbit 
of his trans-Atlantic antagonism to such a degree 
that it became the subject of serious notice and 
discussion in the Canadian Parliament.

In neither case do these people represent 
more than a minor fraction of their com 
patriots: the vast majority, of course, sin­
cerely desire the re-establishment of peace 
and harmony and are quite conscious of 
the fact that continued hostility between 
the British Empire and the United States 

‘would involve both in ruin and the world gen­
erally in disaster.

Fomenters of discord between the two coun- 
I tries are more dangerous than the social agitators 

whom both countries have been deporting. Henry 
Berkmann and Emma Goldman were not nearly 
the menace to the United States that Hèarst is. 
The average Bolshevist is not half as deadly as 
the influential preacher of international hatred.
, Canada is more concerned for the friendly re­

lations between the Britannic and American com­
monwealths than any other part of the Empire. 
She has more vital interests at stake. Along the 
international border from sea to sea there is 
not a solitary fortification and the only uniforms 
,in evidence are those worn by customs and immi­
gration officials. It is the desire of the great ma­
jority of the Canadian people that this condi­
tion should be perpetual ; only a fool or a lunatic 
would seriously advocate the reproduction in the 
New World of the strategical frontiers which 
exist in continental Europe, the maintenance of 
which means war and chaos.

During the presidental election a lot of non­
sense will be talked on the hustings which will be 
irritating to British people; it is impossible to 
muzzle ignorant blatherskites on occasions of this 
kind, but we would be as foolish as they if we at­
tached any importance to their utterances. It 
might be well for us to remember that in the 
election in Canada in 1911 much that was grat 
uitously offensive and even insulting to our 
neighbors was published and spoken by some of 
our writers and speakers. “No truck nor trade 
with the Yankees” became the slogan of virtually 
a great Canadian political party which, however, 
as soon as it was established in power did its ut­
most to increase that “truck and trade.” Our 
neighbors took it all in good part, understanding,

! from their own experience, tfie real inwardness 
of this apparent hostility. We shall show our 
good sense if we adopt a similar attitude towards 
the yellow presidential campaign of the Hearst- 
Johnson allianec.

MORE LIGHT NEEDED

At this range it would appear the Amritsar 
incident is not close judging by the remarks of 
General Dyer on the subject as reported in a cable 
dispatch yesterday* The. General is a soldier of 
many years’ experience in India, and his knowl­
edge of native sentiment and native aspirations 
should have had a restraining influence upon him 
unless extraordinary circumstances compelled 
him to take the course he did. He declares, for 
instance, that he issued instructions to his troops 
to fire into a crowd of 5,000 Indian civilians in 
order “to preserve India for the British Empire 
dhd to protect Englishmmen and Englishwomen” 
who were living under his protection. This is an 
extremely serious statement when considered in 
conjunction with a further declaration1 on the 
part of the General that lie was at first praised 
for the course he took and afterwards forced 
to resign his post. Private commendation in a 
matter of this kind and official censure when the 
light of day has been allowed to shine upon it 
are not conducive of confidence in the good faith 
of the authorities concerned.

, Misunderstood.
"Wheri the statement referred to 

was raàde I was opposing the giving 
of Increased pensions, or full pen­
sions, to widows less than forty years 
old who were in good health, able to 
work and without children. My re­
marks have been misunderstood, and 
I have been charged with stating 
that the majority of private soldiers* 
widows had been servant girls. I 
did not make that statement, and 
certainly never entertained such an 
idea. It is easy for hearers to mis­
understand a statement, but the offi­
cial stenographer’s report Is abso­
lutely correct."

In Ontario House.
Toronto, May 7.—In the Legisla­

ture yesterday afternoon Brigadier- 
General McLean's statements at a 
Pension Committee meeting in Ot­
tawa regarding soldiers* wives came 
in for heated criticism from Sergeant- 
Major Macnainara, of Rlverdale. Re­
ferring to General McLean's state­
ment that "the private soldiers' wives 
were, before their marriage, of the 
servant class." Sergeant-Major Mac- 
namara declared this to be "the con­
temptible utterance of a man who has 
disgraced the dignity and. honor of 
his military profession."

Praised Women.
He praised the work of the women 

of Canada and expressed pleasure at 
the resignation of Lleut.-Colonel 
Peck, V. C., frorti the Pensions Com­
mittee as a protest against General 
McLean's utterances.

"I don't know to what political 
party General McLean belongs; 
whether he Is Liberal or Conserva­
tive, Labor or United Farmer, but I 
say that he has dishonored the mili­
tary profession," said Sergt.-MaJor 
Macnamara.

NOTE AND COMMENT

According to an official statement just com­
piled one-half of the members of the British House 
of Common» have not so far opened their lips, even 
to the extent of putting a question. On the other 
hand, during 1919 Colonel “Josh" Wcdgewood 
spoke 230 columns, Sir Frederick Banbury, 190; 
Commander Kenworthy, 159, and Mr. Hogge, 245. 
There will come a day, perhaps, when the elec­
torate in all parts of the British Empire will make 
a note of the loquacious member of Parliament 
and mark him for proper treatment.

In a recent issue of The Jamaica Gleaner an 
editorial writer complains bitterly of the cost 
of living in that part of the world. For instance 
beef at fifteen cents a pound is regarded as an 
outrageous figure even in these times. How 
would the tenderloin steak at ninety cents appeal 
to the people of this “rum” country!

SIR HAMAR RETURNED.

Sir Hamar Greenwood’s re-election at Sunder­
land was looked upon as a foregone conclusion, 
although not even the Prime Minister himself 
would have prophesied such a signal demonstra­
tion of popularity for the coalition Government 
in a constituency so essentially industrial. The 
poll itself, however, shows the trend of public 
sentiment and would appear to indicate that in 
practically every English constituency a new 
division of political forces is recognized.
: Just as rapidly as the pendulum began to
swing against the Government very soon after its 
re-election—with a preference for the Labor can 
didate—so did it change its course immediately 
upon the prospect of the early advent of a Labor 
Government. This does not imply that there is 
organized antipathy on the part of the average 
voter to the moderate aims of the Labor Party; 
rather does it indicate a general opinion that the 
House of Commons as at present constituted 
should have a larger Labor leavening, so that this 
element may be the better schooled in-the ways 
of Governments before it aspires to take the 
leadership of the nation’s affairs into its own 
hands.

In any case the Sunderland election not only 
indicates Sir Hamer’s popularity and approves 
Mr. Lloyd George's Government; it appears also 
to suggest how remote a possibility is the revival 
of independent Liberalism despite of the return 
to the House of Commons of ex-Premier Asquith.

From Toronto comes the suggestion that 
American publications may be withdrawn from 
Canadian news stands in the early future by 
reason of the shortage of paper. How would it 
do for some week-end editions, for instance, to 
lop off about two or three score of their pages 
until the conditions of the paper market 
improve 1

Sir Robert Uorne, President of the British 
Board of Trade, says the present state of British 
Trade shows that the nation can go forward with 
the greatest confidence. Therein lies the secret of 
John Bull’s success in the field of commerce and 
industry. He does not look for trouble ; but if he 
must tuek up his shirt sleeves he is always par­
ticularly nimble in clearing away the mess.

COMPARATIVE COSTS.

According to a report of the United States 
Bureau of Labor Statistics the cost of living, in­
cluding food, clothing, fuel, heat and light and 
sundries, in the United States, increased 94.8 per 
cent, from July, 1914. to March, 1920. Food in 
that period jumped 100 per cent.; rent, 49 per 
cent. ; clothing, 177 per cent. ; fuel, heat and light 
49 per cent, and sundries, which comprise car­
fare recreation, medical attention, school books, 
insurance and so forth, went up 83 per cent.

It is interesting to compare these statistics 
with those embodied in the March report of The 
Labor Gazette, issued by the Canadian Depart­
ment of Labor. This report unfortunately does 
not make any reference to the cost of clothing or 
sundries, its returns being confined to food, fuel, 
rent and light. It shows, however, that the 
average .family s weekly budget of food rose from

WAGES IN TAR I FF-PROTECTED INDUSTRY.
(Norman Lambert in Manitoba Free Press.)

Interesting evidence is now available, however, to 
throw some light upon these increased costs of textile 
production in so far, at least, as wages are affected. Un 
fortunately, this evidence pertaining to labor costs waa 
not available in June, 1919, at Ottawa, while th'e official 
investigation Into the high cost of living was in pro 
gress. Recent returns to the Dominion Bureau of Sta. 
tistlcs on the woollen, cotton, hosiery and knit goods 
branches of the textile industry of Canada supply 
with certain authoritative figures which stand out in 

ivid contrast with those submitted before the special 
committee of the House of Commons last Summer, and 
add a new. significance to the words of the man who 
spoke about his mill not being built for the glory of God.

Take the woollen Industry first, cottons second? and 
hosiery and knit goods third, this being in thé compara 
live order of bad, worse, worst, wdien considered from 
the point of view of wages.

For the woollen textile industry the following classl 
fication was made according to weekly wage payments 
to specified groups of employees, as at December 
1918:
Group of 
Earnings.
Under $5 per week .........................
From $5 to under $10 .................
From $10 to under $15 .................
From $15 to under $20 ...................
From $20 to under $25 ...............
Over $25 per week .......................

The average annual wage paid to all wage-earners, 
both male and female, in the woollen industry In Can 
ada during 1918, was $624, or about $12 per week. But, 
as may be seen In the list, a large percentage of the fe 
male workers earned below $10 per week. Yet, it was 
claimed that tweeds had advanced 80 per cent, because 
of increased costs. And these are not pre-war figures, 
They prevailed in a year when very large profits were 
made on woollen textiles for military and domestic re 
quirements. In the case of the Paton Manufacturing 
Company, earnings on capital amounted to 72 per œnt.

FOR HEALTH CENTRE

Saanich Council, However, 
Adheres to Royal 

Oak Option

Three proposals for the suggested 
Saanich Health Centre were before 
the Council last-evening. In addition 
to the three-acre site on the Rithet 
property, upon which the Council had 
an option until Saturday, the Coun­
cil was offered a section of the 
Bridgman estate at Christmas Hill, 
and a site at Oak Street.

three acres to be acquired.

The Council therefore by resolution 
decided to take up its option on the 
Royal Oak site, and named a com­
mittee to select the three acres.

Gordon Head Lighting.
The Council held that the proposal 

for the lighting of Gordon Head was 
a matter to be taken up by the resi­
dents. The report will be placed be­
fore the meetings which will be called 
in the near future at Gordon Head to 
consider the water and sewers by­
laws, which are shortly to be placed 
l^efore the ratepapers.

The Council decided to receive and 
tile the communication from C. Hiram 
Babcock with regard to the proposed 
burial park on the Rogers property, 
a plan of which he had filed at the 
last meeting.

The Northeast sewer connection, 
about which it,was pointed out er­
roneous statements were made in the 
City Council on Monday, came up In 
an application for connection to be 
made with the sewer by G. H. Wal­
ton, but the Council declined to take 
any responsibility on the matter. The 
applicant wanted connection into the 
Normal School sewer, which empties 
into the Northeast sewer.

Expert Tells Business Men It 
Will Not Come of Its 

Own Accord

If Victoria wants to get the full 
benefit of Oriental trade she "must 
go after it;" if she wants to see huge 
steamers from the Far East lqading 
and unloading at the new Ogden 
Point docks she must show shipping 
companies some good reason why 
they should route their vessels to this 
port. There is plenty of trade and 
money in the Orient, but It will not 
come here of its own accord.

This, in brief, was what George 
Carter, the well-known Oriental im­
porter and expert on Asiatic com­
merce, told the Board of Trade, 
which held Its quarterly meeting at 
the Dominion Hotel at noon to-day. 
As the luncheon was held for the 
particular purpose of discusping the 
development of the Ogden Point 
piers, Mr. Carter's able address was 
heard with more than ordinary in­
terest by over eighty members 
present.

Most Favored Place.
Declaring that Victoria was one of 

the spots of the earth most favored 
by the Creator, Mr. Carter deplored 
the fact that Victorians had failed to 
make the most of their city—had dis­
couraged projects which might have 
grown into giant industries. What 
was most needed in Victoria, he felt, 
was a little more tolerance, a little 
more sympathy toward people who 
were trying to do things.

After persuading the Government 
to build a great breakwater and 
docks. Mr. Carter declared, Victorians 
had failed to carry on—the Govern­
ment had provided the workshop, it 
was up to the peopje to turn out the 
finished product. Lulled Into inactiv­
ity by beautiful surroundings, and 
wonderful climate, Victoria had gone 
asleep, while other cities were going 
ahead. Mr. Carter said. The result! 
was that commerce was nassing up 
Victoria and her great docks. The I

remedy van simple—it was usali
locks and even a free portprovide docks and even 

zone without getting business men 
particularly in the Orient, interested 
in the city. The equipment was 
there, but it had to be put to intelli 
gent use.

Superintendent Wanted.
Mr. Carter regretted that there was 

no one here in authority over the 
docks, so that importer» were unable 
to count on using them -in routing 
their goods. A port commission ap­
peared to him to be the logical or 
gunization to direct the wharves. A 
free port area, too, he emphasized at 
length, would be a tremendous assist­
ance to foreign traders.

The speaker went on to describe the 
tremendous commerce of the Ori­
ent and the almost incredible activi­
ties of every port from Yokohama 
right round the coast to Calcutta. 
But. he pointed out, the thousands of 
ships loading m the East, each one 
was definitely routed to some Ameri 
can or European port. Victoria must 
go after them If she wanted their 
cargoes to be landed here. Other­
wise they would journey elsewhere, 
because the demand for Oriental 
produce was constant and tremend

Muet Move First.
"You may whistle till you are blue, 

but the trade won’t move this way a 
bit," Mr. Carter asserted. "It won t 
move till we move. There’s lots of 
money in the East—any amount of 
it. and if we can show them a good 
proposition—if we can have a bond­
ed zone—I believe many Oriental 
merchants would send their produce

"But don’t let us think we have a 
right to sit here and expect the Gov­
ernment to do everything, and if we 
can only get together on this matter, 
we can make Victoria known all over 
the Orient, not only as a beautiful 
residential city, but as a big industrial 
city as well."

Free Port Zone.
"Once, we get a freeport zone 

President Beckwith declared, "we 
won't have to worry about having our 
docks used. There will be plenty of 
business to keep them busy."

Before adjourning the meeting 
unanimously endorsed the Harbor 
Marine Company's effort to secure 
further shipbuilding contracts.

SAÏ PROHIBITION 
DEFECTIVE, BEHER 

THAN NONE AT ALL
Presbyterian Synod Consid­

ers Benefits of Dry Law; 
Condemns Profiteers

People of British Columbia, espect- 
ally Presbyterians, are urged to re­
flect on the benefits of the Prohibi­
tion Act. according to a resolution 
passed by the B. C. Presbyterian 
Synod late yesterday Just before It 
concludes after it had been addressed 
by Harold A. Beckwith, the Rev. R. 
M. Thompson and the Rev. W. G. W. 
Foftune, prohibition leaders.

These speakers declared that even 
presènt conditions with all their de­
fects were better than the former 
licence system. They urged church 
support in the plebescite campaign, 
and recognition that defects are due 
to failure in the administration of 
the Act.

Reporting on industrial relatiops, 
Dr. E. D. McLaren declared that the 
church should become an agency in 
mediating capital and labor troubles. 
E. S. Woodward, President of the 
Victoria Trades and Labor Council, 
asserted that there Is no use looking 
to the newspapers for reliable re­
ports on labor. He said the Winnipeg 
situation was misrepresented by 
newspaper reports.

Condemnation of indviduals and 
corporations using the present econ­
omic crisis to amass fortunes was 
voiced by a resolution passed by the 
Synod.

Exchange Costs High.
The $35.000 raised by the Presby­

terian Synod in British Columbia 
last year represents an Increase of 12 
per cent, over the year before, ac­
cording tiythe financial report of the 
Rev. M. Mitchell, of Vancouver. Last 
year $1,178,646 was raised by the 
whole church in Canada. This Is 
nearly $200,000 more than the year 
before. Last year there was a loss 
of $64.000 through exchange on mis­
sion funds. For exchange the 1921 
budget is making an allowance of 
$132,000. The B. C. Synod, it was de­
cided, will raise $56,000 of the $1,400,- 
000 required by the Canadian Presby­
terian Church next year.

Judge Swanson, of Kamloops, gave 
a report on church property. The 
Synod was welcomed by the Rev. R. 
Wilkinson, president of the Minis­
terial Association of Victoria, and the 
Rev. H. 8. Osborne, of the Metro­
politan Methodist Church. Principal 
Smith and Dr. E. A. Henry gave ad­
dresses on the college in the new era. 
Mrs. Inkster was greeted as the rep­
resentative of the Women's Mission­
ary Society.

Next year’s Synod will he held In 
Vancouver the first Tuesday In May.

A vote of appreciation was given 
to Dr. Logan, of Westminster, who 
has been clerk of the Synod for the 
last twenty-five years.

Lacrosse is due for a great revival in this city. Efforts are to 
be made to popularize the national game among the school children 
and in this manner ensure a sturdy brand of coming stick-handlers 
v I10 will be able to step into the shoes of the seniors at present 
upholding the honor of their city in a brilliant manner, hut who 
will be called upon by Father Time in a few years to lay aside the 
gutted sticks. Unless the effort to popularize this branch of sport
18 made immediately, many old-lime lacrosse plavers think there is
a possibility of funado’» », I 1 —• —of Canada’s premier 
game being relegated to the scrap- 
heap of athletic endeavor.

A little over a score of years ago 
Victoria had a team of senior cham­
pions that trimmed everything the 
Mainland could produce. The old 
Caledonia Grounds were the scene of 
some mighty triumphs for the Capita! 
stick-handlers. Ten years ago la­
crosse was very popular in the city 
schools and there were leagues which 
attracted much Interest. Joe L&lly, 
the famous eastern sporting man, 
once made a trip across the Dominion 
in the interest of the national game 
and succeeded in stimulating the 
youth, to stand by the great game.

Drifting Away.
Now. however, there in a drifting' 

away from lacrosse. It is true that 
last year Victoria won the senior 
honors in the amateur world and It 
Is quite probable that her players 
will be able to retain the Mann Cup 
again this year. But what of the fu­
ture? That Is the problem which is 
worrying the lacrosse enthusiastists 
in this city. Outside of the Mann 
Cup team there is little activity in 
lacrosse. A11 effort is to be made to 
get three teams to enter the senior 
city league, and If enough of the 
older players can be induced to play 
it is quite likely that the schedule 
will be played. But as to interme­
diate and junior leagues there are 
none. There is not a school league, 
and without one it is negriy impos­
sible to develop players.

Lacrosse enthusiasts here will

make an effoft to re-establish the 
old School Lacrosse League, which 
would pick out and develop the 
youngsters and fit them for their 
graduation into a junior city league, 
and as they become older and more 
experienced pass on into the Inter­
mediate and then to the senior 
leagues. If this dream of the en­
thusiasts works out there will be no 
need for worry ns to where the fu­
ture lacrosse players will come from 
to defend the Mann Cup.

Support Is Looked For.
The support of the general public 

will be looked for in the revival of 
lacrosse, and it may be necessary to 
look to some people in this city who 
can spare a few of their bills which 
are piling high in the secret cham­
bers of the banks, to assist along in 
the move. Canada has two na­
tional games, which for abundance 
of exercise, skill, endurance and 
speed, clearly outdistance any other 
branches of sport. Ice hockey and 
lacrosse are purely Canadian, and it 
takes Canadians to play them. Other 
games are worthy of the attention of 
Canucks, but their national games 
should not be sacrificed, say the of­
ficials of the Victoria Amateur La­
crosse League.

Arrangements are now being made 
to hold a meeting of the Victoria 
League in the near future to formu­
late some sort of plans for the re­
vival of lacrosse among the voung- 
sters of this city.

The writer of the following on the 
sinking of the Lusitania, is now a 
resident of Vancouver. He will be 
recalled as the rescuer of Helen 
Smith, the little Yonkers,' N.Y.., girl, 
theh aged six, who lost her both 
parents, two sisters and a brother. 
With Mr. Cowper, she spent two 
hours and forty minutes in the water, 
clinging to a deck crialr until ultim­
ately picked up by a patrol boat. Mr. 
Cowper was later ^resented to Queen 
Alexandra, who took the greatest in- 
teresl in the welfare of the small 
waif of the sea who accompanied 
him to Sandringham Palace.

By Ernest 8. Cowper 
Five years ago this afternoon, at 

eight minutes past two, to be exact, 
the R.M.S. Lusitania, while making 
up for the Old Head of Kinsale, en 
route to Liverpool from New York, 
was torpedoed and sunk by a German 
submarine; thirteen hundred lives 
were snuffed out, among them many 
Canadians, and Berlin was thrown 
Into a state of exultation while the 
civilized world recoiled in horror. 
This -marked the' opening of a cam­
paign of savagery which continued 
for more than three years and proved 
the most potent {actor in bringing 
the United States to war with Ger 
many. But while the world became 
nauseated with daily horror» so nu­
merous that they were quickly 'for­
gotten, the destruction of the giant 
liner, fastest vessel on the Atlantic, 
still stands out in the memory of the 
people beyond any other single in 
cident of thé war.

But the horrors of assassination by 
torpedo were overshadowed by the 
number of acts of noble self sacrifice 
on the part of many of the victims. 
Germany best knows what her pur­
pose was in sinking the unarmed 
liner and drowning hundreds of 
women, children, neutrals and other 
non-combatants but this much is 
certain, that it gave Just one more 
opportunity for the English-speaking 
people to show with what quiet for­
titude they can meet the grim reaper 
whether it be on the rolling waves 
of the cold Atlantic or on the shell- 
torn fields of France.

When the Titanic was sinking, it 
was Colonel Astor who freely gave 
his life, and on the listed deck of the 
Lusitania it was Alfred Vanderbilt— 
whose grey-teamed coaches have 
been sadly missed along the Brighton 
Road—who readily surrendered his 
lifebelt to a lady, a stranger. Poor 
.Vanderbilt, unrivalled In the hand­
ling of the ribbons, he was childishly 
Ignorant of the simple art of swim­
ming. I saw him smilingly proffer 
his lifebelt to a grey-haired stew­
ardess from the secoué class, a 
cherry-faced woman who, with a 
sense of duty, knowing that she was 
one of the crew,- declined the lifebelt 
and pointed to a woman passenger 
w'ho was without one. Near the two 
stood Lieut James Dunsmulr, of 
Victoria, leisurely smoking a cigar­
ette and later rendering what aid he 
could in filling the lifeboats. I saw 
the corpse of the stewardess in the 
morgue at Queenstown next day and 
her face still carried the smile which 
had illumined It throughout the trip. 
She was a very brave woman.

I can still see EÎlbert and Alice 
Hubbard walking away arm in arm | 
to their room and closing the door 
behind them to solve the problem by 
themselves when they saw the last 
shred of hope die. And what a calm 
beautiful smile they wore. Hubbard 
was the man who characterized the 
Kaiser as "the man who lifted the 
lid off Hell," but for himself and 
Alice Hubbard It looked, from their 
demeanor, as if Indeed he had opened 
the gates of Heaven pnd given them 
a glimpse beyond its portals. They 
died nobly.

And the vision of Charles Frohman j 
standing in the centre of a little 
group telling a woman who had ut­
tered an involuntary wail that she 
must not be afraid, that "death was 
the most novel experience In life," 
still seems very real. Poor Ftohmati 
had not a chance in the world, and 
well he knew it. He had taken all 
his walks throughout the trip with 
the aid of a walking cane and though 
he looked 111, he always had a cheery 
word for everybody, whether pas­
senger or one of the crew. The in­
stinctive leadership Inherent in him 
disclosed itself In those last few 
dramatic moment#, for he was the 
centre of a group, among which were 
many men stronger than he, but who 
intuitively recognized Lis leadership 
and looked to him to tell them what 
to do or how to die. Little did he 
know on leaving New York that he 
would occupy the centre of the stage 
in his last dramatic moments.

From thé beginning it appeared to 
be a hopeless situation and so dif­
ficult was the launching of the boats 
owing to the terrible list, that It 
soon become a question of whro 
should remain among the throng 
which inevitably must be engulfed In 
the last plunge. One could seo the 
bow rapidly sinking, the water reach­
ing, thé Ibng.line of open port holes, 
higher and higtier until at last the 
small ensign which" fluttered from 
her stem disappeared, then the fore­
part of the deck, the navigating 
bridge, and then the funnels one by

The brave company who were 
working against fearful odds, backed 
up as the waters approached them, 
but the knowledge thr.t they must 
remain did not impair discipline in 
the slightest, and many women, 
thinking that others had^a prior right 
by age or family, had to be quite 
forcibly encouraged to take a place 
in the lifeboats.

But the bravest man of all that 
assembly was rugged, hard-swearing 
old John Davies, the boatswain. He 
had the most picturesque llnexof pro­
fanity I ever listened to, and he 
didn’t mean a word of it. He was 
a typical old sea dog the sort of 
boatswain one reads of in a Clarke 
Russeàl yarh. He had no frills and 
wore none of the fine plumage of 
the moderii pessenger liner. For 
everything and everybody but a ship 
or a sailor lie had a fine contempt 
and his attitude toward death was 
just as consistently contemptuous.

He directed the lifeboat Vaunching 
operations, and while one boat was 
filling he made fast the fall and lit 
his pipe despite the fact that the 
Lusitania's bow was then under 
water.

At first he had plenty of help, but 
as the waters came closer his assis­
tants became fewer. When I saw 
him, Just before I went over the side 
with Helen Smith, he had been joined 
by two boyish-looking, well-groomed 
wireless operators. They were only 
kids. It seemed as if they caught his

spirits, for one of them produced a 
packet of cigarettes and together 
they sat on the slanting boat deck 
waving farewell to their more for­
tunate brethren. I saw them launch 
their last boat and prepare to. launch 
another whén the Lusitania stood on 
end and threw all three into the sea. 
The two wireless boys were lost— 
they were Liverpool lads—but Judge 
qyy surprise when John Davies came 
ashore that night in Queenstown, 
having been picked up by a patrol 
boat after hanging on an upturned 
boat for several hours. If ever a 
man deserved to live, John Davies 
did. 1 hear the Cunard Line re­
warded, him by bringing his sea days 
to an end and giving him the shore 
boatswain's Job ut Liverpool.

It was such Incidents as these, 
coupled with the spirit of nonchal- 
ence apparent on all sides, that 
raises the question, docs nature for­
tify us with a reserve of nerve rce 
with which to face a crisis or does 
the mind become numbed by the 
magnitude of what is going on about 
it at such a time? I do not propose 
to answer the question, but this much 
is certain; there was not a sign of 
fear displayed by any man, woman 
or child aboard the Lusitania. All 
those who were lost died decently, 
and all those who were saved, were 
saved decently. There was no panic, 
no excitement of any description. 
The destruction of the liner is fre­
quently referred to as the "Lusitania 
horror." A fiendish act of barbarism 
it undoubtedly was, but the conduct 
of the people on board places it in 
the category of a tragedy, not a 
horror.

Even the children were calm. 1 
saw the corpses of several of the 
"children of the Lusitania," as they 
have come to be called, laid out on 
the cold flagstones of the building 
converted iqto a morgue in Queens­
town, with little posies of flowers in 
their hands. In many cases these 
babies were inf the last embrace of 
their mothers and fathers; in fact, 
many were buried that way. There 
was still a look of calm content In 
their faces, a look which would in­
dicate that the last vision their eyes 
beheld was a pleasant one. The 
women from around Cork* and 
Queenstown declare that on the night 
of May 7 each year the cries of the

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FROM BARTER TO 
COMMERCE

BY

SIR WILLIAM SCHOOLING, K.B.E., ,

“The Hudson's Bay Company, 1670-1920."

rPHE change in character from primitive barter to modem
commerce is perhaps less significant than the expansion 

of the operations of the Hudson’s Bay Company during the 
past two hundred and fifty years.

The “Non-Such,” a vessel of fifty tons, sailed for Hudson 
Bay in 1668. This was an event of momentous significance. 
Its cargo consisted of a fèw simple articles to be exchanged 
for furs.
' During the years 1915-1919 the Hudson’s Bay Com­

pany transported for various Governments goods in excess 
of 13,000,000 tons. In 1918 and 1919 the work was 
equivalent to unloading the contents of the “Non-Such” 
every seven minutes of the day and night for two years on 
end. The ships and cargoes sunk by submarines were 
valued at $125,000,000.

Of greater interest and importance is the huge trade 
of the Company’s Stores in many Canadian Cities. To 
them may fitly be applied the words which a wise old 
Indian spoke to his tribesmen one hundred and sixty years
ago : “There are traders............of the great lake yonder
(Hudson Bay) who are never absent, neither in our time, 
nor in the time of our grandfathers and great-grandfathers. 
They ate like the rock which cannot be moved, and they 
give good goods and plenty and are always ethe same. If 
you are wise you will go hence and deal with* them.”

This sage counsel to the Indians in the eighteenth 
century applies no less to the people of Canada nearly 
two hundred years later.

SAILING VESSELS
E

“Never have I Y>een so confident in 
the success of the sailing ship as I 
am at the present time,” declared 
Captain H. C. Hansen, one of the 
directors of the Victoria Shipowners,
Ltd., in discussing the favorable pro­
spects for the future of the wooden 
sailing ships being fruilt here for the 
offshore trade. Numerous inquiries 
have been received by Captain Han­
sen from prospective charterers of 
the ships to be turned out by the 
local yard, which conclusively proves . 
that the ships will be in demand at j 
profitable rates immediately they are Janeiro and 
put into commission.

“There will be no difficulty in 
chartering these vessels,” said Cap­
tain Hansen.. "Instead of four ships 
I could place forty at high freights ’*

In touching upon the profits to he 
made by sailing tonnage Captain 
Hansen pointed out that the situation 
was even better now than it was 
prior to the commencement of the 
contract.

Advantage of,Sa il.
The sailing vessel at the present 

time has a great advantage over the 
steam-propelled s£ip, he contended, 
inasmuch as the operation of the 
steamer was seriously handicapped by 
delays created by the fuel shortage, 
whereas the sailing ship relied solely 
on the zephyts to carry them to their 
destination. Furthermore, the sailing 
craft if much more economical to 
operate as,the operating expenses 
were insignifcant as com perd with 
the steam-driven vessel, which was 
forced to carry larger crews. The l 
ever increasing price of fuel was also 
a factor working to the disadvantage 
of the steamer. In point effici- 
eey the world's tonriege. he explained, 
was fully fifty per dent, less than the 
pre-war period.

At most of the large ports of the

world steamships were experiencing 
delay owing to difficulties in secur­
ing fuel, and in the majority of cases 
the vessels /had to await their turn 
at the supply depots.

The unusual situation created by 
the war has brought even England 
to a realization of the value of sailing 
tonnage. Steel sailing vessels are 
now being built in the United King­
dom, Captain Hansen stated, to prove 
his contention as to the efficiency of 
the modern windjammer.

The Victoria Shipowners, Ltd., in­
augurated this building programme 
with the object of operating the ves 
sels out of British Columbia ports, 
and this plan will be followed put. As 
far as possible the vessels will be 
kept on the Pacific, but good chart­
ers for lumber to South Africa are 
available, and coal at profitable 
freights can be secured from South 
Africa to Buenos Ayres, Rio de 

other South America 
ports. From South America the 
ships would be In a position to secure 
cargoes of the products of those 
countries to bring them back to their 
home port.

This means that the vessels will be 
earning good freights throughout the 
round trip, and after a few voyages 
would pay for the cost of construc­
tion.

Captain Hansen is an old sailing 
master who secured command of his 
first ship in 1891, and subsequently 
for twelve years was in the steam 
service.

"Force of circumstances drove me 
to tackle sail again," the captain re­
marked. “I saw a good thing in it, 
and grasped the opportunity."

Captain Hansen now owns five 
sailing vessels, which are more than 
making good on the trading routes 
of the world.

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Move to Establish 
Conciliation Board

Industrial Disputes Act May Be Invoked With Object 
of Bringing About Settlement of Seamen’s Strike in 
British Columbia Waters.

Vancouver, May 7.*—With the termination of the forty-eight- 
hour notice given local coastwise steamship companies by union 
employees the shipping, tie-up which threatens to be a repetition 
of that of two years ago, came into effect to-day. One by one 
vessels are being tied up to wharves and deserted by crews, and 
it is only by special agreements with shipowners that any ships, 
with the exception of the Victoria and Seattle ferries, are getting 
away. Formal move was made this morning by Federal authorities 
to establish a conciliation board and maintain uninterrupted ser­
vice pending a settlement of the differences at issue.

On instruction from Ottawa, D. T.
Bulger, fair wage officer, who was 
communicated with by Hon. Gideon 
Robertson, Federal Minister of Labor, 
is making a strong effort to establish 
a conciliation board under the In­
dustrial Disputes Act The Seamen's 
Union will consider his proposal

“We anticipate no interruption on 
the triangular or trans-Gulf service,” 
said James MacGown, superintendent 
engineer of the British Columbia 
Coast Service. He said that with 
the exception of the Priqcess 
Beatrice, which was taken to Vic­
toria yesterday to be laid up, all of 
his company's boats are running and 
It is expected that those men who 
have signed agreements will stand by

G. T. P. Sailings.
The Grand Trunk Pacific Steam­

ship Company announced this morn­
ing that arrangements helves been 
made to get the steamer Prince 
George away for Prince Rupert and 
Stewart to-night. Although the 
forty-eight-hour notice was up, Cap 
tain C. H. Nicholson, manager of the 
company, was successful in his nego­
tiations with the crew of the George 
and they promised to make a round 
trip with the vessel before they tie 
her up. It is not known what action 
the crew of the Prince Albert, slated 
to sail for the Queen Charlotte Is­
lands to-night, will take. The steam­
er Prince Rupert will arrive on Sat­
urday and the company will make a 
strenuous effort to get her away on 
her regular trip Monday night.

Union Steamship Co.
E. H. Beazley, manager of the Union 

Steamship Company, announced that 
the steamer Chelohsin will sail for 
Prince Rupert, .Anyox and Alice Arm 
to-night. The steamers Chilliwack. 
Coquitlam and Casslar have already 
been tied up and their crews have 
scattered about. Mr. Beazley stated 
that he will tie his vessels up and 
make little effort to operate them if 
the men refuse duty.

It is announced that satisfactory 
agreements have been made with the* 
crews on the West Vancouver and 
North Vancouver ferryboats and that 
these services will not be interfered 
with. The tieup will, of course, af­
fect tugboats, but as the majority of 
these small craft can be operated 
with a small number of men there 
will be little interference with the 
towing business, as an owner with a 
man or two can operate the average 
tugboat.

It is explained by both Captain 
Nicholson and Hr. Beazley. heads of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Steamship 
Company, and Union Steamship 
ship Company, respectively, that they 
are quite willing to meet committees 
representing their own employees ac­
companied by officials of the unions 
involved. The seamen take the 
stand that they have selected their 
own committees for negotiations and 
these committees must be recognized. 
It is somewhat different with the fire­
men who agree to meet the employ­
ers, provided the secretary of their 
union is admitted to the conference. 
There is little of the wage question 
entering Into the situation, that of 
recognition of unions and collective 
bargaining being the main bone of 
contention. The men insist that con­
tracts be signed between the com­
panies and the unions and not be­
tween the companies and crews.

The vessel carried 
44 cabin, 122 second class and 138 
steerage passengers for Seattle and 
48 steerage for Victoria.

The Arabia’s raw silk freight 
amounted to 2,352 bales. The Nip­
pon Yusen Kaisha liner Katori Maru, 
which is due to reach here next Wed­
nesday, has 3,821 bales of raw silk 
and 397 cases of silk goods on board. 
The value of the silk cargoes of the 
two ships Is estimated at about

TECHNICAL COURSE 
OUTLINED TO HOARD

Manual Training Supervisor 
to Study Methods in Other 

Cities

In order that we might have the 
benefit of other experts' experience 
in drawing up the curriculum of the 
new technical school, W. H. Blnns, 
supervisor of manual training and 
director of technical education in the 
city schools, was Instructed by the 
School Board last night to make a 
tour of the Northwest cities, visit the 
various vocational training institu# 
tlons and study their methods.

Mr. Blnns last night outlined to the 
Board a four-year technical course 
In the following memorandum:

Ordinary High School Course— 
Manual training and domestic science 
first two years (half day).

Commercial Course—Manual train­
ing and domestic science (half day).

Agricultural Course — Wood and 
metal (half day); gas engines (one 
evening per week).

Technical Course—High school en­
trance standing; mechanical and 
electrical engineering; one language 
to University; applied science mat­
riculation (evening school).

Industrial Course, for boys and 
young men 13 to 16—Three yytrs, no 
languages, High School entrance and 
junior 4th standing. Electrical work 
should be taken at evening school one 
evening.

Industrial Course, for girls and 
young women 13 to 16—Three years, 
no languages or French, High School 
entrance and junior 4th standing.

Part-time Courses — To be taken 
from 4 p. m. to 6 p. m. or held at 
stores. Forms to be filled hi by 
principal of school. Co-operation with 
Provincial Labor Bureau should he 
provided : visits to principal of school 
commence this term. “Store educa­
tion” should he the chief feature of 
Victoria In this respccL

Evening Schools—Correlation and 
grouping of allied subjects should be 
arranged.

Survey of Occupations of city using 
our schools should fill up printed 
questionnaire; also High School 
prospectus of above-mentioned 
courses and evening school syllabus 
should be taken up as soon as pos­
sible.

Technical Committee of the Board 
with •advisory committee (Board of 
Trade, Trades and Labor Council, 
etc.) should be appointed.

CADBOSO BAY AND 
WATER SERVICE

Saanich Council Favors Con- 
Tiection With Uplands 

Main

Two alternatives for the Cadboro 
Bay water scheme were submitted to 
the Saanich Council last evening by 
Engineer Milne, as follows:

First—By Installation of a pump at 
the Giant Powder Co.’s spring at a 
cost of $700, with $200 for transfer of 
water rights.

Second—By making a connection 
with a six-inch main In Uplands sub­
division. There Is a fifty-five-pound 
pressure which would be sufficient 
for the requirements the length of a 
two-inch line to connect with the ex­
isting three-inch main " would be 
about 1,700 lineal feet, and would 
cost approximately $860, according to 
the engineer. In this connection ar­
rangements would require to be made 
with the Uplands people. A motor 
would be required for pumping, cost­
ing $12 a month.

A letter was also read from Stuart 
Armour, proprietor of the Cadboro 
Beach Hotel, asking for a better 
water supply.

The Engineer was director to con­
fer with owners In the district, and 
to look Into the Uplands service as 
being considered the more feasible of 
the alternatives.
