The policy and practicability of istroduc-
ing free labor trom Africa, uuder the cover
of the mpprenticeship syetem, bas been a
Aubject of discussion for scme time tn Bo
gland and the Unmed Htstes. Frunce kaw,
under an imperizl order, already takea
measures for & trial of the syptem in ber
Weal tndia colonies, though in oppomition to
the earnest remoustrances oflhallnhuml.mm
of Mactivigue. 1o Euglund, the cyuntenances
of the government waus invoked for the plan
by persuns julorested io the British West
India plaptations, and aldo by parties wha
advucated the sysism as n substituts for the
African nlave trade. and # weans of oReoting
its abdtinn., The government did not, bow.
ever, come into 1he measnre.

Hut ua the London TYmes has becoms one
of its advientes, sud as the British guvérn-
ment acts uniformly 1 accord with that of
France, it may bo supposed that tha Britiah
®uvernmenut wdl ultimarely savor it.

Greal Britain bas tried the acheme of
Asiatic apprenticeship at Ceyion. 1o that
dtance the Asialica were engaged as ap-
prentices for the erm of seven years; but
n ho single tnstance did the apprentice sur-
viva the third year. Thsir employers were
Intarested 11 making the momt ol the bunss
and sinews over which their cuntract gave
them a control,

The name would be the resuit, no doubt, of
the introducilon of Alricana as appreotices
in the British, French and Spasish West In-
diea. Instoad of surviving their term of ten
yeurs, aud returning te Africa, 10 snjoy the
fruitg of their labors, and carrying with them
the aris and habits of civization, as has
been promisvd. they will probably lay their
butes at the feet of their luskmasters. But
if they survive the ten years. how are Lhey
to return to Africa, and how are they 10 be
Burporled.’

The acheme & puur Aubstitute for tha
revival ul the African siave trade. The wn-
lerests of humanity would be better efan-
auited by rem ving all restrictions from the
siave trude than by tho adoption of the pro-
posed schome. fQaves are imporved in fami-
lies, while the Appremtices are to consist unly
of males. The alaves sud their fumilias—
effectives nnd nom-efectives—are to he taken
cure i.L whether sick or weli, and as long as
they hivg. But the apprentice 1s denied the
comtort of a family, and, wheu hs sirengih
fails, will he ahandnned to famine and death.
