REGISTERED AND CERTIFIED SEED.
Seeds to qualify for certification must be grown from

certified stock, and fields isolated from other varieties

to avoid mixing, field inspected, and when the drying
process is finished, re-inspection and samples taken for
germination test, by a representative of ‘‘Minnesota
Crop Improvement Association.'’ If purity and ger-
mination are found satisfactory, the seed is certified

and may be labled so. If you buy from me oi* any
other grower, CERTIFIED seed, you are protected
against misrepresentation as to vaiiety, purity and ger-
mination.
My Certified seed corn was selected early from stalk

and dried on racks and seed hangers. It has been in-

spected and approved for Certification. You can have
all the time you want to inspect it.

PIONEER SEEDS.
The best grade seed com outside my Certified you

can buy at any price is my PIONEER GRADE. Don't
conpare it with ordinary corn handled by seed houses
and dealers. My Pioneer is early picked, hand sorted,
no “scoop shovel'^ methods used here. Hand sorted
twice, same as my Certified. All my seed corn is tested
several times at heme and at least one test or mor‘e
made at the State Seed Laboratory, University Farm,
St. Paul, Minn. It is guaranteed to germinate ap-
proximately as stated, or your money back if the corn
is returned\ I don't limit you to 10 days, but give you
all the time necessary to make your own test or have it

tested at the State Seed laboratory.

DAKATO NO. 12 AND DRY LAND ALFALFA.
Dakota No. 12 is a Certified Strain grown in western

South Dakota, many fields 30 to 40 years old and still

producing. The Dry Land Dakota may be just as hardy,
altho not Certified. I have been growing these vari-
eties the past ten years and have never had any winter
killing. Those who feel they cant afford the Grimm
need not hesitate to use either one of these. My sys-
tem is to grow alfalfa for four or five years on the
same land, then raise two crops of corn. The increase
in yield cf corn is at least 50 per cent. When you buy
Alfalfa seed, be sure that you get genuine northern
grown. Miilions of pounds are shipped in from Europe
and South America every year and sold under differ-
ent brands. These varieties are not acclimated and will
be found' no hardier then seed shipped in from the
southern states .

SUDAN GRASS
Sudan gi'ass, the new emergency hay crop, produces
two crops' of hay from one seeding same season, or
from 4 to 6 tons per acre of better hay than any millets
or sorghums. Sow 15 to 20 pounds per acre any time
from last part of May to first of July. Don't sow
early—Sudan is a warm weather plant. Cut for hay
just before seed mature.

SCARIFIED GRIMM ALFALFA SEED.
Grimm is the hardiest alfalfa known and produces

equal to any of the best quality hay. It may be dis-
tinguished from common alfalfa by the branching root
system and varigated blossoms. Grimm as a rule con-
tains a large per cent of hard seeds that will not giw
unless it is scarified.





PURITY AND GERMINATION
All seeds are tested at the State Seed Laboratory for purity

and germination. I have a standard fixed, and any seeds that
do not come up to 99 per cent purity and? better than 90 per
cent germination will not be shipped out to any of my cus-
tomers. I use the most care in handling only seeds that are _
strictly free from any obnoxious weed seeds. If you want
to keep your land free from Quack Grass, Mustard, Doddard?
and Thistles, place your order with me and get a square deal.

Alfalfa and clover seeds offered in this list are the highest
germination obtainable and Purity is fi'om 99 per^ cent up.
