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Drought situation

Madagascar has a strong precipitation
seasonality, with the core of the rainy
season between December and
March. The rainy season 2020/21
started poorly, as shown by the SPI-
6, with less than half of the rainfall
normally expected for November and
December. Despite the seemingly
abundant rainfall of the period,
deficits may persist to become
evident on crop growth and later in
the dry season 2021 (May-October).
