SUBJECT: Recommendation to Transfer to the Control of Another Country for Continued
Detention (TRCD) for Guantanamo Detainee, ISN: US9YM-000225DP (S)

1. (FOUO) Personal Information:

2. (FOUO) Health: Detainee is in good health. He has no known drug allergies.

3. (S) Detainee Summary:

a. (S) Background and Capture Data. Unless otherwise noted, the following background
notes are based solely on detainee’s statements:

e Recruitment and Travel: In May 2001, detainee attended a mosque in Maabar, YM,
where Sheik Mohamed Al-Imam issued a fatwa inspiring him to go to Afghanistan. The fatwa
was a call to help the Taliban fight Masood's forces in Afghanistan. A recruiter, Salih Al-Rayni,
assisted detainee with his travel. Detainee flew by plane from Yemen to Kabul, Afghanistan
(AF), via Quetta, Pakistan (PK).

o Training and Activities: Detainee stayed in Kabul, AF, at a Taliban safehouse, for
three weeks to a month awaiting transfer to Bagram, AF. In Bagram, he served with the Taliban
as a cook for two months and once the bombing campaign began, he feigned illness so he could
return to Yemen.
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e Capture Information: Detainee was convinced to hide out in the Tora Bora
Mountains of Afghanistan, because Arabs were being killed. Detainee, along with 80 to 90 other
Arabs, left for a small village in Pakistan. A Pakistani guide took the group to Pakistani forces
where they were arrested and taken to jail in an unknown location. The group, including
detainee, remained in prison for a month before the US government came to question them and
take them to the Kandahar, AF, detention facility. Detainee stayed in a prison for approximately
30 days before being turned over to US forces. Detainee possessed a Kalashnikov rifle at time of
capture.

b. (S) Transferred to JTF GTMO: 9 February 2002
c. (S) Reasons for Transfer to JTF GTMO: Detainee’s knowledge of:

e Specific biographical information on Sheikh Mohommad al Imam and the Al Imam
mosque in Maabar, YM :

e General to specific biographical information on Taliban personnel at the Taliban
office in Quetta, PK

e General to specific biographical information on Taliban personnel on the front lines at
Bagram, AF

d. (S) Reasons for Continued Detention:

o Detainee admits to traveling to Afghanistan for jihad against the Northern Alliance.
His recruitment, travel, ingress/egress into Afghanistan via Pakistan, and stay at safehouses
mirror that of an Al-Qaida recruit supporting Taliban objectives.

o Detainee admits to traveling to Afghanistan, but insists he never received any type
of military training.

o Detainee admits to staying for approximately one month in a “Taliban Office”
while in Quetta, PK, and then another three weeks in a “Taliban Office” once he arrived in
Kabul, AF. (4nalyst note: These were most likely Taliban safehouses where recruits receive
religious and military orientation, and rudimentary weapons training.)

e Detainee was captured with a Casio model A159W watch. These watches have been
used in bombings that have been linked to Al-Qaida and radical Islamic terrorist Improvised
Explosive Devices (IEDs). 26 other JTF GTMO detainees were captured with the same Casio
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watches. (Analyst note: 1t is believed this watch was distributed to select recruits during
training at Al-Qaida’s terrorist training camp Al Farouq. 1t is possible this watch represents
that detainee may have received specialized training or may have been recognized for his
performance.)

e. (S)Intelligence Focus: JTF GTMO has determined that this detainee is of low
intelligence value due to his knowledge of:

Information on radical mosques and extremist recruiters in Yemen
Additional information on Taliban and Al-Qaida sponsored safehouses
Information on ingress/egress routes to and from Afghanistan from Yemen

e Information pertaining to Imam Sheik Mohamed Al-Imam and other radical clerics
that support the Al-Qaida and jihad

4. (S) Detainee's Conduect: Detainee’s overall behavior has been generally compliant, but he’s
shown signs of aggression on occasions. On 17 August 2004, he assaulted a guard. He has
occasionally refused meals and medications.

5. (S) EC Status: Detainee's enemy combatant status was reassessed on 24 February 2004, and
he remains an enemy combatant.

6. (S)JTF GTMO Assessment:

a. (S) Summary: It is assessed detainee is affiliated with Al-Qaida’s global terrorist support
network. Detainee served in support of the Taliban, and his being housed at Taliban safehouses
in both Pakistan and Afghanistan identifies that his entry into both of these countries was
coordinated via Al-Qaida and Taliban connections. Detainee has demonstrated a commitment to
jihad and has links to unknown Islamic extremist facilitators in Al-Qaida’s international terrorist
network, which needs to be exploited further. He has been deceptive and non-cooperative in
debriefings. It has been determined that the detainee poses a medium risk, as he may possibly
pose a threat to the US, its interests and allies.

b. (S)Recommendation: JTF GTMO recommends this detainee be transferred to the
control of another country for continued detention.
