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A MESSAGE FROM OUR PRESIDENT

THE TRUE MEANING OF EDUCATION

Education comes from the Latin word educo which means I lead (out) or
unfold. It is clear that the leading out or unfolding refers to the potential
capacities and qualities of those who are being educated, and that whatever these
may be, may be developed to their utmost. On the other hand education has also
its negative aspect which is the repression or suppression of those tendencies which

militate against the positive or good ones.

The operation on these two aspects of human nature is supposed to be done
at the same time: for in proportion as the good qualities are developed, the
undesirable qualities are eliminated. The criterion of education in the individual
is thus based upon the success in this operation, and we say education is a failure,
if it has not helped to develop the good qualities of the student and make him a

better and more useful man in society.

Knowledge is not an end in itself, nor is it a means of furthering the lower or
material ambition of man which is contrary to the original definition of the word.
It is a means by which one may be guided into the path of truth, in order to
avoid that which is wrong, and hence detrimental to one’s real interests, which are
both material and spiritual. The very application of the routine work of education
from the time a boy or girl goes to school to his or her graduation from the highest
institution of learning consists of a rigid system of unfolding as well as repressing
process. A pupil or a student is required under penalty to rise, to eat, to play,
to study at certain regulated times. He has to concentrate his mind in the
preparation of his studies. If he is irregular in his habits, or does not concentrate
his mind during the time of his studies, he is sure to fail miserably in his
examinations.

Now what do all these signify? Are they not for the developing, and
strengthening and regulating of good habits, and elimination of the bad? In other
words, to prepare the student for a successful life ? For what is success in life unless

it is the realization of what is best and highest in one’s ideas and ideals ?

Let us in this connection, not confuse the true meaning of success with the
vulgar interpretation of the common herd, which is generally measured by the
standard of dollars and cents, for it is not necessary to obtain education in order
to become rich in worldly goods. In fact many a wealthy merchant does not

belong to the educated class.

Education through its power of knowledge may put its devotee on a superior
footing and higher vantage ground and therefore may bring to him within easier
reach all the material advantages, but this is but a secondary and not a primary

aim of education.

The supreme purpose of education is moral excellence, and in this is measured
the degree of true success which a person attains. Study the ultimate purpose of
textbooks used in the schools and colleges, whether they be history, literature,
philosophy, cconomies, or science; and you will find that in their exposition of
nature’s laws they all point toward this one objective—moral excellence. The
laws of nature are the laws of order, and morals are the spivitual expression of
these laws of order. None who breaks this law or who becomes immoral, can

escape their punishment.

- Our degree of success in the world, therefore, even in the material sense,
depends upon the degree in which we conform to this moral order. Such common
maxims as - Honesty is the best policy,” “ Do ye to others as you would others

do to you,” are but expressions of the eternal moral law.

That there have been so much failure and disappointment in the lives of
many of our educated men is due to the simple fact that the meaning of education
cither has been wholly misunderstood, or that it has been abused. Qur ambition
for power and fame and wealth has stipled its higher purpose to which education

is leading us, and has blinded us as to its rcal ideals.

As educated men we should therefore not allow ourselves to be lured by the
lower material advantages which our learning has spread before us, but rather by
the higher ideals which it points out to us.

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THE FOOTBALL SEASON 1925-1926

This season has been one of the most brilliant in the annals of Fuh Tan.
Though there was no championship game kicked off during this period in which
our team could righteously take a part, yet more than a dozen of friendship
matches in which Fuh Tan eleven did not even once lose their ground is enough to
prove the invincible strength of our team. Is it not a matter worthy of
rememberance that even the champions of the E. C. 1. A. A. and 8. C. F. L. had
to acknowledge themselves being defeated ? Such a marvellous record is due first,
to the ability of the members of the team, second, to the fine coaching of Mr. D. T.
Lee, and lastly but not the least, to the keen interest and moral backing manifested
by the students and faculty of Fuh Tan.

There was much speculation at the beginning of the season as to the kind of
team that would be turned out for regular matches. With the loss of Messrs. C. F.
Wong and C. D. Pao from last year’s line-up there was a decidedly pessimistic
outlook. However all doubts were set at rest after the tryouts and the only one
who had much to worry was the Captain. There were so many good players at
hand that it was hard to pick out the best ones to form a team. However, with
the aid of the coach this difficulty was surmounted and the football squad began
work in real earnest.

As every-body knows, public interest in football has grown by leaps and
bounds within the last few years, and at the same time the standard of the
football teams has also been raised. Good team work, rather than individual
play, becomes essential to ensure success. Our coach, Mr. W. T. Lee, member of
the Hongkong Team, laid great emphasis on this point and the members of our
team were not slow to profit by his able training. The result was that we were
able to display some of the most beautiful combination work as well as individual
pluck and smartness in the matches played during the season against other teams.
Out of the thirteen matches that were played during the season, three resulted in
a tie and all the rest were won by Fuh Tan. Hence it may safely be said that
this year’s team knows no defeat.

Against the [Portuguese Kootball Club a match was played on Oct. 17,
resulting in a victory for Fuh Tan. On Oct. 26, the Kansa University Team from
Japan played a match with us on our ground. The Japanese played a very fast
game, but our players were faster and we were able to gain a victory by
3-0 score.

The match played against the University of Nanking proved to be of the
sreatest interest, inasmuch as they had been the championship of the K. C. I. A. A.
The score was 4-0 in favor of Fuh Tan and this proved our superiority without a
shadow of doubt. The victor of the S. C. F. L. fared no better when they met us
on the Pioneer Field. A glance at the record of the matches played during the
season is the best testimony of Fuh Tan’s Football Team.

Four of our players, Messrs. C. (. Cheng, T. S. Tsang, Y. Y. Feng and P. K.
Hwang were chosen for the International Games. Ling showed great improve-
ment as compared with his last year’s attainment, and Captain V. Z. Loh always
played very stecady and sticky games. Sha, the inside left, showed very clever
foot work, with another year’s experience he may be rated as a star. Locomotive
Bien showed good endurance and dash. while Coalie D. C. Lee played his part very
well.
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It is greatly to be regretted that Captain Loh, the right half back, Goalic Lee,
and T. S. Tsang, the outside right will leave us through graduation. They are
positions hard to fill, but with perseverance and hard work the players might
acquit themselves with credit next season. The team thanks Mr. W. T. Lee for
his able coaching, and the students and faculty for their hearty support.

The track .and field representatives of Fuh Tan University emerged easy
vietors in the Ist annual Kiangnan Intercollegiatc Mect, which was concluded
yesterday afternoon on the China National Athletic Ground. Out of the sixteen
events Fuh Tan was first in fourteen, scoring a total of 121-17/30 points, as against
$4-17/30 points for Nanyang, 33-1/5 for Kwang Hua, 14 for Chih-Tse, and 1-2/3

The athletes of the Kiangwan college really monopolized the day.
practically every contest the cream color of the Kiangwaners was to the fore.
The outstanding man was P. K. Hwang, who got four firsts in the four events he

competed, the 100-meter dash, broad jump, hop-skip-and-jump, and the pole
vault. With 20 points. the maximum any athlete could get in the meet, Hwang
was declared the individual champion. K. N. Sung, also of Fuh Tan was close
behind, with three tirsts and one second. 1. T. Chen won the 3.000 meters and
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Nanyang was a poor second. Y. T. Chen and L. K. Tai were their stars.
Kwang Hwa was good in the shot put, high hurdles, and pole vault.

The closest race of the day was the 200-meter dash. Z. B. Lee and Y. T.
Chen ran abreast all the way, and so close at the finish that the judges had to
declare a dead heat between them. The 1,500 meter race was also a spectacular
event, in which P.T. Chen of Fuh Tan won in much the same way as he won the
3.000 meters on Friday. The times of the 400 meters and 800 meter relay race
were good. P. K. Hwang’s broad jump record was also good, being 5.59 meters.
