Alta Fescue (Tall Fescue)
A deep-rooted, tufted, long-lived perennial grass with many leaves

coming from the crown of the plant, which are shiny and dark green.

Orchard Grass (Dactylis glomerata)
An early bunch grass which stays green in spite of heat and drought.

Top and 10 pounds Alta Fescue to the acre.
