orders before publication. Two timely gifts from the Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel (Negus Fund) enabled the Committee to lower still further the
initial cost.

As was found advisable in the earlier edition, the book is issued in two forms,
viz., “ Hymns with Tunes,” and “ Words Only.” In addition a phototype edition
of *“ Hymns with Tunes ” will bé produced, only a little larger than the “ Words
Only ” edition, and at a lower cost than the ordinary musical edition.

I. The Committee found that there was great diversity of opinion in regard
to the type of hymns required, some preferring that the hymns and tunes should
conform more to the “ Moody and Sankey ” type, and others wishing to banish
all such from the Book. After careful consideration the Committee resolved to
