Direct closed mail services were inaugurated between:—

Bentschen, train D-23 and Hankow via Siberia;

Geneva 2 and Shanghai for Parcels;

Loaidon and Hankow via Siberia;

Manchester and Shanghai (forward; via Siberia:
Salvador and Shanghai;

France and China via Canada for parcels;
Glasgow and Shanghai (forward) via Siberia;
Marseilles and Canton.

Direct closed mails from U. S. 8, R. were closed by Verkhneoudinsk
and Novosibirsk for Manchouli and Harbin and vice versa instead of as

hithertoby Chita which only remains as an exchange office for insured
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letters.

Direct closed mails for South Africa were closed to Johannesburg
instead of to Durban.

The trans-siberian route was interrupted from the 15th July, 1929,
after which date all mails for Europe from North China Were despatched
via Japan and Pacific, and from Central and South China via Pacific and
Suez, according to departure of steamers.

AIR MAIL SERVICE.

As in the preceding year, closed mails for Konigsberg, Berlin, aﬁd all
countries in Western Europe were forwarded by Harbin to Moscow for
onward transmission by aeroplane during the flying season which lasted
from the 15th May until st November, 1929.

An air mail service was inaugurated between Dairen and Tokio from
the 21st June 1929; mail matter from Manchuria was sent to Dairen while

that from other provinces was sent to Hakata Office of Exchange.
