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PREFACE.

Tae Devotion in honour of the Incarnation, kmown as
the “Office,”” ‘“BService,” or “Hours” of the Blessed
Virgin, has for so many centuries been used and valued
by Western Christians, that it seemed to the translator
of the present work to be matter of regret that no edi-
tion of the Office in question had been, except in a
somewhat incomplete form, set forth for the use of
Anglicans among the numberless devotional works now
almost daily issuing from the press.

While seeking for an Office to reproduce, the
translator naturally turned (1) to the ancient Sarum
Use, (2) to the “Little Office’’ at present authorised
by the Latin Church. The Office of the Blessed Virgin,
as given in the first of these, is disfigured by the
worst corruptions common to medimval Offices. It
is very complex, and ecclesiastical compogitions have
been made to usurp the place of Scripture almost
wholly—except that, of course, the Psalms are retained.
The present Use of the Latin Church, though free from
the worst of these defects, was yet found to contain so
many expressions which would prove unacceptable to the
majority of English Catholics, that to have *adapted”
it would have been almost to put out a new Office.
Recourse was therefore had to the Paris Breviary. The
well-known principle of this Breviary—i.e., that of ex-
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pressing everything in the Divine Office, except hymns,
collects, and certain lections, in the very words of holy
writ—rendered the Little Office of the B. V. M. to be
found therein, one which most English Catholics will be
found ready cordially to accept.

The original has been departed from in this work only
in three particulars :—

1. Hymns from the Sarum Breviary have been substi-
tated for those of the Paris Rite. AIl are from the
Office of the B. V. M. in the just-mentioned Breviary,
with the exception of the O quam glorifica, which is
asgigned to the I. Vespers of the Assumption, this
hymn also finds, in a somewhat altered form, a place in
the Parisian “ Little Office;”’—the reason of this substi-
tution being, that the hymns given have already proved
favourites among Anglicans, to whom they, perhaps,
present less difficulties than translations of all those in
the Paris Breviary would have done.

2. The “Little Office” in the Paris Breviary, being
intended for recitation after the ordinary canonmical
hours, begins at once either with the Antiphon or
Hymn. The versicles, &c., prefatory to each Hounr,
usual in most other editions, whether ancient or
modern, of these Hours, have been supplied in this
work.

8. In the Paris Breviary, a few of the antiphons, &c.,
were taken from passages in the Book of Judith, and
the “Rest of the Book of Esther,” according to the
Vulgate version, which have absolutely no equivalent
in our authorised translation. Their place has been
supplied by the antiphons from the corresponding
places in the Little Office according to the use of
Beauvais, which, happily, in every instance, gave

\
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passages exactly answering to those in our own ver-
sion of the Scriptures. Only four of these substitutions
occur in the whole Office.

These departures from the original detract, of course,
from the mere literary value of the translation as a re-
production of a certain Use; but, as it was believed the
practical value of the work would be thereby increased,
the translator felt no hesitation in making them,

A careful examination of these very beautiful Offices
will show that, although, most naturally, they bear the
name of the Blessed Mother of Incarnate God, yet that
the glories of the Mystery of the Incarnation, and its
results, are in reality more strictly their subject-matter
than the personal graces and privileges of the spotless
and willing Instrament of that Incarnation. Could any
devotion be more valuable in these days, when the spirit
that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the
flesh, stalks so boldly abroad ?

Lest any should cavil at the titles given to Our Lady
in the dedication, it may be mentioned that they are
taken verbatim from the Liturgy of 1649, and Bishop
Pearson’s Exposition of the Creed.

NoTre.—When these Hours are said in conjunction
with the ordinary Canonical Hours, the following order
is to be observed : Matins (to wit, Nocturns and Lauds)
of this Office shall be said after the Collect for the day,
and before the Commemorations, at the end of Lauds for
the day, and Vespers shall be said in the like place at
the end of Vespers for the day : Prime shall be said im.
mediately before the Chapter Office in. Prime for the
