INTRODUCTION INTRODUCTION

This is part of a series of ten provincial reports and a
summary report for Canada, which present the final results of

the 1956 Census of Agriculture.

Definition of a Farm.— For census purposes, a farm is

defined as a holding on which agricultural operations are
carried out and which is:

(1) three acres or more in size, or

(2) from one to three acres in size, and with the agri-

cultural production in 1955 valued at $250 or more.

The holding may consist of a single tract of land or of a

number of separate tracts held under the same or different

tenures, and operated as a single unit. Where the farm was
made up of several parts located in different municipalities,

the 1956 Census reported the complete farm as one unit in the

municipality where the headquarters were located.

The same farm definition was used in the 1951 Census.
For a comparison with earlier censuses in which different

criteria were used, see the Introduction to Volume VI, 1951
Census.

Year to which Census figures apply. -The statistics
of farms, farm operators, farm areas, crop areas, livestock
numbers, farm machinery and electric power relate to June
1, 1956, while data on new breaking, months of part-time
work, male farm labour and farm expenditures relate to the
year 1955. In order to minimize the error due to memory
bias, both milk and egg production were reported for Mav,
1956.

The number of male farm workers refers to the week
ending June 2, 1956, while grass silage production applies
to the year 1956.

Fully Ovneri Farms.— Full ownership means that the

operator holds the title or deed to all the land he operates or

has a purchase agreement for same. It does not necessarily

mean that the property is free of debt.

Partly Owned, Partly Rented.— This term refers to in-

stances where the farm operator owns only part of the land

he operates and rents or leases the remainder.

Partiellement possedee, partiellement louee.— Ces expres-
sions s'appliquent aux fermes ou l'exploitant n'est proprie'taire

que d'une partie de la terre qu'il exploite et loue le reste a bail

ou autrement.

Farm Operator. — This term is used in the Census to

designate the person who is directly responsible for the

agricultural operations of the farm, whether as owner, tenant

or hired manager. As one operator only was listed for each

farm, the number of farm operators is the same as the number

of farms. If, for example, the farm was operated by a partner-

ship, only one partner was considered to be the farm operator.

Farm Population.— All persons living in a dwelling

situated on a farm as defined in the Census were considered

to be farm population, regardless of their occupation. In the

case of institutions located on a farm, only the manager

and members of his household were included with the farm

population. Prior to the 1951 Census, the farm population

as shown in the Agriculture Volume was tabulated from a

question appearing on the General Farm Schedule. In both

the 1951 and 1956 Censuses the question appeared only on

the population document. Nevertheless, the term farm popu-

lation has the same definition in all censuses. The farm

population figures given in Tables 1, 9, and 15 include

both urban and rural farm population. Persons living on

farms that were located in cities, towns or villages were

included with the farm population of the adjoining sub-

divisions.

Farm Areas.— The area of farm land reported for each

municipality or subdivision represents the area of land

operated by farmers whose headquarters are in the munici-

pality. The area of farm land reported in Table 15 for the

municipal units may, therefore, be greater or less than the

actual farm area within the municipal boundaries. For larger

subdivisions of the provinces, such as census divisions or

counties, the discrepancy between reported area of farms

and actual farm area within the subdivision will be less

significant.

Large areas of timber land or other non-agricultural land

held by a farm operator, but operated apart from the farm

business are excluded.

Condition of Land. -All farm land is classified according

to use, with each acre included in only one of the categories.

The classes are as follows:

(a) Total Cropland (Question 6). -This is the total area

of cropland sown or to be sown for harvest in 1956. It is

the total area of all field crops (Table 6), and fruits,

vegetables, nursery and greenhouse products (Table 11).

Because some crops are reported in fractions of an acre

there may be slight differences between the sum of the

individual crop acreages and the total cropland. Where
intercropping and double cropping is practised the land

area was to be reported only once under area of crop-

land (Question 6) but the areas of each crop were
included with the individual crop acreages (Questions
15 to 32 incl.).

(b) Improved Pasture. -All land which has been culti-
vated and seeded to pasture and was used for grazing is

included in this item. Enumerators were instructed not
to include natural prairie or hay land that was pastured
after the crop had been removed.

(c) Summer Fallow. -Enumerators were instructed to
include in this item the total acreage which was tilled
or was to be tilled as summer fallow in 1956. They were
not to include as summer fallow, land ploughed in the
summer after a crop, such as hay or fall rye, had been
removed. It includes an area which was sown to a crop
with the intention of ploughing it under as green manure.

There are indications that in some areas the enumerator
may have erroneously included summer or fall ploughing
and idle land as summer fallow.

(d) Other Improved Land. -This item includes the area
of barnyards, home gardens, lanes and roads on farms.
It also includes areas of cultivated land that were lying
idle, being neither summer fallowed nor cropped, and area
of new breaking that had not yet been cropped.

(e) Woodland. -This includes farm woodlots, land
leased for cutting and cutover land with young growth
which has or will have value as timber or fuelwood. It
excludes large timber tracts which are run as a separate
business from the farm. There is some evidence that
changes in the area of this item between censuses may
be due to differences in interpretation. This would be
particularly true in areas of brushland.

(f) Other Unimproved Land. -Areas of natural pasture
or hay land that had not been cultivated, brush pasture
grazing or waste land, sloughs, marsh and rocky land'
etc., are all included in this item.
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Vegetables and small fruits were to be reported onlywhen grown mainly for sale and tree fruits only when there
were 25 or more fruit trees on the farm. In the case of
vegetables, there are indications that some enumeratorsmay have misunderstood the question and included homegardens as "Vegetables grown mainly for sale" Greenhouse
and nursery products were to be reported only when grownmainly for sale.

c) .Jachere . — Les agents recenseurs devaient indiquer en

acres la superficie labouree ou devant l'Stre en jachere a l'ete

de 1956. lis ne devaient pas considerer comme jachere la terre

labouree au cours de rete apres une recolte, soit de foin, de
seigle d'automne ou autres, mais devaient y inclure la super-
ficie ensemencee et retournee ensuite pour que la recolte

serve d'engrais vert.

II semble qu'en certains endroits les agents recenseurs
aient, par erreur, inclus avec la jachere le labourage d'ete ou

d) Autre terre defrichee.-Elle comprend la superficie des
basses-cours, des jardins potagers et des chemins de ferme.
On y inclut aussi les superficies de terre cultivee mais inex-
ploitee, n'etant ni en jachere ni en culture, et les nouveaux
labours qui n'avaient pas encore ete mis en culture.

e) Terres a bois.-On entend par la les lots boises de
ferme, les terres affermees pour la coupe du bois et les terres
deboisees recouvertes de jeunes pousses qui ont ou auront une
valeur de bois d'oeuvre ou de chauffage. Ces terres ne com-
prennent pas les grandes e'tendues boisees qui sont exploiters
en marge de la ferme. II y a lieu de croire que les changements
de superficie de ces terres d'un recensement a l'autre tjennent
a des differences d'interpretation. Tel serait particulierement
le cas dans les regions de terres en broussailles.

f) Autre terre non defrichee. -Cette rubrique comprend les
etendues de terre naturellement en paturage ou en foin et sans
culture, les paturages de brousse, les terres a pacage ou in-
cultes.les fondrieres, les marais et les terrains rocailleux, etc.

Recoltes.-La superficie des recoltes de 1956 represente
les superficies ensemencees ou devant l'etre en vue de la recolte
de 1956, d'apres les renseignements donnes a l'agent recenseur
lors du recensement. La superficie reelle des cultures peut dif-
terer de celle du recensement, car apres la date du recensement
on a pu modifier les projets de semailles ou une recolte a pu
manquer.
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Fruit trees which were definitely abandoned and worth-
less were not to be included.

Livestock. -Livestock are reported on the farm where
located, regardless of ownership, except for livestock kept
on community pastures. In this case, livestock are related
to the farm of the operator owning them rather than to the
community pasture.

Enumerators were instructed to include all "heifers, 1

year and under 2 years, being raised mainly for milk pro-
duction" and "cows and heifers, 2 years and over, milking
or to be milked" regardless of whether or not they were of

dairy breeding.

Milk Production. — In order to keep response error to a
minimum, the production of whole milk was enumerated for

the month of May, 1956.

The enumerator was required to enter both the amount
of dairy products produced on the farm and the milk equiva-
lent for each product. A table of conversion rates was given
on the Agriculture Document to assist the enumerator in cal-
culating these milk equivalents. Only the milk equivalent
figures were tabulated, and the amount of dairy products was
calculated by dividing the milk equivalent figures by the
conversion rates given to the enumerator.

Egg Production and Sales, May, 1956. — An examination

of a small number of the Agriculture documents, made after

the tabulations were completed, indicated that the inquiries

on egg production and sales were not always completed by
the census enumerator. Some Apiculture documents contained

entries for laying hens but not for egg production or egg
sales. The extent of the under enumeration is not known
and the data for these items published in the tables have
not been adjusted.

Farm expenditures. — Specified farm expenditures for

1955, whether paid in cash or obtained on credit, were

reported for each farm. In the case of tenant-operated farms,

these expenditures include contributions made by the land-

lord as well as those made by the tenant operator.

Part-time Work. — The enumerator was instructed to

report the total number of months the farm operator worked

for wages, commissions, etc.. at non-farm work off the farm

during 1955. Non-farm work included fishing, working in

the woods or on the roads, trucking (non-agriculture), factory

or clerical work, carpentry, etc. It also included such non-

farm work as operating a filling station, grocery store, or

tourist cabins, either on the farm property or elsewhere.

Farm Labour. — Only male farm labour, 14 years of age

and over was included. Total labour includes twelve months

for the operator's labour on all farms.

Any male, 14 years of age and over, working on the

farm for wages, salary or board, commission, or on a piece

rate or contract basis, was reported as "paid labour".

Male members of the operator's family (related by blood

or marriage) who did farm work or chores full-time or part-

time on the farm but did not receive specified wages, were
reported as "unpaid family labour".

Net farm labour was calculated by deducting from total

male farm labour the months of part-time work performed

by operators of all farms other than "Commercial crop and

livestock" farms.

Conversion of "Arpents" to "Acres". — In certain sec-

tions of the Province of Quebec, the land measure is the

"arpent" and enumerators reported land areas in this unit.

The conversion to acres was made in the Dominion Bureau

of Statistics using the factor "1,000 arpents equal 845 acres".

Economic Classification of Farms 1 .— The need for an

economic classification of farms in Canada has been recog-

Depenses de la ferme.— Chaque ferme a do declarer des
de'penses specifiers pour 1955, qu'elles aient e'te" faites au
comptant ou a credit. Dans le cas des fermes exploiters par des
locataires, ces depenses comprennent les contributions du pro-
prie"taire et celles de 1'exploitant locataire.

Travail a temps partiel. — L'agent recenseur devait relever
le nombre total de mois durant lesquels 1'exploitant avait tra-

vaille pour un salaire, une commission, etc., a du travail non
agricole en dehors de sa ferme en 1955. Le travail non agricole
comprend le pSche, la coupe du bois, le travail de voirie, le

camionnage (non agricole), le travail de fabrique ou de bureau,
la charpenterie, etc. II comprend aussi l'exploitation d'un poste
d'essence, d'une epicerie, de cabines de touristes, soit sur les
terrains de la ferme ou ailleurs.

Main-d'oeuvre agricole. -E lie ne comprend que la main-
d'oeuvre agricole masculine de 14 ans et plus. L'anneT entiere
de travail comprend les douze mois de travail de 1'exploitant sur
sur toutes les fermes.

Tout employe" masculin de 14 ans et plus, travaillant dans
une ferme pour des gages, un salaire ou la pension, a commis-
sion, a la piece ou a l'entreprise, Etait inscrit avec la "rnain-
d'oeuvre remune're'e". Les membres de sexe masculin de la

nized for a number of years. The 1951 Census, in response

to this need, provided a number of economic classes based

on reported sales of farm products.

Following the publication of the 1951 Census, the

"Advisory Committee on Agricultural Economics" directed

attention to the need for more detailed study of the prospects

and for problems involved in establishing an economic

classification of farms. It was felt that a classification

based on income as reported in the Census left much to

be desired. In the first place, the reliability of the income

data is open to serious question. Second, areas suffering

crop failures or abnormal production and marketing conditions

during the Census year are penalized in any classification

based solely on income data.

In view of these limitations the Economics Division,

Department of Agriculture, developed a classification based

on the productive capacity of farms as reflected in the inven-

tory data shown by the Census. Three classes of farms

were delineated.

(a) Commercial crop and livestock farms.

(b) Institutional farms, etc.

(c) Other farms.

(a) Commercial crop and livestock farms . — Farms
having a potential production of $1,200 or more (based
on average production and price series) are classified
as commercial crop and livestock farms. Commercial farms
thus defined delineate that segment of the total number
of farms on which the operators devoted most of their

time to farming with a view to selling on the market. The
selection of the $1,200 benchmark is an arbitrary one
but is believed to represent the lower limit of those farms
which provide substantial employment to the operator.
While an income of $1,200 is clearly below desirable living
standards it does represent a farm unit which has passed
the subsistence stage.

(b) Institutional Farms, etc. -The following types of
farms are classified as "Institutional farms, etc." -Indian
Reserve farms, Experimental farms, Community Pastures,
Hutterite Colonies, and farms operated by penitentiaries,
hospitals, etc.

(c) Other Farms. -This is a miscellaneous category
including not only those units producing crops and live-
stock worth less than $1,200 but including also acreages
devoted to greenhouses, nurseries, apiaries, forest prod-
ucts, fur production and goats.

Standards of Production. -On the basis of national
production and price data for recent years the average annual
value of production by type of enterprise was established.
The values are shown in Table 1.

Evaluation Procedure. -Using the point values in Table
1, each farm was examined with a view to determining
whether the inventory shown represents a crop and livestock
production of 100 points ($1,200) or more. For example,
each farm reporting 50 acres or more of cropland (excluding
acreage of tame hay) was credited with 100 points since
each acre of cropland (excluding acreage of tame hay) has
a point value of 2.

The inventory data on each farm schedule was evaluated
according to the following procedures.

(1) Acres of cropland less the acreage of tarne hay
was multiplied by 2.

(2) If Procedure 1 resulted in a point value of less than
100, the point value of all livestock items except pigs was
added to the total points in Procedure 1

.

(3) If Procedure 2 indicated a total of less than 100
points the additional points applicable for special crops
and fruit trees were added to Procedure 2.

(4) If Procedures 1, 2 and 3 resulted in a total of less
than 100 points, one and one-half points were added for
each hog reported.

(5) If Procedures 1, 2, 3 and 4 gave a total of less than

100 points this summation was discontinued. Attention

(6) If the farm reported one or more pigs and 29 acres

or more of cropland (exclusive of tame hay) the farm was
classified as commercial. This procedure is based on the

assumption that where there is evidence that pigs are kept

and there is sufficient cropland from which to feed 29 or

more pigs, the farm has the capacity indicated for a com-
mercial farm. This deductive process is necessitated by

the absence in the Census of a total count of all pigs

raised during the year.

AGRICULTURE QUALITY CHECK AGRICULTURE - CONTRQLE QUALITATIF

Purpose of the Survey

Difficulties are encountered in the Census of Agriculture

in making a complete and accurate enumeration. These in-

clude definitional problems (such as what constitutes a

farm), the inability of some census enumerators to perform

a thorough job, and difficulties experienced by some farmers

in answering questions concerning their farms.

Previously no concerted effort had been made to measure

by means of a field check the extent of these difficulties.

As part of the 1956 Census of Agriculture, a Quality Check

Sample survey was undertaken to provide estimates of the

completeness of coverage of the Census and to provide

checks on the quality of selected items.

Description of Sample

The Agriculture Quality Check was undertaken in all

provinces except Newfoundland and entailed a post-Census

re-enumeration of all farms in an area sample of farms.

The frame from which the sample was selected was an

ordered listing of rural area segments containing an aver-

age of eight farms according to the 1951 Census. Rural

Census Subdivisions (municipalities or townships) containing

farms in 1951 were listed within Type of Farming Area

strata principally on the basis of geographic contiguity

and similarity in type and size of specific farm enter-

prises. Within subdivisions, enumeration areas were geo-

graphically ordered by official census numbering. A geo-

graphic ordering of area segments within the enumeration

areas was implicit but delineation of area segments on

maps was completed for only those enumeration areas

identified as containing sample segments. Separate listings

were made for each province.

Two systematic samples with different random starts

were selected in each province. The sampling rate was
variable among provinces, though constant within each

province. The national sample of 601 area segments repre-

sents an average sampling rate of 0.8 per cent. Sampling
rates by province, and the total number of farms in the

sample by province are recorded in Table n.

The re-enumeration was performed by approximately
200 enumerators selected from the larger group of census
enumerators on the basis of their competence in completing
the regular census enumeration. They were given additional
training and assigned to areas in which they had not previ-
ously enumerated. Detailed instruction manuals and maps
were provided. All, households within the segment were
interviewed with provision on the questionnaire for termin-
ating the interview when it was established that the holding
was not a farm according to the census definition. A complete
accounting of all land within the sample segment boundaries
was required with appropriate designation on work maps of
farm headquarters and the disposition of land as between
farms with headquarters inside and outside the segment
boundaries. Most of the re-enumeration was completed during
July and August, 1956, although a. few reports were received
in Septerrfber.No field check was carried out to explain differ-

ences between data secured through the Quality Check and
the Census.

The questionnaire used for re-enumeration contained
similar questions and referred to the same time period as the
Census for acreages sown to individual crops and respecting
numbers of livestock on farms at June 1. Additional expla-
nations for particular questions and additional questions
were included to (1) facilitate complete coverage of farms,

(2) encourage accuracy in response to individual questions,
and (3) compensate, in the case of numbers of pigs, for the

later interview date. With respect to acreages sown or to

be sown to individual crops for harvest in 1956, it was
recognized that data reported in the re-enumeration could
differ from that reported in the Census, if there'were elements
of intention to seed in the census reports and those intentions

were not realized or were changed by the time the re-enumer-
ation took place.

Large Farms whose headquarters were located inside

the sample segments were re-enumerated but were removed
from the sample before tabulation. A listing of large farms

was compiled in advance of the 1956 Census and special

efforts were made during the 1956 Census to ensure that

these farms were enumerated. These large farms in the pre-

Census listing were treated as a sub-Universe for purposes
of the Quality Check, the 1956 Census totals for these

farms being added to the sample estimates derived from the

area sample of all other farms.

Method- of Estimation

A ratio method of estimation was used to derive sample
estimates, except in a few cases where the correlation be-

tween sample and census totals within the sampled segments
was less than 0.5; in these cases a "straight" estimate

was used, being more efficient than the ratio estimate. The
straight estimate was obtained simply by multiplying the

sample total by the inverse of the sampling rate. For the

ratio estimates, sample totals were multiplied by the ratio

of the Census all-farms total to census totals for farms in

the sample segments only. The "Census" sample was ob-

tained by super-imposing sample segment boundaries on

enumeration-area maps returned by census enumerators on

which were marked the headquarters of all farms enumerated

in the regular census. The Census reports for all farms

belonging to the sample segments were then tabulated to

provide the required census-enumerated sample. Where

enumerators' maps had not been satisfactorily completed,

these were completed in the office, before superimposing

segment boundaries, on the basis of reported location and

related data. Where enumerators' maps could not be used,

a random sample from the enumeration area was selected

to represent the census-enumerated sample for the sample

segment within it. Estimates were made for each province,

and the all-Canada totals derived by summing provincial

estimates.

Lorsqu'on n'a pu utiliser les cartes des agents
recenseurs, on a tire un echantillon aieatoire du secteur de
denombrement qui a constitue l'echantillon de recensement cor-
respondant au segment a echantillonner compris dans le secteur
de denombrement. Des estimations ont ete etablies pour chaque
province et les totaux de l'ensemble du Canada ont ete obtenus
en faisant la somme des estimations provinciales.



Variances of sample estimates were calculated on the

assumption that the sample segments within each sampling

interval were random drawings from the population of seg-

ments within the interval. In this context, the sampling

interval was considered to be a Zone and the two drawings

within each Zone to be independent of the drawings in

other Zones 1
.

Analysis of Sample Estimates

A comparison of Census totals and sample estimates

is presented in Tables III to VI for selected character-

istics of farms for Canada and for regions. Items for which

the standard error of the sample estimate exceeds 10 per

cent are excluded.

For each sample estimate the sampling error is recorded

in the tables as the Standard Error in absolute terms and as a

percentage of the Census total. The observed difference of

the sample estimate from the Census total is also presented,

and the ratio of the observed difference to the Standard Error

is shown in the second last column.

In the last column is given the approximate probability

that a difference as large as or larger than the observed

difference would result from sampling error alone. In this

regard, it is assumed that a complete and accurate coverage

of the farm universe was obtained in the Census enumeration.

Further, it is a premise that the Quality Check sample was
an unbiased sample of the farm universe. Under these as-

sumptions, in repeated samples of the same size drawn
from the farm universe by the same procedures, sample esti-

mates would then be distributed about the Census total as
an average. It is further assumed' that the sample estimates

from repeated samples would be approximately normally dis-

tributed about the Census total with standard deviation equal

to the computed standard error.

Prom Table III, it is evident that for most of the items

selected the sample estimate for Canada differs from the

Census total by an amount which could be attributed to

sampling error. For example, the sample estimate in Table
HI for total acreage in farms differs from the Census total

by 6,583,000 acres or 3.8 per cent. The probability of this

positive difference or a larger positive difference occurring

because of sampling error alone is approximately 0.29 and
the observed difference, therefore, is not judged to be un-

usually large. However, the sample estimate of number of

farms (Table III) differs from the Census total by 47,000 or

7.6 per cent, and the probability of a positive difference this

large or larger is less than 0..01 . In this case, the observed
difference cannot safely be attributed solely to sampling
error. It would appear that the hypothesis that the census
enumeration was a complete and accurate coverage of the

farm universe with respect to number of farms would, there-

fore, have to be rejected. However, there is another consider-

ation. There seems to be no significant under-enumeration_

of farm acreage. Consequently, much of the apparent under-

enumeration in the number of farms is probably due to a

difference in the application of the definition of what con-

stitutes a farm between the Census enumeration and the

Quality Check enumeration. On the other hand, a rejection

of the hypothesis that the Census enumeration was complete

and accurate would be appropriate with respect to the number

of pigs on farms where the same definitional problem is

not present. Similar interpretations of the evidence for

individual items in Tables IV, V and VI can be made.

The effectiveness of the Quality Check sample in detect-

ing error in the Census totals is limited by the sampling
error associated with the sample estimates. Where the

sampling error is large, errors in Census totals can also

be large and may even remain undetected. Given the vari-

ability that exists in the farm universe, the design and size

of the Quality Check sample determine the sampling errors

of resulting estimates. For potatoes (Table III), for example,
the appreciable observed difference of 12.8 per cent can be

attributed to sampling error alone and the Quality Check
sample was, therefore, a rather blunt tool for determining

the quality of Census totals of potato acreage. In this regard,

it may be noted that approximately 80 per cent of the sample
estimates in Tables III to VI are larger than Census totals.

This suggests the presence of under-enumeration in the

Census as a whole, even though for most items individually

the observed difference can be attributed to sampling
error.

The combined effect of incompleteness of coverage and
error in reporting may be termed under-or over-enumeration.
An unbiased estimate of the under-enumeration in the
Census is the observed difference recorded in the tables
except in the case of crops where the effect of changes
in the farmer's intentions are reflected. These estimates
of differences contain components due to sampling, defi-

nitional difficulties, changes in intentions, memory recall,

and actual under-enumeration. Though providing a measure
of under-enumeration they do not provide a means of

adjusting Census statistics, but by indicating the relative
stability of estimates by item, they should condition the use
of tb.e Census statistics in any particular study.
