LOVING FRIENDS WITH OUR 1926 OFFERINGS

In spite of the fact that last year was the most discouraging growing season that
the Middle-west has ever experienced and especially Dahlia growers, (the extreme heat
and drought in summer and early heavy freeze cut most of us short of any flowers
and in many cases no increase of bulbs) we are more enthusiastic over, the possibilities
of the Dahlia in the Middle-west than ever before and to back this claim up we
are adding more to our stock this year than any previous year.

While we have discontinued the growing of many varieties we are adding many
of the most recent introductions and especially of the higher class varieties. Many
of these we are offering to our friends this year and many more we have only in small
quantities just trying them out and will be able to offer them to you another year.

Last year we grew Dahlias in several different localities, trying them out under
varied conditions. We had 3 plantings of 1 acre each in different places, 2 in Illinois

and one in another part of Missouri, and one under our supervision on a private
estate—besides our regular planting near home, making our entire planting 25 or

more acres.

We are willing as usual to give- our friends the advantage of our experiments. On
account of the unusual season all experiments were a failure except the one on the

private estate. These were planted July 1st. Many of the most prominent high class

varieties of recent introduction were included in this planting. A liberal covering of

cow manure was worked into the ground the fall before (see instructions on page 7

of catalogue) At planting time a hole was opened about 14 inches square and the

same depth. Two four inch pots of Sheep Manure and one four inch pot of Bone
Meal were put in the bottom of the hole and mixed with the soil; a covring of sand

was placed to bring it up to about 6 inches of the top of the ground and the bulb

placed on its side and then covered with sand, the remainder of the hole filled with

good loose soil. The ground was well worked and plants treated as suggested under

this heading on page 8 of catalogue. After buds began to form a treatment of

liquid manure, as directed on pages 7 and 8 of our guide was resorted to and a liberal

amount of water was made use of.

This may seem an awful lot of work for a few flowers, but you should have seen

the flowers, even in spite of a season like we had last year. I never saw such flowers.

True enough the season was short, but we were paid for the work given.

If you want good flowers and plenty of them feed and water them and they will

respond with their gorgeous beauties.

We have omitted the height of many of the varieties as they are new to us.

We have placed all varieties of Dahlias, except Pompons in regular alphabetic
order with the class to which they belong immediately following the name.

The bulbs were planted about the middle of July and
no special care was given the plants other than thorough culti-

vation, no disbudding whatever.
