Second crown or terminal buds 
reserved September 5th and later produce fully double blooms 
from November 5th to 10th. Early buds should not be reserved 
because of the extreme fullness of this variety. Winner of the

ford in 1936.

M—Midseason. When seasons are favorable, some of these 
will bloom a few days before November 1st. 

L—Late. Late-flowering varieties usually have best blooms 
about November 10th, if early buds are taken and 
the season is favorable. These varieties may be had 
for later blooming by selecting the later buds and 
planting later. 

T —Thanksgiving varieties usually flower shortly before 
Thanksgiving, but can be held, in most cases for 
Thanksgiving sales.
