Size of Order Orders of less amounts than #1.00 can- 
---not be accepted, and payments are in¬ 
variably in advance. Plants may be sent C. O. D., however, 
if 25 per cent of the amount is forwarded with the order— 
with return charges added. 

Six plants and fifty plants of a variety will be supplied at 
the dozen and hundred rates, respectively. Less than fifty, 
dozen rates; and orders for less than six plants of a variety 
cannot be accepted. 

For lots of 500 or over, a discount of 10 per cent off the 
100 rate will be granted. 

Substitution ^ ’s our custom> should the supply of a va- 
—--- riety become exhausted (which occasionally 
occurs in all nurseries), to substitute in its stead a similar 
sort, properly labeled, of course. When it is desired that we 
shall not do this, it must be so stated in the order. To simply 
affix the words "No Substitution” is all that is necessary. 

Packing executed with the utmost care. Special pains 
- are taken to pack lightly, thereby reducing the 

expense of transportation to a minimum. All goods at prices 
quoted are packed free. Everything is labeled. 

Shinning Express shipments are the 
--— most satisfactory for Pot- 
grown Strawberry Plants. On account 
of the heavy ball of earth at the roots, 
they cannot be mailed easily, and the 
delays of freight shipments are often 
fatal to them.

E VERBEARING Strawberries should more 

rightly be termed "Fall-bearing Strawberries” 

as most growers sacrifice the June berry crop 

in order to have a heavy yield in the fall. With the 

exception of the Mastodon, fall-bearing Strawberries 

are smaller, but they yield over a much longer season, 

thus offsetting this slight disadvantage, and where 

hill culture is practiced the berries reach quite a large 

size. In quality and aroma the everbearers equal and 

often surpass the average June bearer. 

Except the labor of keeping the blossoms off the 

first year until about the middle of July, the cul¬ 

tural directions are no different than for June bear¬ 

ing Strawberries. This is not absolutely necessary, 

but will give you a much larger crop during the fall 

months. Everbearing Strawberries are a paying in¬ 

vestment, as they will not only bear during the spring, 

but also in the fall if the grower desires two crops. 

We have cut down our list of varieties on Ever¬ 

bearers, as we feel that the varieties we offer are ade¬ 

quate to cover every need of the commercial and 

home garden grower. 

On pages 12 and 13 we have described the MAS¬

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Successful Strawberry 
Gardens STRAWBERRY plants are not difficult to grow; they 

adapt themselves readily to a great variety of soils 
and climates. Small wild sorts are found near the 
Arctic Circle, and Strawberry growing in Alaska is on 

a large commercial scale. In the temperate zone they do well 
in any good substantial garden soil, clay or loam, that holds 
an abundance of humus or other quickly available plant 
food. 

The bed should be dug and thoroughly cultivated to a 
depth of 12 to 14 inches. Incorporate with the soil rotted 
leaves or well rotted manure of any kind. Fresh manure 
should be avoided because it usually holds grub worms. After 
cultivating scatter bone meal at the rate of 100 pounds to 
each bed 15 by 50 feet, raking it well into the surface. 

The plants should get a minimum of six hours of sunshine 
each day, and this should be kept in mind when locating 
the beds. 

Heavy soils will bear abundant crops providing the drain¬ 
age is satisfactory. On lighter soils the bed may require 
extra irrigation. If there is any choice to be made the 
heavy soil is to be preferred, as results will be more positive 
with less care and attention. 

Care Required for Best Results THE Strawberry plant seems to be exceptionally re¬ 
sponsive to care and attention and extraordinary pre¬ 
cautions to insure their growth will be well repaid. 
Upon arrival, unpack at once and place them in a 

shady spot, then sprinkle them lightly with water; as evening 
approaches, take them where the ground is prepared and 
just before planting dip each root ball in a pail of water. 

In the home garden, plants may be set in rows two feet 
apart with the plants a foot apart in the row. Where horse 
cultivation is employed, place the rows three feet apart; cut 
off all runners as they appear. Or if you prefer matted 
rows, allow 3 V2 or 4 feet between the rows; this will give 
larger crops on rich soil. Regardless of the cultural method 
used, the plants should be set a foot apart in the row. As 
the mid-summer sun is very hot, for the first two or three 
days after planting, it is well to shade the plants in some 
manner during the hottest part of the day.

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Care After Planting IT is of prime importance to keep down the weeds. Go 
over the bed once a week with a good sharp hoe which 
will not only cut out the weeds but will also loosen the 

soil, preserve the moisture and stimulate growth. 

When freezing weather comes on in the fall the bed 
should be mulched with coarse manure; this will serve the 
purpose of preventing the alternate freezing and thawing 
of the soil and will also enrich the bed. This mulch should 
never consist of wet or otherwise heavy material, nor should 
too liberal an application of same be applied. Too deep a 
mulch, or too heavy material used as a mulch, has a tend¬ 
ency to cause the crowns of the plants to decay. 

Choosing the Best Varieties IN describing the various sorts throughout the catalog we 
have tried to emphasize the important characteristics of 
each variety, so that an accurate choice can be made 
when planning the berry garden. If extra heavy crops 

are desired at a specific time, your choice should be made 
from among the June bearing Strawberries, keeping in mind 
that some produce their main crop early, some in mid-season 
and some considerably later. If you expect a fairly con¬ 
tinuous crop, fall or everbearing varieties should be chosen. 
When in doubt as to the best varieties to order, any one of 
our three splendid collections will provide an abundance of 
luscious berries over a long fruiting period. These unusual 
collection offers will be found on pages 11-15 and 19. 

In the case of June bearing Strawberries we recommend 
that at least three varieties be planted, early, mid-season 
and late. At least a dozen plants of each kind should be 
planted in order to get a sufficient crop to be able to judge 
the merits of each particular variety. Keep in mind when 
ordering the Fall or Everbearing varieties that a small crop 
can usually be expected from 4 to 6 weeks from the date of 
planting; if you order Everbearing varieties now, you can 
have delicious berries for table use, shortcakes and preserv¬ 
ing all of this fall.
