His Lordship, after some
deliberation, granted the permission, whereupon

Mr. W. R. Cassels, examined by Mr. Bayley,
said he was deputy chairman of the Bombay
Chamber of Commerce, and was well acquainted
with commercial usages. The meaning of the
word “ p ds™ he und 1 to be the

time given he wounld deliver the seed. These
interviews had occurred upon three oceasions
when he met the defendant on the road, but on
neither had any one but themselves been pre-
aent. He had sent two or four servants to
the defendant on this business, and one of
them, one Gopal Cooverjee was then “in
Court. Plaintifi® did not remember the day
this man went. He first saw the secd on the day
it was sold by auction, the same day it was suar-
veyed by Mr. Dizon, but_had asked to see it
several times before and had sent him a notice
to shew them the goods which were to be sold.
In consequence of the notice served nupon plain-
tiffs. he and the survevor had gone to see the
seed. It wasnot aceording to the terms of the
agreement but was composed of a mixed sort
part “ Khandeish” and the rest * Kurrachee™
and contained twenty per cent of dirt. One half
was at one godown and another at another. Im
the latter place, called Deer-gully, plaintiff conld
not make out what sort of seed it was, and it had
an offensive smell; he accordingly refused to
take it, Besides these two heaps none other was
affered, they were subsequently sold by anction.
He then purchased 101 candies at Rs. 40 per
candy of one Moonjee Narra the day after the
last day of delivery. After this he was willing
to take the seed, and would have been glad to
get it. He might bave got a small guantity, bus
could not have got the gquantity he wanted at
less than forty rupees per candy and had sent
hrokers to procure it for him. One Govindjee
Jhetta, a broker, had made the agreement for the
last purchase for him. He bhad paid Mr. Dixon
his survey fee and for notices to witnesses, and
songht torecover the amount named in the sum-
moms as there particularized.

In witness' cross-examination by Mr. Connon.
he stated that on all oceasions referred to he had
met the defendant by accident, that he received
a letter on the 218t of January calling on him
to take delivery and up to that time he had
made no application. He =aid there was a dif-
ference of five rupees per candy in the price of
zeeds during November, December, and January
last, but the English Prices - Cuorrent did not
quote correctly the price of seeds, cotton only w
correctly gquoted in them.

Captain John Dixon examined by Dr. Reid,
stated that he signed the vertificate produced and
remembéred examining the seced. The upper
portion was white and the lower black, he should
think the former was Khandeish, and the latter
Sind seed. The white seed was o pretty fair qua-
lity but as a whole it was not so, He did uot
know the price it fetched on that day. The pro-
portion of black was about three-fourths to one-
fourth white ; the former was not actually bad
and doubtless bore a price, but the second lot or
other half in Deer-gully was decidedly bad, appear-
ed unsound, and had a bad smell, although not
wet, it seemed never to have been properly dri-
ed; the first was merchantable and of inferior
quality, the second unmerchantable, witness ex-
pressed no opinion at the auction sale as to the
quality of the seced. There were many per-
sons preseant and there seemed to be o s.ispute
which had collected the crowd; they were
principally Mussulman and one Parsee who be-
longed to the firm of Dinshaw Hormusjee & Co.

A separafe council
of state is promised to the kingdom ; the local admin-
istration of Warsaw is to be assigned to- an elective
municiple government ; the syatemof public instruction,
otfensive tothe people, istobe reformed ; and the Emperor
of Russia is to reign in this part of his dominiggs as
King of Poland.

Yet, while these fair hopes were held out to the
Poles in his dominions, he dissolved the Agricul-
tural Association, which was the most fitting and
peaceful means the people hal of giving public expres-
sion to their sentiments. The discontent continues, un\kr
the rule of the Grand Duke Constantine and his Polish
adviser, the Marguis Wiclopolski. Though now groan-
ing under the rod of their oppressors, many will still
address Poland in these glowing lines :—

“ Yes, thy proud lonls, unpitied land, shall sce
That mn vet a soul, and dare be free.
A listle while along thy saddening plains,
The starless night of Jesolation reigns.
